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The Origin of
CO-EDUCATION

Did you know that Ambassador
College could not have been founded
as a co-ed college 103 years ago?
In fact there was not a single wo-
man college’ student in ALL Great
Britain.

In 1865 the Royal School En-
quiry. Commission was set up to
investigate the education of women
in Great Britain.. They found that
there was a complete absence of
any scholastic institutions for
women similar to the Universities
for men.

Lord Bryce, a well-known ed-
ucator at that time, said: ‘‘The
notion that women had minds as
cultivable and as well worth cul-
tivating as men’s minds is still
British
not  to

regarded by the ordinary
parents as an offensive,
say revolutionary paradox.

From time
have despised the intellectual
capacity of women. A  monk,
quoted by Erasmus, commented:
*“Books rot a woman’s brains. It
is not safe for a woman to know
Latin.””  With such an indignant
view on woman’s cerebral cortex
it is not surprising that he remained
a monk all the days of his life. Even
P;)pe Pius XI, as late as 1920, con-
demned co-education as being
“founded upon naturalism and the
denial of original sin.”

immemorial men

It is not surprising then that it
was MEN who opposed the education
of women at college level. And as
for co-education in the colleges -
the thought was heretical.

But in 1868, three years after
the Commission’s Report, a college
for women was established in Hitchin,
Hertfordshire — just a few miles
from Bricket Wood. It planned to
give women the same education
offered to men by the universities.

However, this was not what
women wanted. They wanted to be
educated in the same university
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with men, enjoying the same pri-
vileges.

Cambridge University was the
first to open its deors to women.
London University suit
four years later and the year after
that Oxford also admitted women
students.

This did not mean that women
were recognised as part and parcel
of College life. In most cases they
were admitted ‘as part-time students,
studying only specially chosen sub-
jects. The Universities tcok no
official notice of them. Whether
they ~were examined or not was
purely a matter of favour on the part
of their professors. In some Un-
iversities, notably at Manchester,
women students were denied the
privilege of paying fees — in order

to embarrass them!!

Today, it is commonplace for a
woman to be granted a degree. Notso
in those days. The University of

London did not confer.

degrees on women until 10:iyears
after they first admitted them! As
for Cambridge University, they
didn’t follow London’s example
until 56 years later, in 1921,

Today there are over 200,000
women students in the
in Great Britain. They are no longer

regarded as outcasts and an inferior
species.

Co-education has
accepted practice in this country.
And when Ambassador College was
founded at Bricket Wood over eight
years ago, no eye-brows were raised
because it was co-educational.
