5. Magazines may be checked out
for two weeks, but may not be re-
newed. However, current magazines
and bound magazines may not be
checked out,

main room of the library. If there
is no librarian at the desk, please
leave a note.

THE BIG SWITCH

Ambassador College will soon be
dancing to the tune of 5.000 volts.
Our old (and somewhat outgrown)
electrical system which consisted of
dozens of 110-volt metering stations
located around the campus, is being
replaced by a single, centrally lo-
cated metering station. The giant
5,000-volt box is being set up in
Mayfair basement, from whence
lines will fan out to all corners of the
campus. Transformers will be set up
at various locations to cut the voltage
down to 110 or 220 volts. This will
greatly simplify our electrical sys-
tem, facillitating repairs and later
additions.

Mr. Elliott estimated that the new
system will cut our electrical hill by
at least 309! He added that the new
set-up will pay for itself in five or
SIX years.
