MONEY IS BAD FOR YOUR HEALTH

Money is truly dirty — according to a report
by two monetary-minded physicians in the
Journal of the American Medical Association.

The medical sleuths borrowed 62 pennies, 38
nickels, 27 dimes, 33 quarters and fifty papers
bills of small denomination, with no discrim-

ination as to the age, sex, colour, or religion |

of the lender, so that the results would be un-
biased. They then cultured the ccins and bills.

. They discovered that 13 per cent of the coins
and 42 per cent of the bills were contaminated
by potentially disease-causing bacteria. Pennies,
nickels and small denomination paper bills
were more often contaminated than larger
coins bills — a logical consequence of the fre-
quent handling of small coins and bills.

The investigators — Dr. Berel L. Abrams and
Norton G. Waterman, of the Department of
Surgery at the University of Louisviile School
of Medicine — offered six tongue-in-cheek
“Rules to Stay Sterile By”:

“Keep your money in the bank.

“If you must carry money, carry only large
bills, preferably the $30 and $100 denomina-
tions,

“Don’t make change.

“Keep your hands out of your pockets. (We
have no suggestions as to where else you might
keep them.) ‘

“Get rid of your money rapidly. (This isn't
much of a problem for most of us.)
,‘Campaign against piggy banks. (Particularly
for children. They will be contaminated soon
enough anyway.)” _

She mainiains a
vome and school for them. We have known
ser for many years, having met her when
she was attending an ulpan here to learn the
Hebrew language.

Her testimony is inspiring when she tells
how she has been given up to die numerous
times but still she is active in the work she
is called to do.

Bro. and Sr. Taine of Australia occupied
rooms in the guest house for a few days. He
is a Jewish brother who suffered in a concen-
tration camp where all of his family. was killed.
He was a believer so he made a vow that if
his life was spared he would preach the Gos-
pei as long as’he lived. He is faithful to his
vow. We “were happy to have him preach one
Sabbath at the Meeting House. We do not ask
people to tell us their church affiliation be-
fore they preach.

We and others who knew them
from former days managed to visit them at their
hotel each night and on Sabbath several of
them attended meeting.

AN ILLUSTRATION

Wh{‘n a man violates the civil law of our state by
committing first degree murder, and is convicted of the
crime, he 1s sentenced to either life imprisonment or
death. His liberty is taken away and at once he comes
under the power of the law that forbids the taking of
human life. He is bound over to the excutioner or pri-
son authorities to pay the penalty for his crime. There
15 now but one recourse: there is but one way of escape.
He may be given a decree of pardon by the Governor
of the state, and if so, his liberty is granted. This man
is set frce, and no longer remains under the condemna-
tion of the law that forbade murder. but he is under
the grace or favour of the Governor. The Governor has
issued him a pardon for his sin and he is free. He has
his liberty, but he is not free to again break the civil
la\:v' without fear of its consequence and the penalty
being again enforced. He now stands “not under the
law but under grace”. Grace means favour, and the Gov-
ernor has granted him the great favour of life, releasing
hm(; fr(;lm the condemnation of paying the penalty, which
1s death. ’ :

APPLICATION

The Lord says: “ALL have sinned, and come short
of the glory of God”. — Rom. 3: 23. Also: “The wages
of sin is death”. — Rom. 6: 23. Therefore everyone
stands in the position before God, correspondi,ng to the
foregoing figures, for ALL have sinned. Then the penalty
of death hangs upons every soul. We are ALL bound
over to the executioner to pay the penalty of death.

100 PROJECTS

And the growth will continue. Last year, 100
expansion projects were approved In M.E E.
involving a proposed investment of IL300 m.
One of the big and still expanding industries
is food, where project approvals totalled
IL320 m., including IL100 m. for fruit and
vegetable products, IL43 m. for dairy products,
IL. 36 m. for abattoirs and meat products, and
132 m. for cold storage installations. The Min-
istry spokesman stresses that a not insignifi-
cant portion of these placements goes to im-
prove the level of hygiene and sanitation in food
production.

He adds: “In former years we used to get
many complaints abeut the quality of “israel’s
processed foodstuffs; the situation has now ira-
proved radically.”

PLASTICS GROWTH

Plastics have grown since 1967 by an aver-
age of 25 per cent a year, Today, 250 firms
employing 4,000 workers have a turnover of
IL340 m. Exports were $8 m. last year and
are planned to reach $20 m. by 1975. Invest-
ment needed in the five years 1971-75 is 1L400
m., which should increase output by IL310 m.
{(including 180 m. of raw maierials). Invest-
ments in 1972 are predicted to total IL72 m.

The furniture industry has started to produce
sophistacted goods and exports will be $3.5
m. this year. Printing and publishing is making
big strides. Exports doubled in one year, from
$5.9 m. in 1970 to $10.5 m. in 1971, and are
expected to double again (to $22 m.) by 1975.
A lot of printing work is done for foreign pub-
lishers, some of whom (like Weidenfeld and
Nicholson) have opened offices in Israel. Out-
put in this industry is shooting up, from IL125
m. in 1965 to IL310 m. by 1975.

304 SOVIET JEWS ASK RIGHT
TO EMIGRATE
MOSCOW (AP). — More than 300 Jews
from throughout the Soviet Union have add-
ressed an appeal to American and European.
Jewish communities as part of a reported effort

to deliver one million signatures to President

Nixon befcre his Moscow summit meeting.
The appeal, made available to Western cor-

respondents yesterday, also was addressed to
the U.N. Commission on Human Rights. Jew-
ish sources said the letter and accompanying
sheets, with 304 signatures, have been smug-
gled out cof the country and sent te Israel’s
U.N. Representative, Mr. Yosef Tekoah.

They said the appeal is designed to be in-
cluded in a petition at a “'Day of Solidarity with
Soviet Jewry” at U.N. Headquarters in New
York on May 3. The sources added the orga-
nizers of the Solidarity Day expect to collect
one million signatures for President Nixon, to
persuade him to discuss the Soviet Jewish prob-
lem when he meets with the Kremlin leadership
next month, Mr. Nixon is due here on May
22 for a week-long visit.

Last year, foliowing a series of militant Jew-
ish demonstrations here and growing criticism
abroad, the Soviet Government permitted more
than 13,000 Jews to leave for Israel, compared
with about 1,000 in previous years.

ISRAEL STRAWBERRIES STILL IN DEMAND
IN EUROPEAN MARKETS

TEL AVIV. — Israeli strawberries are still
being sold on European markets, even though
the strawberry export season ended officially
last week. Export shipments continue to ge
out, it is learned.

Exports of strawberries this year reached-
2,800 tons, compared to 2,200 tons last year.
The expected earnings are $3.5 m., compared
to $2.5 m. last year.

Next year Agrexo plans to expand the use
of polyethylene-covered containers in the ex-
port of strawberries,” after experimental ship-
ments have shown that the strawberries remain
fresher this way.

BIG RISE FOR CHEMICAL EXPORTS

Exports of Makhteshim and Agan, the che-
mical companies affiliated to the Koor con-
cern, are expected to reach $15 m. in 1972,
as compared with $11 m. in 1971,

The greater half of these exports is directed
to Europe and the Near East, but expansion
has been biggest in the African markets, which
accounted for 17.5 per cent of the two com-
panies’ exports in 1970 and for 26 per cent
in the past year. Hopeful starts have been
made also in exports to North and Latin Ame-
rica, and to Australia.

The total turnover of Koor Chemicals Ltd.,
the concern’s chemical division, amounted to
IL105 m. in 1971 and is expected to rise to
IL155 m. in the current year. The company
employs a labour force of 1,100.

IMMIGRATION UP IN 1972
BY 54 PER CENT
Iinmigration to Israel during the first quarter
of this year increased by 54 per cent over last
year's corresponding period — from«8,500 to
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13,000 - the Central Bureau of Statistics’ spo-
kesman announced recently. ;

A breakdown shows that of th: 13,000 who
arrived betwdgen January | and March 31,
9,600 came as immigrants and 3,400 as “po-
tential” immigrants (temporary residents). Dur-
ing the same period last year, 5000 came
regisiered as temporary residents.

The spokesman also said that this year some
900 temporary residents had changed their
status to immigrants, as compared with 670
last year.

EILAT TO GET 500 NEW FLATS
EILAT. - Work will begin on the construc-

tion of 900 housing units in Eilat this year.

U.S. MARKETING CHAINS
GOING FOR ISRAELI PRODUCTS

" American marketing chains are more aware
than ever before of the possibilies of intro-
ducing Israeli products into the U.S. market,
two leading U.S. marketing chain executives
stated in Tel Aviv yesterday.
~ Mr. Krammel predicted that purchases from
Israel would continue to increase, ncting that
total purchases by the A.M.C. chain in Israel
rose from $350,000 in 1969 (F.OB.) to
$1,250 m. in 1971 (F.O.B.). He attributed this
growth to the fact that A.M..C opened a spe-
cial purchasing office of its own in Israel in
1970.

Mr. Platt, whose A.D.G. marketing chain is
owned by approximately 100 department stores
— including Lord and Taylor of New York —
remarked that it bought almost $! m. worth
of Israeli goods in 1971. :

FAMILY REUNITED AT LOD — . -
AFTER 27 YEARS '

LOD AIRPORT. — Aj [sraeli courle and
their son — who were separated 27 years ago
in Uzbekistan when the parents were seat to
jail for Zionist activities — were tearfully re-
united yesterday at Lod Airport.

The son, Arncld Finger, with his wife and
two children, were among the large group of
immigrants who arrived here by E] A] yester-
day morning from Vienna. Waiting for them
was his aged mother, an Israeli resident for some
years.

The story as told to “Itim”, began in Uzbe-
kistan 27 years ago when Arnold Finger was
one year old. The Soviet authorities jailed his
parents for Zionist activities and their son was
sent to an orphanage. By the time his parents
were released, he was'gone — adopted by an-
other couple.

The boy’s mother was released first and im-
migrated to Israel. A few years later, her hus-
band was freed, came to Israel and the couple
was reunited. In 1964, the father returned to
the Soviet Unior: to look for his son. He found
him, serving as a seaman in the merchant ma-
rine.

Arnold decided that he, too, would emigrate
to Israel. It took nearly eight years for the
final reunion to take place — in the crowded
passenger hall at Lod Airport.

ISRAEL EXPORTS EXPANDS

The year 1971 was a triumphant one for
Israel's exports. It had taken the 22 years since
the foundation of the State of Israel to attain
the sum of foreign earning achieved in 1970
($1,366 m.). During the subsequent twelve
months, that figure was increased by one-
quarter, to reach $1.713 million.

The increase registered in 1971 alone ($347
m.) exceeded Israel’s total exvorts in 1960,
which came to $336.3 m.

Textiles and clothing has grown by 17-18
per cent a year. Exports rose by 40.6 per cent
in 1970 and 32.3 per cent in 1971, and the
rise this year is expected to be 34.8 per cent.
A measure of the extent to which the invest-
ment involves mechanization is shown by the
statistics of employment. Labour in the textile
industry will have increased in the three-year
period (including predictions for the current
year} by less than 20 per cent, although output
will have grown by 60 per cent, and exports

., by 150 per cent.

The biggest export growth is envisaged in the
massive engineering branch — metals, electricals
and electronics (M.EE.). Practically “all the
important enterprises in this sector are in a
phase of growth. Metals Week, held in 1970,
showed what a technological revolution has
been accomplished since the Six Day War,
largely with the help of American companies
which have created subsidiaries in partner-
ship with local enterprises. In 1971, output
rose by IL505 m. or over 15 per cent. The
number of workers increased by almost 8,500
to 91,350. ¥
