Has Our Messiah Come?

The . estion “who are you people” is often asked us
in Israel, in answer to which we shall again explain that
our name in English “Church of God” was given to this
people nearly twe thousand years ago, and repeated twelve
umes in the New Testament, in which period we were
u_em‘lv 100 percent Jews.

o Like magnetic electricity in a piecce of steel this
heavenly virtue is to the human body and soul. The
| s person becomes charged with a Spirit of goodness, and
power in accomplishments {or the good of others, that
men and women are made better and more like God.

This is the coming religion of Israel. It is the “Old

Time Jewish Religion” founded by Moses, and Christ,
revealing to mankind, the power from heaven that
charges and transforms people into the likeness of God,
so that the golden rule becomes their nature.
