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WHY WE HAVE THESE UNITED STATES

THE WORLD’S MOST UNIQUE REPUBLIC

The Founding Fathers of this Republic were
students of Old Testament lore. Their lives have
no equal in all American history. To less than
a half dozen individuals, can we trace the seed
thoughts of the Republic of these United States
of America. The two foremost among them were
chiefly of Anglo-Saxon origin, George Washing-
ton and Thomas Paine. This does not mean that
they did not have able assistants, but it is the
old story of the might of the sword and pen.

In the year 1774, the patron saint of all Ameri-
can philosophers and diplomats, Doctor Benjamin
Franklin, was in London, England, in the service
of the Crown. There he met through Divine
Providence, and his own efforts, a highly intellec-
tual Quaker, Thomas Paine. After an interview
with Paine, Doctor Franklin said: “Where lib-
erty is, there is my home.” To which Paine re-
plied: “Where liberty is not, there is my home.”
“You must go to America, Mr. Paine,” said Doc-
tor Franklin. He gave the former tax-collector,
Mr. Paine, a letter of introduction to his son-in-
law, Richard Buche, in the City of Brotherly Love;
and at once dispatched Mr. Paine to the Colonies,
and he arrived in Philadelphia on November 13,
1774. He at once began writing on the cause of
liberty. About this time was born the Continental
Congress, and George Washington was a delegate
to that body. It was presided over by Washing-
ton’s Brother Mason, Payton Randolph of Vir-
ginia. Soon the Continental Congress organized
the Continental Army, and appointed Major

George Washington, General and Commander-in-
Chief. The Thirteen Colonies at this time had
become thoroughly aroused as to taxation by
the Mother Country. The leader of patriots in
civil life, was also a Brother Mason of Wash-
ington, Samuel Adams of Boston. Congress soon
created several Major-Generals, and the most
unique one among them was a Rhode Islander,
Nathaniel Greene, who, too, like Mr. Paine, was
a Quaker. Washington successfully took Boston
from the hands of the British.

Congress in those days, as it is today, consisted
of more politicians than of statesmen, but Gen-
eral Washington forced all issues. He called
Paine into the Army, and placed him on the staff
of his best beloved General, Greene, with the cour-
tesy rank of a Major. The prayers of Franklin
had been answered, and Paine was filling his
proper place in the making of the new Republic.
So it was by torch light on the drum heads of the
Army, the author-hero, Major Thomas Paine,
first wrote this phrase, “The United States of
America,” and in bold type on a drum head of the
Army of Greene’s brigade did he pen these seven
words: “THE FREE AND INDEPENDENT
STATES OF AMERICA.” This with the follow-
ing: ‘“This land that was once the Province of a
King, is now the Homestead of a People!” Paine
at this time had written his “crisis,” which work
Washington caused to be read before every Regi-
ment in the Army. Despite the fact that within
their midst were three hideous figures, disease,
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starvation, and nakedness, and the major portion
of the army were deserting, Paine’s “crisis” saved
the Army of Washington. It was by torch light
in the evening, that Washington, Greene and
Paine, would consult on the future destiny of
the Colonies. Washington dispatched Paine’s en-
tire writings to Philadelphia, and Thomas Jeffer-
son, also Washington’s Brother Mason, arranged
them into a document, now known as THE DEC-
LARATION OF INDEPENDENCE. The chief
phrase used by Paine before the Continental Army
were these words: ‘‘THESE ARE
THE TIMES THAT TRY MEN'’S
SOULS.” Down to every Corporal in the
Army, Washington saw to it that each soldier
familiarize himself with “The Crisis.” “Light
Horse” Harry Lee of Virginia, was Washing-
ton’s dispatcher. He, too, was Washington’s
Brother Mason. A horse was kept on the south
side of the Hudson River, for Lee to ride at any
notice.

When this writer was a very small boy, there
stood in Philadelphia the two-story frame build-
ing, to which door Courier Lee would ride up, and
hand to Mr. Jefferson, Paine’s essays; and so it
is that with the sword of George Washington and
the pen of Thomas Paine, we have these United
States of America.

This monograph does not belittle the other
patriots assembled around General Washington.
In Congress, soap-box orators were busy telling
Washington how to fight the battles. Paine fol-
lowed the Army, and even at the taking of Tren-
ton his advice was sought. When he was not
writing he was acting as .an engineer for General
Greene. Many men in those days who did not
leave names beyond their last breathing hours,
maligned Paine because he was a Deist, and not a
creed-monger. The seer, Franklin, saw in Paine
the reincarnation of one of the Old Testament he-
roes. After Paine had finished his work in the
Continental Army, he took up civil and patriotic
work in Pennsylvania. Finally, the British sur-
rendered at Yorktown, and Washington was all
the while in correspondence with Paine at Phila-
delphia, and it was through Paine’s advice that
Washington caused at the taking of Yorktown
this old tune to be played: “The World Turned
Up-side Down.”

In 1783, when the Army was to be mustered
out, there was formed among the Officers, ‘“The
Society of the Cincinnati,”” This was chiefly
through the efforts of Washington’s friends and
Brother Masons, Generals Steuben, and Knox.
Eleven years later the Constitution of these
United States was written. Washington had con-
sulted Paine upon the matter. The leader in con-

structing that great document was also Wash-
ington’s Brother Mason, James Madison. At the
time the Constitution was conceived and signed,
Paine and Jefferson were in Paris, and could not
take any part in the matter. They were consulted

by Madison, Franklin and others on its construc-
tion. Jefferson later became president, and Paine
wrote the French Constitution. It was a few
years after the American Revolution and Washing-
ton had been President, that he was visited
by an English tourist at Mount Vernon, who said
to President Washington: “Who made the Amer-
ican Revolution?” TUpon which, General Wash-
ington’s private secretary, and brother Mason,
General Edmund Randolph replied in these words,
as he smilingly looked over his glasses: “King
George III, and Thomas Paine.” Washington was
a modest man, and did not want to take any glory
away from Paine and did not reply to the question
put to Randolph, and we can now cast our eyes
across the seas, and see the author of the “Crisis”
and “Common Sense” with the blessings of Wash-
ington upon his head, standing alone in the judg-
ment hall of the great French nation, pleading,
even amid that sea of scowling faces, for the life of
King Louis; and again we recall his words to
Franklin: “Where Liberty is not, there is my
home,” and do we see the Deist Paine with Wash-
ington, Hamilton, Macintosh, Franklin and Jef-
ferson, (his Masonic Brethren), elected a citizen
of France. Later we see him thrown into prison
by the new nation he has tried to defend.

He was one of the greatest Bible scholars in his
time and generation, and claimed that the Old
Testament came down from its original writings,
but that much of the New Testament had been
tampered with by creed-mongers in Rome, pre-
vious to its compilation. So it was on the works
of Israel, did Paine base much of his works and
philosophy. While the tide ebbs and flows twice
in each twenty-four hours, and the hand of Deity
continues to rule the destinies of men, will all
rational philosophers, who are pleased to learn
history as it really is, continue to bless the sword
of George Washington, and the pen of Thomas
Paine, that posterity might forever have These
United States of America free from Old World
philosophy, and here that all men should be born
free and equal. Paine was one of the earliest ad-
vocates of the abolition of slavery, but as Wash-
ington, Jefferson, and some of the other Fathers
of the Revolution were slave holders, Paine could
not have this embodied in either the Declaration
of Independence or the Constitution of these
United States. And so it is, that an American
author at this time, leaves with his readers of
The Torch of Israel, the story of how Liberty was
wrought, and, concludes his article with the first
six words of the Mayflower Compact, “In the name
%f SGod, Amen.” Englewood Cliffs, New Jersey,

A HIGHER MIND THAN MAN

Unless we attribute much of the affairs of
this world to a Mind Higher than that of men,
there are some real puzzling things which we pick
up in our journey of life. And here is one of them
about Jerusalem, which only recently opened to
the mind of the honest student of the Scriptures
in a literal U.S.A. way.

From the time we were in the Primer Class at
school, we have heard of Jerusalem, the City where
David was King. The City where Solomon, the
founder of the great Masonic Order, and one of
earth’s wisest men lived, and where he ruled over
the Twelve Tribes of Israel. Many strange inci-
dents have taken place in Jerusalem. It was the
one City of earth where Jesus, the “King of the
Jews,” rather than to leave Israel’s God, and fall
down in adoration before Lucifer, took the way of
the Cross, that he might make sure the inheritance
of God, to Israel, and was crucified by the Gentile
Power. And if we are to believe that which has
been written by historians, Jerusalem has been
built upon her own “heap” nineteen times. And
there must be something to it, as the Prophet
Jeremiah has said: “Thus saith the Lord, Behold
I will bring again the captivity of Jacob’s tents,
and have mercy upon his dwelling places; and the
City shall be builded upon her own heap.” Jer.
30:18. And the truth is, the last building is tak-
ing place now, and report has it that “building
and improvements are taking place so rapidly that

it is impossible to get men to carry forward the
work.”

But here is the strangest thing of all about Jeru-
salem. Spell the word, and notice the arranging
of the letters. Notice, JerUSAlem. Was this
putting of the letters USA in the center of the
name just a happening of chance, or was there
a greater and Higher Mind, and motive did this
unique and mysterious placing of the letters? And
may we ask, But rather was it not the infinite
mind of God, who saw not only the “beginning” of
His people Israel, but their final “ending” as well,
who determined that it SHOULD BE SO? And
if it is so, what does it really mean to the United
States of America anyway? So may we ask, is
it not strange that we should find the three letters
in the spelling of JerUSAlem? Then, instead of
passing this strange incident up, will it not be
better that we look into the matter anyway, that
we may find things that have happened here in
the United States of America, Israel’s final home-
land, and know just what God expects the United
States of America to be doing about JerUSAlem,
now that the British have applied the brakes, and
are trying to make a Province out of God’s Land
Palestine?

In the days of Rehoboam, Solomon’s son, when
Ten Tribed Israel revolted from the Davidic rule,
we find God enters the scene, and says: ‘“Howbeit
I will not rend away all the kingdom, but will give
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one Tribe to thy son (Rehoboam) for David My
servants sake, and for Jerusalem’s sake, which I
have chosen.” 1 Kings 11:13. These words were
spoken to King Solomon, and had to do with things
that should happen after his death, so you see
there can be no doubt about God choosing Jer-
USAlem. But what did God choose it for? “——in
Jerusalem, the city which I have chosen to put
My name there.” Here you have the reason, “to
put my name there!” And whether you believe
it or not, the next place where God placed His
name, was in the United States of America. All
this is witnessed to by our founding fathers. But
what are we doing about it today? We may be a
little dilitary and tardy, because the spirit of dem-
ocracy has been and is hovering over the people of
U.S.A. with its “different views, some bad, and, if
I might be allowed to use so harsh an expression,
diabolical.” George Washington, (See Lib. Uni.
Hist. Vol. 13, Page 3983.) But let us thank God
that 1940 is here, and the Spirit of Israel will
sprout up and grow again, as the U.S.A. will
arise and prosper again, until from it “the knowl-
edge and glory of God will cover the earth.” Let
us study the matter fully, and see if there is not
something connected with it, that will give us a
little insight as to why our present troubles.

But first let us see if God has especially directed
our minds to Jerusalem in particular. We read:
“Pray for the peace of JerUSAlem; they shall
prosper that love thee.” Then why pray? “Our
feet shall stand within thy gates, O JerUSAlem.”
Why shall our feet stand within the gates of
Jerusalem? “Whither the Tribes (of Israel) go
up, the Tribes of the Lord, unto the Testimony of
Israel.” Ps. 122:2-7. What is the Testimony of
Israel? “And He (God) gave unto Moses Two
Tables of Testimony, tables of stone, written with
the finger of God. And He wrote upon the takles
the words of the covenant, the Ten Command-
ments.” Ex. 31:28, 32:15-19, Deut. 9:9-17, Deut.
10:1-5. This is all very plain. First God places
His name in Jerusalem, and second He places His
law, the Ten commandments, there also, and third
our feet shall stand within the gates of Jerusalem
where these things are. When will we go, that our
feet may stand there? “And it shall come to
pass, that from one new moon to another, and
from one Sabbath to another shall all flesh come
to worship before me, saith the Lord.”

All is plain, the Twelve tribes go up to Jerusalem
to worship God. But not all at one time. They go
up in order. There are twelve months in the year,
and there are twelve tribes of Israel. So one month
in each year the Tribe assigned to this month goes
up to Jerusalem to worship the Lord, and their feet
stand in that city. So then why not pray for the
peace of Jerusalem?

Now another thought about JerUSAlem. “If I

forget thee, O Jerusalem, let my right hand forget
her cunning, If I do not remember thee, let my
tongue cleave to the roof of my mouth; if I prefer

not JerUSAlem above my chief joy. Remember,
O Lord the children of Edom in THE DAY OF
JERUSALEM, who said, ‘Raze it, raze it,” even to
the foundations thereof.” (Ps. 187.) Now we
have it. Edom started the razing of Jerusalem,
and other nations and kindreds have continued the
razing of the City of Jerusalem, until it has been
razed nineteen times. But those who razed it
forgot to take thought that JerUSAlem had “its
day.” Britain twice has tried to “Raze” our
U.S.A. or the United States in its infancy. Neither
is this all, when Britain and France was confronted
with the World War, she borrowed Money and
men of our good “Uncle Sam,” and when he asked
about getting it back, she called him “Old Shy-
lock.” So, in the midst of the present war fever,
let us stop and think. The tables are now
turned, JerUSAlem’s day has come, and while the
other cities of the earth are in the midst of un-
employment with all its woes, JerUSAlem is rap-
idly building up, and is one place in the world
where laborers are needed. Why and how is alil
this? “As birds flying, so will the Lord of Hosts
defend Jerusalem; defending all so will He deliver
it, and passing over will He preserve it.” Isa.
31:5. In the World War while other cities were
rent and torn, JerUSAlem was spared, as we shall
show later in this article.

Isaiah the prophet, speaks farther about Jer-
USAlem, and God’s people Israel. “Comfort ye,
My people, saith your God. Speak ye comfortably
to JerUSAlem, and cry unto her that her warfare
is accomplished, that her iniquity is pardoned;
for she hath received of the Lord’s hand double
for all her sins.” Isa. 40:1-2. Now if this state-
ment of Isaiah is correct, about the “double” and
about the “warfare being ended,” there are two
things; First, Jerusalem must be taken from the
hands of the Gentile-Turks without a struggle,
which it was in the World War, and without the
firing of artillery within the city proper. Second,
the struggle in which Jerusalem should be released
must have its beginning just 2520 years after the
Babylonish captivity of Judah, and this 2520 years
must be made up of two parts of 1260 years each,
and at each end, and at the center, things of extra-
ordinary character in the affairs of the world must
be taking place. But did they? Let us see. Jer-
usalem and Israel because of idolatry, had 2520
years of punishment placed upon it and its people,
the Jews. Divide the 2520 in half and you have
1260 years, or the “double” spoken of. JerUSA-
lem’s first captivated period of 1260 years was
under the Hamitic people of Babylon, starting
in 721 B.C. This was the beginning. In the mid-
dle, or central part of the 2520 years, Jerusalem
was destroyed by the Roman Gentiles under Titus.
This was the first great world upheaval. Then
at the last of the second 1260 years we had the
war of the Revolution in U. S. A., the war 1914-17,
making the second upheaval of things in the earth
at the end of the second 1260 years or 1914 to 1918,
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and in this JerUSAlem was directly concerned. So
we find the two upheavals in the earth, and the
“double” periods of punishment, 1260 years each.
One under the Hamitic people, and the other under
the Gentile Romans. So Isaiah must have been
seeing a true vision.

But let Isaiah speak farther about JerUSAlem.
We read: “For Zion’s sake will I not hold my
peace, and for JerUSAlem’s sake I will not rest,
until the righteousness thereof go forth as bright-
ness, and the salvation thereof as a lamp that
burneth. And the Gentiles shall see thy righteous-
ness, and all kings thy glory; and thou
shalt be called by a new name (American)
which the mouth of the Lord shall name. Thou
shalt also be a crown of glory in the hand of thy
God. (The THOU here also refers to Israel, the
inhabitants of Jerusalem.) Thou shalt no more be
termed Forsaken; neither shall thy land any more
be termed (Azubah) Desolate; but thou shalt be
called Hephzibah, (My delight is in her,) and
thy land Beulah, (Married,) for the Lord delight-
eth in thee, and thy land shall be married. For
as the young man marrleth a virgin, so shall thy
God rejoice over thee.” Isa. 62:1-5. And here
comes the sweet, and the beautiful, of the whole
story, as it shall be written from 1917 A.D. on into
the eternal ages. “I have set watchmen upon thy
walls, O JerUSAlem, which shall never hold their
peace day or night; ye that make mention of the
Lord, keep not silence, (Here the laity as well as
the ministry) and give Him no rest (keep not
silent) till He establish, and till He make Jer-
USAlem a praise in the earth. The Lord hath
sworn by His right hand, and by the arm of His
strength, surely I will no more give thy corn to
be meat for thine enemies, and the sons of the
stranger shall not drink thy wine, for the which
thou hast labored; but they that have gathered it
shall eat it, and praise the Lord, and they that
have brought it together shall drink it in the court
of My holiness.” Verses 6-9. (Here is the work
that Israel shall be doing, and is doing today,)
“Go through, go through the gates, prepare ye in
the way of the people; (and let us say, here is the
work, and which is being done here in America
at this present time through the Dies and Rey-
nolds Committees,) cast up, cast up the highway,
(Railways, and cement roads) gather out the
stones, lift up a standard for the people (Who
have learned their identity, and Israel’s God. Let
them have the living issues of the day.) Behold
the Lord hath proclaimed unto the ends of the
world (Just where we are today,) Say ye to the
daughter of Zion, (Israel) behold thy salvation
cometh; behold His reward is with Him, and His
work is before Him. (The church has reversed
all this. It has the wicked destroyed, the work of
salvation completed when Jesus comes. But here
“His work is before him.” The greatest difference
in the world.) And they shall call them, (Israel,

the daughter of Zion) The Holy people. The

redeemed of the Lord; and thou (JerUSAlem)
Sought out, a city not Forsaken.” Verses 10-12.

Here is a literal story about JerUSAlem, and
thank God it is being told today as He would have
it told. A literal thing, stripped of all the Gentile
spiritual vagaries, and garments which have been
hung upon it. God inspired Isaiah to write these
literal words about Jerusalem 698 B.C. Ninety-
two years after Jerusalem had been pilaged by
Nebuchadnezzer in 606 B.C., and this is 1940, the
end of the “70 weeks” of Dan., 26 years after the
end of Judahs captivated years of punishment,
and 23 years after Jerusalem’s deliverance from
Gentile-Turkish rule. Judah’s punishment begin-
ning in 606 B.C., and ending in 1914 A.D., the
time of the breaking out of the World’s War,
which in the end resulted in the taking of Jerusa-
lem out of the hands of the Gentile-Turks and the
restoring of it to the children of Jacob-Israel
once more. Thus starting the new order of things.
19 years are added to 1914, it brings us to 1933
A.D., which marked the change of our currency
and the placing of the Pyramid, with cap lifted,
and the words “Novus ordo Seclorum”—“New
order of things begins”’—beneath it, with the
words “Annuit Ceoptis,”—*“He prospers our be-
ginnings,”—above it. So keep your eyes open and
watch, forgetting your old ideas.

It was Jesus who said that “JerUSAlem will be
trodden down of the Gentiles till the Times (years)
of the Gentiles be accomplished.” Luke 21:24. As
we have shown, Isaiah said that Jerusalem’s “war-
fare had been accomplished.” From this we would
understand that when the city passed out of the
hands of the enemy, that so far as the city proper
would be concerned, there would be no firing of
war armaments within its walls. But was this
so? We will let General Allenby of the British
Army answer the question.

“In reply to your letter of the 6th inst., (Sep-
tember 1931) —In August in Palestine at the time
Jerusalem was taken, consisted of three mounted
divisions and seven infantry divisions, with ar-
tillery in proportion, and one aircraft.

“There was cannonading and firing during the
campaign, but no firing or cannonading on, or, in
Jerusalem. The inhabitants received us gladly.

“Very truly,
“Allenby.”

Thus we have the General’s word that there
was no cannonading or firing in the city of Jeru-
salem when it was taken. This verifies the proph-
ecy of Isaiah. “When General Allenby and the
Allies gave Jerusalem back to the House of Judah;
as “birds flying” (airplanes) so “God defended
JerUSAlem and saved it from the Gentile-Turk,
restoring it to the God’s people Israel, and the
Jews.” Luke 21:24 reads: “JerUSAlem shall be
trodden down of the Gentiles until the times of

the Gentiles be fulfilled.” This is why we are
sure that we are in the NEW ORDER of things;
but as a child unborn.”—Copied from both Houses
of Israel and Judah.

From the story of JerUSAlem as we have tried
to tell it in this article, it can be readily seen that
we are in stirring times, whether the world takes
time to take any notice of the happenings of earth
or not.

There is one thought more we will mention. It
is upon present conditions, yet has a bearing upon
this taking of Jerusalem. It is this: Since the
fall of Jerusalem 606 B.C. there has ever been the
shadow of Mystical Babylon hovering over the
earth, trying to supercede JerUSAlem in its God
given places. But it seems we have reached the
place where this Mystical Babylon has fallen, shall
we look honestly into present economic conditions,
as this Babylon has been a great city of traffic and
merchandising.

“Standing afar off for fear of her torment, say-
ing, Alas, alas, the great city of Babylon, that
mighty City! (with its thieving and unrighteous
systems of economics, making the rich richer, and
the poor, poorer, thinking that in the end it could
thrust Israel’s God from His lofty standards of
righiteousness, and establish itself in the earth.
But the fall came,) for in one hour is thy judge-
ment come. And the merchants of the earth shall
weep and mourn over her, for no man buyeth
their merchandise any more.”” The statement is

“One Hour,” and “One Hour” in prophetic time
is claimed to occupy a period of fifteen years.
Allenby took the City of Jerusalem near the be-
ginning of 1918, and fifteen years from 1918
put us to 1933, when things had become so
smashed here in America, that politically we had

a complete turn over, based upon the promise that
Roosevelt would fix it. But has he fixed it? Yes,
if you call a debt of some 46 billion dollars, with
an unbalanced budget running over a period of
seven years, with millions of people on relief, and

What We Think

We are what we think, for the Bible says, “As
a man thinketh in his heart so is he.”” Thoughts
are things. The mind acting is the mind think-
ing. The product of thought is action. Conscience
is a matter of Education—right or wrong. We
can educate our conscience by studying the Bible,
and by eating proper foods, assimilating them,
properly balanced, to balance the mind. Phos-
phorus feeds and builds the Brain. Phosphorus
is found in Citrus Fruit Juices, Egg-yolk, Nuts
grown on trees, Whole Grain products and fresh
vegetables. Manganese from green leafy vege-
tables enables us to coordinate our thoughts in
the brain, to think and act connectedly and con-
secutively, which we call sanity. What we eat
enables us to think correctly.

Correct Breathing

“God created man of the dust of the ground
and breathed into his Nostrils the Breath of life
and man became a living soul.” All the elements
are found in the Air, in the atmosphere, and it is
the most important thing in this world to sustain
life. We cannot live five minutes without air, as
all the twenty-six elements are found in it to sus-
tain life and longevity. Therefore, everyone should
resolve to breathe deeply every time he or she
breathes, awake or asleep. Be careful the air is
pure, clean and fresh, then draw in an abundance
of it to areate your body, through the lungs, blood
circulation, feceding the elements to the glands
for the Body.

Proper Drinking

Jesus gave them fresh, pure water turned to
wine at the wedding in Cana of Galilee. He,
knowing the Process, shortened the route of the
water in its course to make pure fresh unfer-
mented grape juice, which was pronounced the
best saved to the last of the feast. All the twenty-
six elements found in the body are found in water,
or carried by liquids to feed and build the body.
Water, fruit juices, and vegetable juices are all
laxative foods in liquid form carrying all the
26 main elements to feed and build the body for
health and longevity. Therefore, one should drink
an abundance of fresh, raw, freshly squeezed
fruit juices and green, leafy vegetable juices to
feed and build the body, mentality and correct

living. Fermented juices of all kinds are not
good for the body, such as vinegar, intoxicating
liquor, &c., which Solomon said is the “wine that
is a mocker, the strong drink that is raging, and
whosoever is deceived thereby is not wise.”

Eating for Health

God placed all the 16 main elements and 10
minor elements in the soil in solid form to be
picked up by fruits, vegetables, grains and nuts,
to feed and build our human bodies which David
said are “fearfully and wonderfully made.”” There-
fore, we should eat a harmonious, balanced meal
every time we eat, selecting elements from all
four of these great fields of nourishment. We
should combine them properly, so that every or-
gan, part and gland is fed perfectly at every meal
to sustain life and longevity. The five-point har-
mony balanced feeding system consists of: An
abundance of fresh, raw fruits and fruit juices;
fresh, raw vegetables and vegetable juices; whole
grain products for starch; and nitrogen foods
consisting of beans, peas, lintels, clean lean meats,
(Numbers 11th Chapter), nut meats, egg yolk
and cottage cheese, also some natural sweets such
as figs, dates, raisins, honey, whole raw sugar,
and sweet prunes. This combination will keep
the body balanced for health and longevity.

Secrets of Prosperity

Paul said: “I would that above all things you
should prosper and be in health.” We must first
be healthy to be happy. Health and happiness are
the keys to prosperity, inasmuch as they give you
the physical body and mental capacity with which
to obtain and enjoy prosperity. Everyone knows
sickness, sorrow, pain and death destroy pros-
perity, like wars, famine and pestilence. We are
entitled to one-hundred-fold in this life and in
the life to come, everlasting life. If we do not
demonstrate the one-hundred-fold here, how can
we expect to enjoy streets of gold and gates of
pearls, with the glory of God and all its fullness
shining round about? Gold is found in parsley.
It gives us poise and balance. Like attracts like.
Fluorine is a job, position and money attracting
element found in cauliflower and goats’ milk prod-
ucts. A healthy body enables us to work physi-
cally, mentally and morally, as well as in a correct
way to the glory of God and for the benefit of
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humanity,—the two things for which we are put
here. >

Building Longevity

Dope, drugs, shots, serums, medicine of inor-
ganic elements, operations, sickness, sorrow, pain
and death, loss of positions certainly are not con-
ducive to long life. Intoxicating liquors tobacco
in all its forms, white sugar with ground bope,
white salt with ground limestone, white milk Wlt_h
the mucus in it, vinegar with its mother in it
certainly are not conducive to long life, heal'gh,
happiness or prosperity. The devitalized, demin-
eralized grains with the life ground out, leaving
us nothing but the dead, white flour, on which
rats cannot eat and live, also our fruits, vegetables
and nitrogen foods with the life cooked, fried or
boiled out, certainly are not conducive to longevity.
These are the things that create constipation,
indigestion, and lay the foundation for all our
physical ailments similar to those caused fr.om
eating foods sprayed with poison sprays, which,
like vaccination, makes business good for the
doctor who treats disease, rather than prevents
by proper eating, drinking, and breathing. The
doctor who knows human anatomy, physiology,
God and man, knows how to cure people,—get
them well and keep them well, by foods containing
elements to feed and build the body beautiful.

Mentality and Correct Living

We use our brain, the cerebrum and the cere-
bellum, with which to think, also our pituitary
gland, called the organ of the will with which we
decide all questions, for or against. Unless we
feed our brain and nervous system and the pitui-
tary gland properly we cannot exercise proper
and correct thoughts, for the elements are lack-
ing which we need to complete the process of
demonstrating correctness. This accounts for re-
ligiously inclined people being unable to coordi-
nate their mental facilities to support their cor-
rect ideas, therefore, instead of praying, praising
God and thanking Him for all things, overlooking
the short-comings of others and forgiving and
forgetting, they turn to the unwholesome business
of long-tongued scandal-mongering, to destroy
others and themselves. These people are short
in phosphorous to feed the brain, and manganese
to coordinate the thoughts. They are also short
in hydrogen, from water, fruit juices and vege-
table juices; they are lacking in sodium from
celery, okra, and strawberries and the whole
food salt; they are short in potassium, which feeds
and builds the muscles, like sodium builds the
ligaments. Sodium and potassium make people
peaceful and relaxed. Jesus said, “Have salt in
yourself and have peace one with another.” So-
dium is in salt; potassium is in green vegetables;
phosphorus is in fruit juices and egg yolk; man-
ganese is in green leafy vegetables and vegetable
juices.
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Healing Aloe Vera

God told man in the beginning, in Genesis, to
eat fruits, vegetables, nuts, grains and herbs,
which reproduce by bearing seeds, for health and
longevity for man. The healing aloes are a com-
bination of fruit, vegetable, and herb elements,
spoken of all through the Bible,—one of the most
powerful, healing foods known to man or beast
today. They are spoken of in Numbers, Songs of
Solomon, Psalms of David, and numerous places
in the New Testament, including John 19:39,
where the aloes and myrrh are mentioned. The
aloes contain hydrogen, the liquid element found
in water, fruits and vegetables; sodium, to feed
and build the ligaments, as found in celery, okra
and strawberries, and the whole food salt; potas-
sium, the laxative element, which feeds and builds
the muscles and grows hair, as found in all green,
leafy vegetables, raw salads and vegetable juices;
calcium, as found in grains, to feed and build the
bones; magnesium, as found in grapefruit juice
and cabbage,—the laxative element which pre-
vents cramps and helps to cure insanity; silicon,
as found in spinach, apple peelings, on the surface
of the grape,—which makes one mentally and
physically alert, limber, nimble, active and quick;
chlorophyll, as in the sap or juice of all growing
things, carrying all food elements; oxygen, as in
the air, carrying all elements in gas form; iron,
as in beets and spinach and blackberries, which
enables one to hold and carry all other elements,
especially those found in the air, through full
deep breathing; iodine, the finisher and beauti-
fier, as found in sea vegetation, kelp, etc. Thus
the aloe leaves, like the leaves on the tree of life,
are for the healing of the body, used four ways—
internally, by eating and drinking; externally, by
rubbing on and binding on, for curative purposes.

The aloes are God’s own medicine for humans,
with other foods.

Lest our readers may misunderstand the real mis-
sion of THE TorcH oF ISRAEL, we desire to say that
we have left the dogmas and doctrines of Rome, to
use a crude expression, with “lock, stock, barrel, and
hammer.” After more than half a century of care-
ful, critical study of the Scriptures, we have found
that the doctrines and dogmas as held by Rome and
the greater part of the Protestant Churches are en-
tirely without foundation in the Seriptures. We
have every respect in the world for both Protestant
Ministers and Priests of the Roman Church, but
what is the use of “chasing fanthoms.” As men,
some may think they are on a par with Israel’s God,
as to making their ideas stand, but when not backed
up by the Scriptures, why follow farther? Why

not face about, and be with Israel’s God, and begin
to seek righteousness instead of religion ?
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THE MILLER MOVEMENT IN 1844 AS
RELATED TO ISRAEL

In the light of latter-day happenings and a
more intense research and study of the Scriptures,
than Mr. Miller and his associates had, we can
far better understand why the movement and
the Message of 1844 than they did. They never
had advanced so far away from Gentile-Rome
and its mystical teachings as have we, hence now
a better understanding about the meaning of the
whole. They thought and taught that the 2,300
years of Dan. 8:14 had to do wholly with the
people, never dreaming that it was the Land of
Palestine—the Sanctuary—and not the people,
that were concerned in the “Justifying.” So let
us go back and gather up the happenings just
before 1844, with the House of Judah-Jews of
those days. Just prior to 1844, men among the
Jews began to arise whose whole concern was
largely about the land of Palestine. Notably
among these Jewish men were Leo Pinsker and
Moses Hess, and among their writings we find
these words:

‘“We have come to an epoch when each Race has re-
solved to claim and to have its own, its soil. its home, its
own language, and its own temple. It is long enough
since we Jews have been dispossessed of all that. We
have been forced to insinuate ourselves into the inter-
stices of the nations, and there we have taken up the inter-
ests of governments, of societies, of individuals. This is
a great deal, yet it is not enough.

“People still believe that persecution has dispersed us,
it has merely spread us over the world. We do not want
to be a group any more; we want to be a people, a nation.
The ideal name does not suffice us; the fixed territorial
fatherland is again necessary for us; and I go to seek it,
and to obtain our legalized birth certificate. When it is
rational to say ‘I know not my father, or my mother, let
my children Le aliens unto me, that no prayer of mine
may touch them,” then will it be rational for a Jew to
say, ‘I will seek to know no difference between me and
the Gentile.

“In the multitude of the ignorant, are three continents,
who observe our rites and use the confession of the Divine
Unity, the soul of Judiaism is not dead. Revive the
organic center (Palestine), let the unity of Israel, which
has made the growth and form of its religion, he an out-
ward reality. Looking toward a land and a policy, our
dispersed people in all the ends of the earth may share
the dignity of national life, which has a voice among the
pecples of the LEast, and the West—which will plant the
wisdom and the skill of our Race, so that it may be as
of old, a medium of transmission and understanding. Let
that come to pass, and the living warmth will spread to
the extremities of Israel, and superstition will vanish,
not in the lawlessness of the renegade, but in the illumi-
nation of great facts, which widen with feeling, and make
all knowledge alive as the young offspring of beloved
memories.

“There is a store of wisdom among us to found a Jew-
ish polity, grand, simple, just like the old—a Republic,
where there is equality of protection. And the world will
gain as Israel gains.

Let the torch of visible community be lit! Let the
reason of Israel disclose itself of a great outward deed.

let there be another great migration, another choosing of
Israel to a nationality, whose members may still stretch
to the ends of the earth. Let the central fire be kindled
again, and the light will reach afar. The degraded and
scorned of our race will learn to think of their sacred
land, not as a place for sacred beggary, to await death
in 2 loathsome idleness, but as a republic. The sons of
Judah have to choose, that God may again choose them.
The Messianic time, is the time when Israel shall will
the time, when Israel shall will the planting of the na-
tional ensign. The vision is there. It will be fulfilled!”

We might go on, and on, with such wonderful
words of inspiration as these, which come from
Jewish sources around the year 1844 ; but here is
enough. For it is plainly seen, that if the Miller
movement should have moved out in a scriptural
direction, toward the “sanctuary to be cleansed,”
turned from “the wvoice,” to the living Words of
God, clasped the hands of the Jewish people, and
have said, “we are with you, the land of Palestine,
the sanctuary shall be cleansed,” and would have
moved onward, as the light of God’s truth would
have broke upon their view, today, the world
would not be in the awful condition it is in, for the
governments of the earth long ago, would have
turned their wealth to the rebuilding of that land,
and would not have burned it up, as they did in
the foolish struggle of 1914 to 1917, to ‘“‘save
democracy,” and as we have been doing the past
seven years, flittering it away, so that today, with
billions of dollars spent, the question is being
asked, “What was it spent for?’ And as we are
going to do again, as in 1917-18, putting it in
implements of war, that will not be needed.

At the end of any prophetical period, there is
always some circumstance, or event, that happens
as a memorial of the end of the period. So with
the ending of ‘“‘the 2,300 days,” or years in 1844.
The “enemy” who “sows the tares” always sees
to it, that something happens, that will divert the
minds of the people from the real meaning of the
closing of the prophetical period. So in 1840 a
Capucin friar in Damascus, Father Thomas, dis-
appeared. At the instigation of an Italian, Ratti
Menton, the French Consul, the blame for his
disappearance was laid upon the Jews, and a case
of “ritual murder” was made out. This was used
against the Jews to such an extent, that many of
them were tortured and imprisoned. Some even
paying the price of hatred and malice, by being
killed. But as stated previously, “man may pro-
pose, but it is God who disposes,” for in this per-
secution there was set in motion a line of inci-
dents, and a work dealing entirely with the for-
saken and forgotten “sanctuary” of God, the
Land of Palestine, and the movement as started
then, moved steadily forward among the Jewish
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people, with one thought in mind, and that is the
entire restoration of Palestine. The movement
being greatly augmented by the work of Theo-
dor Herzl in the organization of the Zionist or-
ganization. The work of the Zionist, not only
among the Jewish people, but others as well, was
such that canditions had been changed entirely
in the Land of Palestine, all tending toward ‘“‘the
cleansing” of the forgotten ‘“‘sanctuary” of God,
and the rebuilding of the Temple in the City of
Jerusalem, until “silly dove” England violated
her “mandate rights with Palestine,” went about
making it a province for the British Empire,
until today her fate is hanging in the balance.

Of Palestine God has said, in speaking of that
land: “A land which the Lord thy God careth for;
the eyes of the Lord thy God are always upon it,
from the beginning of the year even unto the end
of the year. . .. Therefore shall ye lay up these
my words, in your heart, and in your soul, and
bind them for a sign on your hand, that they may
be as frontlets between your eyes. And ye shall
teach them to your children, speaking of them
when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou
walkest by the way, when thou liest down, and
when thou risest up, and thou shalt write them
upon the door posts of thine house, and upon
thy gates; that your days may be multiplied and
the days of your children, in the land which the
Lord sware unto your fathers to give them, as the
days of heaven upon the earth” (Deut. 11:12-21).
Such were the words of God as to “his sanctuary,”
the land of Palestine, which was to be “cleansed”
(justified). from its sins which Israel made it
commit. And it took 2,300 years to accomplish
its cleansing, or justifying, the end of the period
being in 1844. But “a voice spoke” and the words
of God were thrown to the four winds, as “the
voice” transferred the whole literal story of God
from its application to the land of Palestine,
transferring it to heaven.

But “alas for the day,” Lucifer, through Rome,
got the spiritual interpretation of the Scriptures
to Miller, as other Protestant reformers, and our
Seventh Day Adventist brethren after him,
turned down the story of God’s literal people
Israel, which included the sanctuary, with all the
land laws pertaining to it, hence all walked on
in darkness, so far as the greater part of Scrip-
tural truth is concerned, for when we turn down
truth, darkness only increases, and Lucifer turns
his mystical light upon the whole, and the people
are led farther and farther into darkness, to the
place where we are led “hither and thither by
the cunning craftiness of men” as they have
turned the precious words of God to His people
Israel “into fables,” to suit their fancies and
ideas. But it all comes through the Jesuitical

Order of Rome, ever urged on by Lucifer.

All we ask any reader to do, is turn to the
eighth chapter of Daniel, and see if “a heavenly
sanctuary” can be found. Note the reading, in

speaking of the “he goat,” and the “little horn”:

“And out of one of them came a little horn which be-
came exceedingly great ,toward the south, and toward
the east, and toward the glorious land (Palestine). Yea.
it magnified itself even to the prince of the host (Angel
of the Lord’s host-Israel), and by it the continual sacri-
fice was taken away, and the place of His sanctuary was
cast down.”

The reading of the text is very plain, as to the
sanctuary being “cast down,” or overrun and de-
filed, so also is the voice of history, as to who the
one was who did this work of desolation. It was
Antiochus Epiphanes, and Josephus says, it was
this Antiochus who did the work of desolating,
and took away the “Continual Sacrifice.” Here
are his words:

“So he left the temple bare, and took away the golden
candlesticks, and the golden altar of incense, and the
table of show-bread, and the altar of burnt offering; He
emptied it of its secret treasures, and left nothing at all
remaining, and by these means cast the Jews into great
lamentation, for he forbade them to offer those daily sac-
rifices, which they used to offer to God, according to the
law.”—Josephus.

Words could have been no more plain as to the
“taking away of the continued sacrifice,” as it
actually mentions the “daily sacrifice.”

Back to Daniel again:

“Then I heard a certain holy one speaking, and a holy
one said to the unknown one who was speaking: “For how
long is the vision concerning the continual sacrifice, and
the wasting transgression, to give up both the sanctuary
and the host (God’s pecple) to be trodden under foot?’
And he said unto me, ‘Until 2,300 evenings and mornings.
when the sanctuary shall be justified’” (Dan. 8:11-14).

The ‘“evenings and mornings,” signify days,
and when days are used in prophecy as applying
to Israel or Judah, it is understood that a day
stands for a prophetical year. See Eze. 4:4-6.
That Daniel understood that the sanctuary to be
cleansed, or ‘justified,” was Palestine, all the
reader has to do, is to read Danie] 9:4-19. Notice
especially verses 17-18. Here he asks God to let
His “face shine upon the “desolate sanctuary.”
It would be preposterous to think that desolation
would reign around the throne of God in heaven,
where many say is the sanctuary. But, as we
have already found, the idea of the “cleansing
of a heavenly sanctuary,” came not from the
Scriptures, but from “a voice,” and it remains
apparent that this “voice” was very ignorant as
to the things the Scriptures teach as to ‘the
sanctuary.” The “voice” must have been a Jesuit
voice instigated by Lucifer to turn God’s Israel
frem the real Scriptural truth about the sanc-
tuary.

The plain written words as found in the Scrip-
tures of truth, relative to “the House of Israel,”
and “the House of Judah” have had no appeal to
the sc-called wisemen of earth, nor the founders
of the various churches. Neither did they appeal
to our Seventh Day Adventist brethren, when
they put together their story about ‘“the heavenly
sanctuary,” based upon a voice as follows:
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As the set time for the end of the world, and the
coming of Jesus, passed in 1844, and the world still
moved on, and Jesus did not come, great disappoint-
ment came over the faithful ones. In the State of
New York lived a faithful brother, and in an effort
to find what the trouble was, he went out “bel 1ind
a shock of fodder” to pray, and as he prayed,
voice said to hlm, “The bm( tuary to be cleansed 1s
not on earth, but in heaven’.” Taking this to be an
answer to ]ns prayer from (m(l l)(lsmg all upon

“the voice” rather than the literal Scriptures, the
story of “the investigative judgment,” the sanctuary
and its cleansing was talked of, was written about,
and believed to be a Scriptural fact. Thusallthought
of the Land of Palestine was cast aside, and not
believed. But of such a time God had taken care
of when He said: “And thine ears shall hear a voice
behind thee, when ye turn to the right hand, and
when ye turn to the left.” This was the voice to
have been listening to, and this voice can only speak
to those who 19(111\ desire to follow Israel’s God in
His literal un-Romanized teachings, and interpret-
ing of His words. But the other “voice” turned a
mighty latter-day movement in the wrong direction,
and thus we have the world conditions as they are
today.

But this in no way abrogated God’s eternal
words as spoken and written in regard to the
Israel of God. So His work as decreed centuries
age, continues to move forward, and will so con-
tinue to do until the words shall be spoken, “It
is finished.” Then shall the ways of men have
given away to the ways of God, then unright-
eousness shall be supplanted by righteousness.
Then instead of a frown upon the faces of God’s
people, there will be smiles, for the spirit of law-
lessness will have been broken, and both man
and beast will have become subjugated to the law
and will of God. All will be meekness and quiet-
ness, for Israel shall have covered the face of the
earth, and will have carried with them the sweet
Spirit of the Jesus, as enunciated by him when
He said, “Blessed are the meek, for they shall
mherit the earth.” And this message He sent
to the world by Israel alone, for He said, when
sending out His Disciples, “Go not in the ways
of the Gentiles, but go rather to the lost sheep
of the House of Israel.” For, “I am not sent but
unto the lost sheep of the House of Israel.” Very
simple and plain, is it not?

The movement under William Miller believed
the sanctuary to be cleansed was the earth, that
Jesus would come, gather the saints away, that
fires would burn up the inhabitants of the earth,
together with all earthly affairs, thus the cleans-
ing of the sanctuary, when the time passed
in 1844 and Jesus did not appear, William Miller
confessed his mistake, made in his blindness, but
our Seventh Day Adventist brethren, in order
to make the story of the sanctuary as seen by
William Miller in his blindness come true, closed
their eyes to all literal truth about the story of
Israel, as to the date in question, and transferred

the “cleansing of the sanctuary” to heaven, that
Jesus is carrying on the work there, that it will
not be here on the earth as the Scriptures teach.
Thus preferring “darkness to light” in accord-
ance with John 3:19, rather than seek to find
out the sweet story of a literal Israel. True, they
have a well spun story about “spiritual Israel”
and the “heavenly sanctuary,” but we prefer the
literal Bible story, written in accord with the
Story of Israel as found in the Scriptures. We
have no fight with them, if their story suits them
best, good and well. But in their zealousness it
does retard the very work which they so eagerly
and earnestly want to see brought about. It will
all come, but not as they are teaching it. It will
come in the Scriptural way, God’s way. So we do
not give ourselves any uneasiness as to the mat-
ter. They and others may make the “Old Ark
of Safety,” God’s written “Word,” shake, and
“tremble,” but we believe the story about Uzzah,
knowing this truth, that “he that scattered Israel,
will gather him, and keep him, as a shepherd
doth His flock.” (Jer. 31:10.) We worry not about
others, we are concerned only about God’s truth.
If others prefer mystical stories, coming down to
them from Gentile sources, this is their affair, not
ours. We know from whence they are, they do
not. We also know of their genealogy, which in
their blindness they do not know. But we rest
on these words, “and so all Israel shall be saved,”
and “in the Lord shall all the seed of Israel be
justified, and shall glory” (Isa. 46:25), and again,
“For lo, I will command, and I will sift the House
of Israel among all nations, like as corn is sifted
in a sieve, yet shall not the least grain (of Is-
rael) fall upon the earth” (Amos 9:9). If others
prefer the longer route in arriving to a saved
condition according to the Scriptures, we must
say that we much prefer to take the shorter
route. But let us return.

In this stage we now live, and beneath the light
of thousands of volumes that have followed Wil-
son’s. The distinction between the two Houses
of Israel is being admitted by increasing num-
bers, although even now, the vast majority of
the Church and particularly of its ministers, are
ignorant of this elementary fact. Dr. Brown
points out that “this blindness was evidently a
part of God’s scheme for the temporary efface-
ment of Israel, and that it is only in recent years
that truth has so developed as to correspond in
every detail with the prophetic picture of Israel,
and hence the time has arrived for the complete
removal of the blindness.” He finally shows how
distinctly this blindness on the part of the Church
and its ministers, God’s messengers and servants,
was prophesied by Isaiah, and the first opening
of the eyes and ears of His servants, when the
time for it had come.

We are not in this short article, trying to approach
the gigantic proportions, which belong to the
topic. We hope merely to sow seeds, which later
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on may quicken into wide and spreading sugges-
tions in such luxuriant soil: for the’impression
which this subject makes upon the mind, does
not pass away, and the history of events, as in
the near future we opine, they are certain to
develop, will help these seeds to life.

This time has now arrived. The Time of Is-
rael.

It is well nigh impossible to unfold the details
of this subject in a single article, for whole li-
braries may scarcely compass them.

Around Israel empires rise and fall.

It involves the whole history of the past, and

peers forward into all that, teeming with events,
the future shall unfold.

It comprehends the whole story of man, and is
summed up in his ultimate earthly destiny.

We have therefore, merely touched upon a few
of its prominent points, trusting that by asso-
ciation of ideas, they will in due time, expand
themselves into a mighty whirlwind of truth, en-
compassing the earth with God’s great Israelit-
ish truth. We have no quarrel with any, if they
want it and will wish it, all right. But with us
it is ISRAEL, Israel’s God, and God’s “prophet”
to Israel—JESUS.

Dear BROTHER ZIEGLER :

I received the two letters you sent on the 4th
and 6th of April concerning the rainbow chart
and yesterday I received the chart in good con-
dition, and thanks for sending it home.

I have been planning for some time on making
a new chart of Israel’s history, and there are
some things on “the rainbow chart” that I can
copy off, and not have to look up again, that is
the reason that I wanted you to return it. Some
of the dates and places on the chart I took out
of histories and borrowed books that I could not
get hold of again as they were loaned me in Grand
Rapids, about 20 years ago.

Well, we had a lovely time keeping the Pass-
over, and the Feast of Unleavened Bread at Bro.
John Goodin’s home, and I believe we all received
a rich blessing by so doing. The only thing I
found a possible fault with, is the time we kept
it. I cannot see the reason why we made no
allowance for the Hebrew month of V-Adar, or
the 13th moon month, this year. The Jews do
not keep their new year until October 3rd this
year. I believe that is the first day of the 7th
month if I am not mistaken.

Jehovah gave Israel moon time to keep to have
them different from all the heathen nations
around them, who kept sun time, and worshiped
the sun—under the names of Ra, Apollo, etec. 1
would like to -have your explanation of this
change, as it is very important, and that 13th
month comes 7 times in every 19 years, and it
should be settled as to what we as Israelites are
going to do about this question of time.

The change in time, made us do something this
year that I do not believe was right . We kept
our first day of unleavened bread, a holy convo-
cation, on the Roman holiday, Good Friday, fish
day, when the descendants of the Philistines keep
the birthday of Dagon, the fish god that bowed
before the ark of the testimony (I Sam. 5:1-7).

As to us keeping the Feast of the Passover
before Easter, that does not mean a thing, as
Easter is also a heathen feast of the godess of

spring. Must we still obey the Pope’s orders?
I think not.

Josephus in his Jewish “Antiquities Book, 2,
Chapter 14,” says, “The Passover is held on the
14th day of Nisan—Hebrew name of month.
Egyptian name Pharmuth. Macedonians call it
Xanthicus, April, also in “Book 3, Ch. 10” he
says the Passover is kept on the 14th day of
Nisan when the sun is in Aries—the ram sign
of the zodiac.

I can see a reason why this is the right time.
In the same way that the stars fought against
Sistera, Jehovah told Israel to kill a male lamb
of the first year, at the very time when the sun
god, Ra, was in the sign of the ram, male sheep,
that the Egyptians worshiped. Israel must start
their year with the new moon, and 14 days later,
or in the full of the moon, when the sun is help-
ing the ram god, Jehovah tells Israel, I am
stronger than the gods of Egypt, and now when
they are strongest you take and kill them by
hundreds, one for each family ,and eat it up and
what you don’t eat burn with fire. It may be
you did not look at this thing in this way before.

Yes, Brother Dewar, we must strive to always
be right. But first, there are but twelve months
in one of God’s Solar years. So also are there
just twelve Tribes of Israel, and each Tribe has
its time, or month, to go up to Jerusalem. The
Passover came in the First Month of the year.
We read: “This month shall be unto you THE
BEGINNING of months, it shall be THE FIRST

Read Leviticus, Chapter 23, and
you will find that all the feasts are to be kept on
certain days of the month, a~d thers are no
Lunar months. They are Solar Time, so recog-
nized by all calendars.

istact vas worshiping this god, so God told
them to kill the lamb. This was evidence that
it was no god- Lucifer took the lamb story and
made it apply to Jesus.

Ancient, Tsrael was God’s kingdom. He ruled
through Moses and the Judges, as the head or

king. Later, yielding to the wishes of the people
of I:rael, he chose and anointed a king for them.
These k.ngs ruled for God, but God still considered
i’ His Kingdom and He was the head. All through
the Scriptures Israel is considered God’s Kingdom.

Afcer the division into the Two Houses of
Israel, the ten tribes were divorced from God,
and sent into captivity. God’s promise was, that
when the punishment was over, He would bring
them back to Him, and marry them again. The
House of Judah was not divorced, but because of
sin was punished. After the return from their
captivity they were still far from God, all because
of their gendering and mingling with ‘the Hamitic
races of people, and this was so much so, that Jesus
said to those ancient Jewish leaders: “The King-
dom of God shall be taken from you, and given to
a nation bringing forth the fruits thereof.”

God never had but one people, the Children of
Israel. 'They alone had been His Kingdom. If
the Kingdom were taken from Judah, it must be
given to the Ten Tribes, when they were released
from captivity, or to a reunited Twelve Tribed
Israel. In Ezekiel 37:11 God says, “These bones
are the whole house of Israel.”” They were not
two Tribes, or ten Tribes, but twelve Tribes—
“the whole house of Israel.”
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Again in Ezekiel 87:16-17: ‘“Moreover, thou
son of man, take thee one stick, and write upon it,
For Judah, and for the children of Israel his
companions: then take another stick, and write
upon it, For Joseph, the stick of Ephraim, and for
all the house of Ten Tribed Israel his companions;
and join them one to another into one stick; and
they shall become one in thine hand.” God fur-
ther promised that He would join the twelve tribes
together into one nation. This nation was to again
be the Kingdom of God, and the United States
of America is reunited, Twelve Tribed Israel. So
it is, or must soon be the Kingdom of God, ruled
as of old by “judges and counsellors.” Then
America must be THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN.

The historians say that America was named
after the Italian geographer, Americus Vespucius.
Why was it not then called Vespucia? Why was
it called America? Because God chose that name.
Let men think that for certain reasons they
named it. God saw to it that the name chosen
would be the one He desired. AMERICA—“THE
KINGDOM OF HEAVEN.”

Some students of prophecy tell us that the
United States is the tribe of Manasseh. They base
their whole argument on Genesis 48:19: “He also
shall become a people, and he also shall be great.”
Notice that in speaking of Manasseh, God did
not say that he should become a nation. He said
that he should “become a people,” and he also
should “become great.”

Let us turn to Genesis 49:1-2: “And Jacob
called unto his sons, and said, ‘Gather yourselves
together, that I may tell you that which shall
befall you in the last days.”” Jacob is under the
inspiration of God, and is prophesying of “the
last days,” or the present time. He does not refer
to Ephraim or Manasseh as such. He places them
together as Joseph. In verse 22, “Joseph is a
fruitful bough, even a fruitful bough by a well,
whose branches run over the wall.”” The whole
prophecy concerning Ephraim and Manasseh is
of Joseph, as contained in verses 22-26. This
whole prophecy is of Joseph, the father of
Ephraim and Manasseh. Then in the last days—
in the present time—they are together.

Moses, just before his death, with the spirit of
prophecy upon him, blessed the various tribes.
Here again Ephraim and Manasseh are joined,
and called after their father Joseph. The bless-
ings and prophecy for Joseph is found in Deuter-
onomy 33:13-17. He not only called them Joseph,
but shows that he did it intentionally. In verse
17 he mentions them separately, but shows that
in the blessings and the prophecy they were to be
together.

When Nathan made the prophecy given in 2
Sam. 7:10, There was no thought in the minds
of the people of Israel of a division of the nation
into two houses—Judah, Two Tribes, and Eph-
raim, sometimes called the house of Israel, the
Ten Tribes. This prophecy refers to all twelve

tribes, or the whole House of Israel. ‘“Moreover
I will appoint a place for My people Israel, and
will plant them, that they may dwell in a place
of their own, and move no more; neither shall the
children of wickedness afflict them any more, as
beforetimes.” By no stretch of imagination can
this apply to the one Tribe of Manasseh.

In the time of Joshua, the Tribe of Manasseh
was already a great people. See Joshua 17:17.
But again, here Joshua seems to place them to-
gether, for he refers to them as Joseph.

In the different prophets you find but little
mention made of Manasseh. When mentioned
it is usually in connection with Ephraim, and
we have been unable to find in the prophecies,
where Manasseh is to become a great nation. In
Genesis 48:19, Manasseh was to be “a great
people” but not necessarily a nation. In the other
prophecies we have found, Manasseh is joined to
Ephraim. Then we should expect to find the two
together today. We believe that they are to-
gether and known as Ephraim. We can find
absolutely no hasis for the supposition that this
nation is Manasseh.

So it was God who gathered they of the whole
House of Israel, that is, parts of all the Twelve
Tribes here in America, but with a promise that
they would no longer be called Israel, but by a
new name, that the name Israel would be left to
the House of Judah as “a curse,” which it has been
to them. It was Israel that the Hamitic people,
and Gentile Rome was hunting, but the House of
Israel under various names continued on its west-
ward trek, until at last remnants of all gathered
in America, and here under “the New name” they
set up the American Republic, the pride, not only
of all loyal American patriots, but of all nations,
whose longing eyes are ever turned to America.

So they of Israel kept coming to America, where
all was quietness and peace, to make themselves
homes here in this American heaven. And all
went well until the Wilson Administration, when
the words of Washington were turned from,
when he said “beware of European entangle-
ments,” and our beloved America was forced into
the European War. Under this Administration,
the wild spirit of democracy swept the country,
the republican principles of the early American
fathers were entirely forgotten, and we rushed
to Europe to “save democracy.” But did we save
it? And let us continue on in the same ways in
which we were thrown by the Wilson Administra-

- tion, and the first thing we know we will have

Eurcpe with its age old strife, and troubles over
here, or else we will lose all our American ideals
over there. The same spirit of democracy still
haunts cur beloved land, and although as a na-
tion we find ourselves in such an unprepared con-
dition that we cannot load up our boys and send
them to Europe to be slaughtered, we find the
wheels of modern progress are being stilled, our
industries forgotten, and everything is keyed
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high for preparedness, and about the only salva-
tion that can be seen, is that we are nearing an
election, and without doubt the brakes will be
applied, and we shall face about, and put forth all
our resources, and strength, to continue to make
America the kingdom of heaven once more, rid-
ding ourselves of all the riff-raff that has been
pouring in upon us, and we shall hark back to
the republican spirit of our early founding fathers.

Long before the days of Washington, Israel’s
God speaking through the prophet Baalim, said,
God made him say it, although he had been hired
to “curse Israel.”” His curses had to be turned
into blessings. Unto Balak he said: “Balak
brought me from Aram, saying ‘Come curse me
Jacob, and come, defy Israel.” How shall I curse,
whom God hath not cursed, how shall I defy,
whom the Lord hath not defied.” And as his
eyes swept down the centuries, over mountains,
plains, and waters to America he said: “From
the top of the rocks I see him, and from the hills
I behold him; lo, the people (Of Israel) shall dwell
alone, and shall not be reckoned among the na-
tions. Who can count the dust of Jacob, and the
number of the fourth part of Israel? Let me die
the death of the righteous, and let my last end
be like his.” Astounding, and profound words,
yet the ministry of our Protestant churches have
become so Romanized that all these great words
are passed up, as they see Israel in America drift-
ing on toward the rocks of destruction! We were
not “reckoned among the nations” from the time
that we told Britain she had to let us alone, until
the days of the Wilson Administration. When
nations needed it, we applied the strong arm of
our military strength. This is witnessed to by
“the Barbary States,” and our war with Spain,
but it was not a war for democracy, it was a war
to free oppressed people, and under republican
rule, we told Spain to free her oppressed, and get
out of the Western Hemisphere. But this was
under William McKinley, and he held to the prin-
ciples of Washington. So may God help us to
return to the eternal principles of our early
fathers, which have so ruthlessly been cast down.

Baalim continues with his story as follows:
“Behold I have a commandment to bless, and He
hath blessed; and I cannot reverse it. He (God)
hath not beheld iniquity in Jacob, neither hath
He seen perverseness in Israel.” This could not
have been in ancient Israel, but in modern Israel
here in America. And it was so, until we let the
wild spirit of democracy sweep us off our feet.
But let us thank God that He set prophetical
bounds about Israel, and that He set the finals of
the “70 weeks” of Daniel to end in 1940, and
lo, 1940 comes on an election year in Israel Amer-
ica. Then who dare to say that America is not
God’s chosen land for His people Israel to live

-in, and to “seek Him” in these “last days”? Pre-
paratory to the coming of David our king.

So let us conclude with the beautiful words

“My Country 'Tis of Thee, sweet land of liberty”
and give thanks to God that we are here in a
peaceful homeland, America, while the nations
oflEurope are working destruction among them-
selves.

Lincoln Aided a Washington Church

A facsimile of Abraham Lincoln’s life member-
ship in the Missionary Society of Foundry Metho-
dist Episcopal Church of Washington, D. C., was
exhibited recently to members of the congregation
by the pastor, the Rev. Frederick Brown Harris.

It establishes beyond doubt that the Great
Emancipator was as close to the Foundry Church
in the dark days of the War Between the States,
as he was to any other organization.

Dr. Harris obtained the facsimile of the mem-
bership in the society from Cincinnati. He hopes
eventually to find the original certificate.

It was in 1861, shortly after the first guns of
the Civil War had rumbled at Manassas, that the
President and the First Lady rolled to the doors
of the church, then located where the Colorado
Building now stands.

It was a restless Sunday afternoon in Wash-
ington, with carriages clattering here and there
through the downtown district, and men in blue
uniforms everywhere. Now and then, above the
pealing of church bells, there came the rattle of a
gun carriage.

Amid stir and bustle, the President and Mrs.
Lincoln entered the church.

In the pulpit was Lincoln’s close friend, Bishop
Matthew Simpson, of the Baltimore Conference.
Lincoln always made it a point to attend the Foun-
dry Church when his friend preached.

On that Sunday in 1861, Bishop Simpson’s ser-
mon was upon missionary work. At its conclusion
he offered the opportunity for those desiring to
subscribe to become life members.

First one of the officials suggested that $100
be raised so that the President might be enrolled.

From his pew, Lincoln arose and stretched his
long arm toward the bishop and said:

“This is the first time I have ever been put upon
the block. Let me pay my money and take me
down.”

There was a ripple of laughter and this was fol-
lowed by light applause. Lincoln paid his $100,
and became a life member of the Missionary So-
ciety of the Methodist Episcopal Church.

Again, in the turbulent war year of 1863, Lin-
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coln and Mrs. Lincoln contributed $150 to the
society. .

“Mr. Lincoln never actually joined any church,”
pointed out Dr. Harris.

But when he became a member of the Mission-
ary Society he came nearer identifying himself
with a church than at any other time.”

Many of our great American Statesmen and
patriots have been classed as being non-religious.
And as we can see things in present day light, they
were non-religious, but not non-God fearing men.
Most of these men were Deists, hence recognized
as infidel or skeptics. Such recognition was wrong.
They were firm believers and students of the Old
Testament Secriptures, and as they lived in the
days when great efforts were being made to set
aside and destroy the effects of the Old Testament
Scriptures, prestige was gained by classing these
men as non-believers. But the reverse of former
days are come, and we of today who are real
patriotic Americans, are striving to get back to
the days of these men, of seeing and becoming
acquainted with them in their true standing and
light, and find them to have been more earnest

and true believers in the God of Israel than their
more recent proteges. Their minds were imbued
and charged with the real teachings of God to
Israel, else they could not have raised up the
Republic in its infancy to stand for God, righteous-
ness and truth.

Through Abraham Lincoln’s acts and work, with
the Foundry Methodist Church, gives it a stand-
ing as but few churches have. It is to be hoped
that other church leaders may dig up the old
musty records of the long ago and find as to
whether their churches have not been graced by
the presence of some of these noblemen of God,
who had such wisdom and insight into the future,
and the past, to raise up our great Beloved Amer-
ica, making it the land of the noble and the free.

Why the Story oi iesus Incomplete

One of our exchanges has the following to say
about Jesus: “Some doubt the accuracy of the
beginning of creation as found in Genesis. But
since Bible history is proved true by archeology,
and Bible prophecy is proved true by observed
events, then why should we not believe the rec-
ord of creation?—But if we did not have these
early records, the story of Jesus would be in-
complete. We said that the theme of the Bible
is Christ—and that is true, including the Old
Testament. In the 1st and 2nd of the books of
Genesis, we have a description of the creation
and the Garden of Eden.—in the 3rd chapter the
picture is marred. Adam and Eve had been cre-
ated as active human beings, with a choice to
make between right and wrong. God’s law is
right.—to break it brings trouble. It may seem
like a very simple and trivial thing which Adam
and Eve did, eating the fruit of the tree which
had been forbidden. But it was a testing point,
to show whether they would strictly obey God
or not.”

How do we know it was a testing point? This
is just what some men have said, and it would
be better for us to know the truth about the
matter than to continue to teach something that
is wrong. Neither is the statement right in plac-
ing Adam first over Eve in the wrong doing, for
he was not. The writer continues as follows:
“In Gen. 3:14-15 we read: ‘And the Lord God

said unto the serpent, because thou hast done
this (deceived Adam and Eve) thou art cursed

above all cattle—upon thy belly shalt thou go,
and dust shall thou eat all the days of thy life;
and I will put enmity between thee and the woman,
between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy
head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.” Now that
last verse is probably about as obscure and diffi-
cult a verse of Scripture as we might find—yet
it is the first promise of the Bible of eternal life.
It is the first promise of the Christ who would
die that mankind might have life.”

What ignorance, what nonsense! There is no
promise of life in the text at all. What a travesty
upon God, and it is even blasphemous, all coming
at the behest of Lucifer through Hamitic mysti-
cism. With these words, let us quote the text
right, that we may be able to arrive at the proper
interpretation: “And the Lord God said unto the
woman, what is this that thou hast done? And
the woman said, the serpent beguiled me, (not
deceived) and I did eat. And the Lord said unto
the serpent, because thou hast done this, thou
art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast
of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust
shalt thou eat all the days of thy life; and I will
put enmity between thee and the woman, and be-
tween thy seed and her seed, he shall bruise thy
head, and thou shalt wound his heel.” So what
do we find? First—that the serpent in creation
was reckoned with the “cattle,” and the “beast
of the field,” and that he walked uprightly as
man, and his punishment was that he was to “go
on his belly.” But what about the creation?
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“And God made the beast of the earth after his
kind, and the cattle after their kind.” This was
done before Adam and Eve were made. But each
were ‘“after their kind.” All was purity in these
separate created things. They were not to “gen-
der their seed.” And this “gendering” was the
sin. It led to the serpent, or a male of this crea-
tion, being put on “his belley,” with “his kind.”
He could associate with they of his kind, and with
Adam and Eve, but there was no more danger
of gendering, as he was put ‘“upon his belly.”
Men could “bruise his head,” and he “could wound
their heel.” Just a plain simple story, for we
can see it today. The distaste for each is there.
Man wants to hit the snake on the head and kill
it. It wants to hit men with its bite. So how
could there be any Jesus in such a story? It is
pure myth.

But what about Eve? “And unto the woman He
(God) said. I will multiply thy sorrow, and thy
conception.” Do you get it? She will have more
children, and “in sorrow they would be brought
to birth.” So without any quibbling, it was just
a matter of sex and gendering, the penalty being
heavy. But there was no Jesus in it, and nothing
said about eternal life, so let us let the Lord at-
tend to the life part. “And the Lord God said,
behold the man is become as one of us.” He
understands the sexes. He had learned how to
create, and in creating he had learned how to
gender, and bring in other creations. He had
learned the bad and the good of sexology and
gendering. ‘“Therefore the Lord God sent him
forth from the garden, to till the ground from
whence he was taken. So He (God) drove out
the man; and He placed at the east of the Garden
of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword, which

turned every way (like a style) to keep the way
of the Tree of Life, lest they eat of it and live
forever.” So the life come through the Tree
of Life, not through the seed of the woman, as
we have been taught.

The Great Sphinx

THE LION OF THE LIBYAN DESERT
The Story of the Immutable Sphinx of the Land of Egypt

The lips of the long-silent Sphinx at last pried open compelling it to tell iis
wonderful story, after five thousand years of obdurate and obstinate silence

(Continued from last issue)

THE name Sphinx comes from the Greek, Sphin-
gein, meaning to strangle. It is known to the
Arabs as Abul-Hol, which means the father of
terrors. It is the most remarkable of all Egyptian
sphinxes. Assyria, Phoenicia, and Greece have had
their sphinxes, but all of these were winged. The
greek Sphinx had wings with the breasts of a woman,
and Herodotus distinguished the Egyptian Sphinx
as Andro-Sphinx. The face of the Great Sphinx
is the face of a man, and is wingless.

For long the Gezer Sphinx was believed to be
the representation of a woman, but in 1909, Dow
Covington found buried in the sand in the vicinity
of the recumbent figure, about five feet of plaited
beard which had been broken from the chin. Having
no authority from the government at the time to
dig in this particular place, Covington quickly bur-
ied the beard again where he had found it. Soon
after this it was found and sent to the British Mu-
seum where it is to-day. Later, another section

was found and placed in the Egyptian Museum in
Cairo. The chin of the Great Sphinx shows plainly
that a beard was once a part of its decoration.

Later Sphinxes were usually made in pairs, and
placed in front of temples as though on guard. In
1930 Prof. Selim Hassan, archeologist of the Cairo
University, claimed he had found another Sphinx in
the vicinity of the temple near the old Sphinx. The
mighty form of the Great Sphinx is stretched out
due east and west, with its face eastward as though
it was placed to guard the Nile Valley. It lies about
300 feet east of the pyramid of Khafra.

Between the paws of the Great Sphinx, a small
model of a sphinx, about thirty-five inches long was
discovered, and this too is in the Egyptian section
of the British Museum in the city of London, Eng-
land.

Near the old Sphinx, a wonderful temple was dis-
covered in 1853, built of exquisitely cut and polished
granite and alabaster, and in a well of this temple,
they found nine statues of Chephren who probably
built the second pyramid.

In Egyptian the Gezeh Sphinx is called “Hu.”
It is the Egyptian symbol of Horus, the Sun, the
new-born light of the morning, which -had con-
quered death and darkness with life and light.

On—called to-day Heliopolis—was the centre of
sun worship, dedicated to Ra the rising sun, and to
Tum, the setting sun. The great divine trinity of
Thebes was Ammon Ra, the sun-god, the goddess
Isis, and their son, Khons, the moon-god. In dark-
ening the heavens and earth, God was pouring out
His judgment upon the gods of Egypt.

In the beginning of Egyptian history, they be-
lieved in one God. Sir Wallis Budge in his “Egyp-
tian Religion” says that a belief in one God was the
primitive conception of the religion of ancient
Egypt and that: “It existed there at a period so re-
mote, that it is useless to attempt to measure by
years the interval of time which has elapsed since it
grew up and established itself in the minds of men.”
Pharoah in the time of Abraham understood the
plague of his house was from the Lord (Genesis
12-17, 18). Pharaoh in Joseph’s day, recognized the
true God who gave him the dream. (Genesis 12-
28, 38, 39) The Pharaoh of Israel’s oppression be-
sought Moses and Aaron to “entreat the Lord” for
him. (Exodus 8-8)

In the precepts of Ptah-hetep, which were com-
posed about B.C. 3000 the name of God is constantly
mentioned, as follows:

“If thou hast ground to till, labour in the field
which God hath given thee.”

“Thou art the guardian of the things which God
has provided.”

“What is loved of God is obedience; God hateth
disobedience.”

But, the faith in one true God among the Egyp-
tians drifted into idolatry, and in the creation of
many gods Sunworship found a place, and finally
became the greatest of Egypt’s gods. Its name “RA”
was made an element in the title of the sovereign
of the land of Egypt—PH-RA-oh—and the king
called himself “The-Son-of-the-Sun.” Amenophis
IV, under the influence of his Mesopotamian mother,
undertook to make the Sun the only god, and sun-
worship the only worship of Egypt.

The disc of the sun by the name Aten, was the
emblem of this worship. Amenophis himself changed
his own name to Khu-en-aten, which signifies “the
splendor of the solar disc.” In the letters to him
from Palestine, and Phoenicia, he is constantly ad-
dressed as the “Sun-God.” He proposed to make
this disc worship “the sum and substance of the
state religion,” and not only to devote himself to
it, with all the enthusiasm of a thoroughly oriental
nature, but to press it upon his subjects, as the proper
substitute of all their ancient worships. (Rawlinson—
“Ancient Egypt.)

A regular persecution broke out throughout the
whole empire. The temples of the ancient gods
were closed, and their images, as well as names,
everywhere effaced from the monuments, especially
the image and name of Amen the supreme god
of Thebes. Wishing to make an end of all the
traditions of his ancestors, this reforming king aban-
doned Thebes and built another capital in Upper
Egypt, in a place now called Tel-el-armana. (Len-
ormant, Manual III, chap. III, sec. III, Par. 4.)

All Egypt bore the impress of religion. Its writ-
ings were full of sacred symbols. Symbolism be-
came the very essence of the Egyptian nation, and
of their religion. The Egyptian calendar was
crowded with festivals. It was easier to find a
god than it was to find a man. To symbolize the
attributes and the qualities as well as that of the
nature of the various attributes of the various deities
of their pantleon, the Egyptian priests had recourse
to animals. The bull, the cow, the ram, the cat, the
ape, crocodile, hippopotamus, hawk, ibis, scarabeus,
and others, were each emblems of a divine personage.

Under such a conglomerate religious condition,
which had produced the grossest and most mon-
strous perversion of the external worship in the
land of Mizraim, is it to be wondered at that a
character like Amenophis IV rose up in protest
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against the grovelling nature of the religions of
Egypt, and sought by every means in his power to
elevate the minds and aspirations of the people in
general, to worship such a dazzling orb as the Sun
pouring its life-giving rays of light over the whole
of the land of the Nile? If there is, or can be, any
justification there is surely an extenuation for men
lifting their eyes from the polluting things of earth
and in the exercise of their innate tendency to wor-
ship something, to look upon the Sun as the purest
object of all on which to bestow their adoration
and devotion?

Amenophis IV (Amenhotep) was no sun-wor-
shipper in his heart; but he took the sun’s disc as
the emblem of his one god, the grandest and most
evident of the Creator’s works, and the emblem of
the source and origin of life. This remarkable
ruler lived a most exemplary life, in the midst of
the most degrading and demoralizing influences.
He kept no harem establishment, and only one wife,
the beautiful Queen Nefertiti, a princess of high
rank from Mesopotamia. The young king was
much devoted to his mother, Queen Tyi. He was
a poet of no mean ability. Here is a morsel from
the pen of this writer written 1380 B.C.

“Thou art very beautiful, brilliant and exalted,
Thy beams encompass all lands thou hast made.
How excellent are thy ways. O Lord of eternity.”

The purpose of the establishment and enforcement
cf Sun worship was intended ultimately to lead the
minds of the people back to one god, and one god
only. A parasitical priesthood had been adding
deity, after deity. Each temple had its priesthood,
with revenues and estates all over Egypt, and to save
his subjects from this rapacious priesthood, the
great reformer lifted his voice and hand in protest.

Originally, and beyend all question, the Great
Sphinx was the symbol of Him who is the light of
the world, telling of the conquest of darkness and
death, foreshadowing for long centuries the coming
of Him who declared—*I am the light of the world.”
Sir Edwin Arnold wrote, no doubt under the in-
fluence of his eastern wife his great poem—“The
light of Asia,” in which he held up Buddha as
the torch-light of the Asiatic continent. Later, he
wrote his greatest of all poems—“The light of the
world,” in which he held up the incomparable
teacher from the Galilean hills as the light of all
man-kind.

The Sphinx lecated in the centre of the terrestrial
portion of the earth suggests the universality of its
teachings in their practical application to all the

world, and its couchant position is suggestive of
peace, sweet universal peace, when the “sword
shall be beaten into a ploughshare, and the spear
into pruning hooks, and nations shall learn war
no more.” The human head reminds us of the
day when intelligence shall have its fullest sway,
and the lion-body speaks of strength and courage
of conviction, and symbolizes the day when every
fetter shall be broken and men shall bask in the
freedom of God and Heaven forever. What a
wonderful story wrapped in the form of this Great
Sphinx.

The Egyptian god Harmachis (Hern-Khutis) be-
came the chief of the sun-god Ra. He represented
in the daily course from east to west across the skies
the chief object of admonition, and was called the
“God of Heaven.” The chief shrine of the god
was at On, now known as Heliopolis. The largest
known monument dedicated to Harmach is the
Great Sphinx, which was considered his type and
true symbol. No mention is made of the Sphinx
in any of the inscriptions until the time of Thotmes
IV who records his dream on the Stele between the
paws. It was Harmachis the god of the Sphinx
which appeared to him in his mid-day dream.

The god Harmachis is represented as having the
head of a hawk, wearing a triple crown, with a
double uracus. In one hand the god holds the
sacred Tau, and in the other the reaping sickle, with
a human body. What a symbolization. God and
man, time and eternity, light and conquest, domin-
ion and government, all emanating from the God
of Heaven. (Zo be continued)

THERE IS BUT ONE §TORY OF ISRAEL

God has given to Israel, “Statutes and laws
that they might live.”

Very few are try-
ing to understand the “statutes and laws which
God gave Israel” as the basic foundation of the
whole story.

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100 YEARS OF HARVESTING

L S SR S S S T TR S

As we look back over
the past 100 years in
the harvesting of wheat,
great has been the prog-
ress made. Before Mc-
Cormick made a suc-
cessful reaper, 47.3
hours of man-labor was
required to harvest and
make ready a 20-bushel
crop of wheat from one
acre of land. The har-
vesting task of those
former days included
such tasks as cutting
the grain with a sickle,
binding by hand, shock-
ing, hauling, flailing,
windrowing to remove
chaff, measuring and
hauling to market. -
Thus in harvesting was ~
absorbed 82 percent of -
the 57.7 man-hours used

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by the grain farmer in producing and preparing
20 bushels of wheat for the market in 1830-

Through more general use of the highly per-
fected reaper, a 20-bushel crop of wheat required
but 8.8 man hours for production and harvesting
in 1896. Thus the harvesting job absorbed only
6.3 hours instead of the 47.3 in 1830, or 71.6 per
cent of the total labor to market the crop.

By 1930, the small motivated combine made its
appearance, and brought a ne wefficiency to
wheat production, cutting labor requirements for
harvesting, threshing, cleaning and the like, down
to 1.6 man hours for a 20-bushel crop of grain.
This was 48.5 per cent of the 3.3 man hours re-
quired that year to raise and prepare for market
a 20-bushel crop of wheat. Since 1930, the small
combines have been greatly improved and their
efficiency further increased. THe rubber-tired
combines and tractors that pull them have
brought to the wheat farmer an undreamed of
saving in man-power. These figures relate only
to the labor-saving that has resulted from im-
proved machinery in wheat harvest only. They
do not reveal the revolutionary social and eco-
nomic changes wrought by the reaper, the
thresher and the combine. These modern mir-
acles have banished the drudgery of cradling and
flailing grain that aged our forebears.

It seems almost ironical, that the reaper in-
vented in 1831 by McCormick, a 22-year-cld Vir-
ginia farm boy, should have been the tool that
turned the tide for the North in the tragic era,
1861 to 1865. As William T- Hutchinson points
out in his great book, Cyrus Hall McCormick:

“In the day when the Abolitionist talked less
of Liberia and more of underground railways,
forcible rescues and the sins of the slaveholder,
Cyrus McCormick, a native of Virginia, perfected
an implement that was destined to do more for
the cause of free men, in the war which was com-
ing, than the eloquence of Garrison and Phillips.
The use of the reaper demanded intelligent opera-
tion and it could not be used profitably where
labor was cheap. The men that could be spared
from the harvest during the Civil War, because
they were no longer needed to swing the scythes,
would help to swell the armies of the North. The
reaper made it possible to produce grain suffi-
cient for export, and surplus wheat was to fight
decisively for Lincoln in the impending conflict.”

Improvement in harvesting methods, the use
of machinery instead of men, has contributed
generously to make possible the following state-
ents by the National Resources Committee:

“In 1787, the year the Constitution was
framed, the surplus food produced by 19 farm-
ers went to feed one city person. In recent aver-
age years, 19 people on farms have produced
enough food for 56 non-farm people, plus 10
living abroad.

“Productivity per farm worker increased
steadily, and at very nearly the same rate in agri-

culture as in industry during the 75 years after
1850. Between 1910 and 1930, output per work-
er increased 39 per cent in manufacturing and
41 per cent in agriculture. . . .

“The decade of the twenties witnessed a strik-
ing increase in farm efficiency in terms of pro-
ductivity. From 1922 to 1926, production in-
creased 27 per cent while crop acreage remained
little changed and the number of workers in ag-
riculture decreased.”

Nor do these summaries tell the whole story.
Numerius studies are available to show that mod-
ern harvesting equipment has cut drastically the
cost of producing wheat, a saving which the
farmer has, in a large measure, passed on to the
consumer. The cost of harvesting wheat with
a binder and thresher ranges from 15 to 18 cents
per bushel, although some authorities say the
cost will run, under adverse conditions, as high
as 25 cents. Tests in the West show that large
combines are harvesting wheat at a cost of 9 to
12 cents per bushelr The small combines are
bringing this low-cost harvesting to the little
farms of the South, and are extending wheat pro-
duction into new areas.—The Southern Planter,
Richmond, Va.

The above story about wheat harvesting is
marvelous and almost unbelievable, but the actual
facts and figures prove the truth of that which
has taken place. But should we not have known
long ago, that such great changes were coming

along these lines, and we should have been able -

to put our “National House in order” so far as
unemployment is concerned? More than 2,500
yvears ago Israel’s God, in speaking to His people
Israel, as to the days in which we live, said: “Be-
hold the days come saith the Lord, that the
ploughman shall overtake the reaper,” which has
been actually done by the combine, so far as
wheat harvest is concerned. Just so it has been
along all lines, automatic machinery has taken
the place of men’s hands, and it has been this that
has produced our millions of unemployed, which
increases right along. The truth is, a just and
loving God, does not want free Americans to
have to work so strenuously to be able to get the
necessities of life, that they do not have time to
enlighten their minds, about God and His eternal
truths, as the little time they have must be given
to other exercises, rather than study, to fit them
for the next day’s ordeals. All this was placed
before the Senators, and part of the members of
the House in 1932, but no attention was given to
what was shown; so it has been going from bad
to worse, together with the spending of billions
of dollars of the taxpayers’ money to break un-
employment, to make and place in order alpha-
betical administrations to better things. But Is-
rael’s God has a way of His own to break these
things, and undesirable conditions, which He
states very plainly in the following words: “For
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it shall come to pass in that day, saith the Lord
of Hosts, that I will break his yoke (Babylonish
and Roman economics, that bring present condi-
tions) from off thy neck, and will burst thy

crops.

bonds.” The “yoke” is not being lifted by spend-

ing billions of the American people’s money, in
an effort to break things, rather than to take
God’s way of shortening the hours of the labor

day, thus letting all go free.

But as another article will follow in the next
issue of the Torch of Israel, along the lines of
automatic machinery, we will say no more now;
only this, that we are greatly indebted to “The

During the days of David, King
of Israel, Nathan, the prophet, spoke
as directed by God: IT Samuel V1I,
10: “Moreover I will appoint a place
for My people, Israel, and will plant
them, that they may dwell in a place
of their own, and move no more;
neither shall the children of wicked-
ness afflict them any more, as before
time.”

Now this prophecy could not have
referred to the land of Palestine be-
cause the land was already occupied
by the children of Israel and King
David had extended the borders
and made the people secure. This
prophecy could only point to the
future.

Let us notice the separate parts
of the prophecy.

“Moreover I will appoint a place
for My people, Israel,” God would
pick out the place and reserve it for
the people of Israel.

“And will plant them . ..” This planting was to take place
in the future. Israel was at this time firmly established in
Canaan.
