Usually they are false ideas believed by the major­
ity of professing Christians today, or by those who 
do not believe in the Creator God and the divine 
inspiration of the Bible. 

From among the four choices, select only the one 
that you believe to be correct and circle the letter 
of that choice with a pen or pencil. As an example, 
the correct choice for question one is already cir­
cled for you. 

Take sufficient time to understand each ques­
tion or statement, as well as the choices. Try to do 
as many as you can without referring to the pre­
vious four lessons. If you have any difficulty decid­
ing on the correct answer, then review the part of 
the lesson covering the point under question or the 
statement to be completed. We expect you to do 
so-it isn't cheating! 

Once you have finished the test and are satisfied 
with all of your answers, transfer them to the test 

answer card that accompanies this test. Simply 
place an "x" in the box corresponding to the letter 
of the choice you have circled for each question or 
statement. As an example, number one on the test 
answer card is already marked correctly for you. 
Take special care in transferring your answers to 
the answer card so that you do not make an error 
during this step. 

When you have completed the entire test and 
have transferred all of your answers to the test 
answer card, follow the directions for returning it 
to our office you normally write to. There it will be 
graded and mailed back to you. Our mailing 
addresses are printed on the reverse side of the test 
answer card instructions and on page two of this 
test. 

We will continue to send you additional lessons 
as long as you sincerely desire to understand more 
of God's Word with the help of these lessons. So be 
sure to take this test and send us your completed 
test answer card!

CONGRATULATIONS on completing the first 12 
lessons of the Ambassador College Bible Cor­
respondence Course! If you are like hundreds 

of thousands of other students, you have been 
amazed and thrilled by the new truths you've dis­
covered in your Bible. 

A new "way of life" has been opened up to you as 
a result of your studies. With the help of Lessons 9 
through 12, you have come to understand what it 
means to be a real Christian, and what true conver­
sion really is. 

As the Apostle Paul clearly stated in Romans 
12:2, spiritual conversion is a renewing of one's 
mind. This changing of the mind, with the help of 
God's Holy Spirit, is the key to a new and success­
ful way of thinking and living. 

Your studies revealed that a real Christian has 
been begotten by the Spirit of God and is living by 
the very faith of Jesus Christ (Rom. 8:9-11; Gal.

Frankly, before studying the Bible with the help 
of this course, most of our students did not know 
what being "led" by God's Spirit really means, or 
the results it produces in one's life. Many did not 
even know what the Holy Spirit is! 

Through His Spirit, God imparts to us His loue 
(Rom. 5:5). God's love is the chief attribute of His 
character, for "God is love" (1 J ohn 4:16) . And 
God's character is expressed by the Ten Com­
mandments: "For this is the love of God, that we 
keep his commandments: and his commandments 
are not grievous" (I John 5:3). Simply stated, God's 
Spirit leads us to OBEY Him! 

The sad truth is that most professing Christians 
haven't even gotten ready to start on the road to 
living God 's way of life! 

As you have learned, one becomes a Christian 
after sincere, heartfelt repentance, baptism by 
immersion, and then the receipt of the Holy Spirit 
after the laying on of hands of a true minister of 
God. At that time God's Spirit enters one's mind 
and joins with the spirit in man. That is when the 
person begins to be "converted." The spiritually 
begotten mind then begins the process of being 
changed or renewed spiritually, and godly charac­
ter begins to be created. 
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A newly begotten Christian has made a commit­
ment to serve God. He has embarked on a new life 
of spiritual growth and fulfillment. But this takes 
time. Time to apply the spiritual knowledge one is 
learning. Time to practice God's way of life. Time 
to fulfill God's glorious purpose for our existence. 

But time does not stand still or wait for anyone. 
Think seriously about beginning the Christian way 
of life as revealed in the Bible. And do continue to 
study God 's Word with the help of this course. God 
will show you more of His "words of li fe" through 
forthcoming lessons.
