Formerly, a work force of 1,000
Spaniards crossed the border daily from
neighboring La Linea to work in
Gibraltar's dockyard and harbor area.
Since the harassment began, however,
no new frontier passes have been issued.
Only 8,500 come across now. Gibraltar
authorities have made up part of the
deficit by importing .Moroccan work-
mien. But space for additicnal housing

s almost non-existent.

The gradual reduction of the labor
force 15 only one worry to Gibraltarians,
however. Great damage has also been
done to the once-flourishing tourist
trade,

Automobile
of the colony has ground nearly to
a halt. Before the “little blockade”
began, an average of 500 cars a day
crossed the border, Many British tourists

traffic  inte and out



liked to fly into Gibraltar, rent a car,
drive out zlong Spain’s “'Costa de! Sol”
resort area. Other visitors came by the
overland route down the coast, stopping
off in Gibraltar to take advantage
of the colony's free post facilities.
Cameras, watches, English woolens,
other bargains could be bought tax-free.
