This was the hirth of the Chicago Church of God under 
the guidance of Mr. Raymond McNair. It was March II, 1955. 

After 3 meetings, the group moved to a school hall on 
South lIoHvle Street.

South Kedzie was procured. 

By July 1956, church attendance had climbed to 40. Then 
one day, a new minister was introduced to the small group-
1\1r. Dean Blackwell. Little did we imagine then that nine 
years later there would be about 400 people in each of 3 local 
churches. 

Just how did the church hecome 30 times larger in just 
9 years? Because one man was dedicated to service. He spent 
hundreds of hours behind the steering wheel so he could be 
in SI. Louis or Chicago or Milwaukee-and many times all 
3 between sunset Friday and sunset Saturday. He delivered the 
sermons, visited the sick, performed the weddings, preached the

After graduation. he served in the San Antonio and Corpus 
Christi, Texas area. From there he was sent to the hig Pittsburgh 
church with an attendance then of ahout 300. After 3 years 
and much growth there. he was assigned to Seattle and Tacoma, 
Washington.
