A fast-growing Italian Work, and em-
bryonic beginnings of Russian, Swedish,
Portuguese and Japanese Departments.

A record-breaking number of 53 peo-
ple attended the Bible Study held at the
home of our minister, Mr. Tony Ham-
mer, on Jan. 22.

Armstrong said at the conclusion of
of the ordinations, “This is a very rare
and happy occasion.”

But all was not over yet by any
means. Evangelist Wayne Cole reported
at the beginning of the college there
was only one Minister and one Local
Elder in the Philadelphia era of God’s
Church and that there were only three
churches—Pasadena, Portland and Eu-
gene! Now there are sixty-seven minis-
ters and fifty-nine churches!

Another surprise came when Mr,
Armstrong announced that Mr, and
Mrs. Raymond Cole and Mr. and Mrs.
Albert Portune would sail with him
and Mrs. Armstrong to England and
the College at Bricket Wood in late
April.

After all this, Mr. Armstrong added
the final touch as he brought the main
sermon for the day. Getting to the
very root of the tree, Mr. Armstrong
explained God’s commission to Israel,
Satan’s plan of deception and the very
purpose of our lives,

The Sabbath of January 12, 1963,
was extraordinarily abundant and fruit-
ful—one that will not soon be forgotten
As Mr. Armstrong said, “This is a great
day for God’s Church!”

HOW TO DO IT COLUMN
BLOWING FUSES?

In our present day, the PUSH BUT-
TON AGE, we depend almost entirely
upon electrical appliances and ma-
chines in our homes, offices, schools
and industry.

How well acquainted are you with
your Electrical System?

The ordinary homes of today are af-
flicted with Octopus Wiring - for ex-
ample - you may have a radio, floor
lamp, clock, T.V. set and an extension
cord (with probably #18 wire) which
supplies your toaster, all plugged into
one convenience outlet.

Suppose you are listening to your
favorite radio program - The World
Tomorrow - you decide to iron a few
pieces of clothing, so you disconnect the
toaster, plug your electric iron in, set
up the ironing board and suddenly you
hear a poof sound, everything stops—
you have no power! You have over-
loaded the fuse.

Remember now, the convenience out-
let is a part of one branch circuit and
one branch circuit can have six to eight
outlets—all controlled by one fuse in
the fuse panel-—which protects your
wiring system from an electrical fire,
which could happen, if the fuse would
not blow as it reaches its limit.

Now what do you do? Call an elec-
trician? If you have a little knowledge
of what takes place, you can save your-
self a service call, plus some embarrass-
ment

First: Find the bad fuse and unscrew

1t.

Second: Go to the convenience outlet
and unplug all the appliances and ex-
tension cords.

Third: Cut off all wall switches.

Fourth: Take an ordinary lamp of
about 200 watts in size, screw it into
fuse holder where the bad fuse was—
this will serve as a test light in case
of a short circuit in the appliance cords
or extension cord. If you have a bad
cord (shorted-out) the light globe
which you screwed into the fuse panel
will light up.

Fifth: After you have tested all ap-
pliances by plugging them into the con-
venience outlet, remove the lamp from
the fuse panel, replace the bad fuse,
and you are ready to turn on the wall
switches and resume your ironing and
radio program.

Sixth: Don’t make the same mistake
again by overloading your electrical
system with Octopus Wiring!
