Following this presentation, the De-
gree of Master of Arts in Theology was
conferred upon Mr. Dibar Apartian
and Mr. Leroy Neff. Then, in conclu-

anxiously awaiting, the Degree of Doc-
tor of Theology was presented to Mr.
Herman Hoeh.
