On the Friday after you left, while I was taking the
London Bible Study, Mr. Hunting spent a conslderable
amount of time at Bricket Wood stregsing to the congre-
gation that now Ambassador College was beginning tTO pro-
Juce men who in their vanlty begin to look up the Greek
and Hebrew words and arrive at concluslons which are dif-
rerent from those taught by Mr. Herbert W. Armstrong for

over 30 yvears. He said that 1n 21l his time 1in Uhe Church

he has never found you wrong on any such 1ssue, and that
when he is faced with papers claiming to polint out errors

on such matters it does not take him long to realilse that
they are totally in error.

As I said, I was taking the London Bible Study at tThe
time: the details were reported To me the.next: davhby peo-
ple who of course know nothing of what was being discussed,

but who nevertheless wondered if I was the object of Mr.
Hunting's remarks since they were pointed enough to make

one think that he meant me in particular.

T mentioned this to Mr. McNair but he sald that he
wondered if God hadn't perhaps inspired Mr. Hunting TO

make such comments.

This would not be so serious for me but for the fact
that similar comments had been made before by Mr. Huntlng

+o the Bricket Wood Church and by the fact that Mr, McNalr
had also mentioned my name in ministerial meetlings 1n my

sresence saying that "others” have been "put out" of the
Church for clinging tO "heresies and doctrines of demons.'

I would therefore like tO request that as long as this
matter is in your hands, and as long as-l continue'to he
considered a minister failthful enough to be entrusted with
Bible Studies, sermons, etcC., all such remarks be deleted

in public, at least untll a declslion has been made by you.




Unfortunately such remarks have over the years -- and
especially during the last few months -- tended to under-
mine our courses in the Blbllcal languages and to associ-
ate them unfairly with imbalance and tunnel vislion; the
usual comment is that Mr. Armstrong never studled Greek
or Hebrew and vet God has used hlm more than any other

person.

While I do not think it 1s necessary for any man tTO
know either language in order to understand God's truth
or to be used by God, 1 do feel it would be better for
the Church and the College if we ministers and lecturers
had the wholehearted support of those in higher authority
-- especlally in public.

As it is now, we have been "chipping away" at the val-
ue of such knowledge for so long, sometimes strongly, that
one wonders 1f everybody would not be happler without such
courses. |

1 am sure that it is better for members and students
not To know that the ministers are 1n disagreement with
one another -- even on points of terminology; but they
are not without perception when pointed and derogatory
remarks about Greek are made from the pulpit.

The other point that 1 feel ought to be brought to
your attentlion is this: On the 9th of July Mr. McNair came
to my office and asked if I would organise a social for the
Church and the students; at the same time he asked if I
would write up the details of my baptism. He explained
that up to that time he had never questioned 1t, but now
Lhat this discussion had arisen he was sure that you would
want to go into my baptism in order to determine its valld-
ity. (I interpret this to mean that if my baptism is at
least questionable, my ordination is sure to be also!)
