First Day (vs. 3-5) -- God divided light from darkness and called the light Day
and the darkness Night.

Second Day (vs. 6-8) -~ God made the firmament and called it Heaven.

Third Day (vs. 9-13) -- God gathered the waters under heaven into one place and
dry land appeared. He called the dry land Earth and the gathered waters
Seas. On this day vegetation was also created.

Fourth Day (vs. 14-19) -- God made two great lights: The Sun to rule the day
and the Moon to rule the night. Stars were also created at this time.

F'ifth Day (vs. 20-23) -- God created all sea life and fowls.
