When
the Killopy Treaty, outlawing war, was

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signed, it was hailed by leading world
statesmen as “onc of the greatest cvents
since the birth of Christ.”” “The biggest
step yet taken toward the establishment
and perpctuation of peace.” What does
God say about such hypocrisics? “When
they shall say peace and safety, then sud-
den destruction cometh upon them . . .
and they shall not escape.” 1 Thess. 5:3.
They will be saying Pe:cc s when
there is no peace.” Jer. 6:

Whilc all this peace lalk has bzen go-
ing on what have the Army and Navy
departments of the world actually been
doing? Each one has been trying to out-
do the others in building and c¢quipping
the greatest and the greatest number of
fighting machines, and in inventing the
most deadly gases and discase germs for
quick extermination of cities of the en-

emy. Our own country is building about .

15,000 airplanes per year under super-
vision of Goverament experts. These ma-
chines are all fully equipped for war.
They are also equipped as passenger and
freight cacriers. Our commercial airplane
companies use these ships for passenger
and freight service between all our large
cities, but our Government may immed-
iately draft any and all of these airships
at the first sign of war. On a few min-
utes notice thesc planes may be con-
verted from luxurious passenger planes
into fully equipped war-time fighting
ships of the sky. These may b loaded
with poisonous gases and dcadly germs
and sent acrosw the water to deal out
wwholesale death and destruction in any
enemy country. All the other nations are
making similar preparations.

Most of the taxes of our Federal Gov-
ernment go directly or indirectly for war.
Only 9% of total appropriations go for
the actual expenses of coaducting the
Government. All the rest goes to pay for
old wars and to prepare for new ones.
Italy is planning to be able, at a certain
time, to mobilize 5,000,000 men, and be
able to arm and cquip them. Russia and
Germany are secretly allied together, and
are making unparalleled preparations for
war against England and Palestine. Rus-
sia's five year program of industrial c
pansion is oaly to cnable her to build
up vast reserves of food and war equip-
ment for Armageddon. Turkey “has
pledged herself to join Russia and help
her 1n these plans, These three powers
are determined to gain control of the
world, and in a short time they will be
prepared to launch their attack,

All the nations arc doing just what
the prophet Jocl said they would do.
“Preparc war, wake up the mighty mcn,
Iet all the men of war draw near . .
Beat your plowshates into swords
let the weak say, T am steong. Assumble
yoursclves and come, all ye heathen .
Let the heathen be wakened, and coms:

Armageddon). For there will 17sit o

Verses 13 and 14 tell us that when
we sce these war preparations, and the
heathen nations (like China, Japan and
India) being awakened, and the nations
of the world gathering for a world-widc
steuggle (versc 12), we are to know that
the time has about come for the harvest
of the world to be reaped. “Put ye in the
sickle, for the harvest is ripe . . . for
their wickedness is great . . . For the
day of the Lord is near.” It is at the
coming of the Lord that the harvest is
to be reaped.

So some tike the road of pleas-
wre and amusement; some the road of
accumnlating money; others that of a
Jiving, painful penance—living a life
of gloom and morbid wnhappiness;

O friend, do not be deccived. Do not
take chances lightly on this most serious
question you ever did or ever will have
to face.
