The day of miracles past? Not when literally 
thousands of us have seen miracles of healing per­
formed before our very ey-es-not as a result of the 
power of mind over matter-not by magic-not by 
false Joctrines-but simply by conforming to the 
simple conditions laid down so plainly in the Word oi 
God, and standing thru the prayer of FAITH, upoil 
the PROMISES of the Lord-which the Bible say g 

SHALL (not perhaps) raise up the sick (Jam~s 

5:15). 
Nothing could be farther from the truth, or mm-e 

-unscriptural , than to carelessly assume the day of 
miracles is past. The Word of God denies the ex­
cuse for lack of faith. The experience of earnest, 
believing Christians denies it. 

True, so-called miracles of healing are being per­
formed by Christian Scientists, the Immanualists, 
the Universalists, and such New Though cu:ts. 
These, however, are not performing according to the 
Word of God. They do not heal thru the prayer of 
faith to Almighty God. They do not heal thru the 
power of the atoning blood of Christ. They do not 
even accept that atoning blood, and tl:erefore Jesus 
never knew them! They are the ones to whom Jesus 
will reply, when He comes again, "Depart from me, 
ye that work iniquity. I NEVER knew YOU.'' 
Thei.r work is in no sense true Christian healing-, al­
though that is the name they falsely give it. 

No true Christian will permit the false practices-­
the "lying wonders"-of such apostate cults to 
shake his faith i11 the simple directions and prom­
ise for healing laid down in God's Word, nor to de­
prive him of t!: e benefit of healing which is offered 
promised, urged upon him-GUARANTEED him by 
the Word of Almighty God! 

The day of real genuine miracles is not past! Je­
sus Christ still lives! He still is the Great Physi­
cian. He still heals! 

The benefit of healing is INCLUDED! Let's not 
starve our souls and bodies on mere crackers and 
cheese. Let's remember our "passage ticket" reads 
"HEALING INCLUDED." 

An incident just occured which sharply impressed 
upon me the realization that there is, today, an­
other power in the world which has been little 
thought of, in connection with healing miracles, but 
to which this same prophecy applies. 

Overlooking my home in Portland is a small 
rnountain, just outside the city limits to the North­
east, called Rocky-Butts. The Roman Catholic church 
has secured control of this mountain. On it tl:ey 

are now beginning construction of a huge cathedral, 
or sanctuary to be called "The Sanctuary o.l: uu ... · 
Sorrowful Mother." lt is to be an lN"l'.EH.NA'l'lUl'I­
AL Sanctuary, ded1cated to Mother Mary. lt wi.l 
be completed in 1~00, when tne .l:~o,nan Cat .. ohct~ 
expect to ho1d a tremendous Centennial, celebratmg 
t11e 700th anniversary ot the Servite Fathers, w11o 
are sponsoril.g this mig •. ty cathedral atup thiH 
mountain. The cathedra,, or sanctuary, wiu lJe one 
of the largest ch urc.t edifices in the world. 'l'ha 
Pope, or a private emmisary, will came from Rom~. 

The Nortn side of this mountain is almost dut: 
perpendicular. ln the stone of the side OL thi.;; 
mountain has been cut out a huge grotto, in wh1ch 
are life-size statues supposed to be the Mot..er Mary 
sitting with the crucified. body of Christ lying dead 
in her lap! It is an awesome and grueson,e ~p~c­
tacle. In front of the statue is a platform, and a 
great open-air auditorium seating about 2,0UO peo 
~le. Visitors from all over the United States, pa.:.t~-· 
mg thru Portland, are coming to see this amazing 
grotto. A priest is always on Land to act as guirlu 
and explain everything in utmost courtesy, and 
with s·peech carefully studied to quiet and put to 
rest as far as possible the prejudices and suspiciol!s 
that lurk in the minds of Protestant visitors. 

_I have just paid a visit to this grotto, in compau1 
w1th a Church of God minister, Elder A. H. Stit ... 

And it was a part of the lecture g-iven us by this 
priest which I want especial1y to relate in connection 
with performing miracles of healing. 

The Catholic c~1urch, according to this priest, is 
now beginning to practice healing! He told of 
amazing miracles which they have performed-one 
of them .so amazing as to be incredulous, even as an 
act of God! 

So today, the Roman Catholic Church is begiwting 
to perform miracles! Surely that is according to 
prophecy. 

But let us look to the methods. As this priest-
guide explained it, the sufferer makes seven sacri­
fices-that is, gives up seven desired things or acts, 
and then make,:; a nine-day prayer, according of 
course, to Catholic rules governing prayer. Then 
for a price, some special holy water is given th; 
sick. The priest said that some priest, in the 13th 
century, struck a rock in a wilderness when several 
people were dying of thirst, and, as in t.:e days of 
1\foses, water gushed forth from this rock. And, 
strangely, the water has continued to pour fort~1 froJt'l. 
this rock even to this day. The healing water if:; 

the water taken from this ancient rock, and specially 
blessed by Catholic ptiests. The sufferer is given 
a very small bottle of it, as stated, for a price. Af­
ter nine days of prayer, the water is touc!1ed to 
the lips according to a certain prescribed form, and 
then drank. This is supposed to perform the mir­
acle of healing! 
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However, the girl IJehind the souvenir counter, 
where this water was IJeing sold, evidently had not 
gotten toget:.el' with the priest guide, regarding the 
story they \vere to tell, for, upon being questioned 
the young lady assured us that the water was merely 
local "Bull-Run" water, which is the name applied to 
Portland's famous city water supply. 

But now let us see how this type of healing fits 
tl: e description of the passage under discussion. 

This healing is done under the name of Christian 
healing. The Catholics are, as surely as the Chris-­
tian Scientists, pretending to perform miracles in 
His name! 

How are they doing it? According to the in­
structions laid down IJy Jesus Christ? to lay hands 
on the sick, and anoint them with oil and the pra.v­
er of faith shall raise up t.r.e sick. Mark 16:15-18; 
James 5:15. No! Sacrifices, a nine days praye1·, 
and then drinking water which they have for salP 
Where can you find such a plan for divine healing 
laid down in God's Word? Were can you find God's 
Word authorizing such a procedure for healing'! 
Where does God's Word promise that God will heal 
according to such a formula? No. the Catholics are 
not performing these healing miracles according to 
the Word of God-and tl:erefore their healing'is n.:.t 
of t:1e Lord. 

Has the Lord ever known them? They come by 
the Mother Mary, and the saints who still sleep in 
their cold graves! God's Word says that none come 
except through the Lord Jesus Christ. 

So to the Christian Scientists, the Unity people, 
the Immanuel movement, and such New Thought 
cults, we must add the Roman Catholic power as 
obviously coming under the description of the text, 
"Depart from me, ye that work iniquity; I NEVER 
knew you." 

And thus it should be perfectly clear to any student 
of the Word of God tl:at this text applies only to 
such people, cults, sects and powers-those which 
are false, counterfeit and antichrist. And at the 
same time let us not place ourselves in the position 
of those who l:ave "a f01m of godliness, but deny 
the power thereof."
