Dear Bro.: 

If you were e~pressing yourself about the "awe­
fulness" of the idea of getting up and fleeing froni 
men, whose decrees (that if we will not "worship the 
beast and his image") say we shall "be killed," And 
of our going out in the wilderness (Ezk. 20 :35). 
Well, yes. 'To. them who will not exercise their faith 
in God, (to care for them), it will have an "awful' 
aspect. I'll admit it. · 

It did to the children of Israel back there, to get 
up and leave the "fl.3sh po'.s of Eigypt. " (To the faith­
less ones at least.) 

It did (to some) at the time of the de­
struction of Jerusalem seem "awful" to have to 
get up and flee to the mountains. Seems like it 
did to Lot's wife to leave her comfortable home in 

· S0,dom and run out into the mountains. 
Yes, so it will to many in this last days' experi­

ence when God savs ("I will bring you into the wil­
derness") (Ezk. 20 :35.) Those that do not (even 
now) trust God, and who have not (by that time) 
learned to believe in. Him, will say "it's too awful" 
n h:ng- to do. I cannot get up and start out like that. 
Why I'd perish. I don't think I' ll 'worship the beast' 
if I stay right here. I've always tried to do right 
and I don't b'.!lieve God is that rough on His people 
that He is going to ask them to get up and run off 
like that, not knowing where thev are P"oing. I'm 
goinl1' to exercise my good sense and stay right home.'' 

But you know. bro'her, there is going to be some 
one ( a number. comparatively few, no doubt) who will 
look at it like this. 

Yes, it does i:ie<>m "awful," (first thought). But 
suppose it is. I believe God, (myself). Let others 
do as. they choose. For my part. I believe God. God 
has takfm care of His people in every crisis in the 
past. He says (in His word) that He will in this, 
and I believe Him. And when the time comes that 
men make a decree that thev will kill us if we do not 
"worship the be'\~t!' I am going to "git up and git.'' 
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I am not going to stay and get killed. Neither am I 
going to "worship the beast nor his image." God says 
He will bring His people out of all nations where He 
has scattered themi and that He will bring them into 
fl-·,3 wilderness together. Will bunch them up once 
more. "He that scattereth Israel will gather them." 
(Jer. 31 :10.) And I am going to let Him gather me 
along with the rest. N·o matter what manner of 
way He takes to do it. 

Y'es, brother, there will be a people that will talk 
just that way. Will take just that position. And 
what you and I want to do is to talk that way ourselves. 
To take that stand ·Ourselves. I am going to. I al­
ready have. Come and go along too. 

Now you know it says "strengthen ye the 
weak hands and confirm the feeble knees. Say unto 
them that are of a fearful heart, Be str-0ng. Fear 
not." So that is why I am writing you this letter. 
To arouse you. To wake you up. To help you. To 
strengthen you. And to get you to take your stand 
and make your decision for God. 

But you know that just my words can't have any 
strength to give you, and you know I headed this 
letter "The Beautiful Things of the Wilderness." 

So now let us have the Lord talk to us awhile 
and hear what He has to say about the things in the 
wHderness that He has planned to give them after He 
once gets them away from the world. Away from the 
worldly people who have so long had an influence over 
them to lead and }<:eep them . est ranged from God. 
All about the be::i.utiful things of the wilderness. You 
know that a wilderness is an uninhabited place. A 
place where the conditions are such that men cannot 
live there (as conditions naturally are). Men them­
selves are (in an artificial way, irrigation and so on) 
making them inhabitable. The soil is good and such 
localities if given the moisture necessary are as fer­
tile as any other. And God has got 13xtensive regions 
of that very kind all spread out. And He knows 
right where they are and that is exactlv where He 
is going to gather His peoole into. And when (by 
their own free and heart-felt consent) He can get 
thrm to take the initiative step and run . Leave the 
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-
worldly people and · their killing decrees. Then He 
will take them up and care for them. He will be a 
"Shepherd" unto them, if He can only get them to 
drop the world and flee out and throw themselves into 
and onto and under His loving care. So into ·Lhis 
desert wilderness region, (and it will not b.e in Pal­
estine' nor any other part of .ksia, nor in Europe 
either) God is going to bring His people from the 
uttermost parts of the earth and plant them aga~n 
as His pe_ople. A restored nation. - With a king, 
The King. "King of Kings and Lord of Lords," Jesus 
Son of God, over the:mi. Who having (now already 
in 1918 when probation closed) been given "dominion 
and glory and a kingdom" will again be over them 
in the "pillar of cloud by day and the pillar of fire by 
night," and will be their Leader. And they will be 
His people, and will again be led by Him for ano.her 
40 years, before He comes in power and great glory 
to take them to heaven to stay a thousand years while 
the earth lies empty and desolate with the wicked all 
slain (Jer. 25 :33) "dung upon the ground" and sa.an 
bound with no one to tempt. 

Now, with this picture stated and fresh in our 
minds let us read the "beautiful things" we have 
been ~peaking of. Is. 35 says this: "The wilderness 
and the solitary place shall be glad for them" (them 
meaning God's gathered people). "And the desert 
shall blossom as the rose." (Not by artificial irriga­
tion, but by "springs of water in the thirsty la_nd, for 
in the wilderness shall waters break out, and streams 
in the desert." (6th and 7th verses) . 

That's why the ''desert bJossoms as the rose." 
God makes it blossom. Makes it blossom just because 
He has finally got His people out once more by them­
selves where He can afford to make things blossom. 
He has been withholding the clouds from comfog over 
the western mountains all these centuries, saving this 
place for a place to gather Hlj_s people into and once 
more be over them and "build again the tabernacle 
of David which has fallen down." (Aln. 9 :11). And 
lead them and bless them and "try" them and 'purify" 
them and "make them white." (Dan. 12 :10). 

So now that He has got them (by their own 
consent) out and away from the world He can (con­
sistently) afford to make things "blossom." And He 
goes at it and does make things blossom. The desert 
"shall blossom abundantly," "and rejoice even with 
joy and singing." "The glory of Lebanon shall be 
given unto the desert." No more sand storms then. 
No more years of "canker worm," nor the "corn 
borer" then. "I will restore unto thee the years the 
canker worm hath eaten." (Joel 2 :25). And that is 
when it is done-during this 40 years wilderness ex­
perience of God's people. All this Is. 35 :1 and 2 tells 
us . . Then verses 5 to 7 tell us much mo,re wonderful 
and blessed things. "Then shall the eyes of the blind 
be opened." Yes, a blind man, woman or child will 
be given back their sight. And all this, mind you, in 
this old earth quite a while ( 40 years) before Jes us 
comes in the clouds of heaven to take His people 
away from this earth. Yes! Indeed! Tlhe eyes of 
the blind shall be opened and "the ears of the deaf 
shall be unstopped." A man's hearing will actually 
be restored unto him. Oh! how it is going to pay us 
to love and serve God! "Then shall the lame man 
leap as an hart." My broken ankle wilf be entirely 
adjusted and restored and full of spr:ng and leap 

again. Good! Praise the Lord! I want to be there. 
And I'm going to be there. "And the tongue of the 
dumb shall sing." No more "hair-lips." No more 
stutterers. No more imp•ediments of speech. But 
sing like . a nigh.engale. Anti no more failures of 
crops. "For in the wllderness shall waters break out 
and streams in the desert." "The parched ground 
shall become a pool and the thirsty land springs of 
water." Oh, there's the pla.ce to be at "chat time. 
It's "me for the desert." No matter how much scare 
there is when we start out. Come, bro.her, and go 
too. "1'T o lion shall hie there nor any ravenous beast." 

Now don't you think these are some of the beau­
ti.ful things of tha ~ wilderness experience that you 
thought was so "awful?" Sure you Llo. And you 
can't get around it. You remember you told me "you 
are too old a man" to be wand•er:ng around in a wild­
erness with no place ; o stay over night, and I wrote 
back to you "Behold, God is my salvation, I will trust, 
and not be afraid. For the Lord Jehovah is my 
><trength and my song. Therefore with joy shall I 
draw water out of 1che wells of salvation." (Is. 12 :23). 

And ;,hat is the way I am talking yet. And the 
Lord wants. y;m to see it, and walk in ;t. So come 
and go too. Kindly,

"And straightway in the morning the chief priests 
held a consu1tat10n With Lhe eluiers ana scnbes and 
the whole council, and bound Jesus, and carriea rum 
away, and delivered him to Pilai.,e." Mark 15 :1. 

··And the whole muit1tude of them arose, and 
led him unto P11ate. 

"And they began to accuse him, saying, We found 
this 1e11ow perven.ng the nation, and torbwamg to 
g·1ve tnuu"e unto Gaesar, saymg tnat he rumsen is 
Ghrist a Kmg." Luke 20 :1, 2. 

"'11len led they Jesus :trom Caiaphus unto the 
hall or JUugment: and it was early; and they tnicm­
selv.es wt::nt not into the judgment haH, lest "hey should 
be aetiled; but that they might eat tne passover. 

··}'liate then went out unto them and said, What 
accusat10n brmg ye against this man?" John 18 : 
::::.o, ~~. 

These Scriptures state plainly that it was the same 
day and that the Jews were .,nen preparmg to eat 
the pas~over, also they would not ienter the hall of 
juagment tor rear of being det\].ed. As the resu1t 
or tms, Pilate came OIJt to i.,hem not less than three 
times to report on h:;.s examination of Christ. From 
tms, Christ was next takien before Herod. 

Ch~ist Before Herod 
"When Pilate heard of Galilee, he asked whether 

the man wer.e a Galilean. 
"And as soon as he knew that he belonged unto 

Herod's jurisdiction hie sent him to Herod, who him­
sei:t also was at Jerusalem at that time. 

"And when Herod saw Jesus, he was exceeding 
glad ; for he was des.rous to see him of a long season, 
because he had h3ard many things of him; and he 
hoped to have seen some miracles done by him. 

"Then he questioned him in many words; bu t 
he answered him nothing. 

"And the chief priests and scribes stood and ve­
hemently accused him. 

"And Herod with his men of war set him at 
nought, and mocked him, and arrayed him in a gor­
geous robe, and sent him again to Pilate." Luke 23: 
6-11. 

Again Before Pilate 
"And the same day Pilate and Herod wiere made 

friends together: for before they were at enmity be­
Lween themselves. 

"And Pilate, when he had called together the. 
chief priests and the rulers and the people, 

"Said unto them, "Ye have brought this man unto 
me as one that perverteth the people: and, behold, I, 
having -examined him before you, have found no fault 
in this man touching those things whereof ye accuse 
him: 

"No, nor yet Herod: for I sent you to him; and, 
lo, nothing worthy of death is done unto him. 

"I will. therefre chastise him and release him. 
"(For of neoessity he must release one unto them 

at the feast.) 
"And they cried out all at once, saying, Away 

with this man, and release unto us Barabbas: 

"(Who for a certain sedition mia,de in the city, 
and for murder, was cast into prison.) 

"Pilate therefore, willing to release Jes us, spake 
again to them. -

"But they ci;ied, saying, Crucify him, . crucify 
him. 

"And he said unto them the third time, Why, 
what evil hafh he done? I have found no cause of 
death in him: I will therefore chastise him and let 
him go . . 

"And they were instant with loud voices, requir­
ing that he might be crucified. And the voices of 
them and of the chief priests prevailed. 

"And Pilate gave seni.ence that it should be as 
they required." Luke 23 :12-24. 

This all from the betrayal to the crucifixion hap­
pened the same day. The crucifixion took place about 
the ninth hour of the day. His last visit before Pilate 
was the sixth hour. 

'And from theneieforth Pilate sought to release 
h;m : but the Jews cried out saying, If thou let this 
man g.o, thou art not Caesar's friend: whosoever 
maketh him,self a king speakeLh against Caesar. 

"When Pilate therefore heard that saying; he 
brought Jesus forth, and sat down in the judgment 
seat in a place that is called the Pavement, but in 
the Hebrew, Gabbatha. 

"And it was the preparation of the Passover, and 
about the sixth hour: and he saith unto the Jews, 
Behold your king! 

"But they ·cried out, Away with him, away wit}1 
him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto them, Shall I 
crucify your king? The chief priests answered, We 
have no king but Caesar. 

'Then d1elivered he him therefore unto them to 
be crucified. And they took Jesus, and led him away." 
John 19 :12-16. 

It says that was the preparation of the passover. 
It doesn't say it was the preparation day of the pass­
over. but it was the time of the day to prepare for 
the vas"over to be Aaten that day. There is no place 
in the Bible that the day before the passover was 

. called the preparation day to prepare for an annual 
Sabbath. Note this point w<ell, for it may help some 
to clear up some points in their mind concerning the 
time that was used from the betrayal to the resur­
re"tion of Christ. Also the time the Jews made their 
pre,paration.

Communism

These are the principles of Communism. Com­

munism is socialism. Socialism is the basis of the 
I. W. W. in America. Anarchism is opposition to 
any government that is organized contrary to the 
principles of Communism. The basis of all is an 
equal distribution of all wealth and the prevention 
of any system that favors legislation granting priv­
ileges to any class to control another through the 
power of wealth. To say the least, when we con­
sider the selfishness that exists in both the rich and 
the poor, the present condition of the world is not a 
bright outlook. Such is the Bolshevi.ki movement in 
Russia at this time. Any one can see the earmarks 
on the movement when they compare the movement 
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with the sayings of the prophets. They can then 
see the storm clouds growing although today it is no 
larger than a man's hand. It isn't only in Russia but 
everywhere. The Bolsheviki is in many hearts, only 
ready to burst out. That army will come like a storm 
to cover the land. 

Our purpose in this chapter is to show the voice 
of the prophets on this direct point. . We will see 
that not only one prophet has spoken but all who have 
written on this last day prophecy speak of the des­
olation of the land caused bv the movement. We read: 

Go ye upon her walls, "and destroy; but make not 
a full end: take away her battlements; for they are 
not the Lord's. 

For the house of Israel and the hous•2 of Judah 
have dealt very treacherously against me, <Saith the 
Lord. 

. They have belied the Lord, and said, It is not he; 
neither shall evil come upon us ; neither shall we see 
sword nor fa:mine: 

. And the prophets shall become wind, and ' he word 
is not in them: thus shall it be done unto them. 

Wherefore thus saith the Lord God of hosts, Be­
cause ye speak this word, behold, I will make mv 
words in thy mouth fire, and this people wood, and it 
shall devour them. 

Lo, I will bring a nation unon you from far, O 
house of Israel, saith the Lord: it is a mighty nation, 
it is an ancient nation, a nation whose language thou 
knowest not, p.either understandeth what they say. 

Their quiver is as an open sepulchre, they are all 
mighty men. 

· And they shall eat up thine harvest, and thy 
bread, whfoh thy sons and thy dausrhters should 0.nt: 
they shall eat up thy flocks and thine herrls: tli.Pir 
shall eat up thy vines and thy fig trees: they shall 
imnoverish thy fenced cities, wherein thou trustedst . 
with the sword. 

· Nevertheless in those days, saith the I ,ord, I 
will not make a full end with you. Jer. 5 :15-18: 

Note: Ezekiel says this vast army will come 
against the land of Israel, (professed people of God). 
Hence (as we show in this book) it is the kings of 
the east against the west. Russia is the land of Magog 
wi,;;,l-, w'>Q fho O'l'~.11~p.rm nf Noi:i.h. It is an ancient 

nation. But even a more ancient Nation is to be 
jo!ned to them. Namely, China, Japan and India 
with others. The cause is also plainly stated by the 
prophet thus: 

Arid it shall come to pass when ye shall say, 
Wherefore doeth the Lord our God all these things 
unto · us? then shalt thou answer them, Like as ye 
have forsaken me, and served strange gods in your 
land, so shall ye serve strangers in a land that is not 
yours. 

Declare this in the house of Jacob and publish 
it in Judah, saying, ' 

Hear no~ this, 0 foolish people, and wi Lhout 
understanding: which have ey12s and see not, which 
have ears and hear not. 

Fear ye not me? saith the Lord : will ye not 
tremble at my ,presence, which have placed the sand 
~or the bound of the sea by a perpetual decree, that 
it cannot pass it: and though the waves thereof toss 
themselves, yet can they not prevail; though they 
roar, yet can they not pass over it? 

But this people hath a revolting and a rebellious 
heart; they are rievolted and gone. 

Neither say they in their heart, Let us now fear 
the Lord our God, that giveth rain, both the former 
and the latter, in his season: he res•erveth unto us the 
appointed weeks of the harvest. 

Your ~niquities ~ath turned away these things, 
and your sms have withholden good things from you. 

For among my people are found wicked men : 
they lay wait, as he that setteth snares; they set a 
trap, they catch men. 

As a cage is full of birds, so are their houses 
full of d.eceit: therefore they are become great, and 
waxen rich. 

They are waxen fat, they shine: yea, they over- · 
pass the deeds of the wicked. 

Jer. 5 :19-21. 23-30. 
. Any one who knows anything at all about the 

Bible, knows well God overthrows nations and sets 
up nati.ons, as tl:e result of their moral condition be­
fore H;m. Especially is this true wLh a professed 
·Christian nation. 

So the cause of this is from the ·Lord and no 
arm can .hinder it. ~epentance is the only thing that 
saved Nmeveh. It 1s the only thing that will save 
any nation or people. 

The late war which is now closed for a moment 
only to burst out with a greater to follow did not 
come causeless. To this day it is not defined as ; o 
th'3 real cause _which started it.

3. Her princes within her are roaring lions· her 
judges 1Jr13 evening Wolves; thPy gnaw not the bone:; 
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till the morrow. 
4. Her prophets are light and treacherous per­

sons: her pr.ests have polluted the sanctuary, they 
have done violence to the law. . . 

5. The just Lord is in the midst thereof: _he wi.11 
not do iniquity: every morning doth he brmg . his 
judgment to tght, he faileth not; but the unJust 
knowevh no shame. 

6. I have cut off the nations: their towers are 
desolate; I made their stroots waste, th34t none pass­
eth by: their cities are destroyed, so that there is no 
man, that there is none inhabitant. . 

7. I said, Surely thou wilt fear m.e, thou wilt 
reoeive instruction; so their dwelling should not be 
cut off however I punished them: but they rose early, 
and c~rrupted all their doings. . 

8. Therefore wait ye upon me, saith the Lord, 
unel the day that I rise up to the p1"€y: for my de­
termination is to gather the na1tions that I may as­
semble the kingdoms, to pour upon them mine indigna­
tion even all my fierce anger : for all the earth shall 
l:e devoured with the fire of my jealousy. 

9. For then will I turn to the people a pure 
language, that they may all call upon the name of 
the Lord to serve Him with one consent. 

10. From beyond the rivers of Ethiopia my sup­
pliants, •even the daughter of my dispersed, shall 
bring mine offering. 

Zeph. 3 :1-10. 
The above testimonies of the prophets are but a 

few of the many that could be cited. Moses of old 
pointed out this day of distress. . Deut. 2n~ Chapter. 
Christendom has sown to the wmd, she is soon to 
reap the whirlwind. lt is well to know the situation 
well.

The robbers 
were traced till there was no question as to whom 
some at least of them were, but the Police-in-Chief 
!?Hid if you wi,11 give us five hundred dollars we will 
furnish the thief. The thief is still free though the 
police is on salary to protect the people and the 
property. The prophet says the preachers preach 

for hire, they _preach smooth things and m~ peoplie 
love to have it so. Let any one read the Bible and 
they will see that Paul was right · when he said that 
the love of money was the root of all evil.

There is only ·one God 
that peonle should pray to, through Jesus Ch:r:ist our 
Lord. The Catholic people are taught to beheve on 
the Pope. He is a false God because he has 'no power 
to forgive sins that other people commit. They are 
taught to pray to the Virgin Mary, believing that she 
has power to forgive sins. This is foolish because 
their own Bible teaches them that the dead know not 
any .thing and it's a well known fact that she is dead 
and will remain dead till Christ returns and wakens 
the sleeping dead. Apoc. 14 :13. Dan. 12 :1-3. The 
poor neople are taught to pray to many other things 
too nume~ous to mention. Those invested in the scapu­
lar may not hope to lead sinful lives and yet be sure 
of salvation. The scapular insures Mary's protection 
to those only who are clothed in her scapular, and who 
ro~or PPr and her Divine Son. This is idolatry. 
Notice: Mar:v did not die for your sins and still your 
leaders put her ahead of your Savior. Your own 
Bible has this to say about your soul salv~tion: 
"Neilher is there salvation in any other, for there 
is no other name under heaven given to men where­
hv we must be saved." Acts 4 :10-12. Your prayers 
to any one else or to any 'other object is wasted energy. 
You know yourselves that there are many other things 
you are told 1 o pray to. My advice to :vou is that you 
become as Ii '. tie children and go to Christ yourself. 
Ask Him to guirle :vou from' the error that you have 
1'ee'1 led into. Saul rejected the word of God. Your 
l<:'ade.,.s are following in his footsteps and will get what 
he !!ot unlef's they repent. First Kings 15 :22-23. "His 
will is in the Jaw of the Lord and on his Jaw he shall 
meditate day aPd nig-ht." Ps. 1 :1-2. This blessing 
will not come upon the leaders of the Catholic church 
because .they have tried to do away with the law of 
God. . 

Ps. 9 :18. This will apply to your leaders. "The 
ftear of the Lord is holv ennuring- forever ~nri p~rPr. 
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The judgments of the Lord are true justified in them­
selves. Ps. 18 :15. The Papacy has the presumption 
to think they c.an change the law of the True and Liv­
ing God and get away without being punished. "Once 
have I sworn by m'y holiness: I will not lie unto David." 
Ps. 88 :31-36. Please read these Scriptures, and when 
your teachers say they have power to change God's 
rest day, believe them not, because they are deceiving 
you. All His commandments are faithful, confirmed 
forever and ever made in truth and equity. Holy and 
terrible is His name. Ps. 110 :1-10. When the seven 
last plagues are falling upon the people of this earth, 
then will the leaders in the Catholic church know 
that the true -God is terrible. For His wrath will be 
poured out upon them for the deceitful teachings they 
have taught. There are many things that you are 
taught to pray to that cannot see or hear or speak. 
Ps. 113 :1-8. "Thou liast rebuked the proud that are 
cursed, which do err from thy commandments." Ps. 
118 :18-21. This curse is resting upon you, because 
you are proud and will not teach God'.s Holy Law. 
Put not your trust in princes, in the children of men 
in whom there is no salvation. Ps. 145 :1-7. Your 
only hope is in God. Your teachers cannot save your 
souls, but they will destroy them if you follow their 
teachings. Prov. 1 :23-33. Prov. 3 :1-13. 4 :1-13. In 
verse two God says he will give you a good gift, but 
millions are trampling that good gift under their 
feet to the ruin of their own souls. I know many· of 
your teachers will hate to get this reproof. Prov. 
7: 1-3. 12: 1-2, 17. He that turneth away his ears 
from hearing the law, his prayers shall be an abomin­
ation. Prov. 29 :9. (King James Bible, just the same). 
This takes in all the people that have had a chance to 
hear about God's Holy Sabbath. This puts the 
leaders of the churches in a very bad predicament. 
Think of the prayers that are offered up to God, on 
a Sunday from the pulpits, and He never hears them.

For the living know that they shall 
die, but the dead know nothing more. Eccles. 9 :5:6. 

A word of advice 
to my Catholic friends: Should any of your friends 
or loved ones .die, and your teacher wishes to get 
money to pray them out of Purgatory, take iny advice 
and do not give them your hard-earned mopey, for 
there is no pjace of punishment at the present time. 
God is a God of love. Re will not punish people the 
se0ond time for the same offence. This is only a 
scheme to get your hard-earned money away from you. 
Please read Eccles. 12 :7. Htear the word of the Lord, 
ye rulers of Sodom, give ear to the law of our God, 
ye people of Gomorrha. Isa. 1 :10, 19 :20. And they 

that call this people blessed, shall cause them to err. 
Isa. 3 :12. 9 :13-16. Howl ye for the day of the Lord 
is near. It shall come as a destructon from the 
Lord. A man shall be more precious than gold,. yea 
a man than .he finest of gold. Isa. 13 :1-13. This is 
t~e counsel that I have purposed upon all the earth, 
for the Lord of Hos.s hath decreed and who can dis. 
annul it. Isa. 14 :1-27. Jer. 50 :1-46. 51 :1-64. As 
ancient Babylon fell by the hands of the Medes and 
Persians, so the papacy and modern Babylon will fall 
by the hand of the True and Living God in the very 
near futme. i sa. <:::4:1-20. Pease read these Scrip­
tures. Isa. 29 :13-21. Woe to you apostate children 
saith the Lord that you would take counsel and not 
of me. And would begin a web and not of my spirit 
.hat you might add sin upon sin. Isa. 30 :1-13. This 
is just what people do who trust in the papacy. They 
2'0 dow11 to Egypt. There destruction shall come when 
least expected.

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RUSSIA'S DESTINY 
(Tract by Alfred H. Burton, obtainable from "Bibi. 

Truth Depot," 1-3 E. 13th St., New York 

In view of the rapid and surprising advance 
of Russ:a's influence both in the West and East, 
it may be of incerest to our readers to give 
a few extracts from the will of Peter the 
Great, who died in 1725 A. D. This am­
bitious tyrant had formed schemes of conquest which 
of late years have been assuming shape and have been 
tending towards accomplishment. We copy from 
Russia, in Bohn's Standard Library. The w;n was 
publish2d some years ago in The Times: 

"(1) The Russian nation must be constan'cly on 
a war footing to keep the soldiers warlike and in good 
condit~on. No rest must be allowed, except for the 
purpose of relieving tb2 State finances, recruiting the 
army, or biding the favourable moment for attack. 
By the :;e means peace is made subi=iervient to war, 
and war to peace, in the interest of the aggrandiz.2-
ment a11d increasing prosperity of Russia. . . . 

"(3) No opportunity must be lost of taking part 
in the affairs and disputes of Europe, especially in 
those of Ge-rwany, which from Ls vicinity ~s one of 
the most direct int€rest to us. . . . 

"(8) We must keep steadily extending our fron­
tiers-northward along the •B:altic, and southward 
along ; he shores of · the Black Sea. 

"(9) We must progress as much as possible in 
the d:rection of Contantinople and India. H e who 
can get possession of these places is the real ruler of 
the world. With this view we must urovoke constant 
ouarrels at one time with Turkey and at another with 
P·ersia. We must establish wharves and docks in the 
l<iuxine and by degrees make ourselves masters of that 
sea as well as of the Baltic, which is a doubly import 
ant element in the success of our plan. We must has­
ten ~ he downfall of Persia, push on into the Persian 
Gulf, and, if possible, re-establish the ancient com­
mercial intercourfe with the Levant through Syria, 
and force our way into the Indies, which are +he store­
rouses of the world. Once there, we can dispense 
wi .h Englif'h gold. 

"(10) Moreover, we must take paina to establish 
and maintain an intimate union with Austria, ap­
parently countenancing her schemes for future ag­
grandizement in Germ!'lny, and all the while secretly 
rousiPg the jealousy of the minor states against her. 
Bv this way vve must bring- it to uass that one or 'the 
other party shall seek aid from Russia , and thus we 
shall exercise a so,.t of protectorate over the coun'.ry, 
wh:ch will nwe the way for future supremacy. 

"(11) We must make the Hous~ of Austria in­
te:reo;ted in the expulsion of the Turks from Europe, 
and we must neu' rali ze its jealousy at ttie canture of 
Cnnst::intinonle. either l:iy ore-occupying it with a war 
with the old Europie!ln States or by allowing it a 
share of the spqil, which we can afterwards resume 
at our leisure. 

"<12) We must collec' round our house. as round 
a centre. all the detacheil sections of Greeks which 
a roe scattered abroad in Hungary. Turkey. and South 
Poland. We must make them look to us for support, 
2nd then, by estahlishiPg beforehand a sort of ec­
clesias ' ical snurPmacy, we shall pave the way for 
Universal Sovereignty. 

"(13) When Sweden is ours, P ersia vanquished, 
P~land subjugated, {Turkey conqueretl'--'and our armie~ 
a re united, and the Buxine and the Baltic are in the 
possession of our ships, then we must make separate 
and secret overtures, first to the Court of Versailles, 
and then t o that at Vi•enna to share with them the 
dominion of the world. If either of them accept our 
propositions which is certain to happen if their am­
bition and self-interest are properly worked upon, we 
must make use of one to annihilate the other; this 
done, we have only to destroy the remaining one by 
finding a pretext for a quarrel, the issue of which 
cannot be doubtful, as Russia will then be already in 
absolut.e possess~on of the East and of the best part 
of Europe. 

"(14) Should the improbable case happen of both 
rejecting the propositions of Russia, then our policy 
will be to set one against the other, and make them 
tear each other t o piec•es. Russia must then watch for 
and seize the favorable moment, and pour her already 
assembled hosts into Germany, while two immense 
fleets, laden with Asiatic hord•es and convoyed by the 
a rmed squadrons of the Euxine and the Baltic, set 
sail s~multaneously from the sea of Azoff and the har­
bour of Archangel; sweeping along the Mediterranean 
and the· Al±antic they will overrun France on the one 
side, while Germany is overpowered on the other. 
When these countries are fully conquered, the rest of 
Europe must fall easily and without a struggl•e under 
our yoke. Thus Europe can and must be subjugated." 

This is the aim of Russia. Politcians of today 
may smile, yet many tremble at Russia's aggressive-
1~ ess . Napoleon I. foresaw what many are waking up 
to in our day, and gave expression to his thoughts, 
whiJ.e a cap~ive at St. Helena, in the following terms: 

"In the course of a few years Russia will have 
Constantinople, part of Turkey, and all Greece. This 
I hold to be as certa in as if it had already taken place; 
all the cajolery and flattery that Alexander practiced 
upon me was to gain my consent to effect that object. 
I would not give it, farseeing that the equilibrium of 
Europe would be destroyed. In the natural course of 
things Turkey must fall to Russia; the Powers it would 
injure. and who would oppose it, are England, France, 
Aus '.ria and Prussia. Now, as to Austria, it would 
be very •easy to secure her assistance by giving her 

· Servia and other provinces bordering on the Austrian 
dominions, reaching near to Constantinople. The only 
hypothesis that France and England will evier be allied 
with anything like sincerity will be to prevent this; 
but even this alliance . will not avail. France, Eng­
land and Prussia united cannot prevent it. Russ ia 
and Austria can at any time effect it; once mistress 
of Consbntinoplie, Russia gets all the commerce of 
the Mediterranean, becomes a great naval power, and 
God knows what may happen. The object of my in­
vasion of Russia was to prevent this, by the inter­
position between her and Turkey of a new State which 
I meant to call into existence as a barrier to her 
east ern encroachments." 

We attach no undu•e importance to the opinions 
of men, however great they may be. There is One 
"who worhth all things after the counsel of His own 
will." Man, though rebellious in heart against God, 
is but the tool in His hands to accomplish His pur­
poses. God's purpose is "in the dispensation of the 
fulness of times"- that dispensation so near at hand 
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when Christ shall reign in righteousness and peace­
it is His purpose "to gather together in one all things 
in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are 
on earth; even in Him." (Eph. i. 9-12.) 

Reader, it is Christ, not Russia, that is to have 
"Universal Sovereignty" upon the earth. God has de­
clared that to Jesus "every knee shall bow," both in 
heaven and upon earth. (Phillip II. 10.) Christ 
has been glorified in heaven and he shall be glorified 
upon earth. The World Empires spoken of by Dani•Bl 
the prophet have risen and fallen; when the fourth 
Empire rises again, for a very brief period, the Stone 
-now made "Head of the Corner" in God's heavenly 
building-shall fall upon th·at great human Image 
which magnifies itself upon earth and break it in 
pieces, and IT shall "fill the whole earth." (Daniel 
IL 34, 35.) 

In vain do men look for peace and a golden age 
without Christ. THE KING, God's King, must come, 
according to Psalm 72: "His name shall endure for 
ever . . . and men shall be blessed in Him . . . and 
the whole earth shall be filled with His glory. Amen, 
and Amen."

Oklahoman: Exiled Texan, Pr;soner in 22 Rus­
sian Jails Back in U. S . to Tell of Tortures. New 
York, Feb. 28.-(A. P.)-Three times told he was to 
be shot and for two years held in twenty .. two Ru~­
sian prisons, Julius Chevalier, one time Standard Oil 
engineer and native of Texas, arrived Monday enroute 
to Washing ~on to "tell his story" t o the sfate depart-
ment. 

After two years of being shifted from prison t o 
prison, he wPnt on a hunger strike and shortly after 
Christmas, 1926, was released . . 

"There were about 1,200 women .prisoners on the 
island where I was" he said. "The soviet held them 
ns 'accessories af~er the fact,' as you say here. Their 
husbands or sweethea:rts had committed crimes and 
so they were sent to prison because they knew the ones 
who had been convicted. 

"Manv of them were pretty young g.frls when they 
arrived in. the prison. They looked like old women in 
a few months. 

"The guards seemed to enjoy death. When pris­
oners got sick they would send them by sleigh for 
twenty or twen~y-five miles so they would be frozen 
to death ,.,·hen they got there. 

"The worst torture chamber I ever saw was the 
prison within a prison, a little room called '.the screech­
er.' When a prisoner became unruly, you know. got 
a little mad and screamed at his guards, he would be 
taken to 'the screecher.' They tore off all his clothes 
and left him in the place to freeze. J.t was cold. A 
man couldn't live for more than an hour there. 
'Death from sickness,' read the prison report. 

Chavalier's wife died in Constantinople in 1925 
from exposure brought on by pover.ty, he said, and he 
found his two children after weeks of searching in 
the custody of one American relief organization in a 
suburb near that city. 
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
