· Jeans School house – The school house has been a private residence for 30 or 40 years now, but is still recognizable architecturally as a classic country schoolhouse. It is located at the “T” junction intersection of Ellmaker Road and Jeans Road. Where Ellmaker ends, the schoolhouse is about 60 yards west of the intersection on the north side of Jeans Road. Take Hwy 126 west out of Eugene past the first part of the south end of Fern Ridge Reservoir and look for Ellmaker on your right. Ellmaker is maybe a half mile long and ends at Jeans Road. 

· place HWA broadcast from in Portland – the station was KWJJ, which I believe is still in business. An email or phone call to their offices might provide the address of where their studio was in the 1940s. 
· Alvadore School – located on the north side of 8th Street (across from part of the Decker’s Nursery complex) the distance of one block west of the intersection of 8th St. and B St. in Alvadore, OR. Remember Alvadore is only a few square blocks of “town.” If you asked at the nursery or the store a block east of Decker’s, I’m sure they can point out its location. Remember that it was finally taken down a few years ago and a new house sits in what would have been the back yard of the school building. Google maps satellite view makes that clear. 
· Firbutte School – the school building was taken down just prior to 1948 because that year its location in a rural area called Coyote Flats was inundated seasonally by the Fern Ridge Reservoir which was and is a flood control dam. The school building was disassembled and used apparently to build small homes in the area of Firbutte Road (east of the reservoir and north of Royal Road. The closest you can get to the location is to drive from Eugene to the end of Royal Road which is a parking area for hikers, hunters and fishermen who walk out the path made by the gravel base of the original roadbed through the marshland that borders the reservoir itself to get to the water line. In 2001 during a severe drought the reservoir never filled up with spring run-off and I walked east on the Royal Road roadbed for over a mile and a half to the location of the Firbutte School. From old maps in the city (and possibly available online), the school had been located a hundred yards from one of the road intersections on Coyote Flats. If there is water backed up in the reservoir, then you’ll not be able to walk out that far. However by hiking a little distance west of the parking area at the end of the pavement on Royal Road, you’ll be able to truly get a feel for the area where Mr. A’s first evangelistic meetings took place. 
· Grant St house in Eugene – If memory serves, the address was 1570 Grant St. The street is accessed off of West 13th Ave. on the west side of Eugene. We looked for the house some years ago and found what we think was the location, but likely not the actual house. However, there are several houses on Grant that look quite like the picture of the house in the HWA Autobiography. Obviously, they were built by the same builder many decades ago. 
· 4th St house in Eugene – It is 4th Avenue, actually. We could never find the house number in Mr. A’s writings, but he did say that they rented an upstairs apartment in the house. At the edge of downtown Eugene drive or walk down 4th from Charnelton St. to Blair Blvd. You will see a number of homes from that era which clearly have upstairs apartments. It’s possible that the actual house was taken down when the ramp onto I-105 was built. But at least you can see the neighborhood. Remember that it was close to the Rail Station (now Amtrak Station) which is one block north of 5th Ave. at the end of Willamette St. The Autobio. speaks often of him hurrying to the train station in one of his “shirttail shoots” to go somewhere. So be sure the visit the train station—and then walk out 5th Ave. to the corner with Olive and have an excellent coffee or tea at the Coffee Beanery (their building dates from Mr. A’s era too). 

· 8th St in Eugene (site of the first church building) – the location is about two lots width west of the 8th Street intersection with Taylor St. on the north side of 8th. When I lived there before 2005 a landscaping company owned the location and stored bark mulch where the house had stood. From Google maps satellite view it looks like there are newer buildings at the location now. However, if you drive or walk a few blocks east on 8th, you’ll see several long and narrow houses which look just like the one that the Church met in back in the day (again, probably the same builder built them). 

· Scravel Hill church building (now a house) – Go north on I-5 past the Albany exits a few miles to the Jefferson exit. Head east on the Jefferson Hwy (also called Hwy 99E, and state highway 164). A couple miles from the freeway (and well before you get to Jefferson) you’ll come to the intersection with Scravel Hill Road. There is probably a flashing red light there and you’ll make a right turn up and over the railroad tracks, then drive up to the crest of Scravel Hill itself, the former church building will be on your right. It is an house now and appears to have been shifted onto a new foundation, presumably to take advantage of the valley view to the north and west, but it is clearly identifiable as the original church building in the pictures in the Autobiography. 

· Radio Station KSLM, Salem 

· Multnomah Hotel 

· Old Masonic Temple were evangelistic meetings were held – this was in downtown Eugene, but I never did ascertain its location. I’m sure that a Google search for the Masonic Lodge website would have historical locations available. 

· ... and anything else – The Multnomah Library – this is still in business, although it was remodeled a few years ago. A Google search reveals its address as 801 SW 10th Ave, Portland, OR in the downtown area. Phone number is 503-988-5123. It was here that Mr. A. did his research about the existence of God, the authority of the Bible, the proof of the Sabbath and much of the definition of the true church.
