He worked all th e time,
at home, in the air on board t he
plane , in hotels, even in th e car at
times. He was always th inking and
wri ti ng notes. His wor k was his life .
Those close to him worked hard to
keep up .

Love for th e brethren

M r. A rm st rong took grea t joy in
God 's people, whether it was the ex­
ample they set a t th e Feast, or th e
example of t he s t ude nts o n t he
projec ts. These wer e shining exam­
ples of God 's way of life, th e way of
the world tomor row.

He often sa id he missed j ust sit­
t ing and talk ing with the bre thren
and shaxing thei r hands. He was not
physically strong en ough to see ev­
er yone , and he felt some mig ht be
offe nde d if he me t j ust a few . He
never wanted to offend anyo ne if it
was possi ble, and eve n wh en correc­
tion was necessary he always gave
hope and enco urageme nt a long with
it.

During th ose last five months, we
sa t in his home and read booklet af­
te r booklet , his various books, espe ­
cia lly Mystery of the Ages, and he
success fully dire ct ed eve ry aspect
of th e work through the men who
repor ted to him. He showed us by
his own example th e mean ing of en­
d uring to th e end .

W hen he died he had his han d
on the plow, and he never turned
back.

I co uld tell more of th e t ravels
and the person al involveme nt and
wor k of ou r be loved apostle, but I
wou ld rat her end with a line he so
ofte n and forcefull y sa id . " He who
endures to th e end, th e sa me shall be
saved ."

To t hose meet ing him for
th e first t ime, they qu ickl y saw him
as a man of understanding and wis­
dom. As M r. Armst rong would say,
" It make s sense, and it is th e only
explanat ion th at does."

A lthough they often d idn 't want
to admit it, and didn 't believe it
would happen , th e Gospel was
given as a witness to t hem. It was
cle ar that Go d was guidi ng him in
what to say . A t times he would be
stro ng and lengt hy in the ex plana­
tion and othe r times short and to
th e point.

O n e of the most interesting
things that nearly a lways happened
was th at the people who sched uled
the mee tings would of te n say , " Yo u
can unly have 15 mi nutes " ur some
sho rt t ime.

I re mem ber very few 15-minut e
meet ings. O ften th ey would last an
hour or more. You just never knew
when you went in .

Va lua ble lessons

Pr ec iou s to me were the sto ries
of th e ea rly days of th e C hurch and
the ha rd wor k he a nd h is wife,
Lo rna, had in following God 's way.
That tau ght me some of th e mos t
va lua ble lessons of my life .

Occasionall y he wou ld tell d ig­
nitar ies of th e ea rly years, and
they would listen in ama zeme nt at
his recall of so many details. Th ey
alw ays respected his sincerity in
how dedicated he was to wor ld
peace and his conviction of how it
would co me .

Eve n if th ey d id not be lieve , I
think he always left th em wond er­
ing, Is th at really go ing to happ en'?
It often rem ind ed me of what King
Agrippa sai d to the apos t le Paul,
" A lmost thou persu adest me . . . "
(Acts 26:28) .

If yo u, for example , tell yo u r
chi ld to do th is or do th at, and the
c h i ld d oe sn 't d o i t - a nd yo u
haven 't bee n give n th e aut hori ty to
act, but only the authori ty to talk ,
a re yo u going to have unity in the
fami ly '? O f co urse not!

ow if God says th at eve ry elde r
mu st fir st learn how to rul e his own
house well , th at mea ns he is also to
have C hurc h aut ho ri ty ves ted in
him.

pe rfec t" ( Matt hew 5:48, Revised
A uth ori zed Ver sion).

The goa l, th en , is th at we all may
be brou ght to the un ity of th e faith ,
to t he sta t ure of s pir it ua l und er­
sta nd ing like Je sus C hrist. The very
fact th at th is is a goa l and an aim and
th a t we don't a ll prog ress to th at
goal with the sa me de gree of speed,
nor do we all sense th e di rect ion th at
we should go, proves - M r. Arm­
strong fou nd - t he need of the min ­
istr y! An d th at , of course, led to th e
need for Ambassador Co llege.

M in isters are pictured as she p­
herds: and th e peopl e , in ge ne ra l,
are ca lled shee p, because th ey do
not always know the way to go. J e­
sus C hr ist is the C hief S hepherd .
He has se t those in the ministr y who
a re spir it ua lly more ma t u re, and
wh o, irresp ec ti ve of age, ca n be
ca lled elde rs, and who are responsi­
ble under C hrist to ass ist in shep­
herd ing the flock . He hold s th em
resp onsibl e for ru ling the Ch urch
well.

We read in I Timoth y 5: 17: " Let
the elde rs that ru le well be counted

obey Go d - to keep His law. He
was firs t tes te d on the command­
me nt th at is a sign bet ween God and
H is peopl e - th e Sabbat h. God sa w
th at he was fai thful. He was willing
to obey Him despite th e cr it icism,
despit e th e ridi cu le, despite the op­
posi tion. King David said, " A good
und erstan d ing have all th ose who do
Hi s co m ma n d m e n ts" (P salm
III : I0 , Revised A uthori zed Ver ­
sio n t hro ug ho ut) . A nd God gave
und erstand ing to Mr. A rmstrong.

H e led G od ' s C h u rc h und er
C hris t as a faith ful se rva nt. He re­
fu sed to co m pro m ise with G od 's
law. Yet , he was will ing to cha nge
whe n proven wrong, and acce pt new
tru t h when God clea rly revealed it.

T he apostle Paul told us to " rec­
og nize th ose who lab or amo ng you,
and are ove r you in the Lord and ad­
mon ish yo u, and to estee m th em
very high ly in love for th eir work' s
sa ke" (I T he ssalonia ns 5: 12-1 3) .
And what love , este em and appreci­
atio n we had for God 's serva nt, M r.
Armstrong.

I can now look back (i t is com­
monl y sa id th at hind sigh t is 20-2 0)
over the past severa l yea rs and see so
m an y ways in whi ch Mr. Arm ­
stro ng was prep aring me to ca rryon
in his footst eps.

I apprec iate most th e sound cor ­
rec t ion M r. Armst rong was ce r­
tain ly no t afraid to give. And th e
uniq ue opportunity to be per sonally
tau gh t at his feet, being remind ed
co nsta nt ly of th e grea t plan of God ,
of wh at a nd why th e C hu rch, of
God's plan of sa lvatio n and of th e
true Gospel message of th e King­
dom of Go d .

Perh aps one of the grea tes t ways
in which M r. A rm strong set us an
exa mple was in th e way he worked .
T he ti rel ess d ed ica t io n to God 's
Chu rch and work, the long hours ,
th e dr ive, the energy and enth usi­
as m for doin g Go d's will, are bu rn ed
into our memor ies of him.

M r. A rm strong 's whole life was
sha rply foc used around one th ing ­
th e work of Go d .

to T he World Tomorrow in
Chicago, III., in 1953, I knew there
had to be something to it. T he pow­
erf ul, si ncere and unrelenting voice
of H erber t W. Armstro ng co n­
vinced my devou tly Ru ssian Ortho­
dox fath er th at he should repent and
cha nge his life . It was not long be­
fore I was list ening with him .

I fir st met Mr. A rms tro ng in
1957, when he came to C hicago to
visit my father. Mr. Armstrong was
int er est ed in starting a R ussian -lan­
guage broad cast, an d felt th at my
dad would be the right man to do the
program and to begin trans lat ing
booklets int o Ru ssian. Alt hough he
translated a few bookl ets, God did
not open th e door to Russia at th at
t ime. M y fa ther died in the summer
of 1963 , after my ordi nat ion.

What an imp act Mr. Arms trong
had on my life! As God's servant, he
brought th e message of Go d's law
and way of life not only to me, but to
a ll t hose wh ose min ds Go d would
open. Because of his yie lde d ness,
God was able to use him in a pro­
found way to proclai m th e most im­
porta nt message t he world will eve r
hear.

time on the stud io set using his mag­
nifying glass to revise and fine tunc
his notes, not ready to go on the ai r
un til every thing was exac tly right.
Th e came ra me n and techn ical staff
were ofte n rem inded of the scri p­
tu re th at says , " If possible , yo u
would have pluc ked out your own
eyes and give n them to me" (Gala­
t ian s 4: 15 , R evised A ut ho rized
Ver sion ) .

Afte r th e recording sess ion he
was his ste rnest crit ic. He would re­
view the tape. asking us for sugges­
tions for film clips and other supple­
mentary mate ria l to make h is
program even more effective.

Alt houg h M r. Armstrong relied
heavily on his te levision productio n
staff. he never le t us forge t who was
in charge. Sometimes he would ar­
rive at the studio unexpect edly, and
we soon learned that we had better
be ready to begin reco rdi ng.

Afte r we were caug ht off guar d a
few ti mes. we moun ted a te levision
camera on the side of the Television
build ing and focused it on the spot
where Mr. Ar mst rong's limousine
would pull up. Then we had severa l
monitors installed around the stu­
dio.

As soon as anyo ne saw Mr. Arm ­
st rong's limousine fill the screen. he
would ca ll ou r receptionist. who
would alert the entire studio of Mr.
Armstro ng's arr ival.

Even now it is hard for us to be­
lieve tha t the limous ine will not
dri ve up aga in. We will not forget
the hours he worke d with us . He left
us with a determination to see that
The World To mo rrow will con ­
tinue to go out with power and au­
t ho ri t y as lon g as J esu s Christ
ma kes it possible.

down, and he was turni ng it right
side up .

In anot he r br oad cast, afte r a n
em phatic sta te me nt, he ant icipated
so me peopl e 's respon se and sa id,
"Now don't ge t mad - and slam
something down ."

God used thi s bold and fea rless
way of preach ing to lay a spiritual
founda tio n in the minds of man y
who we re ca lle d and joi ned with
him as the C hurc h broke out of the
Pacific No rthwest and began grow­
ing rapidly.

Mr. Armstrong was a towering
infl ue nce in our lives. The personal
memories we each have of his pow­
erful broadcasts will be an inspi ra­
tio n to cont in ue and complete the
work we arc given to do.

cast. He would thoroughly pre pare
for every program, giving special at­
tention to the openi ng statement.
Often he would rewor k his opening
seve ra l times un til he was sure it was
right.

Ju st as he knew the importa nce of
a goo d headline in an adve rtise ­
ment, he und er stood the need for a
gr ipping opening sta te me nt to The
World Tomorrow and would work
at it until he was sa tisfied.

On ce he was sat isfied, he became
eng rossed in hi s message, goi ng
through the entire half hour with­
out a break . Ma ny people never ad­
ju st to speaking to a camera, but
Mr. A rms trong knew that the cam­
era lens represen ted a world tha t
need ed the message he had to de­
liver. T hat, I think, is what made
him such a compelling speaker. He
did not speak at his audience - he
spoke to them.

As it did with others who had the

priv ilege of worki ng closely with
Pastor Ge neral He rbert W. Arm­
strong, his death left the Television
Depar tm ent with sad ness, but also
with man y happ y memor ies.

"Blow the du st off your Bibles" and
" Believe what you sec in your own
Bibl e ." When goi ng throu gh the
gospels he often used the mor e col­
loquial but descripti ve state me nt,
"1 give th e truth st raig ht from the
sho ulde r wit h both bar rel s ." In
those days his del iver y was often
rapid-fi re, and thi s was an ap t de­
scription.

In 1953 a woman wrote, " Her­
bert Arms t ro ng is up settin g th e
world and its customs." He read the
letter. on the broa dcast an d re­
sponded: " 1 didn't make the laws .
I' m merely telling you what they
arc!"

He would often exp lain that he
wasn't turn ing the world ups ide
dow n. The world was already upside

As in eve ry other aspec t of th e
work , M r. A rms t rong exp ect ed a
high sta nda rd, and would not acce pt
any thi ng but the best. But he did
not ask of others what he was not
pre pared to do himself.

M r. Armstrong had a nat ural gift
for co m m unica tion . Alt ho ugh he
did not begin to make regul ar televi­
sion programs unt il he was in his
80s, he q u ickly adapted to t he
medium .

Mr. A rmstrong showed a keen
inte res t in every aspect of the tele -

made for a few te nse mome nts be­
fore the opening of the broadcast.
He almos t always made it on time,
but once or tw ice he did not. On ce
th e s ta t io n gave th e c ue, a nd I
turned the micr oph one on j ust as he
ca me in th e stud io door. Unflus­
t ered , he sa id , " And g ree t ings
frie nds, th is is Herb ert W . A rm ­
strong with the good news of the
wo rl d tomorrow," as he wa lke d
across the room, sat down beh ind
the desk and conti nued the broad­
cast.

Mr. A rmstrong would begin the
program with an a rresting state­
ment or se ries of in triguing ques­
tio ns to make the people think, I've
never tho ught about that before, I
want to hea r more, or, I've always
wonde red abo ut that, wha t is the an­
swer?

O nce he bega n a program after
the ope ning greeti ngs with, " Pre­
pare yourselves for the greatest se r­
mo n eve r preached!" He got my at­
tent ion . I still remem ber it.

He of ten carried suspe nse for a
few minutes, but thi s tim e he ex­
plained the provoca tive opening by
followin g with: "At least it' s been
ca lled that. It' s th e Se rmon on the
Mount. " He went on to ex pou nd
Ma tt hew 5. I think he had most of
the listeners with him for the res t of
the prog ram.

His usual plan for a broadcast was
to begi n wit h a med ium to st rong
level of intensity wit h a challenging
statement or q uestion . When he felt
he had gripped their attention he
would then drop the intensity a litt le
an d go into the expounding and
teaching portion of the program for
seve ral min u tes . He would then
build the intensity as he reached the
main poin ts and challenged the au ­
die nce to ac tion.

O ne morn ing I was gri pped wit h
amazement for 30 minutes. He be­
ga n the program at top intensity and
rapid del ivery. He continued trum­
petlike without letup, crying aloud
and sparing not for the entire pro­
gram.

As he said, "Good-bye, fr iend s,"
I rolled the them e music, ste pped
int o t he s t udio a nd exc lai me d,
"What d id you have for breakfast?"
W ith out hesita tion. he shot back
gleefully. " Hot cakes and honey."

He had the amazi ng ability to re­
peat a sto ry, illust ration or sc rip­
tural exp lanation almost word for
wo rd as he had do ne it before.
Sometimes people would write in
th inki ng a statio n had repeated a
program. This sharpness of me mory
remai ned with him th roughout his
yea rs.

H erb ert W . A rms t ro ng was a

seaso ned, experienced broad caster
whe n I en rolled in Ambassador Co l­
lege in 1950.

In Nove m be r , 1951, I began
wo r ki ng in t h e r ad io s t u d io .
Ri ch ard David A r ms t ro ng , M r.
Armst rong's eldes t son, man aged
and operated th e studio at that time .
O ur duties were to feed the progr am
live to an area stat io n, simu lta­
neou sl y record ing it. We wo uld
then uplica e and shi the pro­
grams to other stations.

Evangelist Norman A. Smith
pastors the San Diego. Calif.
and Yuma. Ariz ., churches.

M r. Armstrong considered writ­
ing his greatest sk ill, even above his
broadcasting abi lity. Th e skills he
acqui red in advertisi ng writi ng
were used to effectively capt ure the
minds of the audie nce in the open­
ing momen ts of the broadcast. He
would then thoro ug hly expound his
subject and c ha llenge list en er s to
respond.

He ofte n explained to us his man­
ner of speak ing. He did not speak as
if speaking to a huge crowd, even
th ough tho usa nds were list ening .
He knew people liste ned alone or
perh aps two or three in a family.

He explained that he had to put
great intensity of fee ling int o his
broadcasts. He felt that much of the
feeling would be lost in the trans­
missio n, and he had to put more into
it in the studio to make up for the
loss.

Having this concept in min d, he
had the abi lity to look direct ly at the
microphone and be so personal that
listen ers thought he was talking di­
rect ly to the m. T his same ability
was evident in the telecast .

Hi s warm- up exe rc ises for the
prog ram consisted of vigo ro us ly
massagin g the back of his neck " to
ge t t he b loo d ci rc u la t ing to m y
head " and of pounding his sto mach
to "sti r up my liver."

Thi s may have helped , but th e
major part of his dri ve and energy
ca me from his know ledge of the
spir it ua l s ignifica nce of his mes­
sage. He had a burn ing desire to
challenge and grip the listeners. He
wanted to make the truth plain to
them .

In the early '50s, The World To­
mo rrow was broadcast live on a
Pasad ena stat ion at 7:30 a .rn., be­
fore his day of college classes, writ­
ing and admi nistrative du t ies be­
gan.

M r. Armstrong lived t hree or
four miles fro m the college. Th is
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Foundation helped HWA deliver Gospel

could be mor e effective in deliver­
ing Christ's Go spe l.

Personal example

In one of the last mee tings I had
with Mr. Arm st rong, some of the
Plain Trut h ed itors , wr ite rs an d
graphic artists were present. It was
imm edi ately befor e Mr. A rms trong
ca me down with wha t would be a
lin gering ill ne ss, a nd he look ed
tir ed .

Despi te his age and see ming fa­
tigu e, he never fai led to inspire. As
he sat down at th e head of th e table
in the H all o f Adm ini strati on
boardroom , he ga ined stre ngth and
said ch eeril y, " Well, fellows, what
do we have today'?"

For more th an an hour he enthu­
siast ica lly led a discussion conc ern­
in g m agazin e cove rs, he adlines,
droph eads and art icle content for
both th e Plain Tru th a nd Good
News m ag a z in es . Throu gh the
meet ing M r. A rms t rong punctu­
ate d his comments with references
to the comi ng Kingdom of God and
pr each ing of the Gospel. It was
clear wh at was uppe r most in his
mind .

I saw , as I had see n man y times
before, t hat Mr. A rms trong wasn't
inte res te d in what Herbert A rm­
st rong wanted in the publications
- he was inte res ted in wha t God
want ed in the C hurch's publ ica­
tion s. And he insist ed th at eve ry
headline, every article, every adver­
ti sement bring th is world a little
closer to Go d's Kin gdom.

La sting vision

"It is true th at 'where th er e is no
vision, th e peopl e peri sh ,' " wro te
Mr. A r ms t ro ng, d escrib in g th e
birth of The Plain Truth in his au­
tobi ogr aphy. "But few people real­
ize that the source of true vision is
GOD."

God used Mr. Armstrong as an
inst rumen t to de liver that vision of
effect ively com mu nicating God's
trut h to the edi to rial staff. Even at
the begin ning whe n Mr. Arms trong
put me in charge of the Chu rch's
publicat ions, he insisted that all of
th e pub lications be of th e high est
qu alit y to refl ect God's standa rds ,
and to sou nd wit h cla ri ty long-hid­
d en tr u t hs w r i t te n s i m ply a nd
plain ly. Ne ver mu st anyone misun­
der st and Go d's truth because of a
poorl y written article or sloppy de­
sign, he emphas ized over and over
aga in.

Th at was his sta nda rd policy all
the way to his d eath . There was
never any compromising here .

Th e C h u rc h's work is not fin­
ished . M r. Armstr ong left beh ind
an editorial staff th oroughly t rained
in th e prin ciples he laid out. W ith­
out being maud lin or pr esumpt u­
ous, I like to th ink that at Ie . a lit­
t le of M r , Ar m s t ro ng l iv s o
through the tr aini ~ _ I
counsel he g vc u ere i E i i:

some witty com me nts. Fo r exa m­
ple, Mr. Hopkins wro te, " [In the
late 1800 s and ea rly 1900s] Truth
was th en suc h a rarit y in adve rtis ­
ing ." M r. A rmstrong em phas izes ,
" And still is today!"

On a more se rio us note, next to a
pa s s a g e d e s c ribin g fa me a nd
wea l t h , Mr. A r mst ro ng wro te ,
" ' S uccess ' in thi s wo rl d is co r­
roded!" Man y othe r written com­
ments sugges t how God 's C hurch

peace will finally be establi shed .

Performing arts

Mr. A rmst rong's commitme nt to
exce lle nce in the perform ing arts
help ed make th is possible. T he late
pastor ge nera l wanted nothi ng but
the best for the Ambassador A udi­
tori um. His policy of exce llence ex­
ten ded far past the physical beauty
of th e A udi torium.

His example and direction helped
all employees , from se nior managers
to custodia ns, to give th eir best. Pi­
anis t Alexis W eissenber g sa id : "I
cannot ade qua te ly ex plain A mbas ­
sado r to ot her artists who haven 't per­
formed th er e . It goes beyond the
beaut y of the place , the fa ntas t ic
acoustics.

" It 's a lso th e peop le one deals
with there. It's unique in the mu sic
world," he said .

Mr. A rmst rong 's vibr ant person­
ality and zes t for life won him man y
friends in th e performing arts . He
would occasionally go backstage in
th e A ud ito r iu m to co ng ra t u la te
perform ers.

Usua lly th ese world clas s musi ­
cians a rc drain ed afte r a per for­
mance. A solo recita l or cond ucti ng
an orchestra is taxing. But within
seconds M r. A rmst rong's infectious
pe rsonality b uoyed th e spirits of
th ose present.

Drive and perseverance

M r. A rms trong's exam ple was an
inspi rati on to us all. Befor e begin­
ning his seco nd trip to C hina he suf­
fered a sharp pain in his heart and
almos t cance led the trip.

A combi nat ion of God 's help and
his personal det erminat ion brought
him to th e C hurch's G -I I I jet. A
few days late r he met privately with
C h ina 's recogni zed leader , Deng
Xiaopin g.

The C hi na t r ip led to arrange ­
ments for a U.S . tour by th e Little
Am bassado rs of S ha ng ha i, wh ich
ultim at ely led to M r. Ar ms tro ng
bein g invited to the Wh ite House to
view a per formance. W hile th er e,
M r. Armstrong met pr ivately wit h
Firs t Lady Na ncy Reagan.

His exa mp le of dri ve, enth usiasm
and determination in Go d' s service
set th e stan dard for all of us. He al­
ways gave G od credit for every­
thing . He left high standard ' . He
will be missed .

He decl ar ed that World Wa r II I
will soo n engul f th is deceived world,
and he spoke plainl y of th e Creator
God who would re turn to establi sh
peace.

I th ought the pl anner s o f the
meeting pr obabl y wanted to han g
me fr om th e raft er s. T o my su r­
pri se, they lat er spoke highl y of Mr.
Arms t rong and talk ed ani ma tedly
abo ut hi s message fo r abo ut two
hours.

G od had obv io us ly g ive n Mr.

Warm reception

During his last trip to Europe in
M ay, 1985, Mr . Armst rong a t­
ten ded a perfo rmance in the Ver ­
sai lles Palace outside Paris, France.

After the per forman ce he rose
from his sca t in th e first row whe re
t he d ist in g u ish ed g ues ts we re
sea ted . S udde nly he fe lt a ge nt le,
rh ythmic tapping on his back.

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sa id he had known many outsta nd­
ing lecturers and administra tors
over th e yea rs as a student in six
co lleges and univer sit ies, and lat er
in his professional ca ree r. But not
one of th em rem ote ly ex hibited th e
all-around involvem ent with th e
import an t activit ies and issues of
life as did Mr. Armstrong.

In the days be fore stereo, he had
a hi-fi se t brough t over to th e
co llege. He would personally put on
mi niconcer ts for us stude nts ­
playing a varie ty of high qu ality
mu sic, including classical, semi­
classical , Broadw ay tunes and Ru s­
sian Cossack male singe rs. He
would anima ted ly d iscu ss with us
th e beauty and inspiration deri ved
from these different kinds of mu sic.

In college forums , Mr. Arm­
strong wou ld give educa tional talk s
on health , exercise and diet - being
speci fic and yet emphasizing a
balanced approac h. And he would
invite othe r leaders in the natural
health and diet ar eas to lecture at
Ambassador Co llege from time to
tim e. Al so, on occasion, he would
invit e othe r edu cator s and ex perts
in man y fields to talk to students
- broaden ing our und erst and ing
and our hor izons.

His biggest service to us stude nts
and mi nister s, of cou rse, was in
helping us to find and gras p and
appreciate the grea t purpose being
worked out her e below - help ing
us to know who we are, why we are,
whe re we are goi ng and how to ge t
there. Eve n in his middl e yea rs ­
as we knew him in th ose days ­
he was a hum an dynam o, wor king,
d riving and building a ded icat ed
orga niza t ion through which Christ
co uld work to impart His message
to thi s ge nera tion.

He was a man who lifted our
sights, imparted to us an entire way
of life based on bibli cal principles,
and inspired us to give of ourselves
to th e utmost in se rving our fellow­
man and in doing and building the
work of Go d .

As with any other truly grea t
man , th er e will never be anothe r
like him. But man y of his hopes,
ideals and enthusiasms live on in
th ousand s of gradua tes of the three
A mbassa do r cam puses - and in a
most special way, in th e lives of
th ose of us who knew him so
int imately in the early yea rs.

spent dozen s and dozens of hours
playing tabl e tenni s with Mr. Arm­
strong, laughing and visit ing with
him about vir tua lly every thing.

By Raymond F. McNair
early 40 years of success - of

rich fruits - of Ambassador Col ­
lege is the result of the far -seei ng vi­
sion of its late fou nde r, Herb ert W .
A rms trong .

In th e mid- I940s M r. Arms trong
saw the desperate need for th e work
of Go d to found and opera te a col­
lege based solidly on the Bible - if
th at work was ever go ing to expand
to it s destined posi t ion of a trul y
worldwide work .

Having raised up severa l sma ll
churches in Oregon - only to see
th em d isintegrate with out properl y
trained pasto rs to feed th em - Mr.
A rms tro ng was inspi red by God to
found a un ique college to fill a grea t
need in the work .

So in 1947, afte r much th ought
an d prayer to t he grea t Go d fo r
guida nce, Mr. Armst rong founded
Am bassado r College. T his pioneer
co llege firs t ope ne d it s d oor s in
Pasadena Oct. 8, 1947 - afte r nu­
merous tri als and tribulati ons de­
layed its opening. This fled gling in­
s t i t u t io n be g an wi t h o n ly four
students and eight profe ssors.

Fro m the beginning, Mr. Arm­
st rong was det erm ined th at Ambas­
sado r was not to be a rubber-stamp
co llege. He had come to see th at the
lar ge mass-producti on , assembly­
lin e ed uc a t io na l sys te m o f thi s
world had shifte d dangerou sly off
co urse.

Th e found er of A mbassado r Co l­
lege clearly saw that in the edu ca­
t ion al insti t ut io ns of th is wo rl d,
here hm:l b en an ala rmi ng and

" da ngerous drift into ma te rial ism."
The t ru e values had become ob­
sc ured, and character build ing had
become " a lost and discard ed art" as
s t ude nts' minds were fi lle d with
" dead knowledge and false ma te ri­
a lism."

Mr. Armstrong was fully de ter­
mined to co rrect those evi ls of mod­
e rn ed uca t io n . His co ncl us io n?
"Something is criminally wrong in
ed uca tio n today! Ambassador Col­
lege came on th e world scene free
from the shackles of trad it ion . Am­
bassador has dar ed to rec apture the
true valu es - to blaze new tr ails,
whil e retai ning all th at is sound and
wha t has been proved good in edu­
ca tio nal ex perie nce" (A mbassado r
Co llege catalog, page 17).

M r. Armstrong continued: "This
trag ic s tate of a ffai rs in tcd ay's
higher ed ucation is the natu ral re­
su lt o f t he mass-product ion ma­
chine age with it s d e man ds fo r
hig hly specialized technological.
scie ntific and professional train ing
a long purely ma terialis tic lines.
Emphasis is upon specialized tra in­
ing in preferred fields for financial
rewar ds . The deve lopmen t of the
man himse lf - his charac ter, righ t
se nse of values, know ledge of th e
real pu rpose of life , and th e laws
tha t gove rn happiness, peace, and
a b u nda nt wc l l-b e i ng - is ne­
g lec te d. Mode rn ed ucat ion com­
mits th e crime of develop ing th e
machine while fai ling to dev elop th e
man ."

But wh at ki nd of co llege? Mr.
Armstrong quickly real ized th at a
mere Bibl e co llege or th eological
semi nary was not what was needed .
Hecl earl y envisioned th at God's co l­
lege should be a coed uca tio nal, lib­
era l arts co llege, with a strong major
in th eology req uire d of all stude nts .

M r. Ar ms t ro ng ex pla i ned to
Walte r E . Dill on , A m bassado r's
firs t preside nt, t hat A mbassado r
was to be a coe d ucatio na l libe ral
arts college, not a Bible college. He
point ed out, however , th at the Bible
is th e fou ndati on of all knowledge,
and th erefore must be th e basis of

Th at tri p was the high point of all
our many travels.

A nother memorabl e time I had
with M r. Armstrong was in Febru­
ary, 1981. in Tu cson, Ar iz., when he
asked me to be his per sonal ass is­
tant. I work ed with him each day in
the office at his home. It was proba­
bly the shortest jo b I ever had as it
only last ed for two weeks. Th en he
reas signed me as Church treasurer.

Rem in isc in g ove r th e past 35
yea rs of association with M r. Arm­
st rong brings back man y mem or ies.
O ur lives were enric hed spiritually
and physically becau se of this man
whose whole life was so devoted to
doing the work God calle d him to
do .

He and I were the
best of frie nds, and he was so
instrumental in my coming to
Am bassado r College. Dick spoke
Fre nch fluen tly. In fact, if he had
not lost his life in that tragic car
acciden t in 1958, he would have
probabl y been the one to dir ect the

th e wor k of God and the C hurc h.
H e wo u ld up d at e us o n th at

wee k's activ ities concerni ng th e
C hurch, the college , the broadcast,
the new door s that were opening or
some new point he had been study­
ing in the Sc riptures. Wh ateve r
ti me was left was devoted to the
class subject - famil y relatio ns.

No one I have known has had
such singleness of tho ught and pur­
pose. Most of his thoughts and con­
ver satio n related to God's work and
God' s Word .

At Big Sa ndy in Janu ary , 1964,
Mr. Armstro ng and Leslie McC ul­
lough, later the first deput y chan­
cello r in Big Sandy, unexpected ly
came to visit me. I had been in bed
for weeks wit h a painful back ail­
ment , and I felt low and wort hless.

Mr. Armstrong gave me a bonu s
and a beaut iful letter of apprecia ­
tion that he had writte n to me. Th e
bonu s was much needed, bu t the let­
ter mea nt far more and is still kept
and treasured today .

I found him to be the most gener­
ous person I have ever known . His
generosity to many people over the
years has been evident. Th ough he
was not perfect, his shortcomings
were s ma ll c omp ared t o h is
st rengths and his accom plishments.

He always held his wife, Lorna. in
high esteem and frequently refe rred

th an anyone else I had heard . I soon
concl uded, "No man ever spoke like
th is man!"

T he f i r st t ime we atte nded
ch u rch services with Mr. A rm­
strong was in Au gust of that year in
Port land, O re. He was visiting the
Por tland ch urch, and peop le from
near and far attended , which dou­
bled th e atte ndance. The re were
about 40 of us! I had never heard a
sermon like th at before, and I had
attended ch urch since infancy.

A t Am bas sad or Co llege in the
la te ' 50s, Mr. A rm strong tau ght
one of ou r weekly classes. Much of
the time was spe nt on his favorite
subjec t rather tha n th e subject of
the class. His favorite subjec t was

ter's degree from Am bassador Col­
lege, I went to Europe with my wife
to conduct a baptizing tour - the
first baptizing tour in the Fre nch­
speak ing count ries .

M y life was a ffecte d for goo d

Unfortunately, at the last
minute, some thing imp ortant pre­
vente d him from maki ng the trip.

" You'll have to go wit hout me,"
he sa id. " Bu t don ' t wo rry abou t
your wife . She won't be alone for
T han ksgiving. M rs. Armstrong and
I will spend it wit h her."

As it happened, my wife, Shirley,
had already invited a group to our
house, so Mr. Armstrong became
th e host in our home in my stead.

Loya lty is what he
expected of all of us. An d he himsel f
showed that same loyalty toward us.

Care for Fren ch brethren

T he French- spe aking churches
were particul arl y blessed with the
keen a nd pe rson al in te re s t M r.
Armstrong took in th em . He him­
self chose the Ge neva, Sw itze rla nd,
Office in July, 1963, wh ich we still
occupy toda y. I was with him when
he designed the rooms and selected,
wit h his superb taste , each piece of
furn iture .

A few year s later , in February,
1968, he visited the church in Mar­
tin ique , in the Wes t Ind ies, a small
but strong ch urch .

When Mr. Arms t ro ng sa w th e
meeting hall the brethren bu ilt , he
turned to me and sa id , " Tell th e
brethren I find thi s building to be
Ambassad or quality!"

W hat greate r comp lime nt could
they have expected from him? And
I remember vividly the Bible study
M r. A rm st ron g cond uc ted t ha t
same evening. The questions were
asked of him in French, and I did
the translation both ways.

Later that even ing, as Mr. Arm­
strong and I went to our hotel, he
to ld me : " Yo u know, I liked the
q ue stion s the b ret hre n in Mar­
tinique as ked. T hose were simple
but good qu estions, all pert aining to
Ch risti a n gr owth . T hat's how a
Bible study sho uld be!"

In 1970 he made a special detour
fro m London, England , to Praz-sur­
Arly, France, to be wit h the French­
speaki ng brethren in Euro pe on the
opening night of the Feas t of Taber­
nacles. Those of us in France were
deepl y moved that a man of his age,
with his busy schedule, would en­
dure the fatigue and take the time to
tr avel so far for such a sma ll group
of people.

Dur ing the course of years, Mr.
A rmst ro ng vi sited t he Frenc h­
speaking brethren in Par is, Fra nce ;
Ge neva ; Br usse ls, Belgi um ; and
Mon tre al, Q ue.: in addi tio n to the
West In d ies . Yes indeed , the
Fre nch ch urche s were particularly
blessed with Mr. Armstrong's con­
ce rn and love for them!

Mr. Armstrong did not dem and
respect ; he inspired respect and em­
bod ied authority. He knew how to
co rrect us - and he ofte n did. His
co rrec tio ns, however, even though
so me ti mes seve re , we re up lift ing
and encouraging .

Personal memories

Those wh o did not kn o w Mr .
Armst rong personally cannot real­
ize what kind of person he rea lly
was . W e have see n him cry a nd
lau gh; be solemn and tease. Occa­
sionally he would tell us jo kes, but
not once did I hear him utt er a jo ke
th at was out of place .

Du ring one of the tr ips I made
wi t h him overse as , we made a n
overnight stop in Lisbon, Portugal.
After we arrived at the hote l, rather
late at night, he told me to wait for
him in the dining room, because he
firs t wanted to go up to his room.

W e d id n ' t re alize t he din in g
room would be closed because of the
late hou r. What a dile mma for me.
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come realit y and his overwhelming
desir e to serve God , many pri vi­
leged to have a part in God's work
would be that much poorer.

Th ose of us in the Church today
are all incomparably richer for hav­
ing a part in Mr. Arm strong's vision
and reality of the future.

He was loved. He will be missed.

Today the internati onal part of
God's work is found ed on form er
Bricket Wood students. Five of the
regional directors graduated from
there , and at least two others were
profoundly influenced by that cam­
pus. In addit ion, th e majority of
personnel holding key posit ions in
the Church's overseas offices were
trained there.

If God was to be served, only the
best was acceptable, and certainly
the legacy that Mr. Arm strong left
us is that quality is a necessary in­
gredient in anything built to God's
glory and honor.

When I first met Mr. Arm­
strong in England in 1961, every­
thing to do with God's Church
there was minuscule - one con­
gregation of about 40 in London; a
black and white magazine with a
tiny circulation; no British minis­
ters; and an enrollment of about
14 students in the fledgling cam-
pus in Bricket Wood. -

Yet so strong was his vision and
his remarkable ability to communi­
cate it that each one of us felt in our
bones we were a part of someth ing
special.

I was one of those blessed to at­
tend the second year of Ambassador
College in Bricket Wood, one of the
pioneers, so to speak. In those days
Mr. Arm st rong spent at least th ree
months of every year in England
teaching classes, taking college as­
semblies and preaching on the Sab­
bath .

He would ofte n talk about the
work and the development of the
