However, ghey did not
feel Justified in granting you credentials as long as you could not accept the
articles of faith wholeheartedly, The ministers at the meeting were very
entsiastic about the matter of not baptising candidates until they were
thoroughly acquanited with the truth of the Church of God, for we have been
having in the past muach trouble with such things. S0 many ministers are out
for numbers instead of converted Christians that the ministers were on.
record that they would all be fair with one another and not baptise until ;
they were sure that the candidate was really converted, or as sure &s ome
can be in such circumstances, and that they would not baptise a mandidate

who used tobacco, or at least had given up the use of the weedy and also
one that 8till used the unclean meats,

As you are very sincere in your work for the lord they thought
that after you had studied the matter further, and was enabled to see the |
pitfalls that we have had to contend with in the past, that you would alse- -
come to the same decision that the ministers who have already applied for '

credentials have madey and thus we will all be the better able to work to=-
gether without friction.

fow, I do not want you to get the impression, Brother Arm-
strong, that the brethren thought you would not conduct everything in a
wholehearted manner; but they wish to safeguard themselves. No limense,
nor credential certificate has been issuwed to any minister that has taken
any exception to any articles If such has been made known to the twelve
they have just placed the matter as still pending, as in your case, and I
have been notified to get in touch with them so that they will understand
and mo czuse of a misunderstend arise over the matter.

I hope the above explanation of the action of the board in
your czse is satisfactory, and that you will understand that it is the great
desire of the board, as well as myself, and the other ministers, that you :
be & worker with us in Christ Jesus, and that soon you will be able to see
eye to eye with us in all %h&nau;j;jtaiaing to the chriatian‘ arfa.




I suppose that you have talked with Brother Haeber A& Wkt
and have learned of the change in the work; how that th: :tﬁ: I{i;e?tum
be disregarded in the work of the lord, but that the whole U.g. 1s to“g: to
one unit that flelds wherc the meseage has not gone may more easily be 4
entered and the work pushed forward more easily.

{iprovement, for the Blble sets no state lines, and brings in no sectional
divisions as state conferences.

We had indeced a most wonderful camp meeting, and the Lord did meet
with us and bless use We felt the Scripturee truly did foretell the
meeting, when its states that the Lord will draw near to them that draw
near to hime As we fasted, prayed, suppllicated, and tarried before the
Lord we felt the foretase to a greater power than that of man, for which
we praise the dear Lord og heaven.
