1 have realized from the first that I would never dare place myself at the
mercy of the few men at the head of our organization, by looking te the headyuarters
treasury for the means of keeping myself and family elive. My werk here has been
a pure FAITH werk, trusting God alone, and while He has permitted us to be serely
tried and tested at times, yet He has never failed us and has always teken care ef
us. T.e result is I have never been dependent upon the treasury, Somehew 1 knew
that i? T ever was, off weuld ge my head unless I put it under the yeokes and did as
a few men told me, whether acoerding te Ged's Werd or note And yet, I did not
fully realfize how true this was until I read this letter todays. Thank God, and pralse
His Holy name, He has placed us, heref in a position where we are not obliged te
bow to the will ef men who reject Ged's Werd, and who appear to be eandeavering te
establish & h#ererchy and a pophsh dictatorship. We are FREEY Free to continue es
Q0D leads, and we shall continue te do that, TRUSTING HIM and not men, until the end.

Thirty days ago I came to & place where my faith was truly testeds. The
as subseribed for the radie fund, and I was recelving only

money was not coming in
ebout & third enough to pay the radio bille My tithe received had dro pag, { goie
' 1ad been

siderably, and I was faged with the necessity of going off the alre |
on the net=work about five months, and 1 hed never so much as mentioned the need of
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money over the sir., But, foreseeing the situation a month or two sarlier, I had
begun sending out a mimeographed copy of a radio sermon once each month to 8l1 who
would request them, getting a mailing list of the most interested listeners, Then
when the crlsls came, a month ago, I took about five minutes in my broadeast to
explain the situabtion frankly to our listeners. I put it up th them, that unless
they would respond we would be off the aire I told them I would net beg for money
over the air---I was just meking this plain sbatement of the situation this once,
and leaving the fate of the broadeast in their handse The next day the mail began
coming, and ever since I have received twice as much mail as formerly, end the most
wonderful letters=--many writing it would be a great tragedy for the Radie Church o
God to be foreced off the air. Seme sent 10¢. One sent $10, and two or t hree $5, and
a good many sent in one or two dollars, Half or more of the letters ever since have
contained money, and I now have subseriptions pleding monthly offerings from our rew
1listeners that have made up what we had lost, so we are assured, st least for the
present of staying on. The response overjoyed me, for it proves our work here ean
stand on its own feet, and I am sure now that in another six months our present
listeners will not only finance our present work, but add a more powsrful Seattle
station to the net=work. It assures us that our radio work will eontinue %o grow
ti11 we have a Coast net-work, and then=~~-COAST TO COAST! Thst sounds 1like a
pipe-dream, and indeed so it would be if I did not lmew that the Lord will bring it
aboute It will cost into the thousands each broadcaste~=but all the sarth and all
the gold and silver is the Lords, and He can cause enough of it te be put to that
use in His own due times In faot, I may say that, confidentially, thru our

local station, plans are already being negotieted whereby the ovmer of our loocal
station belleves it may be possible to pleace the Radio Church of God on & powerful
Coast=to~Const net work in the near future, inecluding some of the most populsr snd
powerful stations, several of 50,000 watts, end one of 500,000 watte (WLW). This
seems like & dreem, but it mey work out. Our local stetion has just moved inbo enw

tirely new quarters---the newest and finest studios in this part of the country, end

the most medern and finest sending tower, capable of transmitiing 50,000 watts,
We have only had 100 wattse Tne station hes applied for 1,000 watts, and expects %o
have it in a week or two. And it expects to be in on a new Coast-to=Coast net-work

coming up which probably will be greater than NBC or CBS. I sm not at liberty te
disclose plans further than this, but the looal station ewner hinted that we mey find

the way open to have thirty mimutes a week on thrat net-work,

The Portland stations are literally oluttering up the alr with religious
brosdcastse But the people seem to feel that our progrem is DIFFERENT, in a olass
a .radle production, eand the only one

by itself, better and superier in every way as
they ever heard where they could heear the straiph) Bible Tréth proolaimed straight
from the shoulder and without mineing words. Tpey have never heard this ldnd of

preachinge. Of course, I am using discretion, and not glving them the strongest medt

at first=-~but I am giving them a lot stronger meat than the others, or than they

have been getting in thelr own churches, and the people are beginning to open their
eyese I have been going after this "eoing=to=heaven" theory lately, especislly

the thousand year periods I have hundreds of Adventlsts listening, and this millennium
question has just been coming up in their quarterly, and I have literally riddled
their Sebbath-Sohool lessons to pleces for them, and it is caunsing condternation in

their rankse I am loudly offering $26 cash for ONE TEXT in the Bible that says we
shall spend the thousand years fn heaven=--or that anyone now living cen EVER go
to hesvens One by one I have beeny{tald.ng the S.Dele proof texts, such as II Thes,
2:8, John 14:1~3, and Jer. 4:23-~27, and smashing them harder than I ever before
smashed anything over the air, I have deveted practically one entire sermon to esch
of those three texts. Many Adventists are seeing the light. Some write me sarasstie
letters, but these broadcasts are maling it hard for them, and they WILL tune in
and lis'ﬁ.en, no matter how mad they may get. They ministers and Sabbath School

teschers do not lknow how to handle il
their Serbeth school elasses, and the teachers are unable to answer these bro castse
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Yet I am trying to present an altegether constructive message, not s destructive ohe
ittle by little, I keep working in the PRINCIPLE of the Commandments. I will bring :
this in 1ittle by 1little, graduslly, so as not to oause people te quit listening
but by keeping it up, in time T will have thousande seeing the truth---provided '{ahoy
are willings Of ocourse, in the finel annalysis, few are willing. Well, we are
trying to make our radlo breadeast the beat relipglous broadeast on the censt, or on
the air anyplace, asking God te bless and insplre us to that end for His glory, and
He is blessing this work in a wenderful weys We now have around 76,000 pe-oplb in our
audience every Sunday morning, which is a wonderful audiense for this sparcoly=

gsettled oountrys.

But enough of that. Tye radio work ls very olose to my heart. And I say them
things by way of encouragement and to show you that we are not dependent upon men, mnd
the Lgrd has mede 1t possible lor us te contimue enwlth the TRUTH in spite of men.

Bd Severson has returned. Have not seen him nor heard from or about him since
he arrived last week, but I know he's on the war-path. Yon, os you say, I must
be oareful. T-r'le'y not only will be after me NXT--~they heve been after me a long time,
but heve not yet just gquite figured out how to handle me, BECAUSE I am not dependent
on them financielly, and becesuse the overwhelming mjari‘gy eof all Oregon brethren
beldeve in these holydays, and are golng to remein es firm as I am in them. I did
not kmew, when I last wote you, hew the Jefferson churoh would turn Lf Dugger
applied to pressure on this, but they have assured me that they will stend fimm on
the TRUTH, end if they oub off my ellewence in any way, all tithes and ell finenciel
support will be immediately withdrewn from Salem, W. Vg, and even the Jerusslem
Mnd pledges canceled, Some of our heavikest tithe~payers are there. 1In fact, virtually 1
ALL the tiﬁhe-gayers of the state will stand firm with use If a split oomesy and I |
see it 1s now imevitable, the few who will leave us and go with Dugger, Severson
and MoMiclken sre either nonetithers or not heavy ones. Also the spirltuel ones will

The one thing I am really afraid of is the custedy of the big temt, 1 have
planned =2 big campaign for Eugene for the sumer, leading up to Camp Meeting, and
holding Camp meobing heree The brethren of the stete are s0lidly lined up for this
plan, I have written Otto Haeber, Coast overseer, at Los Angeles, two or t hree timesd
tut he has not yet answered. 1 f£Aind he has written te the districet descons, in
oharge of the moveable church property, such as the tent, and 1 know they have written
wim to let me have the tent. But Sister Haeber is Eld, Dugger's first cousin, and
go far Ctto has shownﬂfhat he is strietly en organization mene By that I mean that
so far his stend has besen whatever Elde Dugger says. He has never gone into the
feast days, but 1ast I heard his mind was open. How Otteo will go when he sees where
the brethren out here stehd, I do not lmow. But While he has in the past year been
rather against Flde Severson, and I know they have had a few personal tiffs, and
both Otte and Dugger ordered Severson out of the territerry, yet int his new line-up
1 do not lnow how he will swinge As overseer, he may refuse to let me have the tent.
1f he does, there can be no camp meeting this falle I do hcpe and pray we can handle
matters smoothly enough that they will not deny me the use of the tent, for I feel
thot souls will be saved in that campaign this summer, and we NEED this ceming
Camp Meeting, and it would be a2 great bleow to the Lord's work, and cost us souls
for eternity to have these plans defeateds Tﬁerefore, I am going slow for the
present, and keeping silert on the holidays, except locelly. So far Dugger has not
openly come out against me.

All the Celifernis
brethren, I understand, use wine at the Lord's Supper.s When I came to llugene, some
of them who had moved here explained to me whys I went into the question in the Bible
and became convinced they were righte The majority at Tugene Church feel wine is
proper and grape=juice very improper for the L.rd's Supper. Hgwever, we have never
made a point of contention ofer it, serving BO%H, for one to three or four each time
insist on grape=juice. When he was at our home on this last trip out, my wife umittingly
wmkkex blurted out in Eld/ Dugger's presence that we use wine at the L rd's Supper.

1 have
never so muoh as mentioned wine to them. I have not argued for it at alle. Yet Dugper
well knows what a prejudice some will have against it, and it 1is a weepon in his
hands stirring up their prejudicess I' immagine, reading between the lines, since
this article is under Seversen's signature, that Severson is instructed to try %o
turn the brethren here against me on this issues.

He sald many things that many did not likee
T+ would be better to have entirely NEW BLOOD at the camp meeting this year, except
averyone would like to see m1d Kiesz back if we can get him. Keep this confidenthal,
but I feel 1t vital that we have the strongest men possible here at this Camp
Meeting=--unless some politiclans succeed in breaking it up so there will not be
anye Tyore will be, however, unless they find some legal way to gain possession of
