I hope you will not give out
the impression that after earefully studying every point of this mamuseript, that it
was unanimously oppesed and rojected, for it was not, end I praise Ged it was not,
and that the Church as a whole has not rejected TRUTH, for if it did, Ged would stend
BOUND by His Holy Vord to reject the Church.

You say: "All the Church has ever asked and all they mmx ask now is thet
you de not make division on these questions, and that you give those who do ¥/ not
beldeve them the same loving fellowship as wo shall give those whd do," Why, Brotler
Dugger, that is exaotly the spirit, and the stand, I have taken all along, and shall
contimue te take, and have urged on the Church as a whole. That is the stand I urgd
in my general letter to the Twelve, I'm sure you well lmow I have tried inmbly to
be guided by the Holy Spirite--which is the Spirit of LOVE first of all—--and heve
tried to seek for and use wisdom, even in preaching the truth of the Viord of God, so
as NOT to cause any strife or division. My stand hae always been that DOCTRINE is
not @ right test of fellowship (beyond basie fundamentels), and that # we mst leve
and fellowship those who may dissgree with us on some of these other points just as
mch as with those who agree. You surely have my pledge that I shall abide with thet

1 just want to malke myself clear on this question you have put to me regarding Bro-
ther Dodd's paper. I am NOT in faver of or sympathy with any effort to cause con=
tention and split up the Chureh, whether that sffort come from one possessing the
truth or rejecting it. But I do NOT judge Brother Dodd, nor fmpute motives to his
work. If you imsist that I do thetwe-that I judge him=—thet I judge his motives-——
that I ocondemm him, then, frankly I eannct do it. IF his motive was to ocouse
dissention and to split up the church and to pull off a following for himself as
has been inferred, THEN I am not, most certainly, in sympathy whkth such motives.

I am not in sympathy with such purposes, nor will I ever have part in suoch a pumee.
But I do not judge him nor his motive., I am mot trying to dodge or aveld your
question, but to answer it fully and sompletely. Yom ﬂ.nunz ask for asmwrence that
I w111 "go alomg with the Church as I have been deing before” and I do most sincerely
give you that assurance.

The thing that surprises me, Brother Digger, is that you should be so
suspicious of me that you should feel it nesessary to demand such assurance, Vhere
ummmm;mwmmamwmtxmmm-mm-wmps.ean.
