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Beloved Brethren:

You are assembled at this meeting in Detroit in what may prove te be the
most momentous meeting since the re-organization of the Church. It is not pos-
sible f:r me to be with you, but since members of the "seventy" have, as I under~
stand it, the right of counsel, and being heard, I take this means of sending to
you this comminication, and ask that vou each read it solemnly and seriously be-
fore taking action on the subject of the Holydays of the Ledd, which I understand

is tinallv teo be decided upon at this meeting.

Brethren, the RYAL ISSUE is not these holydays. But the Devil will use
this as his weapon to SPLIT UP OUR CHURCH if we permit. My real concern is net
fr the holydays-=-=for no TRUTH ofthe Lerd can remain hidden when Ged's time has
come for it to be generally revealed---but my real concern is that, as it appesrs
from this distance, THE FUTURE OF OUR CHURCH WILL BE DICIDED AT THIS MEETING.
Unless you brethren are much in earnest PRAYER~--unless each searches HIS OWN
heart, and is actuated only by a Spirit of LOVE, and under the wisdom and guidance
of God, then it appears that Satan has matters so arranpged that a split in the
Church is now inevitable. Brethren, IT MUST NOT HAPPEN! 1In Jesus' name, I be-
seech you to solemnly pray, and se yield yourselves to God that He may overrule
the foreces of evil which have so maneuvered that a split appears certain.

The REAL ISSUE is not the Holydays. The real issue is a two-fold funda-
mental poliey which the Helyday subject is only bringing to a head. It is, lst,
the issue cf whether the docrs are to be permanently CLOSED against all advancing
light and truth; and, 2nd, whether all members must believe and practise, and all
ministers preach, all that we are told, and ONLY what we are told, by the Twelve
or the general overseer, in matters beyond and outside our delcared 40 points cf
Fundamentals. In other words, the issue is VHAT KIND CF A BASIS shall we have
for UNITY? 1If we passed over the Holyday issue, some other question outside the

40 points would later bring this real issue to a head.

Brethren, there has been a tendency on the part of some---and I do not wish
to mention names or make it personal, and I want to write this only in LOVE---to
take the stand that the Church MUST NOT ACCHPT ANY NEW LIGHT! Pressure has been
put on myself, for instance, not to locok for or preach any new light from God's
holy Word, in this way., I was asked whether I did not feel the Church of God had
& saving message, and then asked if I did not feel, FOR THE SAKE OF HARMONY, that
it would be better to stand where we are, and not to look for any further light.
I believe that new light has been OPPOSED. I realize the motive has been CHURCH
UNITY. Now this is a fundamental ISSUE, and the future ef our Church hangs on
how you brethren will, with the help and guidance of the Lord, settle this great
issue. Unless you act wisely, and with the guidance of the Holy Spirit, and with
much LOVE in your hearts, the Church stands doomed, and I fear it will be split
wide open as a result of this meeting, Therefore I ask vou to read this TRHOUGH
-=to earnestly PRAY ever this, and solmenly to seek GOD'S guidance, for He has
committed to YCUR trust the future of His Church! It is yeur sacred trust.

SHALL THE DOORS BE CLOSED TO ADVANCING LIGHT?

Let us seriously, prayerfully consider, and without prejudice answer, the
foldowing: Does the Church of God, at the prescnt time, possess ALL the light
the Holy Seriptures contain? Have we, as individuals who collectively form the
?hurch of God, grown in gracc and I KNOWLEDGE, to thc extent that we dare say:
Wie have ALL the truth: we have PERFECT, infallible understanding of the Seriptures;
we have no errer in any point, and there is now no further light that God can
give us?" Brethren, certainly we shall devote ETERNITY to plumbing the vast
depths of the sscrecd pages of Ged's Tordl
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Under Roman Catholio domination, virtually all truc light became extinguished
thru the dark ages, Thon came Luther, Ho saw a little light. Calvin, Wesley,
sghor leaders followed. FEach had a certain amdunt of true light and & consider-
able amount of error., Large groups followed each leader, forming their separate
folds. DPaoch group, like the Catholics, enjoying unity and harmony, all speakirg
the same thing, But nene spoke, altegether, the RIGHT thihgh They followed their
human leaders, RATHER THAN CHRIST and the BIBLE TRUTH, None has ever been willing
to confess and purge out error, None has ever been willing to advance in light,
A11 have stood where they were, WHY?~---TC PRESERVE UNITY~-~~TO KEEP FROM LOSING
MEMBERS===and all have spoken the same thing.

But 1s this sufficient? We in the Church of God have stressed the need of
HARMONY, of UNITY, of ALL SPEAKING THE SAME THING. Brethren, ROME has all that!
The S,D.A.'s have it, better than we have, 15 THAT A BIBLE BASIS FOR UNITY?

Is "all speaking the same thing," of itself, SUFFICIENT?

Brethren, the Church of Ged stands this moment at the crossroads. It is

OUR Church the Devil is wreth with. He cannot overthrew us, except by cunning and
deceit. But he is so clever he can deceive us unless we are careful, and fully
led of God's Spirit of Love. He knows our every weakness, and if the weakness

of a polioy ef UNITY by all speaking the SAME THING, has been creeping into our
minds to the extent we are becoming partially blinded to the necessity of speaking
the RIGHT thing, then the Devil knows this and will attack us in this weak spot!’
Let us not pass by this issue lightly. Let us get to our knees as never before,
and seck God fer £ wisdem and guidance as never befere. Jesus prayer earnestly
that His Church might be ONE~-~but not one in error-~-not one by rejecting light
and perpetuating error---but "ONE IN US," Jesus prayed the Father, One in TRUTH.
Now God is LOVE=--and to be one in God and in Christ is to be one in LOVE., The
Holy Spirit is the Spirit ef Love, and it is this Spirit of God which is to guide
us into TRUTH., IF we have leve, we may be led into truth. If we lack it, we
lack the Holy Spirit and will only ge farther and farther from real truth,

We are to be ONE=--yes, but HOW? What is the BIBLE basis for ,nity? Jesus
said "I am the Vine, ye are the branches." Now I do not, now, possess all
truth. Neither do I believe any living man does, But if I am joined te the VINE,
Christ, then as the sap flows into the branch and bears fruit, so the Spirit of
God will flow in and thru me, and leading me gradually, NOT ALL AT ONCE, inte
more and more TRUTH, God's Werd is a LAMP unte our PATH, We cannot walk in
the WHOLE LENGTH OF THE PATH at one and the same time. We TRAVEL along the true
path, and the Word continues to LEAD us, That is why we are commanded to GRCW
in knowledge, as well as in grace (II Pet, 3:18), None of us has ALL TRUTH et
onces But if we accept a little truth, the Holy Spirit will reveal MORE truth.

If we walk in that, we shall receive still more. We walk further down the path

as the light of God's Word shines ferth upon it. It is a gradual, continusus
walk. Ve progress according te our willingness. The CHURCH must advance the same
way. Now if I, havéng a certain amount of truth, am joined to Christ, then I
have the Holy Spirit, leading me gradually and continually into more and more
truth---and this same Spirit is the spirit of LOVE teward others who may not

see EVERY point, at least, yet, exactly as I do. If YOU are joined to Christ,
you, too, have that same love and charity, end are advancing in light. And it

is CHRIST that joins us together---not any doctrines we mutually decide to agree
upon! Can we see that beutiful truth, brethren? One of us might see a truth

the other does not, as yet---but if we both have the Spirit of LOVE leading us,
we have a basis of unity just the same, and it is the only BIBLE basisi The basis

of doctrine, decided upon by certain men among us, IS THE BASIS OF ROME! I say,
let us put away that false basis of unity}

The False Church and her daughters are joined together in an imitation of
this true way, Jeined by man-mede DOCTRINES, contrary to Bible truth, and joined
individually together OUTSIDE of Christe--3oined in error, not in truth. Brethren,
no one of us can Scripturally be jeined to any other of us, or to the organization,
direot, or in any manner at all emep‘b THRU cHRIST'"“'THRU THE HOLY SPIRIT OF LOVE,
which guides us gradudlly into mere and more truth, some perhaps faster on some
Boints, and others faster on other points. The individual is joined, individually,
ve CHRIST, thru the Holy Spirit, It 4s CHRIST that joins us togothor. Any other
basis for unity in our Chureh is a PALSE basis, the basis of Satan the Dovil, and
“ne that will wreck eur boloved Church and render it unfit for usofulnesk.
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I will loso all my heavy spportcers in my church, end my whodc work might stop.
Therefore I think it better not to look for any of this now light, brother—--
I have a saving message, and this truth would break up my church,” Brethren
what do you think ofHfhat precaocher? Then what shall we say, when we are epproached .
IN THE CHURCH OF GOD, with the samc identical argumont as & reason for suppres-
sing the truth of God's annual Sabbaths? The prineiple is the same eithe ay.

What saith thc SCRIPTURE? Ve arc commanded to GROW in knowledge. The
Church is the individuals collectively, and it must continuc to ADVANCE, and to
GROW IN KNOWLEDGE if it is to bo truly God's Church. No falsc church cver docs,
Falsc churches porpctuate errors, The TRUE Church will nover hesitate to purge
out error, and to accept truth new to it as God pormits the light to shine.

If we refuse, God will REJECT US. (Hose 4:6)., Also IT Thes. 2:10-12 ap-
plics if we take such a stand. Brethren, lot us TREMBLE at the Word of God,
e lot morc than we tremble at thc thought of losing members not led of God's
Spirit cnough to accept truth---or thesc so unspiritual, so devoid of LOVE that
they will becomc bitter and split off BECAUSE they do not, yet, soe it. Josus
tells us to WALK in the light while we have the light, lest darkness come upon
us., If we do not, God will give us over to belicve a LIE, that we may be
damned, if wo do not LOVE THE TRUTH. The Church that says "WE HAVE ENCUGH LIGHT
LET US ACCEPT NO MORE LIGHT," is a DOOMED CHURCH, rojcetcd of Godl

True, therc has rcmained thru all gencrations the TRUE CHURCH, Tho 1ittle
Flock undoubtadly has kecpt aflame the light of most csscntial twth., But hes
oven THIS group of belicvers rcotained ALL truth, 100%? 1If S0, what bececame of tho
gpostolic form of organization? Vic know this was lost and had receently to .
rcstored. DARE we say that other truth has not been lost, also? DARE WE CLCSE

THE DOORS?

MUST ALL MEMBERS BELIEVE AND PRACTISE, AND ALL

¥hat, in other words, is thc BIBLE BASIS fer determining TRUTH, and what
is preached=---and what we must belicve?

=-=or shall wc bc individually led of th: HOLY SPIRIT te understand SCRIPTURE?

llow it appcars that the tondency crceping inte our Church is to consider
that the TWELVE arc infallibly inspired of God in INTERPRETING Scripturcs, just
as much as some of the original Twelve werc inspired in WRITING it. For instance,
a lctter rocently was sont out somewhat gonerally to brethren with this state-
ment: "The Bible way to advance new doctiéno is . . « to first take it before
the Twelve, and the Church Elders. Aets 15th chaptor makes this very x¥ddd/
clear.” And again, anothor lcttor to this effeet, "tho Twelve, being led of the
Holy Spirit, will decide whether this is truth." It appears to me that I sece
erceping into the Church the principle that the individual lay member, or the
individual minister or ovangelist is not to examine FOR HIMSELF any literature,
any position, any side of a question, exccpt that given us by the Twelve., That
we arc to looke--for this is what this prineiple will lcad to=--not to God,
not the our Bibles, but to MEN in ccrtain positiong in tho church, for what we
may boclicve and practice, If we comc to that, brothren, then our membors must
look to MEN, not to God or His "Tord, for salvation. As onc of the Soventy, I
unalterably oppose any such poliecy in our Church, and hope it will nover be
adepted or practised, .

Vheh I considered joining the preosont organization, before doing so, 1
had assurancc from somc of the Twelve that, outside of tho 40 poinmts, ministers
would be left FREL to advance in lisht, and to preach as they folt led. I havs
oxcerciscd thatfright and privilage, as I ADWAYS SHALL, for it is a Biblo right
and privilage, but it has brought upon my hoad some hcavy opposition. I hopo
sincoroly this mattor may be settled at this mocting.

FOR THE VWRITING OF THE SCRIPTURE, and wero inspirod dircet of the Holy Bpirit,

as is plain from versc 28, making FINAL a truth not yet at that time recorded in
Seripturc, and now REVEALED BY TIE HOLﬁY SPiRIT DIRECT, and to bo rceorded, as it
is rccorded herc, IN SCRIPTURE, Thoy wore diroetly inspirod for the writing of

Seripture. You brethren are not, and I have faith you will never claim to be,

This 15th chapter of Acts, then, cannot be used to show that all the people
on earth today must go to the Twelve to learn whether a dectrine is true, or to
learn what they must believe, TIHIS, BRETHREN, IS ONE OF THE TWO GREAT ISSUES
NOW AT STAKE, If the Church decides we must all be guided by the twelve, in all
points, which amounts to letting the 12 study the Bibae ﬁf for us, do our
thinking for us, causing us to look to MEN and not to God for truth, and for
salvation, then the Church is writing its own death-warrant, so far as usefulness

at God's hands A#¢ is concerned.

Now how did Paul learn what was truth, and what te preach? Did he go to the

Twelve? Did he preach what he was told by them, or any man? Notice Galatians
The Church already was operating with the 12, the 7, and the 70. But Paul

1:15=19,

did not go to them for instruction in what to preach., Rather, he says that WHEN

God called him, and converted him, that he might preach, "immediately I conferred
NOT with flesh and blood: neither went I up to Jerusalem tg_them'whichfﬁere apestles
before me; but I went into Arabia, and returned again to Damascus. Then AFTER

THREZ YEARS I went up to Jerusalem to see Peter, and sbede with him 15 days, but

other of the Apostles saw I none, save James,"

Now read on inte the second chapter: "Then FOURTEEN YEARS AFTER I went up
again to Jerusagm with Barnabus, and took Titus with me also. And I went up by
revelation,"====what for? To ask them what to preach? NO: "and communicated
UNTO THEM THAT GOSPEL WHICH I PREACH among the Gentiles." (Gal, 2:1-2). Paul
received enlighterment of what was truth, and what to preach, BY THE HOLY SPIRIT.

Since the New Testament Seripture was not yet written, he received it by direct
revelation, But, now, since it is written, ministers sheuld learn what to preach
BY THE HOLY SPIRIT guiding them, individually, into a RIGHT understanding of
what is written in COD'S WORD. Paul was direoctly inspired and used in writing =

large portion of the New Testament,

There is no example in Scripture, and no command, to look to the Twelve, or
any one man or group of men, to lead us into understanding of Seripture. I,stead,
Jesus warned of the FALSE PROPHETS that would appear. If we trust MEN, who shall
we ¥now who is false? When Paul came to Berca, the Bereans did not kmow whether

Paul preached truth or false doctrine. They are commended, celled NOBLE, in that
they LISTENED with all rcadiness of mind, and then SEARCHED THE SCRIPTURES, WHETHER
whet he preached was SO. That is the BIBLE VAY for the individuall (Acts 17:10-11).
e are commanded, as ministers and individuals, NOT to ask the Twelve or any men
what is truth, but to "STUDY, to show thysclf approved unto God," This is to the
individual SELF, We are commanded to SEARCI THE SCRIPTURES, not go to the Twelzeé
y into

When HE, the SPIRIT OF TRUTH is come, HE, not men, will guide you individuall
n sce things diforently, they

the TRUTH, Now Rome argues that sincc difforent me

cannot be trusted to do thige--~they must look te an infallible CHURCH for truth.

Rome holds tho CHURCH is infallibly inspired of God, and cannot make a wrong do=

cision as to doectrine. Brethron, are we geing to accopt the argument of ROME,

or the truth of the SCRIPTURE?
