Gospels classes-read me first
Greetings, and welcome to the classes on the Gospels.
This series of classes begins with four background classes on the Gospels setting the stage for studying the Gospels. You should begin with these before starting the studies of the Gospels themselves.  

Following this you will find the classes listed in order: Gospels class 1, Gospels class 2, etc., with a brief description of the subject matter of that particular study. Most classes will have four files—Word, pdf, PowerPoint and mp3. Not all classes have a PowerPoint file since in a few cases it wasn’t needed. 
Most classes will have two mp3 files—one for the message given in Denver in the morning and a second one given in Colorado Springs (with CS at the end of the title) given in the afternoon. The Colorado Springs mp3s are usually a few minutes longer and contain a few more details as a result of feedback from the message given first in Denver.
The PowerPoint files use a condensed font not normally found on most computers. If the text looks odd, you may wish to load the fonts found in the folder “fonts for PowerPoint.” Hopefully this will make the slides with text show up correctly on your computer.
I’ve also included various other sermon files that may be helpful. A number of these relate to the Holy Days and include a large amount of material from the Gospels. Others discuss such subjects as the meaning of the words “Jesus Christ,” what it means to be a disciple, remez—a first-century teaching method found repeatedly in the Gospels, and various other topics that relate to the Gospels.
