More than 140,000
members and families
of the Worldwide
Church of God will
meet in 94 sites in 51
countries to attend the
Church’s annual Fes-
tival, of which Ulladul-
la is a part this year.

This is the third year
the hurch as
selected Ulladulla as a
Festival site.

Joseph W. Takach,
gastor general of the

The Festival, which
consists of eight days of
worship services and
family-orientated acti-
vities, biblically repre-
sents the 1,000-year
rule of Jesus Christ.

A videotaped mes-
sage explaining the sig-
nificance of the last
Holy Day — which bib-
lically represents a
time when all human-
ity will have an oppor-
tunity to hear and
adopt God’s way of life
— is presented in the
afternoon of the last
day of the Festival
season.

The feast of
Tabernacles is the cap-
stone of the annual
biblican seasons
observed by the Worl-
dwide Church of God.

The first event
observe by the
Church is Passover,

which reviews and pic-
tures the sacrifice of
Jesus Christ.

~ Immediately follow-
ing the symbolic
observance of Christ’s
death — which opened
the way for personal
salvation and eternal
life — the Church
observes the Days of
Unleavened Bread.
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
