Will Christians be Taken Into Captivity?
The great tribulation-our time of captivity-is a time when the Christians are to be tried.

In Matt. 24:9, we read: "Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my names' sake."

This refers to both national and spirit​ual Israel. That is, the nations of Israel today, America, England and the North​western Democracies of Europe will suf​fer during the coming war or the tribu​lation period when Europe arises to war against us. But, also those called to be a separate people, true Christians, spiritual Israel, will suffer greatly because of their belief.

Again, in Revelation 7:14 we are told the following: "And He said to me, These are they which came out of great tribulation, and have washed their robes, and made them white in the blood o f the Lamb." These are they who have gone through the captivity and finally proved themselves worthy of Everlasting Life.
Also turn to Rev. 6:9-11, "And when he had opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar the souls of them that were slain for the word o f God, and for the testi​mony which they held: And they cried with a loud voice, saying, How long, 0 Lord, holy and true, dost thou not judge and avenge our blood on them that dwell on the earth? And white robes were given unto every one of them; and it was said unto them, that they should rest yet for a little season, until their fellow servants also and their brethren, that SHOULD be killed as they WERE, should be fulfilled."

The preceding certainly shows that many Christians will have to suffer during the captivity as they did during the Middle Ages. The church has to flee twice in Revelation 12. But, God has shown us a way of escape if we will heed, by our obedience to Him. Read Luke 21:36, "Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be accounted worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the Son of man."
