Just a few years 
ago, at the last Feast of Tabernacles my 
brother, Richard David Armstrong, at­
tended, there were only 2,800 people 
meeting together in the old tabernacle, 
which is now the dining hall. Then, in 
1958, the "new" tabernacle was erected. 
It was only two-thirds as large that year 
as it is today. 

In the tall of 1958, 4,200 of God's 
people met in the big aluminized steel 
tabernacle. It became apparent, based 
IIron this phenomenal growth, that the 
tabernacle had to be enlarged imme­
diately! 

Then, following the enlargement of 
[he tabernacle to irs present size of 376 
feet by 12 I feet, and not a single pillar 
or post inside of the entire building,

5,500 of God's people attended in 1959. 
It seemed impossible-mrely the at­

tendance wOlllcl begin to level off soon! 
But it didn't! 

This fall, about 7,100 were packed 
into the huge building, and it was 
FULL!

-adding to His Church DAILY such as 
should be saved! But-as God blesses 
His Church with such heartening 
growth, it also lays a tremendous re­
sponsibility and burden upon those of 
us who are serving God in the feeding 
of the Bocks, and on Mr. Armstrong, 
who is burdened with the staggering 
decisions which must be made in all 
the top-level phases of God's work.

The thousands gathered near Rig 
Sandy heard deep, inspirational, moving 
sermons, with a seemingly constant 
accent on the glorious KINGDOM of 
God, its purpose, wbat it will be like, 
and our part in it. 

Mr. Armstrong set the theme for the 
Feast with inspiring sermons on WHY 
God commands its observance, showing 
us a foretaste of the WORLD TOMORROW 
-the coming Kingdom of God. It was 
a real thrill for God's people to live 
together, study, pray, grow together, 
and enjoy true spiritual fellowship­
acting out an actual PICTURE of the 
Kingdom of God! 

Many of the ministers from local

after the Feast. Ordained to the rank of 
Preaching Elder, Mr. Kelly and his wife, 
the former Norva Lee Pyle, also a grad­
uate of Ambassador, are now busily 
serving this growing two-church area. 

It was especially heart-warming to 
all the members of the Headquarters 
Church, to see the ordination of Mr. 
Charles Hunting to the rank of Local 
Elder in the Pasadena Church. Mr. 
Hunting, though an older man, having 
been called of God after years in the 
service and subsequently in private busi­
ness, is now a Senior at Ambassador, 
and Student Body President. His office 
as an Elder in God's Church will enable 
him to serve much more effectively in 
the frequent counseling he must do, and 
in praying for the sick in the Southern 
California area. 

One member wrote, "I am writing 
to let you know that 1 really enjoyed 
the Feast of Tabernacles. I was so 
thrilled. I just can't find words to ex­
press the enjoyment I did receive by 
attending the Feast. This was my first 
year to attend. I enjoyed all the service. 
The singing was beautiful. The chorale 
just can't be beat. I have never heard 
SUdl beumiful music in my life. The 
ordination of the young ministers was 
a great thrill ... the order and quiet­
ness of such a large crowd, the good 
behavior of the children, the smiling 
faces and pleasant associations with 
God's people, the delicious food, with 
the beautiful grounds on which the 
Tabernacle is located drew me closer 
to God and gave me a glimpse of the 
soon-coming Kingdom of God. After 
beillg ill the midst of seven thousand 
people with the same mind, same trials 
and tests, it gave me a broader vision 
and I don't feel in a little world alone 
with God and with all the trials and 
tests to bear ... " 

This heart-warming letter is only one 
of many dozens we have received from 
those attending for the first rime. If 
there could be ample space, I know 
each letter would be equally inspiring 
to all of you-seeing the real bZe.rsingJ 
God pours out upon us and the hap­
piness they bring. 

The Feast in England 
Mr. Armstrong was able to remain at 

the big tabernacle near Big Sandy, 
Texas for only four days. Then, in the 
middle of the Feast, he had to fly from 
Dallas to New York, and on to London, 
so he could be with those meeting on 
OUT own Ambassildor campus in Eng­
land. Mr. Armstrong brought sermons 
before the congregation assembled in 

England for the last twO days of the 
Feast, and on the eighth day, picturing 
the Great White Throne Judgment. 

With many of God's ministers, in­
cluding several families and students 
from Ambassador College in Pasadena, 
and with the brethren from Britain and 
continental Europe, the atmosphere in 
England was one of a warm, family-knit 
group. 

Mr. Roderick Meredith, having com­
pleted three successful evangelistic cam­
paigns in England, resulting in the rais­
ing up of three new churches, deliv­
ered inspiring messages on lhe m.eartirtg 
of the Feast, the picturing of the King­
dom of God. Sermons were brought by 
Mr. Raymond McNair, who is an evan­
gelist in God's Church, and has been 
in charge of the work in England for 
about two years; by Dr. Benjamin Rea, 
former head of the Spanish Department 
of Ambassador College in the United 
States, who is now principal of the col­
lege in England; by Mr. Ernest Martin, 
who will be teaching in the college; and 
Mr. George Meeker, who has been as­
sisting in the churches and office in 
England for many months. 

With nearly 2:50 people in attendance 
en our own grounds, it was truly an in­
spiring and uplifting Feast of Taber­
nacles. 

Large Number Meet in Africa 
Mr. J. E. Mwambula, our representa­

tive in Northern Rhodesia, Africa, re­
ported that the number attending the 
first Holy Day of the Feast was 250. 
However, from a color slide Mr. Mwam­
bula sent to us while we were at the 
Feast, we are almost certain Mr. Mwam­
bula must have counted only the 
adult heads of household, for there 
appeared to be fully more than 600 
or 700 people in the picture! Mr. 
Mwambula said the number increased 
until there were 475 attending the 
meetings during the middle of the Feast. 

During the Feast there, the District 
Commissioner wanted Mr. Mwambula 
to halt the meetings because the Church 
had not been "registered" at that par­
ticular town of Kitwe. Mr. Mwambula, 
however, showed him the letter for 
registering the Church at Lusaka, the 
capital of Northern Rhodesia, and he 
was allowed to continue with the meet­
ings-showing how God does intervene 
for His people! 

Mr. Mwambula has been working 
diligently in translating much of the 
literature, and is going to send some 
of his translations to be reprinted in 
this country very soon. He said, "People 
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are very Illudl pleased to hear that they 
will receive books in their own lan­
guages." 

From the Philippines! 

Mr. Ortiguero reportS: "A full eight­
day festival was observed from October 
6 to 13. Four provinces were repre­
sented. San Nicolas, Pangasinan with 
three representatives, Lanao, Davao, 
Bukidnon with about 430 people. We 
had evening, morning and afternoon 
services for the first, third and eighth 
day. While for the other days there 
were evening and morning services only. 
The afternoons were free for all. There 
were indoor baseball, volley ball, hiking, 
sightseeings around Kiara in the woods 
and farms of the brethren. 

"On the first day there was only 
43 brethren who attended the first day's 
services, but after the first day to the 
last day many come. On the third there 
were 329 adults and some children. On 
the fourth day to the last day still the 
number increased, and the last day 444 
adults were counted and about 150 
children." 

Mr. Ortiguero concluded his letter, 
after describing the subjects of the ser­
mons and all that took place by saying: 
"There were no troubles or confusion 
made during the Feast and all of us 
were greatly blessed. After the 13th, 
many began going home, while Mr. 
Descargar and I were left in Kiara to 
keep the Sabbath. Thank you for your 
prayers and we felt the presence of 
God and that there was a very happy 
and joyous occasion." 

Work Booming in Australia! 
Mr. Gerald Waterhouse, assisted by 

Mr. Tony Hammer, conducted services 
in a wonderful Feast of Tabernacles 
in the land 'way "down under," in 
Australia! Mr. Waterhouse reported an 
attendance of 103 on the first day, with 
the largest attendance of 104 on the 
eighth day. 

During the Feast of Tabernacles in 
Austral ia, there were fifteen baptized 
and added to God's Church! 

Mr. Waterhouse wrote: "God kept 
the people well through the festival­
not one had LQ miss because of illness 
(some were anointed and raised up 
quite rapidly) ... as was the case for 
the entire time of the Festival of Un­
leavened Bread, God gave us almost 
per~ect weather for the full eight days. 
TWICe, reports came over the radio that 
the weather was going to turn bad­
neither prediction materialized, we are 
quite sure God saw to that. 

"Mr. Hammer and I gave the best 
sermons of our minislry as a result of 
extra help extended by God. In each 
sermon we could feel power that we 



just don't normally have to the same 
degree on the weekly Sabbath. We know 
this resulted from the many prayers of­
fered LIp for us in each of the other 
umgregations throughout the world. 
This heIp enabled a very remarkable 
change to be evidenced in the lives of 
many who were in attendance for the 
first time. One would hardly believe 
that people could learn so much about 
doing things in an organized and har­
monioLls manner in just eight days of 
proper guidance from the Word of God 
and through the help of God's Holy 
Spirit. 

'The distance some of the brethren 
traveled to attend this historical Feast 
of Tabernacles [perhaps the first Feast 
of Tabernacles in all of history in AIlS­
tralia} was staggering-some flew two 
or more thol/Jamt miles.' 

"One of the highlights of the fes­
tival transpired on Tuesday, October 
II th, when fifteen people were baptized. 
This number, supplementing the nine 
we baptized of the local people on 
September 24th, brought the number 
of those baptized after the Feast of 
Trumpets through the Feast of Taber­
n;H:Jes to 24. 

'The number who were members 
in Australia before the Feast of Trum­
pets was :I 5 ()x7) and with the inclu­
sioll of 7 of us fWIn the United States, 
the number was 42 (6x7). These figures 
(lot only [(:,veal some interesting nu­
merical patterns but also show that God 
<,dded more than 50S'';) to His Church 
in Australia in the short period of time 
between the Feast of Trumpets and the 
end of the Feast of Tabernacles." 

And now, on the heels of this won­
derful news of the Feast of Tabernacles 
in Australia, comes truly inspiring word 
from Mr. Armstrong that, as a result 
of his recent visit to Australia, plans 
have been approved to add a tOtal of 
THIRTY-NINE NEW RADIO STATIONS IN 

AUSTRALIA! 
This will bring the (otal number of 

radio stations in Australia to about the 
s;une number as in the UlIiLed Scates!
