A RE YOU SURE that we are, defi­
.l"1. nitely, the true Church of God? 

Have you read, in the Auto· 
biography being published in The 
PLAIN TRUTH, that I, myself, more 
than thirty years ago, was puzzled about 
the question "WHERE is the one tme 
Church which CHRIST founJeJ, auJ of 

which HE is the living Head today? 
After some years I discovered, not 

only where, and which, was thc one 

true Church-·but also that I was actu­
ally in it! How did I know? How did 
I recognize it? 

By ITS FRUITS! 
And foremost among those identi­

fying fruits is the statement of the 
resurrected Jesus, applying to this 
Church, in Revelation 3: 8: "I know thy 
works: behold, I have set before thee 
an open door, and no man can shut it; 
for thou hast a little strength, and hast 
kept my W orel, and hast not denied my 
name." 

Being faithful to GOD'S WORD is 

the chief qualifying requirement. That 
includes believing God's Word, and 
proclaiming God's Word - but also 
obeying it, being faithful never to 
compromise with it, actually livmg it! 

In my personal life, during the early 
years when this Church was insignifi­
cantly small, the temptations to com­
promise with it, depart partially from it, 
reject portions of it, or just "stretch 
it" a wee bit, were almost as mallY a~ 

the persecutions for being faithful to 
it, and refusing all compromise. 

If mistakes are made and it is hu­

man to err-we must be ready and 
willing, and sufficiently yielded to God 
to correlt the error or repent of the 
wrong. And that, this Church has done 
and still does. 

In the April, 1964, isue of The 
GOOD NEWS, there was an error in 
expounding the Word of God. This 
error was not realized by the man who 
wrote it. In his eager zeal he wrote

For some--it is! 
I was absolutely dumbfounded by a 

recent monthly Church report, in which 
some of our men on the Ilery large 
Visiting Program in the Southern Cali­
fornia area had given some very sad­
dening reports. 

They told of families who would 

i/ot answer the door when they came; 
of a woman who was seen peeking at 
lhem f rum behind the LUrlains as they 
approached the door, and then who 
hid until the men finally had to go 
away; of families who arc made nerv­

OilS, who "fidget" all the way through 
the meeting, and are secretive with the 
men on the Visiting Program; of fami­
lies who must msh to hide the ash­
trays; of families who are just down­
right RMRARRASSED to visit sincerely 
and seriously about THE BIBLE! 

Shocking? I should say it is! 
In reading through these reports, 

asked myself, "Whaaaaaaaaaat? And 
these people are chllrch-going people 
-GOD'S people-people who believe 
they are truly members of the Body of 
Christ?" I believe, brethren - and I 

address this to those who are truly 
brethren-the answer is most obvious 
they are NOT really converted and 
growing members of God's Church at 
all ! 

This has become a seriottJ problem. 
All too many of those who like to 
"kid themselves" into believing they 
ARE members of God's true Church 
have carried some of the very same 
attitudes of the world right over into 
their Church attendance and professed 
Christian lives! 

True to the prophecies of your Bible, 
there are MANY who really ARE cleaving 
to the true Church of God with "flat­
teries" ! 

Notice! "And they that understand 
among the people shall instruct MANY: 

yet they shall fall by the sword, and by 
flame, by captivity, and by spoil, many 
days." 

This is describing the true CHURCH 
of God, through more than 2,000 years 
of history' The prophecy continued, 
"Now when they shall fall, they shall 
be hoI pen [helped] with a little help: 
but MANY SHALL CLEAVE TO THEM 
WITH FLATTERIES!" (Dan. 11:33-34). 

What about it, brethren? Are any 
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of YOU "flattering yourself" that you 
really ARE a Christian - when you 
KNOW you are not? 

Such a thing would truly be a most 
diJaJ/l"OliJ mistake-and a futile, utterly 
wastef ul and usel ess one ! To merely 
"kid oneself" into an attitude of, "Oh, 
well, everything will work out all right 
JOllleho1l'," when you really KNOW your 
spiritual condition is in serious danger 
would be a frightful mistake, indeed. 

Are YOU one who has a hostile feel­
ing toward God's servants? Do you feel 
a twinge of cOIlJcie!lc(!, a little annoy­
allce, when you hear a car door slam­
thinking it may be members of the 
Visiting Program? Do you have some­
thing to HIDE, when the Visiting Pro­
gram comes calling? Do YOU, like so 
many mentioned in this monthly report, 
wish the Visiting Program WOULDN'T 
visit I 

I sincerely hope and pray this is not 
the case with the great majority of 
God's people! And yet, it very defi­
nitely iJ the case with far too many! 

What Is the Visiting Program? 

Brethren, the rapid growth of God's 
true Church is simply staggering. It 
seems to me it was only a very few 
years ago (and it actually WAS only a 
l'el'Y few years ago!) that only a small 
handful of us were meeting in ONE 
LOCATION on the face of this WHOLE 
EARTH-and that was all there WAS to 
God's Church! 

It seems almost incredible, now. But 
it is absolutely TRUE that, in the begin­
ning years of Ambassador College, 
there was only ONE Jr1lali handful of 

people meeting in the college library 
in the one college building-and there 
tNre 110 othel'J.' The only "Church of 
God" that met ANYWHERE on any 
weekly Sabbath on the FACE OF THIS 
EARTH was right here on the Ambassa­
dor College campus, in those years. 

By the time God called me into His 
service and into His true Church, that 
little handful had grown upwards of 
100. The college was still VERY small. 
The Churdl was {!ely small-but grow­
ing steadily. By this time, God had be­
gun to provide a few ministers to help 
Mr. Armstrong in this gleal alld grow­
ing Work of God which was, then, 
only a tiny percentage as big as it is 
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now! First Mr. Raymond Cole, later 
Mr. Roderick Meredith, Mr. Raymond 
McNair, Mr. Dean Blackwell and other 
ministers were senl, al different times, 
up into the Pacific Northwest to hold 
together a few remaining faithful ones 
at the original "Mother Church" of the 
Philadelphia era, at Eugene, Oregon. 

These TWO small, seemingly insig­
nificant bodies of believers were the 
ONLY places on the FACE OF THIS 
EARTH in which God's true people were 
meeting for a period of several more 
years! 

Finally, the Church and the college 
grew to the point that they could no 
longer meet in the college library. 

It became necessary to find other 
quarters. To this clay, Gocl's Work has 
been as yet unable to build its own 
Church auditorium. College students 
still must go off campl/J for their ml­
lege forums and assemblies, having 
outgrown even the little temporary, re­
built "shed" which served as an assem­
bly hall for a few years. At first, they 
had to meet alit of do a I'J., in the lower 
gardens. Now, they must meet in a 
dingy, poorly lit "Elk's Club" audi­
torium a block off campus. 

But Ambassador College began to 
BEAR FRUIT! 

All of that is so much HISTORY, now. 
But I wonder, brethren, if any of us 
can truly and deeply APPRECIATE the 
tremendous fruit that is being born by 
Ambassador College as much as Mr. 
Armstrong, himself? 

Mr. Armstrong, burdened with the 
daily broadcast, teaching ALL the Bible 
classes in the early years of college, 
plus writing the Co-Worker letters, 
PLAIN TRUTH articles, GOOD NEWS 
articles, booklets, personal letters, tak­
ing care of all his executive duties, plus 
numerous student and faculty confer­
ences, conducting the affairs of the 
entire growing BUSINESS of the whole 
Work of God-also was the only pastor 
to a large and growing local Church! 

He simply had NO TIME for going 
to private members' homes, visiting 
them in their own living rooms about 
their own private and personal prob­
lems! At best, he could only answer 
a few hasty questions before he got 
away frum a sermon after a weekly 
Sabbath service, with, like all ministers, 
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perspiration-soaked shut and coat, and 
the possibility of catching a cold if he 
could not get into dry clothes quickly. 

Mr. Armstrong felt deeply about this 
problem-realized the serious NEED for 
more and more PERSONAL contact with 
God's people. 

At the same time, he realized that 
the pressing needs of God's growing 
Work JemanJeJ mure allil lIIore of HIS 

TIME in a "public" ministry, more than 
a private or personal one. At first, there 
was no organized "Visiting Program" 
within the local Church. Gradually, 
however, as other ministers were or­
dained, many of the local members 
were being visited by the newly or­
dained ministers and elders. 

Finally, it was decided to set up a 

regular Jchedlile for visiting the breth­
ren! With a few ordained ministers, 
ph1' other graduate and senior students 
in the college coming along who were 
truly dedicated-who were studying to 
be future ministers, it wa, hecoming 
increasingly obvious that a Visiting Pro­
gram would be to the very great bless­
ing and mlltllal benefit of all! 

The brethren would be HELPED! 
They would be Jerved-have their ques­
tions answered, their personal problems 
discussed and, hopefully, solved. They 
would be encouraged. Many who were 
shut-ins, elderly, crippled, or who could 
not get out very often would be blessed 
with having fellowship with others of 
God's people - right in their own 
homes! 

Everyone thought this new decision 
of Jesus Christ was truly WONDERFUL! 

And it was! 
From that time to this, the Visiting 

Program has grown frum the Head­
quarters Church to ALL tbe local 
churches, the district churches, the of­
fices around the world.' Today, exten­
sive Visiting Programs are carried on 
by nearly all the churches, from Bricket 
Wood in England, from our offices in 
North Sydney, Australia, from Johan­
nesburg, South Africa, and, of course, 
the largest program of all right from 
Headquarters m Pasadena, California. 

Even with this large and growing 
Visiting Program, members are not 
blessed with anywhere NEAR enough 
visits! MANY must go "hungry" for

Simon Magus Begins 
UNIVERSAL Church 

History comes alive with the startling story of how Simon 
Magus-branded a FALSE PROPHET by the book of Acts­

established HIS OWN UNIVERSAL church! 

SIMON MAGUS was a Babylonian 
priest. He was a part of the Baby­
lonian community that had been 

living in the land of Northern Israel 
ever since the Northern Ten Tribes 
were carried away captive by the 
Assyrians.

He so swayed the whole of the Sa­
maritan nation that (dl gave heed to 
him-they did for c/ uer)' IOllg time 

(Verses 9-11). But when he saw the

potential of Christianity, he endeavored 
to bllY (Ill apo.rtleship ill the Churdl. 
Peter rebuked him sternly. 

Simon Magus and HIS 
Universal Church 

Simon Magus, after his rejection by 
Peter, began to fashion hiJ OU'll "Chris­
tian" church-a church of which HE 
1/'as head--a church designed to com­
pletely overthrow the True Church of 
God. His idea was to blelld together 
Babylonian teaching with Jome of the 
te3rhings of Christ-especially to take 
the l7ame of Christ-and thus create 
ONE UNIVERSAL CHURCH! But a church 
with Rlbylonial2i.r1ll as its basis. 

Harnack, a church historian, states 
that Simon Magus "proclaimed a doc­
trine in which the Jewish faith was 
strangely and grotesquely mixed with 
BABYLONIAN myths, together with some 
Greek additions. The mysterioltJ wor-

.fhip. . in consequence of the widened 
horizon and the deepening religious 
feeling, finally the wild SYNCRETISM 
[that is, blending together of religious 
beliefs], wh(J~e aiIIl WAS A UNIVbKSAL 
RELIGION, all contributed to gain ad­
herents for Simon" (Vol. 1, p. 244). 

Simon can be classified among the 

major group of .ro-called Christians 
(and Simon called himself such), called 
by Harnack the: "decidedly anti-Jewish 
groups. . . . They advanced much fur­
ther in the criticism of the Old Testa­
ment and perceived the impossibility 
of saving it [that is, the Old Testa­
mentJ for the Christian UNIVERSAL 
RELIGION. They rather connected this 
[universal] religion with the cultus­
wisdom of BABYLON and SYRIA" (Vol. 
1, p. 246). 

With this background, we can under­
stand why Peter so strongly rebuked 
Simon for his Babylonian ideas. Peter

prophesied that this was the man who 
was to be the "gaJl of bitterness, and 
bond of inicjuity" to the True Church. 
Simon's attitude was COl'1'IIpt in the 

extreme .' 
The Bible shows he had been work­

ing through dPillollJ. And yet, he 
finally c(tlled himself a "Christian." Dr. 
McGiffert speaking of Simon Magus 
says: "His effort to rival and surpass 
Jesus very likely began after his COIl­

tact lI'ith the Christialls that Ltlke 
records. His religious system was ap­
parently a SYNCRETISM of Jewish 
(mel Orimta/ elelllmtJ" (Hasting's 
Dietiolla!'), of the Apostolic Chllrch, 
Vol. 2, p. 497). 

Simon's Later Activities 

To read all the material that the 
writers of the 2nd to the 4th centuries 
wrote about this man and his followers, 
would literally take days. He has been 
called by many of them "the father of 
HERESY," and, apart from the Bible, the 
amount of literature devoted to him 
and his activities, shows he lived up 
to that title. 

Some of the followl!1g authorities to 
be brought forth were eye-witnesses of 
many of the things mentioned, and 
they were writing to others who were 
likewise eye-witnesses. Much of the 
testimony to be mentioned is conclusive 
and canllut be set aside. 

With this evidence of Simon's activ­
ities afte!' his rejection by Peter, we will 
clearly be able to see why Luke thoughl 
it most important to tell the real con­
dition of this man, proving that he was 
in actuality NEVER an Apostle of Christ. 
In this regard, notice the comment of 
Hasting's Dictiollt1!,Y of the ApoJtolie 
Ch/ll'ch, Vol. 2, p. 196: 

"Bllt it Ileed NOT be mpposed that 
when Simon broke with the Christians 
HE RENOUNCED ALL HE HAD LEARNED. 
1 I is lIlore p!'obable that he carried 
some of the Christian ideas with him 
and that 17" "/I'()1;P thpJp i)]to r1 .rYJte1ll 

of his OU'II. This system did contain 
some of the later germs of Gnosticism. 
Thus he became a leader of a retro­
grade sect, perhaps nominally Christian 
dlUl certdilll; IIsillg JOllie of the Chris­
liclJl terminology but in reality anti­
Christian and exalting Simon himself 
to the central position which Chris-
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tianity was giving to Jesus Christ" 
(Ibid) . 

Simon Magus Blends Paganism 
With Christianity! 

What Simon did was to bring in the 
Babylonian and Greek religious beliefs 
into a form of Christianity in order to 
bring about, as Harnack says, a UNI­
VERSAL [Catholic] religion. 

"The Amalgam of paganism and 
Christicl1lity which was characteristic of 
Gnosticism, and which was eJpecially 
obl;ioltJ ill the Simollian sYJtem, is 
readily explicable hi the teaching of 
Simon Maglls; who, according to the 
story in Acts, was brought into intimate 
contact with Christian teaching withottt 
becoming a gelillille member" (Ibid., 
p. 496). 

We further find in Schaff's HiJtory 
of the Church a reference to this Si­
mon Magus. He says: 

"The author, or first representative 
of this baptized HEATHENISM, ac­
cording to the uniform testimony of 
Christian antiquity, is Simon Magus, 
u)ho 1(1lI711e Jtiollabl y cICI 1(1 lerated Chris­
tiemity with pagan ideas (md practice.!. 
and gave himself out, in a pantheistic 
style for an emanation of God" (Apos­
tofte ChriJtlaJlify; Vol. 2, p. 566). 

Simon only used the name of Chris­
tianity to bring about his own desired 
ends. The Dictionary of Religion alld 
Elhics says that Simon was "a false 
Messiah, who practiced magical arts 
and Jl(bJeqlfl!lltly attempted, by the elid 

and u'ith the sallctioll of Christiewi!)" 
to set up a rival UNIVERSAL [Catho­
lic] RELIGION" (Vol. 11, p. 514). 

Again, what do the histories tell us 
Simon's doctrines consisted of pri­
marily? 

"Two independent traditions profess 
to preserve the teaching of Simon, the 
one betraying the influence of Alex 
andrian allegory, the other of SYrldJl 
cI1ld Babylollian reli gioll" (Dictionary 
of Religioll (md Ethier; Vol. 11, p. 
516) . 

It is no wonder that Luke hits hard 
at the infamy of Simon-for Simon 
claimed to be a Christian-even an 
Apostle-and yet was preaching Baby­
lonian paganiml. HE WAS CALLING 
PAGANISM BY THE NAME OF CHRIS­
TIANITY! 
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"EviJently lhe Simolliall lIere~y al­
ways had a Christian tinge. This made 
it more dangero/ls to Christicl1ls than a 
gnostic which did not affect any Chris­
tian influence. Llike therefore would 
be anxiolls to disclose the tl'lle circllm­
,rtallce,r that accollnted for the origin of 

the sect-circumstances highly discred­
itable to Simon" (HaJtillg'x Bible Die­
firma}'); p. 498). 

The reason Luke recorded this en­
counter with Simon was its far-reaching 
effects. As Hasting's explains, the im­
portant reason was that of "Luke's well­
known plan of describing THE FIRST 
MEETING between Christianity and rival 
systems" (I bid.; p. 498). 

Luke gives in detail the principal 
character who established the so-called 
Christian counterpart of the Truth in 
the Apostles' days. This is the reason 
the Apostles in their church letters 
mall)' fillies mention the falJe sFtem 
ax ALREADY IN EXISTENCE, but fail to 
describe its origin. They didn't have to. 
That was already done RIGHT AT THE 
FIRST by Luke! 

Who History Says This 
Simon Became! 

"When Justin Martyr wrote [152 
A.D.] hIS Apology, the sect ot the Si­
monians appears to have been formida­
ble, for he speaks four times of their 
founder, Simon; and we need not doubt 
that he identified him with the Simon 
of the Acts. He states that he was a 
Samaritall, adding that his birthplace 
was a ,'illage called Gitta; he describes 
him as a formidable magician, and 
tells t/J,lt be Celllle to ROME ill fhe 
dCI)J of Claudills Canal' (45 A.D.), and 
made such an impression by his magi­
cal powers, THAT HE WAS lION· 
ORED AS A GOD, a stcllNf beil7f!, 
erected to him all the Tiber; between 
the two bridges, bearing the inscrip­
tion 'Simoni deo Sancto' (i.e. the holy 
god Simon)" (Dietiollary of ChriJtian 
Rio!{l'aphy, Vol. 4, p. 682). 

That these things actually happened 
CANNOT BE DOUBTED! Justin was writ­
ing to the Roman people M the time 
and they could certainly have exposed 
Justin's credulity if what he said was 
not so. And, that a statue of Simon 
was actually erected is definite, for

How can I prove that the Trib­
ulation and the Day of the Lord 
are two separate events? 

Here is what certain denominations 
and lIIen claim: 

"It is again important to emphasize 
the fact that the day of the Lord IS the 
day of His wrath. So al.ro ;J the trib­
lIlatiOiI. That is the only explanation 
of the terrible things that come to pass 
at that time" (Strombeck, J.F.; FirJt 
the Rapt//re, p. 47). 

But notice what the BIBLE SAYS con­
ceming these two events: 

2. Moon became as blood. 
3. Stars fell to the earth. 
4. There was a great earthquake. 
Compare these with the events 111 

Matthew 24:29. They are identical­
and occur AFTER the Great Tribulation! 

But then a most surprising fact be­
comes apparent. These events-the 
Heavenly Signs-occur BEFORE THE 
DAY OF THE LORD! (Rev. 6:17). 

Joel telIs us, "I will shew wonders 
in the heavens and in the earth . . . 
The SUll Jhall be ttlmed into darkness, 
and the moon into blood, BEFORE the 
great anc1 the terrible day of the Lord 
come" (Joel 2:30, 31).

It says that the identica! signs (sun 
being darkened and moon turning to 
blood)-come AFTER the Great Tribu­
lation (Matt. 24:29; Rev. 6:9, 12, 17) 
-and BEFORE the Day of the Lord

Jill'St, comes the Great Tribulation; 
second, come the Heavenly Signs; third, 
comes the Day of the Lord. Any men 
who hold theories to the contrary are 
found to be in total error.

Notice, carefully! These ue the 
events recorded to happen dfter the 
Trib//lation: 

1. Sun is darkened. 
2. Moon doesn't give out light. 
3. Stars fall from heaven. 
4. Powers of the heavens shaken. 
This all happens AFTER THE TRIBU-

LATION! 

Now notice another scripture. 

Revelation 6: 1-11 gives us the first 
FIVE SEALS. The fifth one is the 
GREAT TRIBULATION where we find 
"the souls of them that were slain for 
the word of God" (Verse 9). 

Then we read about the sixth seal­
after the Tl'ib/l!cttioll.' These are the 
Heavenly Signs: 

"When he had opened the sixth 
seal [the Tribulation is now over], and, 
10, there was a great earthquake; and 
the JlfIl beccllile b!dck as sackcloth of 
hair, and the 1110011 becdllle (/J blood;

On the final Holy Day and weekly 
Sabbath, many of the brethren came 
down from the Detroit and Toledo 
areas-once again in spite of adverse 
weather conditions, This time a heavy

These additional brethren swelled the 
final days' attendance to over 1400-

filling every nook and cranny of the 
Perry Auditorium! 

The fellowship, spiritual l'yhortation 
and fun rounded out another fine 
Festival season-as usual, the best Feast 
ever held in the area. 

The Passover in New York City 

Onder the direction of Mr, Raymond 
Cole-Evangelist and District Superin­
tendent for the entire East Coast--a 
total of 533 brethren partook of the 
Passover in New York this spring, The 
high attendance during the Feast of 
Unleavened Bread was 941 with over 
550 attending even the week-night 
preaching services, 

Some 22 new brethren were buried 
in baptism just before the Passover, 
and during the Feast a total of nine 
ordinations took place-the high point, 
of course, was the ordination of Mr. 
Charles Nickel as Local Elder, with 
six Deacons and two Deaconesses also 
beillg orJaineJ.

Passover in the Southeastern 
United States 

Mr. Norman A. Smith-Evangelist 
from Pasadena Headquarters - flew 
back to join Mr. Arthur Craig, area 
minister, in conducting the Passover 
Festival in Birmingham, Alabama. A 
[ull eight-day Fe~tiyal wa~ ub~elVed, 

with 391 adult members partaking of 
the Passover and an average of nearly 
800 in attendance on the annual Iloly 
Days. 

After the Passover and first Holy 
Day, Mr. Carl McNair came over from 
Memphis to assist in the preaching and 
Mr. Virgil Cox, Local Elder, also 
assisted in the preaching and counsel­
ing during the Festival. 

A most enthusiastic response to the 
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messages was felt throughout the Festi­
val. An outstanding highlight was the 
unusual zeal and enthlfJiaJ1l1 Mr. Nor­
man Smith noted among the Florida 
brethren who were hoping and pray­
ing for a local church as soon as pos­
sible I 

Special events during the Festival in­
cluded an evening fun show and two 
special educational movies whirh were 
shown.

there were several areas in the United 
States where the Passover o Illy, or per­
haps the Passover and the first Holy 
Day were observed-with the brethren 
going into one of the major areas for 
the preaching services. 

Here is a partial summary report of 
these scattered Passover services: In 

Wichita, Kansas, a total of 97 breth­
ren partook of the Passover. At Dallas, 
245 partook. At Houston, )18 breth­
ren took the symbols of Christ's broken 
body and shed blood. In San Antonio, 
1'57 partook. In Odessa, 116 partook. 
In Oklahoma City, 232 partook-plus 

others who went to Big Sandy. 
In St. Louis, 257 adult members par­

took of the Passover plus 124 in Harris­

burg, Illinois, before journeying to 
Sedalia, Missouri, for the area preach­
ing services. In Memphis, Tennessee, 
202 partook of the Passover. And in 
Minneapolis, Minnesota, 265 partook, 
with 43'5 in attelldance on the first 
Holy Day before leaving for the rest 
of the Festival at Chicago. 

Now we will co\'er the news of the 
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Passover and Festival observances over­
seas and around the world! 

The Passover in Australia 

In the "land down under" there were 
-for the first time~THREE Passover 
observances this year. 

In Sydney, our local Headquarters 

Church in that area, 179 members par­
took of the Passover with 312 in at­
tendance on the "Night To Be Much 
Observed." 

God's Evangelist ill charge of the 
Work in Australia, Mr. Wayne Cole, 
conducted all services in Sydney. His 
sermons were "meat in due season"~ 

giving the history and IlIl?clllillg of the 
Passover and Feast of Unleavened 
Bread from both the 01<1 ~nd New 
Testaments as applies to God's people 
and the world. 

The theme of the sermons was the 
URGENCY of reelll!; the leaven in OUf­

selves, adJll/ttill!; it and being zealot/J, 
dedicated and determined to Pllt it alit 
of our lives. Toward the end of the 
meetings, several were mentioning their 

desire to return for Pentecost and their 
realizatIOn that time is "running out" 
for all of us doing God's Work. 

In Melbourne, Mr. Bill Winner con­
ducted the Passover with 1 03 partaking 
and with ,In attendance of 179 on the 
Feast Night and about the same for the 
[ilst Holy Day services. These figures

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represent a sixty"six per cent increase 
in attendance over last year's Passover 
and a fifty-six per cent increase for the 
Feast! 

The fint Passover service ever held 
in the Brisbane Church was conducted 
by Clarence Huse with 65 present. This 
attendance was in spite of constant 
rain and flooding, and 125 attended 
the feast on the following evening. 
Mr. Huse reports that everyone will­
ingly "pitched in" to make the Festival 
in Brisbane a long remembered event. 

In these three Australian Church 
areas, a total of 22 repentant persons 
were baptized just before the Passover 
and during the Festival! So God's 
Work is certainly GROWING in Australia 
-:mn lpt 11S !7nt fm'[!,et these brethren 

in our prayers! 

Passover and Festival Observances 
in Great Britain 

Only incomplete reports are in from 
Britain as yet, but news has come that 
at our London Headquarters there were 
294 who took the Passover. This is 
an increase of 70 over the number who 
partook last year. Then, on the "Night 
To Be Remembered," they had 455 
in attendance. 

One member reported that there were 
excellent sermons during the Feast, 
with Mr. Raymond McNair and Mr. 
Charles Hunting-Gad's Evangelists­
leading in the preaching, assisted by 
Dr. Benjamin Rea, Mr. Ronald Dart, 
Mr. Ernest Martin and the other 
ministers in Britain. 

Many brethren came over from Ger­
many and other countries on the Conti­
nent. The beautiful new dining hall 
on our English campus was packed for 
the Ft:a~l Days, ami l wu ruUII1~ up­

stairs were also used where they em­
ployed closed-circuit TV for those who 
could not attend the services in the 
dining hall. So our brethren in Great 
Britain also enjoyed a wonderful and 
inspiring Feast- -one that will be long 
remembered! 

The Festival 10 South Africa 

Mr. Gerald Waterhouse God's 
Evangelist in charge of His Work in 
South Africa - reports: "Jesus Christ 
has just led us through a very JllcceJJ­
fill and illJpiriJl[!, Festival season here

in Johannesburg, South Africa! It was 
very much in evidence that Jesus Christ 
was leading the activities in this part 
of His Body! 

"Regardless of the sermon topic, 
Jesus Christ inspired a definite THEME 
throughout the entirety of our meet­
ings--that of our being a part of His 
Body with HEADQUARTERS in Pasadena, 
California! This lheme clearly showed 
He, through His Headquarters, is direct­
ing this great Work, which is not only 
proclaiming the Gospel as a witness, 
but also preparing us to assist Him 
in WORLD RULE when He sets His hand 
to RE-EDUCATE mankind to God's WAY 
OF LIFE!

Passover in the Philippines 

From the Philippines, Mr. Pedro 
Ortiguero-our Local Elder there- re­
ports that 513 of God's people partook 
of the Passover this year and many 
more attended the daily services and 
Bible studies. Due to the geographical 
location of the brethren on the islands 
in the Philippines, the Passover and 
Days of Unleavened Bread were ob­
served in fix different locatiom! 

Mr. Ortiguero reports that an espe­
cially inspiring service was held at San 
Nicolas, on the island of Luzon.

what he assumed to be true. Indeed, 
it may have appeared to be the correct 
exposition of the passage to most 
readers. 

As Editor of The GOOD NEWS not 
only, but also of The PLAIN TRUTH 
and the Bible CORRESPONDENCE 
COURSE, it might be expected to be my 
respon~ibility to check carefully all 
manuscripts for all these publications 
before they are set to type. But there 
are not enough of me to do that--be­
side all the other responsibilities. And 
somehow, this particular manuscript got 
by the Executive, Managing, and Senior 
Editors without being caught. 

Yet when I read it in print in the 
magazine, after returning aeain to Eng­
land, I was really shocked with dismay 
to read such a glaring misuse of a 
passage of Scripture in God's own pub. 
lication for His Church! It is, in fact, 
what I should have expected to find in 
the journals of thiJ world's churches. 
Had I read it in one of them, I should 
have considered it another example of 
their twisting and wresting the Word of 
God. 

But for those who really do TREM· 
BLE before the sacred Word of GOD, 
such careless and misleading use of a 
verse of Scripture should never occur. 
I am personally grieved, mortified and 
hurt that it did-and I am shoving 
aside all other work, pressing though it 
is, to type this Editorial and rush it 
into the very next issue of The GOOD 
NEWS. 

And I hasten to assure all members 
of God's Church that all editors and 
writers for The GOOD NEWS and The 
PLAIN TRUTH shall have been severely 
cautioned and warned-bcfon: you read 
this-to be more careful and more dili· 
gent in checking what goes into these 
publications. Actually the article il1 
question was written by a young man 
who is an advanced student at Am· 
bassador College, not yet graduated. 
But it certainly was the responsibility 
of those of us who are God's ordained 
ministers of hiehesr r~nk and are the 
Editors of the official magazine of 
God's Church, to check most carefully 

any article written by an unordained 
and inexperienced young man, before 
allowing it to appear in The GOOD 
NEWS. I personally apologize and 
assure our readers we shall try to be 
much more careful hereafter. 

The article in question began on 
page 13, issue of April, 1964. It is 
captioned "Is THE BIBLE A PROTli~­

TANT BOOK?" 

Of course all members of God's 
Churdl reali:t:e, I'm sure, that most of 
the writings called the Old Testament 
were written, originally, in the Hebrew 
language, and all of the New Testa­
ment was written in the Greek. Our 
Bibles, in the English language, have 
been translated into English from the 
Hebrew and the Greek languages. The 
article in question was concerned with 
the Greek texts from which our Eng 
lish Bibles have been translated. 

I'm sure you also realize that today 
there exist only Hebrew ~nd Greek 
copies of the Scriptures. The actual 
pieces of paper, sheep-skin or papyrus 
on which Moses wrote-or on which 
Peter, Paul, or Luke wrote originally, 
are no longer in existence, as far as 
men know. These original writings 
were copied by trained and professional 
scribes or copyists. But there are hun­
dreds of copies. The question in the 
article concerned which of these many, 
many copies in the Hebrew, and in 
the Greek, are the accurate and tme 
copies, containing the exact Hebrew 
and Greek words that were in the orig­
inals. Humans make mistakes. Humans 
have done the copying. Which are free 
from either mistakes, or from deliberate 
alterations? 

The article gave PROOF that God 
flsed the Jews in preserving accurate 
and true copies of the Old Testament 
in Lhe Hebrew language. Also the arti­
cle, at first, made clear that it was GOD 
who actually preserved the exact same 
words, in the true Hebrew and Greek 
copies, that He had inspired in the 
original writings. He merely used the 
Jews as His instruments in accurately 
copying and re-copying (as copies be­
came used, worn, and old with age) 
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the Hebrew texts of the Old Testa­
ment. All this was true and accurate. 
God actually committed the 1/ Qt'acler of 
God"-that is, the actual written words 
of these Scriptures-to the Jews (Ro­
mans 3:2). 

But the glaring ERROR which slapped 
me in the face with shock, amazement, 
and dismay, occurred in the middle 
column of page 18. The question is 
asked: "To whom then was the New 
Testament given for preservation and 
transmission?" And I was actually hor· 
rified to read the answer: "Romans 
1 :16 reveals the answer." And then, 
the writer only partially quoted that 
verse, omitting the t'itai words! Here 
is what actually got into print in The 
GOOD NEWS: 

"Romans 1 :16 reveals the answer. 
'For I am not ashamed of the Gospel 
of Christ ... to the Jew first, and 
also to the Greek.'" 

By omitting the vital words in the 
middle of the senleuce-(and the three 
periods denote that words, supposedly 
without altering the meaning, have been 
omitted) and by emphasizing the 
words "also to the Greek," it was 
made to appear to say, "The writings, 
preservation, and transmission of the 
New Testament was committed to the 
Greek." 

BUT IT DID NOT SAY THAT AT ALL! 
The words left out of that verse 

were, and I italicize them here: "For 
I am not ashamed of the gospel of 
Christ: for it is the power of God unto 
saillation to everyone that believeth; to 
the Jew first, and also to the Greek." 
That is the whole verse. 

That verse DOES NOT SAY the 
Greek words were committed TO the 
Greeks. It says the POWER OF GOD 
UNTO SALVATION was PREACHED 
TO the JEWS - and then, secondly, 
also to the Greeks! It is not talking 
about preservation of Greek copies BY 
the Greeks, and denied to the Jews­
as thIS article falsely claims-but of 
preaching the Gospel TO THE JEWS 
first and primarily-and then, also to 
the Greeks. It says SALVATION is open 
to EVERYONE-first to the Jews, but 
ALSO to Greeks-EVERYONE! 

Brethren uf God's Church, if I did 
not know that this was merely a care­

time commission to a dying world. Yet

Are these also witnessing for Christ? 
Are the many and varied religions 

preaching the name of Christ, after all, 
carrying out the commission for Christ 
in making known the very name of the 
Saviour in these areas of the world? 
Are they really doing God a service, 
saving the Church of the Living God 
untold expenses, and preparing the way 
for The WORLD TOMORROW broad­
cast in many of these places where 
ignorance of the name of Christ would 
have to be overcome? 

The name of Jesus Christ is being 
carried by these missionaries to all the 
far corners of the world~and still ouel' 
one-half of the population of this 

world has l7el'el' el'en heard that name! 
Faced with this astounding fact~we 

.rhottld be l'itatly concemed over exactly 
what Christ expects /{J to do about it.

Scores of letters from members in 
God's Church testify to the fact that 
God's people are filled with the urge to 
witness to others. Listeners to The 
WORLD TOMORROW program the world 
over are thrilled to report results, both 
good and bad, of their u/itneSJing for 
Christ.

The teacher 
had those who had been to Sunday 
school hold up their hands. He didn't, 
so she asked him why not. He said it 

was the Devil's day." 
Consider this person's attitude. She 

was happy over her son's prompt re­
joinder. Was she happy only that her 
son knew the truth ?-or was she proud 
of her son's boldness in "witnessing"? 

The urge to "witness" is a universal 
urge-but it can be a tool of Satan 
the Devil! Some of us have put our­
selves, unwittingly, into his hands. 

"Witnesses" support their proselyting 
excursions with these scriptures: "Who­
soever therefore shall confess me before 
men, him will I confess also before my 
Father which is in heaven. But whoso­
ever shall deny me before men, him 
will I also deny before my Father which 
is in heaven" (Matt. 10:32,33). Also, 
"If thou shalt confess with thy mouth 
the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in 
thine heart that God hath raised him 
from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For 
with the heart man believeth unto right­
eousness; and wIth the mouth conteJ­
Jion iJ made IInto salt!ation" (Rom. 
10:9,10). Again, "Whosoever therefore 
shall be ashamed of me and of my 
words in this adulterous and sinful 
generation; of him also shall the Son 
of man be ashamed, when he cometh 
in the glory of his Father with the holy 
angels" (Mark 8: 38). Are they right? 

Has God charged each of us to pro­
claim the Gospel to unwilling ears ? We 
need to understand. What responsibility 
has God rested upon us as His serv­
ants - Christians - His begotten chil­
dren? Most are pursuing the wrong 
way' 

The Wrong Way 

A young teen-age girl writes: "Mam­
ma burnt a picture of Santa Claus that 
one of Daddy's friends gave him and in 
turn Daddy burnt all of our (Bible 
Correspondence] courses. 1 am sorry to 
have to quit it. 1 would love to take it." 

Some are incensed to anger over the 
idolatrous practices of those around, 
and the anger of this girl's mother 
exploded into unwise actions. That is 
not the way to witness for Christ. 
Though sincere in what she did, the 
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results-the fruits-backfired instantly 
upon her! 

Another very enthusiastic follower of 
Christ, with misguided zeal, writes: "I 
teach the teen-age class in our church 
and have discarded our denominational 
quarterly and have embarked on a study 
of the Bible as it is written. Would 
you please send me all of the available 
publicalium that you offer, that I might 
be guided in the right paths. I hatH;? 

the opportunity of helping shape these 
young minds. Since we have slarted 
this method of conducting our Sunday­
school class, enthusiasm has been at an 
all-time high." From literally hundreds 
of sad experiences of others we can 
predict that this man is headed straight 
for one of the most shocking disap­
pointments that can come to any in­
dividual. His days as a teacher of young 
people in that denomination are num­
bered! 

These are just a very few examples 
of OVer-7f'a lous individuals. There are 
other far more tragic instances that 
have wrecked homes and lives. 

Ignorance Is Dangerous 

Some have shrugged off persecutions 
-reveled in a sense of martyrdom­
quoting Christ, "Think not that I am 
come to send peace on earth: I came 
not to send peace, but a sword. For 
I am come to set a man at variance 
against his father, and the daughter 
against her mother, and the daughter 
in law against her mother in law. And 
a man's foes shall be they of his own 
household" (Matt. 10:34-36). Igno­
rance over "witnessing" has caused 
broken homes, physical violence and 
even death! 

Known instances are all too numer­
ous in which such individuals have 
been committed to mental institutions 
as being fanatically unbalanced-un­
safe to mingle with society. These are 
the reported cases! Scores of others 
are never reported! 

Brethren, we need to HEED! Many 
thousands of you are suffering unnec­
essarily. We are forced to conclude that 
there is hardly a family (in the very 
Body of Christ) that is free of guilt in 
this very grave fault. It is NOT too late 

for change! Turn about! Go the way

Does witllessing for Christ mean 

PREACHING CHRIST? The most power-
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ful witness tor Christ is YOUR OWN 
CHANGED LIFE! 

David was such a witness. He served 
God as perfectly as any human being 
has been able to do. He did not go 
aboftt the countryside preaching hour 
after hour. His conduct, his integrity, 
honesty and loyalty to his duty as king 
over all Israel spoke louder than words. 
I Ie made grievous mistakes, yet God 
promised him kingship over all Israel 
in the Millennium. Here was a man 
after God's own heart (Ezek. 34: 2 3 

and Acts 13: 22), after he had bitterly 
repented (Ps. 51: 3, 10). 

John said, "My little children, let 
us not love ill word, neither in tongue,­
BUT IN DEED AND IN TRUTH" (I John 
3:1R) JesllS said, "Go NOT FROM 
HOUSE TO HOUSE" (Luke 10:7) ! That 
is plain speaking! Those commissioned 
to preach were to go ONLY to thore 
who were obviollsly Jeeking enlight­
enment. 

Paul said, "And God hath set some 
in the church, first apostles, secondarily 
prophets, thirdly teachers. . . . Are all 
apostles? are all prophets? are all teach­
ers?" (I Cor. 12:28, 29). We find 
we have far more "teachers" than God 
ordained to that office i God inspired 
the Apostle James to warn, "My breth­
ren, be not many masters [teachers], 
knowing that we shall receit)e the 
greater condemnation. . . . Who is a 
wise man and endued with knowledge 
among you? let him shew out of a good 
conversation [conduct] hiJ works with 
meekness of wisdom" (James 3: 1, 13). 
A teacher of others carries a terrible 
responsibility. He anJ1I'eI'J dzrectly to 
ChriJt for his influence. "It is a fear­
ful thing to fall into the hands of the 
living God" (Heb. 10: 31)! 

Common Witnessing Faults

country that gives them the freedom to 
worship, to choose their own vocation 
and to rear their families in the way 
they choose. That stand is NOT SCRIP­
TURAL! That is false witnessing. Such

answer was given by Paul, "Let every 
soul he subject unto the higher powers 
[ruling government under which each 
lives] ... Render therefore to all their 
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dues: tribute to whom tribute is due; 
custom to whom custom; fear to whom 
fear; honour to whom honour" (Rom. 
13:1, 7). 

The call to jury duty often has 
prompted unwise public statements such 
as, "My CHURCH does not advocate any 
human being judging another human 
being by the laws of men." Such un­
fortunate statements have brought re­
proach on this Work of God! (For 
further information regarding jury duty, 
write the Letter Amwering Department 
of Ambassador College.) 

More than one has PREACHED to his 
employer-or f"'!low employee-on the 
subject of the Sabbath, the Holy Days, 
or the celebrations the company spon­
sors. 

Lack of wisdom is a shocking reality 
in the character of far too many of 
YOlll Thi5 hck has often caused un­
necessary unemployment. The reasons 
have been painfully apparent. 

Never express your limitations to ~n 
employer. Point out your favorable 
abilities. Be honest, but not wordy. 
Your willingness to work overtime at 
other times than on the Sabbath, your 
dedication, your frankness, your loyalty 
and yottr Kood WORKMANSHIP will tide 
you over any 'crisis that arises. You 
need not witness with your mouth to 
gain or hold a job.

IN WORKS, IN CONDUCT NOT IN 
WORDS! 

The WORLD TOMORROW broadcast 
reaches into every continent on earth­
over twenty-two million watts of power.

that personal contact with servants of 
Jesus Christ that they so desperately 
need-and fervently desire! 

The Visiting Program was estab­
lished to HELP, to SERVE, to satisfy a 
definite need! It was NOT established 
as an "elite corps" of furtive SPIES who 
are busily engaged in "checking up" 
into the private lives of members to 
see what evils they can uncover. 

The Men on the Visiting 
Program 

The men on the Visiting Program 
are HUMAN beings, filled with th/:'ir 
own problems, all very similar to yours! 
But they are, nevertheless, men of suf­
ficient spiritual growth and integrity 
that they have been chosen to assist the 
pastors and the ministers in offering 
patient, sincere, earnest and willing 
help for the many thousands of hunger­
ing sheep of God's flock who are scat­
tered abroad. 

MOST of these men have wives, 
families, homes. Usually, they must do 
their visiting during hours when ),011 

brethren may be found at horne! This 
means, after the daily working hours, 
and at a time which would be both con­
venient (AFTER dinner, usually) and 
helpfuL 

This means our members of the 
Visiting Program must be away from 
their own wives and families in order 
to be in YOUR homes at such a con­
venient hour. 

Let's get the true picture. 
MANY of these men receive abso­

lutely NO REMUNERATION for their 
services. MANY have visited spiritually 
hungry brethren at their own expense, 
using their own automobiles, paying 
for their own gas and meals. Others, 
while having their gasoline and meals 
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(if any) supplied by the Church, are 
receiving 110 regular salary or pay from 
the Church, whatsoever. 

Of course, if a man is FULL-TIME 
in Christ's ministry, either as an or­
dained Pastor, or Elder-or as an un­
ordained "second man," aJJiJting the 
local pastor in the field, he is probably 
paid a salary of which he is eminently 
UJo"thy. 

Remember, God says those who labor 
in word and doctrine are worthy of 
DOUBLE salaries! (I Tim. 5: 17). God's 
Work is simply unable to pay salaries 
which would be approximately double 
that of ~n average wage-earner, today. 
However, YOUR BIBLE-yes, the God­
breathed, inspired Holy Scriptures, say 
it would be good if they cotdd be paid 
at this rate! 

Yet, MANY of the men on the Visit­
ing Program receive absolutely NO PAY, 
whatever! 

And this is IIOt w/'ong. It is GOOD 
for them to be so blesJed as to be able 
to serve doing it t""'illillgly, of a 
"ready mind," and NOT doing it for 
physical gain. 

This is a BLESSING for them, not a 
curse. It is a great opportllnity to be 
able to SERVE-to HELP-and to do it 
freely and voluntarily. 

I explain these points thoroughly, so 
all of the brethren will understand 
these men are NOT members of a 
Church-founded CIA, FBI, MVD, or 
Gestapo! 

They are physical human beings wilh 
problems of their own. They have 
wives, children, homes of their own. 
They have jobs, physical disabilities, 
temptations and frustrations-jllst like 
Y01l/,s.'

less mistake by an overly eager under­
graduate college student, which through 
carelessness was not caught by any of 
us who are Editors, I would say that 
this IS absolutely reprehensible!

Justin asks the authorities in Rome to 
destroy it! 

There are many writers, who lived 
in Rome itself, who afterwards re­
peated Justin's account. Those who 
want to reject these dear statements 
have nothing in their favor. Justin is 
dearly giving us fact! 

Hasting's Dictionary of the Apostolic 
Church, Vol 2, p. 49(l, states that 
there is "very slight evidence on which 
to reject so precise a statement as Jus­
tin makes; a statement he would scarce­
ly have hazarded in an apology ad­
dressed to Rome, where every perJon 
had the mea1lS of ascertain in;:; its ac­
wracy. If he made a mistake, it must 
have bcen at once exposed, and other 
writers would not have frequently rc­
peated the story as they have done." 

At the time of Claudius, it was ille­
gal to erect a statue to any man as a 
god or greatly honored person unless 
the permission of the Emperor and the 
Senate had been secured. The statue 
was still standing in justin's day (152 
A.D.), people were still giving regard 
to it.' 

There are many other accounts of 
Simon's traveling to Rome and becom­
ing one of the great gods to the city 
and to the people of Rome. There are 
records which show that Simon "proph­
esies that Rome will be the scene of 
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his crowning glory, when he will be 
adored as a god" (Dictionary of Reli­
gion & Ethics, Vol. 11, p. 522). 

Simon Peter NOT With 
Simon Magus in Rome 

Later, about the 4th century, a flood 
of works came out about Peter encount­
ering Simon Magus in Rome and over­
throwing him. But these works are 
dearly fiction. Almost all scholars 
realize the absurdity of maintaining 
such a tIling. In the first place, it can 
be Biblically shown that Peter the 
Apostle was NEVER in Rome when 
these fictitious writings say he should be. 

lt was NOT Simon Peter who went to 
Rome to become Apostle to the Gen­
tiles but the SIMON in Rome was SIMON 
MAGUS! 

That Peter the Apostle was not with 
Simon Magus in Rome is made plain 
by the Encyclopedia Biblica, col. 4554. 

"The attempt has been made to meet 
this by pointing out that church fa­
thers mention the presence of SIMON 
in Rome while at the same time NOT 
speaking of controversies between him 
and PETER. This is indeed true of Jus­
tin [one of the earliest witnesses~ 15 2 

A.D.] who knows nothing of allY preJ­
ence of Peter in Rome at all, aJ al.ro 
of irenaeus." 

Not only did Justin feel that Peter 
was NOT in Rome at the time, but his 
deliberate silence shows he didn't want 
to perpetrate such fiction. After all, 
Justin lived very early in the history of 
the church, and the legend of the Apos­
tle Peter's being in Rome HADN'T GOT

ST ARTED YET! Continuing with the En­
cyclopedia Biblica about Justin's refer­
ence to SIMON MAGUS: 

"One part of this tradition~that 

about Simon's presence in Rome~he 
[Justin] found himself able to accept 
[in fact he held it to be confirmed by 
the statue, which he brought into con­
nection with Simon]; the other-that 
abottt Peter's presence ill Rome-he waJ 
"nable to accept" (col. 4555). 

Of course Justin was unable to accept 
the latter teaching. The fact is, Simon 
Peter waJ NOT in Rome. It was another 
Simon who went there-SIMON MAGUS, 
the one bringing "Christianity" to them 
ill [Itt gui~t of the old Babylonian 
mystery religions. Simon came to Rome 
with the grand idea of establishing a 
UNIVERSAL RELIGION ill the NAME of 
Christiallity! And what is remarkable, 
he did just that! 

Next month we will see how Simon 
Magus became later confused with 
Simon Peter and how he cleverly 
brought into "Christianity" thl' mystery 
religions of Babylon.
