No SUBJECf pertaining to Owistian 
salvation is more generally mis­
understood than that of saf,iog 

FAITH! 
Just "BELIEVE on the Lord Jesus Ouist', 

and thou shalt be saved/' is the populal' 
teaching today. And that statement is abo 
solutely true ~ if you understand what kind 
of BELIEVING is required! 

Unfortunately millions are being de­
ceived -led to trust in a faith that will 
never save one single soul by it very popular, 
and very fnIse, teaching. 

It is customary to quote only a pm·t of 
the Scriptures on this subject-reaClillO" a 
false meaning into them - arid thus by subtle 
hlllf-lmJJJS popub.r teachings sh,lckJe most 
of Christenoom to spiritual blindness and 
deception. 

Do These Scri}Jtures Contradict? 
God docs not usually reveal aU the truth 

respectino- R. particular subject in anyone 
passage °alone. "Whom shall He teach 
knowledge? and whom shall He m:tde to 
understand doctrine? . . . Precept must be 
upon precept. precept upon precept; line 
upon line, line upon line; here a little and 
there a little." (Isll. 28:9~lO), To under­
stand any general subject .in the Bible, it is 
necessary to view all the scriptural evidence 
touching that particular subject. And we 
cannot read 01(1' inherited or desired mean­
into any patticular passage i fo~ "no pro­
phecy of the scripture is of any private in­
terptetation/, (II Pet. 1 :20). but each pas­
sage is interpreted by, and in the light of, 
othe, toxtl. 

For example. It is quite popular to quote 
Romans 3:20: "Therefore by the deeds of 
the law there shall no flesh be justified in 
his sight," and from this passage alone as­
sume that salvation comes -by faith in diso­
bedience to Ibe law! Those who thus inter­
pret this passage never tell you that in 
Romans 2:13 the same Apostle Paul was 
inspired to writ,,: "Not the hearers of the 
law ate just before God, but the DOERS 
of the lall' shaJl be II1J1ijied." 

Is there contradiction rlfre? If the one 
Scripture is intended to reveal that we do 
not have to make an effort to obey God's 
taw to be justified nnd then saved-but that 
we are saved by faith wi/hOld obediencl1 10 
God's Law, then, indeed, God contradicts 
Hirr..self in His Word! And jf YOll wish to 
make Romans 3:20 say that. you must con­
sistently acknowledge there is contradiction 
in the Scriptures; :md jf this be true, you 
have no basis for your faith! 

Again, Ephesi:105 2~8·9: "By grace are 
ye saved throllsh faith; and that not of 
yourselves: it is the gift of God: noJ of

those who quote this text so freely to teach 
the doclrine of "no works," never tell you 
that the $time inspired Scriptures say also:

o vain milnl that faith without lVot'ks IS 
DEAD." (James 2:14-20.) 

It Tal[es a LIVING l!'aitht 
There is no contradiction here! 
Rather, by putting al/ the Scriptures on 

the subject of "Saving Faith" together, we 
learn that there are TWO KINDS of faith. 
And the kind so blindly trusted in by the 
majority of this day is nothing by a DEAD 
faith-and n DEAD faith tlever will save 
()Y!C JOIII! 

James continues: "Was not Abraham 
our father JUSTIFIED by works, when he 
offered Isaac his son upon the altar? Seest 
thou how FAITH wrought with hi! worAiJ, 
aad BY WORKS was faith made perfect? 
... You see then how that BY WORKS A 
MAN IS JUSTIFIED, nnd not by faith 
only?" (James 2:21.24). 

The teaching here is plain. Not that we 
are saved by wo~ks imtead ot faith. No, 
NEVER! We are saved by FAITH! But 
faith wronght wilb OfJr works-nnd BY 
WORKS, our FAITH is MADE PERFECT I 
That is LIVING F AITII! 

Why do we e-ven need salvation? Be· 
cause we have SINNED, and tIle p:::nalty of 
sin is DEATH! 

But hoUl have we sinned? What IS sin, 
anyhow? "Sin iJ tbe tramgrrmiOtl of THE 
LAW," is God's answer (1 john 3:4). 

"Yes," answers the victim of modern 
fables, "but we are l10t under the law today, 
but UNDER GRACE!" Why certainly! 
"What then?" asks tIle inspired Faul, "shall 
we SIN"-transgress the LAW~"because 
we are not under the law but under grace?" 

And Paul's answer is, "GOD FORBID!" 
(Rom. 6; 1'). And again, "Shall we COD­

tinue in SIN" -transgressing the Ja w­
"that grace may abound? GOD FORBID! 
How shall we, that are dead to sin, Jive any 
longer therein?" (Rom. 6:1-2).

And those who, thru repentance, obedience

and are, theu faith, KEEPING the Jaw, are 
gle only ones that are UNDER GRACE! 

God's Spiritual Mirror 

Let us understand it! "BY the deeds of 
the law there shaH no flesh be justified in 
His sight." No, certainl}' not! That Scrip­
ture is 100% true, and there is no contra· 
diction! You cannot be j lIstified BY the 
deeds of the law-not at all! 

WHY? ',fhe last half of this same verse 
gives the Rnswer-why do most preachers 
never quote it? "For by the law is the 
KNOWLEDGE of sin." (Rom . .3:10). 
'I'HA',f'S WHY! 

The purpose of the law is not to for­
give, to justify, to wash away, to deanse. 
Only THE BLOOD OF CHRIST can do 
that! Sin is the transgression of the Ia'QI!­
that's what sin IS. The purpose of the law 
is to tell us what sin is·- to define it- to 
REVEAL it, so we can quit it:. 

All women ought to understand this. 10 
every woman's handbag is a little mirror. 
She knows what it is for. Every little while 
she takes out this mirror and steals a glance 
at her face. Sometimes it reveals a speck of 
dirt. And we might truthfully say, "by the 
lISe of these mirror:: are no dirly faces 
washed clean." You women understand 
what we mean! But do you throw your 
mirrors away beatust! by them YOllr faces are 
not washed? Of course not-what a silly 
question it seems, when applied to a MAT­

Jeremiah's Strange Commiss{on 
"When Israel was driven out to Assyria, 

721 D. C., Judah had not Jet sinned as a 
nalion, Through Hosea. Go said, "nlough 
thou, Israel, play the harlot, yet let not 
Judah offend." (Ho!!. 4: 15) , 

But later "her treacherous sister Judah 
feared not, but went and played the harlot 
also." and God finally said, "The back­
sliding T~rael hath justi6ed herself more 
than treacherous sister Judah." (Jeremiah 
.3 :8.11). . 

.And so, 117-140 years after Israel'~ 
captivity, the time came when God drove 
out .the Jew" too, in national captivity, and 
banIshment, for their 2.520 years of nation­
al punishment. 

.£lor this purpose God xaised up a very 
special prophet, whose real call and com· 
mission few, indeed, understand. 

This prophet was Jeremiah. He was one 
of the three men, only, who were sanctified 
before they were born. TIle other tv.·o were 
John the baptist anq Jesus Christ. (See Jet. 
1::5). 

Jeremiah, when first given his vital call 
Ind commission, was a young III d of 17. 
Before he finally completed it, he was an 
Ilgcd white-haired patriarch. The commis­
sion is recorded in Jeremiah 1 :10: 

"See," God says to Jeremiah, "I IUlve 
this day set thee over the nations and over 
kingdoms, to '001 0111. and 10 pull aQwn, 
Iltld 10 deJiroy, and tf) throUl down, TO 
'BUILD, AND TO PLANT," 

TIlere it is! Jeremiah was 5(:1: over TIIB 
Plitions - more than one. He was a Jew. 
living in Judah. He was set a prophet over 
Judah-but not Judah alone. Over THE 
nationJ-Judah and ISRAEL! He was set 
over them to do two things: to tear down 
something, IUld then to build and to plant 
something. 

Jeremiah was used of Gael as a prophet 
to warn Judah of their sins, and of the 
coming invasion and captivity at the hands 
of Neb\lchadnezzar of Babylon unless they 
repented. He was used llS a mediary, a go­
between, between the kings of Judah and 
Nebllchadne:aar the Chaldean king. It is 
'Well known that Jeremiah was used in de­
stroying the kingdom of Judah. 

But-note it in yout Dible I-he also 
was commissioned to PLANT and to 
BUILD! What was he to plant tl.nd build? 
Wbv, natUrally, that which was pulled 
down and rooted out of Judah - th~

WHERE is the United States men­
tioned in Bible prophecy? The :fact is more 
ill forctoM of our lUlople than lin,.' nther 
racel But in prophecy, modern nations 
usually are cuJled by the names of ancient 
ancestors from which they have sprung.

And in fear of reprisals 
from Nebuchadnenar and the Chaldean 
army, they a ppealed to the prophet, "and 
said unto Jeremiah the prophet, Let, we 
beseech thee. our supplication be accertt:d 
before thee, and pray for us unto the Lord 
thy God _ _ . that the Lord thy God 
may show us the way wherein we may 
walk." (Jer. 42: 2.~) . 

The word of the 1.ord carne to Jeremiah, 
lAnd }Ie told them not to (ear, that He 
would protect and deliver them. But the 
peoele wanted to fie.:: to Egypt.

If they did, 
the sword of Nebuchadnenar which t/ley 
feared would overtake them there, and tbey 
would die. (Jer. 42:1,16).

God pctmitted them actually to be 
thrown in! Was He uumindful of those 
who trusted in Him to make possible the 
keeping of His Commandments? Not 
GOD! 

The king looked into the furnace, and 
said "Lo, I see four men loose, walking in 
the midst of the tire, and they have no hurt; 
and the form of the fourth is like the Son 
of GOD!" (Verse 25). So Nebuchadnezzar 
came near the mouth of the furnace, and 
called to them. 

"Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego! ye 
servants of the most high God, come forth, 
and come hither! Then Shadrach, Meshach 
and Abednego came forth of the midst of 
the fire, . . • these men, upon whose bodies 
the fire had no power, nor was a bair of their 
head singed, neither were their coats 
changed, nor the smeH of nre had passed on 
them. TIlcn Nebuchadneuar spake, and 
said, Blessed be the God of Shaarach, Mes­
hach. and Abednego, who hath sent His 
nngel, and DELIVERED his servitnts that 
TRUSTED IN HIM!" (Verses 26-28). 

THERE was an example of livitlg 
FAITH! A faith that TRUSTED God to 
make it possible to live the way of His Law! 
Yes, WITH GOD, it is possible to keep aU
