Mr. Armstrong, in a June 29
memo to the Ambassador faculty and
staff, said: “‘Pursuant to the specific
recc ions of the As-
sociation of Schools and Colleges’
final report, 1 am taking this step in
order 10 effect even further separa-
tion of the College accounting proce-
dures from those of the Worldwid

tion.™

held in Johannesburg

JOHANNESBURG, South A.iica
— A three-day conference for minis-
ters involved in the Work in Africa
was conducted by Intemational Divi-
sion director Leslie L..

minister who will soon be \tauoned
in Kenya.

David Hulme of the Work"s office
here said two sessions of about two
hours each were held in the Durban
Conference Room of the Carlton
Hotel, and the minister's wives at-
tended all of the meetings. The eve-
ning before the start of the confer-
ence Robert Fahey, regional director
of the Work in Africa, had a barbecue
at his home for those attending the
conference.

Mr. Hulme said Mr. Fahey also
had a dinner July 5 for the McCul-
loughs. Mr. Juckson. the Washing-
tons and two black leaders in South
Africu. The same evening Andre van
Belkum. director of church admin
tration here, had a barbecue at
home for the remainder of the minis-
ters and their wives.

Mr. van Belkum said Mr. McCul-
lough. who arrived in South Atrica
June 30 from England, spoke to
combined group here the Sabbath of
July 2 composed of the Johannes-
burg.

Only one on Okinawa

Member sticks it out alone

By Pansy Jang

NAHA, Japan — Gerald Tanner,
an American, says he has been the
only member of God's Church witha
permanent home in this country for
the past 10 years. [However, a
Japanese citizen was baptized last
June 7; see aricle, this page.]

Mr. Tanner, whose home is here
on the island of Okinawa, first came
to this country in August, 1966,
while Okinawa was still occupied by
the Americans. That winter he made
a special trip to the Philippines and
was baptized by minister Pedro Or-
tiguero

Since then Mr. Tanner has married
an Okinawan woman, Toshiko, and
now has three sons. The oldest, Isao,
will attend the Massachusetts Insti-
tute of Technology this fall. The
other two, David and Joseph, are in
elementary school.

Mr. Tanner teaches schoal on an
American military base. Instructing
in social studies and physical educa-
tion are his primary responsibilities,
but his duties as a faculty representa-
tive also take up much of his time.

Mr. Tanner holds a bachelor’s de-
gree in physical education from
North Texas State University and a
master's in secondary education
from Michigan State. He's going
back to Michigan this summer to
work on his doctorate in the same
field. =

— No
pulse could be felt, no heartbeat
heard as the drooping body of toddler
Joey Tucker was pulled from the
swimming pool of an apartment
complex Saturday night [May 21]. -

“Joey's dead! Joey's dead!"" his
13-year-old sister Connie screamed
between resuscitation attempts. The
2-year-old boy regurgitated when
Connie and a friend, Cindy Ward,
tried to force their air into his lungs.

His eyes remained closed and he
did not begin breathing.

*Just driving by’

A third friend, Melinda Marley,
screamed until an attentive neighbor
called the Houston County Hospital
Ambulance Service.

While the ambulance raced

“*His eyes were bulging and |
couldn’t hear any heartbeat. [ re-
bered that giving child re-
suscitation is different than adults. |
forced slight air pressure into his
mouth and pressed the center of his
chest.””

Mochwart said two or three at-
tempts later Joey exhaled. He urned
the child on his stomach and Joey
made his first audible sound since
being pulled from the water about 10
minutes before

**He started to cry and it was the
sweetest sound I'd ever heard.™
Mochwart's eyes grew red as the
emotion of giving life returned.

Joey cried during the enure ride to
Houston County Hospital, where his
then-pale body was put under an ox-
ygen tent and a doctor drew blood to
find the level of oxygen in his sys-
lem.

No one knows how long Joey's
body floated in the deep waters of the
pool before 13-year-old Mclinda
spotted him and the girls pulled him
out. Extended oxygen deprivation
may kill brain cells, and Joey's doc-
tor said only time will reveal any
brain damage.

The day after the incident, Joey's
blue eyes dunced us he pushed choco
late icing into his mouth, walked
around his hospital room and spoke
Fairly cleaily to his parents, Jerry and
Mrs. Jeanette Tucker

dren, are divorced. Mrs. Tucker lives
in Dublin with the children, Tucker

hospital. The girl had been stricken
with an asthma attack while swim-
ming, but with Mrs. Tucker’s help
she survived.

“*Connie watched me give it,"”
Mrs. Tucker said. **That might be
how she knew what to do for Joey."*

The Tuckers speculate Joey fell in
the pool accidentally while trailing
some string in the water. “*He's very
afraid of the water,” Tucker said.
**That's why I let him by the pool
because he won’t go near the water.
He just walks far out around it.""

Five adults, none related to Joey.
stood at the other end of the pool
while Melinda screamed and Connie

Last hunt also the best
for Alaskan minister

ANCHORAGE, Alaska — Bill
Gordon, pastor of the churches in
Alaska for seven years, and his son
Jason arrived on the island of
Kodiak, Alaska, May 29 for what
will probably be their last hunt in
this state, at least for a while. It also
turned out to be their best hunt

Mr. Gordon is transierring to
Pasadena to begin a year's sabbatical
program in a few weeks.

Kodiak Island is famous for its
abundance of salmon and enormous,
berry-fed brown bears, which aren't
hunted lightly around here, because
of their size, strength and general in-
disposition to being sought by man,
much less being shot by man,

The hunters’ hosts were Mr. and
Mrs. George Conners of Kodiak.
The party traveled around the
island’s coast in a 27-foot cabin
cruiser and its skiff.

The first leg of the hunt took them
by places with typically Alaskan
names: Chiniak Point, Uyak Bay and
Hidden Basin. For four days they ob-
served waterfowl, otters, beavers,
mountain goats and dozens of great
bald eagles. The hunters then
traveled to Saltery Bay for a day,
remming to Kodiak to restock on
Thursday, June 2

They traveled northeast about the
island on the most exciting part of the
hunt. Traveling out of Chiniak Bay,
they encountered immense nptide
conditions and a 40-knot headwind.

The boat nearly lost its anchor in the
tempest as waves broke wildly about
the bow.

As the passengers fought to re-
trieve the anchor, Jason Gordon
manned the helm, keeping the cruiser
properly into the waves and wind.

The party arrived at a survival
“ahin at Sharitin Bay the next after-
noon in time to drop hooks and take
in four 25-pound halibut, scutle
down and enjoy a Sabbath of real
rest.

Monday the party arrived at its
destination 1n unpronounceable
Kizhuyak Bay.

After settling in a cabin, the hunt-
ers spotted a brown bear traveling
the ridges about a mile away. At 11 in
the morning, after a forced march,
they reached within 300 yards of the
animal. Afterabone-chilling waiting
game in clammy, cold, overcast
weather, the bear ran up a ridge try-
ing 1o get away from the advancing
hunters.

Jason brought down the bear with
three shots with his .30-06 ar 300
yards.

He and his father were ready to
send an exceptional 7-foot bear hide
to a taxidermist to become Jason's
first bear rug.

The Thursday after the big hunt the
party put the frosting on the cake by
catching 32 red salmon for their
freezer.
