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USIC IS an in-

Everything from 
deodorants to automobiles had an 
appropriate ditty that stuck in 
people's minds, influencing their 
purchasing decisions. 

Music has been used to carry 
patriotic or political messages. 
Nations have been roused to war 
by the words of stirring songs. 

You see, when words are 
added to music, the words can 
have a much stronger effect on

accompanying the musIc we 
listen to. 

Look at all the music available 
today, whether it was written 
hundreds of years ago, or wheth­
er it is on the charts now. The 
message of some of this music is 
good; but some of it will point 
you in directions you don 't want 
to go. Let's look first at a few 
fairly recent examples. But you 
probably know of some that are 
much worse than these: 

• "We don't need no educa­
tion / We don't need no thought 
control. " 

Schoolteachers arc not 
having an easy time teaching 
grammar these days. Why 
should it be easy when many 
songs make a special 
attempt to use poor gram­
mar? Thus one song insists, 
"I ain't did nothin ' to 
you / ... I ain't dumb, I 
ain't stupid"! 

• "Anarchy in the U.K.," 
which appeared several 
years ago, boasted abou t 
being an anarchist. Its domi­
nant theme: '''1 want to 
destroy. " 

• "Responsibility to me is 
a tragedy/ I'll get a job some 
other time," another song 
exclaims. 

• One piece of music 
highlights the following 
activities: being kicked out 

of nearly every bar, spending time 
in jail for speeding through town, 
fighting with guns and knives, 
""messing 'round" with another 
person's wife, throwing one's boss 
out of a window, getting fired , 
hot wiring and taking a city truck 
on a joy ride that ends by turning 
the truck over on the mayor's 
lawn, and beating someone "half , 
to death. " ~ 

So much of popular music puts & 
a wrong emphasis on sex. One ~ 
song of desire includes such ! 
phrases as "I can't resist," "lust ~ 
begs," "'willpower disappears," ~ 
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"feed the feel, " "a demon living 
deep inside," "ecstasy lives but 
sanit y dies." 

Before a record is put on the 
market the music industry con­
ducts tes ts to predict which songs 
will be the most profitable. One 
involved in testing teenage 
response to songs vo lunteered : ""t 
does n' t hurt to have some sexy 
words. The little girls and boys 
really go for sexy wo rds. " 

Seems to me I've heard that 
song before . .. 

"You'll ru in me/ Let me go 
now, baby, please do . . . " 

Words from a current hit? No. 
Words from a sexy song of the 
16th century! 

Not every song sung today is 
decadent or objectionable. Nei ­
ther were a ll of the songs sung in 
past ages wholesome and good. 
Far from it. In 1698 Jeremy 
Collier observed in A Short View 
of the Immorality and Profane­
ness of the English State: "Mu­
s ic is almost as dangerou s as 
gunpowder; and it may be 
requires looking after no less than 
the press , or the mint. 'T is 
possible a public regulation might 
not be amiss." 

But there are some important 
differences between past ages 
and today_ For onc thing, we 
have the electronic media. 
Radios and cassette players arc 
everywh ere. 

Hundreds of years ago, the 
only ones hearing a suggestive 
song would be those in the 
immediate presence of the si n­
ger while he was si nging. C hil-
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dren and young people probably 
wo uldn ' t be a part of the 
audience . Even if they did 
overhear the song, they couldn't 
hear it again until the singer 
himself repeated it. 

But that's no longer the case. 
Now, thanks to reco rding and 
broadcasting technology a song 
can be repeated any number o f 
times. N o t only that , but 
decadent mu sic from a s ingle 
musician can be heard by every 
child and young person in the 
land. All tha t is needed is access 
to a radio or record store. 

In this article we are mainly 
discussing the message of a song 
- its lyrics - not necessari ly the 
beat or vo lume at which it is 
performed. St ill , any adult s 
inclined to believe that it is on ly 
the mu sic with today's rock 
rhythm that is harmful have 
perhaps forgotten what songs of 
the pre rock gene ration or the 
non rock genre really say. For 
example, how many teenagers 
entered into disastrous marriages 
to the encouragement of the 
lilting refrain "They try to tell us 
we're too young"? 

Who is to blame? 

Who is respo nsib le for the 
large amou nt of degenerate 
music today ? An executi ve of 
RCA Records observed: "These 
singers didn't in vent sex. It 's 
part of life. Singers arc on ly 
expressing what people a re 
doi ng all arou nd us." 

Maybe so. But those in the 
lu c rative recording and broad ­
casting indu stry cannot shove all 

the blame o ff o n the public . 
After all, they are a part of the 
" public." A vast army of pro­
moters is hired by the multimil­
lion dollar recording business. 
Their job is to "sell" hits. 

A success ful record producer 
co nfided, "A certain sound is 
pus hed , and peo ple get used to it 
and accept it not because 
they want it, but because it's 
there. " 

It' s a cycle that feeds on 
itself. A song is released. It 
appeal s to human nature and 
reflects the mixed-up way of life 
many are living. Peo ple buy t he 
music and thus create a demand 
for marc. And morc is forth­
coming because people in the 
bu s ines s love one sou nd in 
particular, the jingle of coins 
and the rustle of bill s flowing 
their way. That is music to their 
earsl 

But let 's understand more 
deeply what is behind today's 
wave of sensual music. 

There's music in the air 

Many chapters in the Bible, 
especially the Psalms, were songs 
written to be sung to musical 
accompaniment. 

The ultimate source of good 
music is God Himself. It was He 
who put in His creat ures the 
ability to produce and enjoy 
music. The first song there is any 
record of was joyfully sung by 
millions of angel ic beings when 
God created the earth (Job 38:4, 
7) . 

Some of those very angelic 
beings who sang in celestial 
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chorus later followed Lucifer in 
rebellion against God. They 
became demons. Luci fer became 
Satan. Their nature was now 
fixed to do evil. Everything they 
did had become twisted and 
perverted. They chose to be evil. 

Until the Messiah Jesus comes 
to replace him , Satan is a llowed 
to rule th is world ( II Corinthians 
4:4, Revelation 12:9) . He is called 
the "prince of the power of the 
air" (Ephesians 2:')) because he 
"' broadcasts" his malicious moods 
and attitudes into human minds. 
It is particularly directed to 
stirring up in people the lusts and 
desires of the flesh (verse 3). 
Satan's wickcd sway is partly 
responsible for all that is wrong in 
the world. 

That includes degener ate 
songs! The deluge of songs 
emphasizing sel f-gratification, 
promiscuous sex, rebe llion and 
the acceptance of evil not only has 
Satan's approval, but his active 
backing. There is no attempt to 
hide the satanic theme of some 
music ("Their Satanic Majesties 
Reques t, " "Sympathy for the 
Devil," "Dancing with Mr. D."). 
Symbols of the occult and dev il 
worship often appear on album 
covers. 

A well-known singer who died 
of a drug overdose said mus ic 
hypnoti zes people, "and when 
you get people at that weakest 
poi nt you can preach into the 
subconscious what we want to 
say." 

The whole subject of what 
music to listen to is a matter of 
making right decisions, of pro-

tecting your mind from harmful 
influences. 

In the world tomorrow there 
will be music and s inging . Lots 
of it. But it will all be edifying 
and uplifting. Language - spo-

Now think about 
it. If your first thoughts 
turn to your friends, maybe 
you're being too hasty. Why 
should friends who are the 
same age as you have any 
better answers than you can 
come up with? 

If you r pu rpose is to get 
good, sound advice ~ and 
not just somebody to agree 
with you ~ go to your 
parents, your minister, an 
older brother or sister or a 
teacher you respect. Borrow 
a little bit of their experi­
ence. You'll probably find 
that your parents and other 

adults have gone through the 
same things that you are going 
through. And in most cases , their 
advice can help you to avoid many 
of the mistakes that they made. 

The third consideration in 
decision making is to avoid 
sticking with a bad decision. Once 
again, there is some sound advice 
in the Bible. In Proverbs 27:12 it 
says, "The prudent see danger 
and take refuge, but the simple 
keep going and suffer for it."

Really it's not surprising. The 
computer is having a major impact 
on OUT world today - from 
government, to business, to the 
home. What effect will it have on 
you and your career possibilities? 

Business experts say that 
computers wi ll affect nearly every 
job fie ld in the future. That is why 
almost 40 percent of American 
teenagers arc planning a 
computer-oriented career, according 
to a 198 1 Gallup poll. 

High schools, junior high schools 
and even elementary schools now 
offer computer classes to antic ipate 
the explosion. 

Computer and related jobs are 
expected to rise to 2. 14 million in 
the United States alone by 1990, 
according to the U.S. Bureau of 
Labor Statistics. The number is 
already 1.16 million . 

Not all computer related jobs arc 
highly technical. Some artists in the 
printing field now use computers in 
their work . So do secretaries, office 
managers, policemen and telephone 
operators, just to mention a few. 

I f you are in high school, perhaps 
you should think about the 

i education needed to work with

~ school, some trade schools and

• Have you walked by a rack of 
records in a store recently? Perhaps 
you feel your wallet pinching you as 
you look at the prices and see $8.95, 
$9.95 or even $18.95 for a 
long-playing album. You might 
think, Boy, those record companies 
sure are maki ng a lot of money! 

In reality, though, the companies 
are not doing as well as they have in 
the pas t. The growth the record 
industry had enjoyed in the past 25 
years peaked , and since 1979 there

has been a downward trend in 
record sales. 

Yet music is still a huge industry. 
In the United States, about 147 
million single records and 273 
million LPs (long-playing albums) 
were shipped last year . 

I n fact, if you took all of the 
records sold last year and laid them 
side by side they would circle the 
earth about th ree times! 

T he val ue of records and tapes 
shipped to stores for sale within the 
United States topped $3.6 billion in 
198 1. Even though that seems like a 
lot of money, the record industry is 
facing problems. 

In an effort to cut some of its 
record prices by half, and thus 
st imul ate increased sales, C BS 
Records announced that it is 
releas ing cight one-sided singles. 
The company is hopi ng that people 
will be intcrested in the lower price 
in spite of getting only one song. 

Recession and inflation, along 
wit h the decli ne in sales, are hitting 
the industry hard . However. some 

feci the biggest problem facing 
the record industry is home 
taping. 

Est imates run as high as 
$800 million lost because of 
home taping and counterfeits. 
In an attempt to recover some 

of this loss, record companies would 
li ke to see a levy enforced on blank 
tapes. - By Ron Toth 0 

to Cool 
Fads? 

• Imagine what it wou ld be li ke 
to be a teenager in the Soviet 
Union. Th in k of all the things from 
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Western society you'd have to give 
up ... or would you? 

Gorky Park in Moscow, the 
Soviet capital, is probably the last 
place in the world you'd expect to 
see punk rockers strolling down the 
sidewalks. But the influence of 
Zapad - Russian for the West 
(United States, Japan and Western 
Europe) - is easy to see in various 
fads that Soviet teens participate in. 

In the Soviet Union, as in the 
West, fads include portable cassette 
players, Western records and tapes 
by groups such as the Rolling 
Stones (up to $60 for an album) , 
denim jeans (up to $100 a pair) , 
T-shirts with Western slogans on 
them, skateboards, wind-surfing 
boards and the biggest status 
symbol of all : Adidas athletic shoes. 

Everywhere in large Soviet cities, 
especially Moscow, the sounds of 
discos fill the air with Western 
music available for their teen 
crowds. But while Soviet teens are 
raging with Saturday Night Fever, 
their parents and high ranking 
government officials may be 
planning to cool off these Western 
fads. 

With the death of President 
Leonid Brezhnev, Soviets are 
uncertain about the direction that 
his successor, Yuri Andropov, will 
take on everything from arms 
reduction talks to just how much 
Western influence should be 
allowed in the Soviet Union. 

The problem is that not many 
people really know what is on Mr. 
Andropov's mind. But if some of 
the comments made by other lower 
ranking Soviet officials are any sign, 
Soviet teens may have to turn in 
their skateboards for books on 
communist teachings. 

What has concerned Soviet 
government officials and parents 
alike is the increase in crime and 
violence that has accompanied the 
growth of Western fads. One report 
told of a group of young people that 
beat an engineer to death merely for 
his Western denim jeans. 

Incidents like this may soon make 
up the minds of government 
authorities to put a stop to the 
influence of Zapad. - By Dan 
Ta ylor D 

CITY IN 
FOCUS: 

N o matter in what country a 
person might be living today, and 
regardless of his level of education, 
chances are excellent that he has at 
least heard of the cities of Moscow 
and Washington, D.C. These are 
the important capitals of the world's 
two superpowers, the Soviet Union 
and the United States. 

Many of you reading this 
magazine are acquainted to some 
extent, through books or possibly by 
an actual visit, with America's 
capital and its many historic sites. 
But how many really know anything 
of Moscow? 

Did you know, for example, that 
Russia's capital city is more than 
four times as old as America's? Or 
that it is the home of more 
than eight million people? Or 
that Moscow's name can be 
traced back to a grandson of 
the biblical Noah? 

During the Middle Ages it 
was common knowledge that 
Moscow derived its name from 
Meshech (or Mosokh) , the son 
of Noah's son Japheth . His 
descendants - the Moschi or 
Mosehevi - migrated to the 
area of modern Russia and 
gave their name to the Moskva 
River, from which the city of 
Moscow (Moskva in Russian) 
took its name. 

The settlement of Moscow is first 
mentioned in recorded history in 
A.D. 1147 - more than 800 years 
ago! Over the centuries the city 
grew in size and importance. 

Following the Bolshevik 
Revolution of 191 7 (which 
established communist rule in 
Russia), Moscow was made the 
Soviet capital. In World War II, the 
city was nearly captured by 
invading Nazi armies. 

Today, Moscow is the capital of 
the largest nation in the world . (The 

Soviet Union covers 2V2 times the 
area of the United States l ) 

The heart of Moscow is the 
Kremlin. Kremlin is the Russian 
word for "citadel" or "fortress." 
The Kremlin is the seat of 
government of the Soviet Union and 
the dominant-landmark of Moscow. 

East of the Kremlin lies Red 
Square, for centuries the ci ty's 
marketplace. Today it is the stage 
for the great military reviews of the 
Soviet regime. Its points of interest 
include the Lenin Mausoleum and 
the Cathedral of SI. Basil. The 
Lenin Mausoleum contains the 
embalmed body of Vladimir Lenin, 
founder of the Soviet state. The 
16th-century Cathedral of SI. Basil, 
with its colorful, onion-shaped 
domes, was built by the infamous 
Ivan IV (the Terrible) . 

Moscow is the leading Soviet 
political, cultural, industrial and 
educational center. It boasts several 
great theaters, the foremost of 
which is the Bolshoi (Grand) 

Theater, world renowned for its 
operas and ballets. 

Muscovites have to endure a 
much harsher climate than their 
neighbors in Western Europe. 
Winters bring heavy snowfall and 
sub-zero temperatures. Other 
adversities suffered by Muscovites 
include crowded living conditions, 
long lines at food stores and 
periodic food shortages. 

Why not take some time to learn 
more about this important capital ?

The number 
of peopl e you invite will vary 
according to the activity and will 
depend to a large extent how big 
the pa rty facility is_ Don't try to 
crowd too many people into your 
home if everyone will be standing 
shoulder to shoulder or stepping on

When you decide whom to 
invite , try to make sure the group 
is compatible, especially if it IS a 
small gathering_ 

As soon as these plans are 
concrete, get to work on the 
invitation s . A word-of-mouth 
invitation one week before the 
party is nice, but written invita­
tions are even nicer. That way, 
you can set the mood for the 
party by carrying out the theme 
in the invitation. These can be 
found in any stationery store in 
prepackaged boxes ready to 
address and mail.

Your party snacks are more than 
just food_ They should be pleasing

Party activities 

Whatever type of party you 
decide to have, remember your 
guests are the main reason for the 
party_ Everything must be done 
with them in mind first and 
foremost.

For instance, did you know that 
once the richest man in the world 
was an Indian? That a rich family 
in Indi a li ves as well as its 
counterpart in the West ? That 
some of the most beautiful areas 
in the world are in K ashmir, in 
the northern part of the Indian 
subconti nent ? 

One of the primary things this 

• 
country could boast is contrast. 
Its divers ity is reflected in its 
num erous races, languages and 
religions; differing dress, man­
ners, way of life and thought; 
education and illiteracy; poverty 
and wealth . Its people range from 
the primitive to the most sophi sti ­
cated. 

Also known as Bharat, [nd ia 
ranks as the second most populous 
country in the world, while it is 

• 
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seventh largest in land area, with 
about one third the area of the 
United States. The northern part 
of the country is bounded by the 
Himalayas - the highest moun­
tain system of the world. This 
extends over about 1,500 miles. 
India also has the world's largest 
area under s now and glaciers 
except, of course, for the polar 
region. 

If you want to know the 
literal meaning of the word 
Babel, India could give you a 
clamorous demonstration! There 
are around 225 main languages 
and dialects in this country, 
including some A us troasi atic 
languages that have no written 
alphabet. But the Indian govern­
ment recognizes only 15 national 
languages, Hindi being the most 
prominent. 

English, which was introduced 
by the British in the 18th and 
19th centuries, began to be 
widely spoken in the urban areas 

and today is retained as an 
additional official language. 

To continue with the distinc­
tions, India has a sophisticated 
indus tri a l base and is placed 
among the top 10 industrialized 
nations of the world. The Indian 
railway sys tem is the fourth 
largest railway network in the 
world , ranking onl y after the 
U nited States, Soviet Union and 
Canada. It is also among the few 
nations that have joined the space 
race and nuclear 
club. 

Co nsidering a ll 
thi s, you might now 
wonder why India is 
still among the 10 
poorest nations in 
the world. The an­
swer to that is our 
population problem . 
We grow at the rate 
of one Australia 
every year and all 
our growth and in-

crease in wealth is neu tralized by 
this increasing mass o f people. 
This makes the average Indian 
not much better off. 

Another paradox in this count ry 
is that the rich are very rich and 
the poor are very poor. By the way, 
if you are still wondering who that 
rich man was (mentioned earlier in 
the article), it was the Nizam of 
Hyderabad who, it is said, had 
enough precious stones to fill a 
swi mming pool! 

India is the birthplace of many 
religions. Hinduism accounts for 
80 percent of the population 
today. Buddhism also started in 
India, but now it is far more 
important in other Asian coun­
tries than it is in its homeland. 

People are extremely supersti­
tious too. In the rural areas, some 
do not wear footwear because 
they consider the ground to be 
sacred and dread to walk on it 
with shoes or slippers. People also 
resist change and, worse still, 
they even refuse to believe in 
change. For instance, when I told 
my grandmother that man had 
walked on the moon , she prompt­
ly replied with an annoyed look 
on her wrinkled face, "Don't you 
go and believe such lies - they 
only want to fool you."

My mother would tell me about 
the days she spent on the beach 
before the war. There were band 
concerts and donkey rides and 
puppet shows and ice cream. But 
best of all , you could play in the 
sand and swim in the sea. It 
sounded like fun. 

Then the war ended. Now, at 
las t we cou ld go to th e beach'

Oh, no, we cou ldn ' t! My dad 

and mom wouldn't let my brother 
and me go down there. 

It's not fair , I'd think. My 
parents used to do it. Why can't {? 

But what I did not know was 
that the beach tha t they had once 
visi ted was now a very different 
place. T he sand was still there, 
and so were the white cliffs and 
the ocean. But there was a danger 
there now. Beneath the inviting 
golden sands and sparkling blue 
sea were several ton s of unex­
ploded bombs and ammunition, 
left over from the war. 

Other kids were allowed to go 
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a nd pl ay, and some of them were 
killed o r serious ly hUrl when they 
s te pped on a bu ried la nd mine. 
O ne fellow fou nd some bullets 
a nd broug ht them to school. Our 
teacher was horrified. She called 
the arm y to take them away . 

T he bull ets had come from the 
mac hine gun of a German a ircra ft 
that had been sho t down, and 
th ey were still live. They had 
b een des ig ned to s hoo t down 
la rge aircra ft - j ust think what 
they would have done if they had 
gone off in Ollr cl ass room ! 

So al though our beach looked 
muc h the same as it did be fore 
the war , it had sudd enly become a 
deadl y, da ngerous pl ace. 

Not so clear-cut 

Of course th e re we re o t her 
times that m y pa re nts wouldn ' t 
let me do things, eve n things that 
th ey had done whe n they we re 
young. I'm SUfe you 've experi­
e nced this too. Your pa rents say 
th at it isn ' t safe to hitchhike or 
wa lk alone at nig ht - things that 
you know they did them selves. 
T hey survived - it couldn' t be as 
da ngerous as th ey say ' 

Why a re pare nts so unreason­
able so metimes ? Why do they 
worry so muc h about your doing 
the same kind of things that th ey 
used to do ? 

O ne reason, of course, mi ght be 
that they've see n the mistakes they 
made (and how muc h they hurt) 
and so they don' t want you to 
su ffer too. But there is another 
reason. 

A ft er the war, th e sa me beac h 
th a t m y mo th e r used to visi t 
became a place where you could 
get yourself kill ed or mai med for 
li fe. It may be ha rd to reali ze, but 
it's the same with the world of 
today, compa red with the world of 
even just a generation ago. Let me 
ex pl ain. 

A bout 25 years ago people like 
yo ur moth e r and fa ther were 
seeing how many people they could 
crowd into a phone booth and 
li stening to early rock and rol l. 
A nd the older people would shake 
their heads a nd mumble that t hey 

"didn ' t know \vhat the world was 
comi ng to." People have always 
been saying things like th at. But it 
isn' t quite the same now. W e do 
know wha t the worl d is co min g 
to. 

It isn' t just cloth ing styles , fads 
a nd music t hat have c ha nged . The 
hidde n dangers have inc reased . 
Hitc h hiki ng a nd walk ing down 
the street alone can have very 
dangero us conseque nces today -
m u gg ing, rape , murd e r. The 
cr ime rate is muc h hi gher than it 
was even w hen you r pare n ts were 
teens. A nd tod ay you hear a bout 
these thi ngs happenin g eve n to 
careful people. 

Why are parents so 
unreasonable 

sometimes? Why do 
they worry so 

much about your 
doing the same 

kind of things that 
they used to do? 

Readers of thi s magazi ne are in 
a uni q ue posit ion. You live in what 
will probabl y be the last gen eration 
to be brought up in the world as we 
know it now. M any people, with 
ma ny differe nt poin ts of view, 
re lig ious or otherwise, a re beg in­
ning to reali ze thi s. Things are 
happening on thi s earth th at have 
never ha ppened before . 

Why more dangers? 

Th e Bible reveals that the re is 
a Sata n who ha tes you r genera­
tion with a pass ion. (I f you'd like 
to unde rstand more about this 
subj ect, send for our fr ee booklet , 
Did God Create a DeVil?) The 
Bib le calls S atan the "god o f this 
world ," because he influ ences the 
way peopl e be have in t his world . 

Satan is like those land mines 
bu r ied on the beach. He sets u p 
tra ps for you th a t yo u ca n ' t 
a lways see.

magine yourself only 
three-fourths-inch tall 
instead of 5 feet 6 inches 

(or five-eighths inch instead 
of 4 feet 6). 

Or imagine everything else 
around you shrunk d own to 
that small size while you are 
left as a giant to watch over it. 
Your one-slory house would 
only be 2'/2 inches high' 

I n the world of model railroad­
ing, this is the size of an HO-gauge 
layout. HO-scale models of trains, 
trees, even people a re 1/ 87 actual 
size. For example, you could 
couple 87 HO 50-foot boxcars end 
to end and they would stretch as 
long as one real 50-foot boxcar. It 
is a small world, but it can provide 
large amounts of fun. 

Half the fun of model railroad­
ing is in building your own 
setting (called a layout) whether 
it is a city, small town or 
countryside; the other half of the 
fun is in running it. 

Most modelers study actual 
train operations and try to 
run their trains as much like 
the prototype, or real, rail­
road as possible. For exam­
ple, freight trains give prior­
ity to passenger trains, even 
on the model layout. 

Does model railroading 
sound interesting? Let's look 
at some reasons you might 
want to explore this versatile 
and exciting hobby: 

• No matter how little 
space you have available, 
you can at least start your 
layout. You can begin laying 
track in a dresser drawer, in 
an unused trundle bed, on drop­
down shelving . on permanent 
shelves or on plywood sheets 
mounted on wheels that can s lide 
under your bed (but do allow for 
proper clearance!) . 

If you don't have room for HO 
gauge, how about N gauge 
(1 / 160 actual size)? Someday 
when you have morc room, you 
may want to build an even larger 
gauge layout, such as 0, S or 
Standard. 

• Money could be the biggest 
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drawback to thi s hobby, but you 
can stretch your money by becom­
ing a collecto r of di scarded 
electrical items and scrap lumber 
and other m aterials. Look at the 
possibilities in pieces of cello­
phane (for windows) , drinking 
straws (painted black for pipe) , 
cloth scraps (for curtains or 
drapes) , twigs or lichen (for trees 
or shrubs), kitty litter or bird 
gravel (for track ballast or gravel 
roads) and one-fourth inch clip­
pings of jute twine or carpet 
scraps (for clumps of weeds). Use 

• 
e 

a combination of imagination , plus 
some engineering. This Himagi­
neering" can help you save mon­
ey! 

• You don't have to follow strict 
rules about how to do certain 
layout jobs. If being too exact 
keeps you from enjoying this -
hobby, then try a little creativity 
in order to keep it fun . E xperi­
ment and find the best methods 
for you. Start with easy kits or 
construction and develop your 
skills and patience. Later you may 
want to follow more exactly the

protot y p e train o pera­
tions . 

• No two layouts end up 
alike, even if you buy the 
same kits o r have the same 
space available. As you 
weather your buildings, 
railroad cars and engines; 
as you plant trees , shrubs, 
grass and weeds; as you 
build roads, tunnels and 
bridges, and place people 
figures here and there, 
your ow n personality 
shows through . You can 
eve n choose the paint 
schemes and names to be used to 
make your pike a personal railroad 
line. Your layout reflects you. 
And as you mature or your 
interests change, your layout will 
reflect the changed you. 

• You can even decide w hat era 
in history you want to represent. 
Do you want your railroad scene 
to look like the 1800s? Do you 
want to copy a railroad that 
excited you as a child? Or do the 
2000s, a world tomorrow environ­
ment, appeal to you, where, 
in stead of c rowded cities and

s lums, you layout lush farms and 
gardens, schools and s mall 
towns? 

• There's such a variety of jobs 
on your layout that you could 
never get tired of doing just one 
thing. You can paint, assemble, 
carve, wire, mold, saw, drill and 
learn to solder. You can make 
trees, roads, mountains, bridges, 
houses, indus trial buildings, 
mines , granaries, depots, railway 
cars and engines - whatever you 
choose. In this hobby time can be 
more valuable than money, for 

the more you build from scratch, 
the more money you save. 

• Help is available through 
model rail road magazines and a 
large variety of books for this 
hobby. Ask your teen and adult 
friends about model railroading 
clubs in your area. You can also 
write to The Teen Association of 
Model Railroading (c/o Lone 
Eagle Payne, 10J W halcy Rd ., 
Rte. 4, New Carlisle, Ohio, 
45344), say in g you a re just 
starting a layou t and need help; 
they will respond. 

• You can work alone or with 
others. If you d o work with 
someone el se you can learn the 
valuable lesson of cooperat ion as 
you strive t o ward a comm o n 
goal. It can be an exce llent 
family project as well, wit h each 
person responsible for specific 
tasks. 

• You can s tart smali and 
expand your railroad, starting 
with only one engine and a piece 

of track. As you develop 
your layout, if you want 
to change it or add on, it 
is usually easily done. 
Nothing has to be final, 
so you never get bored 
with a finished project. 

Some people begin a 
layo ut when they are 
children, add to it and 
make changes as teens, 
and continue to enjoy and 
alter parts of it through­
out their adult lives. 
Sometimes it becomes a 
family project that con­
tinues from onc genera­
tion to the next as a fun 
tradition . And as your 
layout grows, so will your 

skills in mathematics, spelling, 
space concepts, electronics and 
other areas! 

Well, what do you think? If 
thi s brief description has caught 
your interest, you'll want to check 
out some how-to books, look for 
model railroaders in your area 
and look into prices or try to 
locate some used equipment. 

If you do decide to try model 
railroading as a hobby, welcome 
aboard! 0 
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Hit the Slopes 
Perhaps you've envisioned 
yourself "shooshing" down the 
slopes kicking up a rooster tail, 
turning the gates of a downhi ll 
slalom or cutting through the 
moguls. But then maybe you 
thought: Oh, I'll never be able to 
go skiing. The slopes are too far 
away. It would be too hard for 
me to learn. And anyway, it's 
too expensive. 

Wrong. None of the above has 
to be true. For a majority of you 
it is not too far . There are now 
ski resorts in all but four or five 
states in the United States. 
Canada and Eu rope a lso have 
many ski areas. 

It is not too hard , either -
anyone can learn to ski . And 
with proper planning, your group 

( 

look at the 
ex penses and 

can make it 
affordable. 

How much 
does it cost? 
This is 
probably your 
major obstacle 
- but let's

how you ca n 
overcome them. 
Here's a general idea of what 
you can plan to spend. 

In order to cut costs, organize 
a group - this will allow you to 
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save noticeably. With special 
group discount rales YOll can 
plan to spend about $7 a day for 
ski rental, $ I 7 a day for lift 
tickets and about $ I 5 a person a 
day for a place to sleep, cook 
and eat. 

So, what do we have so far? 
About $40 a day. If you are 
traveling a. long way to the 
slopes, you will probably want to 
ski for three days to make the 
trip worthwhile, so the total now 
comes to around $ I 20. 

Of course, tha t's not all. 
You'll su rely want to eat. Here's 
w here stay ing in a place with a 
kitchen helps. You can carefully 
plan as a group and bring 
groceries from home, pre pari ng 
meals in your unit. Dad and 
Mom may let this count as part 
of the grocery allotment from 
home since you will not be there 
to eat. So your food costs can be 
minimal. Let 's say, though, you 
will want to take about $20 for 
some food, snacks and drinks . 
Now we are up to $ I 40. 

Transportation is the next 
expense to cons ider. Once again 
carefu l planning will keep costs 
down. Fill every vehicle, share 
costs. Let's suppose you will 
contribute $25 for gas. Now we 
have $ 165. 

It's best to a lso p lan about 
$20 for miscellaneous expenses 
and emergencies. Thi s brings us 
to about $ 185. 

There is only one more 
expense - and that on ly for the 
first time skier: sk i lessons. You 
really should take a lesson the 
first day . Some will want a 
second day of instruction, but a 
majority master the basic skills 
after only one day. By joining a 
group, a one-day lesson will cost 
about $ 15. 

You don't have to have fancy 
clothing to ski . I t's possible to 
spend hundreds of dollars on ski 
outfits, but for the beginner an 

old pair of blue jeans sprayed 
wit h waterproofing will do just 
fi ne. 

There you have it. For about 
$200 you can have one of the 
most enjoyable times of your 
life. Now, that might sound like 
a lot of money - and it is. But 
with group fund-rai s ing act ivities 
and by saving your allowance or 
baby-sitting money, you can 
overcome thi s obstacle. Perhaps 
you can talk your parents and 
group leaders into helping you 
raise money - especiall y if you 
can get them to go along with 
you.

Sure, you said that you 'd go to the 
pa rty, but the one that was 
described to you , not the one that 
you are at. Don' t let one bad 
decision lead to another . 

Finally, Ecclesiastes 11 :9 tells 
us the fo llowing: "Be happy , 
young man, while you are young, 
and let your heart give you joy in 
the days of your youth . Follow the 
ways of your heart and whatever 
your eyes see, but know that for 
all these things God will bring you 
to judgment." 

Those are pretty strong words. 
Res pons ibility. Accountability . 
Your decisions are yours to make 
and yours to answer for. 

Remember these guidelines the 
next time one of your friends says , 
"Come on, make up your mind." 
Remind yourself not to make a 
hasty decision . If you face a tough 
decis ion, get some advice from an 
adult. And if you see that you've 
made a bad decision, don' t be 
afraid to back out of it. And 
finally, keep in mind that you are 
responsible for your dec isions . 

Think about it. Sleep on it. You 
can use these guidelines and avoid 
many o f the pitfalls or you can 
simply take your chances. The 
decision , after all , is yours. 0

Sitting on the throne is a being whose face 
radiates light as bright as the sun in full 
strength. His eyes are like flames of fire! 

You're awestruck by the incredible sight 
before you! Terribly curious, you begin to 
deluge this great being with questions. Who 
is he? What is he? What is he really like? 
How long has he existed? What kind of 
powers and abilities does he have? What 
has he done and what is he doing today? 

As he begins to answer your questions 
you realize that you have come into the 
presence of none other than the supreme 
Architect, Creator and Sustainer of the 
universe! The One who designed the great 
star systems and brought them into being, 
setting each star and planet in its exact 
place.

Perhaps you have wished that you could 
take suc h a thrilling iourney . Though 
physically impossible, you can still learn the 
answers to the above questions by studying 
what God has revealed in His inspired written 
Word - the Holy Bible. So find your Bible, a 
pen or pencil and some paper. This is so you 
can read and write out the Bible verses that 
answer the questions asked in this stud y. 

Now let's begin a most fa sc inating and 
eye-opening study. Let 's learn who and what 
God is! 

1. What does the very first chapter of the 
Bible reveal about God? Genesis 1: I, 26. 

The original Hebrew word for God in verse 
1 is Elohim. Elohim is a uniplural or collective 
noun, like the words church, family and team, 
all of which have more than one member.

At the prehistoric time described in John 
1: 1 (before the m ater ial universe was 
c reated) , there existed only two divine 
beings. One is God. And with God was 
another Being - the Word - who also is 
God. He is the One who was later 
miraculously begotten in the virgin Mary by 
God the Father and who became the human 
Jesus Christ, the Son of God. At the time 
described in John 1: 1-3, the Word was not 
yet the Son of God and God was not yet His 
Father. 

3. Have both members of the God Family 
always existed? Psalm 90:2, 102:25-27, 
I Timothy 1: 17 . 

The Bible reveal s that both members of 
the God Family are immortal. There has 
never been a time when they did not exist. 
It's impossible for us to understand how 
these two divine beings could have always 
existed, but neither can we really unde rstand 
what electricity is. Yet we know electricity 
exists and is very real. 

4. In whose image and likeness was man

12_ Does God have p e rfect c h a ra c ter? 
Matthew 5:48. How does the Bible basi c ally 
de fin e the nature and c ha ra c ter o f God? 
I J o hn 4: 16. What is th e love o f Go d ? I John 
5 :3. Is this why J e sus summed up the Ten 
Commandments the way He did? Matthew 
22 :3 6 -40. Will God's c haracter ever change? 
M a lachi 3 :6, Hebrews 13:8 . 

The character o f both God th e Father and 
Jesus Christ is perfect , holy and righteous. 
The ir character can be summ e d up in the one 
word love . God's law is a reflec tion of God's 
character. It is the way o f lo ve - the way of 
giving , serving, helping - of outgoing 
c oncern for others. God has an outgoing 
c oncern for all of humanity! 

13_ Is it God's plan to inc rease the size of 
His Family by bringing more members into it?

But be patient and 
real ize that kindness takes time to 
work. And even if it doesn ' t seem 
to work at all, bcing kind is s till 
the best way to live, and will 
bring you the most peace and 
happiness in the long run. 

Q. I am 17 years old and 
consider myself to be fairly pretty 
and smart and fun to be with. But 
no guys show any real interest in 
me except for the occasional date. 
All my friends have boyfriends 
and I feel left out. How can I 
attract a boyfriend? 

A. You' re not alone. You would 

be amazed at the number of letters 
we get rrom people asking how to 
interest the oppos ite sex in them­
selves. Youth 83 is not a handbook 
for romance, but romance is a part 
or lire. And one goal or Youth 83 is 
to show a better way to live all 
aspects or lire. So here are a rew 
suggestions. 

First , realize that th e best way 
to approach dating is not to latch 
onto a steady boy a r girl rriend 
early in o ne 's dating ca reer. 
Rather it is best to date widely to 
meet all types or people.

oes tap, hands clap 
and bodies sway as the 
music plays. For some 

reason the rhythm of the 
music causes you to move 
with the beat. 

At the same time your hea rt 
rate and breathing quicken. 
Sadness turns to joy. Heavy 
feet become light. i\ new surge 
of energy floods your body. It 's 
great to be a live. 

All of these changes can and do 
take pl ace while listening to 
music, without the listener havin g 
to th ink about it. Music can lift 
your Spirits and energize your 
body . 

Why do bands play march 
mu sic at sporting events? If you 
have ever played or coached, you 
probably reali ze march mu sic 
arouses powerful emotions that 
strengthen the players' courage 
and resolve. 

You may have experienced 
somethin g simi lar when your 
national anthem is played . Chills 
run up and down your spine . All 
of a sudden you are filled with 
emotion and you experience a 
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sense of loyal ty. The music has 
stirred up these e mot ions. 

The effec t of mu sic on the 
mind and body has been recog­
nized for thousands of years. The 
Greek philosoph er, Pl ato, wrote 
his book, The Republic. more 
than 2,000 years ago. The book 
describes how Utopia (the ideal 
society) should be governed. Plato 
feared music would spoil U topia 
and the citizens " would be 
tempted and corrupted by weak 
and voluptuous airs (music) and 
led to indulge in demorali z ing 
emotions. " 

Dr. Howard Hanson, director of 
the Eas tma n School of Music, 
graphically described the power of 
mu sic on the mind a nd body : 
"Music is a curiously subtle art 
with innumerable varying emo­
tional connotations. It is made up 
of many ingredients and, according 
to the proportions of th ese compo­
nents, it can be soothing or 
invigoratin g, ennobl ing or vulgar­
izing, ph ilosophical or orgiastic. It 
has powers for evil as well as for 
good." 

A story in the Bible illustrates 
the effect of music on mind and 
spirit. King Saul of Israel was 

troubled by an evil spirit. One of 
Saul's servants told him about 
David , who was a ski llful player 
on the harp. D av id was su m­
moned and when he played the 
harp, King Saul was re freshed 
and the evil spirit left him ( I 
Samuel 16:14-23). 

Some ancient religi ons used 
music to arouse emotion and 
lower inhibitions. Sexual orgies 
were of ten a p a rt of thei r 
ceremony. 

Primitive societies also used 
music to work their warriors into 
an emotional fren zy whil e prepar­
ing for war. 

Recent studies a lso point to the 
powers of music. Pat ric ia Schill­
er, a psychol og ist and director of 
the Amer ican Association of Sex 
Education and Counselors, mea­
sured the erotic effect of music 
on girls (ages 12 to 20) . Dr. 
Schiller states a number of the 
girls said that the insisten t beat 
and the " suggestive lyri cs" of 
some songs excited them sexual­
ly . Older gir ls were more able to 
control their feelings. 

John Diamond, M. D., has 
spent 25 years researching the 
effects that mus ic has on the 
human body. He feels that 
harmful sounds, such as a stopped 
anapestic beat found in many 
rock records, weaken muscles. 
Apparently this beat is counter to 
the body's normal rhythm. 

Dr. Diamond also cl a ims that 
so me rock mu sic can cau se 
cerebral switching. The two 
hemispheres of the brai n can be 
sw itched, throwing the body into 
a state of alarm and mimicking 
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the symptoms of s tr ess and 
anxi et y . He also feel s it ca n cause 
perceptual chan ges th a t can result 
in decrease d abilit y to make 
logical deci sions. and that it often 
leads to res tlessness. hyperactivi­
ty, dec reased work o utpu t and 
increased errors. 

Former rock artist Bob Larsen 
agrees with Dr. Diamond's find ­
ing. In Mr. Larsen's book, Th e 
Day [he MLisic Died, he states: 
"Syncopated rh ythms evoked the 
most sensuous response from the 
human body, particularly when 
th ey arc electronically accen­
tu ated. Many of the vital processes 
of life a re based upon rhythm. The 
vasc ular , respiratory and auto­
nomic nervous systems all use it to 
perform their functions. We are 
rhy th mic bein gs and therefore 
ha ve an inhe ren t affi nit y fo r 
certain rhythms." 

What do a ll these fac tors mean 
for you? Since mu sic is one of the 
most powerful instrum ents for 
good or evi l that the world has ever 
known, your choices can make a 
hig difference. Be cautious and ask 
yo urself so me questio ns before 
allowing yourself to be swept away 
by any kind of music: 

Is it construct ive, uplifting and 
comfortabl e to mind and body? 
Or docs it have negative effects, 
leading yo u in dir ec ti o ns you 
don't want to go? 

It ca n be a lo t o f fun 
discove ring the many types of 
good mus ic . Future articles will 
point out ways you can expand 
your mu sical horizo ns and enJoy­
m e nt. Why not m ake some 
mu sical discoveries? 0
