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“The Ten Commandments were first made known to Adam in the Garden of Eden.
Why? Because that is the very law that he broke in the "original" sin. Every one of the
Ten Commandments was then in full force and effect. It was sin to transgress any one
of them between the time of Adam and Moses. You can read this in your own Bible.”

(Herbert W Armstrong, Were the Ten Commandments in Force Before Moses?)
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God’s Law and Way of Life Before Moses

Introductory Remarks

God’s Way of Life leading to the gift of eternal life includes a number of instructions or principles that includes the Commandments, developing the fruit of
the spirit, beatitudes and such like. In other words, adopting the Way that is exemplified by the two trees: one is the tree of knowledge of good and evil
leading to eternal death and the other the tree of life leading to eternal life.

This chart is based on Bible study notes dating back to 1981 titled God’s Laws and Spiritual Requirements in Force Before Mount Sinai! It proved to be one of
the most interesting studies | have undertaken and was influenced by an article reprint | read by Herbert W Armstrong “Were the Ten Commandments in
Force Before Moses?” Plain Truth, May 1956 wherein he stated:

“Every one of the Ten Commandments was in existence during the time of Adam. It was sin to break any one of them prior to the time of the
law of Moses. The law of Moses, we know, didn't come until the time of Moses — 430 years after the time of Abraham. But the spiritual law has
been in existence from Adam! ... There it is. Every one of the Ten Commandments was in existence from creation. It was sin to break any of them
between the time of Adam and Moses. What are you going to do about it?” (pp, 18, 22).

More and more conservative Protestant scholars are coming around to see this too. Here is but one example:

“So endemic is the moral law to the whole of the Mosaic law that evidences for its abiding nature can be found in the fact that even before it
was given on Sinai it was held to be normative and binding on all who aspired to living by faith. In fact every one of the Ten Commandments is
already implicitly found in the Genesis record even before their publication on Sinai.” (Walter Kaiser, “God’s Promise Plan and His Gracious Law”,
Journal of the Evangelical Society, vol 33, Sept 1990, p. 299) [emphasis mine]

Here is another quote:

“...(1) We should not assume that Israel had no law until Sinai. This seems especially true in 16:23, where the Sabbath day is mentioned explicitly
for the first time in the Old Testament. Although the command to keep the Sabbath is explicitly given only in 20:8-11 (the fourth commandment),
this does not mean that God’s will for his people to keep the Sabbath was unheard of until then.

“It is reasonable to assume that the Ten Commandments as they are given on Mount Sinai are not new but a reiteration of things that the
Israelite (and probably other ancient Near Eastern peoples) already new. After all, are we to think that the command to honor one’s parents or
the prohibition against stealing, murder, or adultery are unheard of before Sinai? The Israelites most likely have known something of God’s laws
before Sinai, even though we are not told what they know or how they came to know it. Exodus 15:26 should be similarly understood. (p.323).
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“(2) Another approach sees in this reference to commands and decrees a foreshadowing of Sinai...” (T. Fretheim, Exodus, Interpretation: A Bible
Commentary for Teaching and Preaching, p. 323).! [emphasis mine]

| resolved to investigate this further and to ascertain whether other commandments and biblical requirements were also referenced prior to Moses, in the
book of Genesis. | picked up some clues here and there regarding tithing and clean/unclean meats, but my personal study proved very fruitful and
demonstrated to me how consistent God is throughout His Word. This chart is the result of this study.

God’s Eternal and Consistent Way of Life

It is God Himself Who defines sin — one can find these definitions in Rom 5:12-14; lJohn 3:4; llJohn 6; Rom 13:10; 7:6-8; 3:20-22; ICor 15:56. In effect it is
falling short of the holiness and glory of God because the law and Biblical standards/requirements personify God and character - His way of love (lJohn 4:8).

Hos 6:7 and 8:1 appears to indicate that the Laws were given since Adam.? As the Church of God and others have explained for a very long time, God is love
which includes the structure of the Law and the development of the fruit of the spirit, the beatitudes and outgoing concern for others (which of its nature
means having feelings and empathy for others) and so forth. In other words His way of life to develop holy, righteous character — to become like God.

And what is this way of life in summary but “to do well” vs “do not do well” (Gen 4:7).

Gradually, over time, people began to progressively do what they thought was right, corrupting His way (Gen 6:11-12. Cp Prov 21:2) but Noah was upright
and walked in God’s way (Gen 6:8) and was also a preacher of righteousness (lIPet 2:5, 21. Prov 6:23; 16:25; Is 2:3). What is righteousness? Obedience to His
commandments is a very important aspect of righteousness (Ps 119:172) and is mentioned also in Gen 7:1; 15:6; 18:23-28; 30:33; 38:26.

Enoch also walked in the ways of God (which must include His law as we have seen) according to Gen 5:24; Jude 1:14-15 (see also Deut 5:33; 8:6; Amos 3:3;
Mic 4:2). And there are many other Scriptures demonstrating that Laws of God were known and thus revealed prior to Sinai, but are they limited to the 10
Commandments? (Hos 6:7; 8:1; Gen 4:7; 6:2, 5; lIPet 2:5; Gen 5:24; 6:11-12; lIPet 2:21; Gen 7:1; Ex 10:17; 15:26).

1“It is not assumed here that there is already a body of commandments for Israel; it refers, rather, to any and all statues that God may put forward as time goes on. It
anticipates in particular God’s later giving of the law in chapters 20-23 ... Also, this passage shows that the giving of the law at Sinai is not something new in the God-Israel
relationship. God’s law is given to Israel in at least two ways. There are those statutes which cut across life situations and are given as a body (chaps. 20-23); there are also
those commandments which emerge in connection with very specific life situations. It is the latter that will be lifted up for Israel in the stories that follow. Hence, when the
law is given at Sinai, Israel will know that the law does not exhaust what it means to do the will of God in its life. Sinai fits into a God-Israel relationship in which obedience is
already an integral component. Consequently, Israel will need to be attentive to the will of God in every life situation, knowing that the body of law given at Sinai may not
speak directly to the issue at hand. This is, of course, what the people of God in every age are called to do” (T. Fretheim, Exodus, Interpretation: A Bible Commentary for
Teaching and Preaching, p.179). [emphasis mine]

So the spiritual and civil laws were not instituted in the Old Covenant; they were already in existence and were included in it.

Previous to this was Abraham who obeyed all of God’s commandments added on to this also believed God deeply (ie had faith — deep belief is one aspect of
faith and a future article may delve into this):

“Abraham obeyed my voice and kept my charge, my commandments, my statutes, and my laws.” (Gen 26:5)

Given the above truths, let us explore God’s consistency in the book of Genesis, in chart form. His consistency is stated categorically in Scriptures such as
Mal 3:6; Heb 13:8; James 1:17; Ps 119:159).

8 Of interest are the observations by Richard Davidson: “In Genesis 4, just a few verses after the first sacrifice recorded in Gen 3:21, we have evidence that Cain and Abel were thoroughly
instructed regarding the sacrificial system. Both Cain and Abel “brought” offerings to the Lord, but the narrative contrasts the two kinds of “gifts/offerings” (Heb. minchah) that were brought.
Cain brought a bloodless offering from the fruit of the ground, while Abel brought an animal sacrifice (Gen 4:3-4). Although in the later Levitical system both first-fruit offerings and animal
sacrifices were included (the minkhah is actually the term used for the “grain offering”; Lev 2), the foundational offering was the bloody sacrifice. As Heb 9:22 summarizes, “without the shedding
of blood there was no remission of sin.” The first fruits thank offerings were to be brought in addition to the foundational animal sacrifices.

Genesis 4:3-4 appears to highlight the fact that Cain only brought the first fruit offering, but did not see the need to offer in addition an animal sacrifice showing his dependence upon the
blood of the substitute, as God had made clear in Eden to Adam and Eve. Abel, on the other hand, brought both. This nuance of the Hebrew original is captured in the NASB translation: “So it
came about in the course of time that Cain brought an offering to the LORD of the fruit of the ground. Abel, on his part also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of their fat portions. And the
LORD had regard for Abel and for his offering” (emphasis supplied).

Genesis 4:3-4 does not indicate the location to which Cain and Abel brought their offerings, but this is probably implied in v. 7. Recent studies of this verse 42 provide evidence from the original
Hebrew that the word khatta’t (which can either mean “sin” or “sin-offering”) should better be translated as “sin-offering” and not “sin” in this verse, and the word petakh (“door/ opening”)
here refers to the cherubim-guarded door/gate of Paradise, where sinful humans were to bring their sacrifices, paralleling the numerous uses of petakh in the Torah describing the door of the
tabernacle (Exod 29:4, 11, 32, 42; 33:9-10; etc.). In this verse, God is encouraging Cain to offer up an animal sacrifice for his sin at the eastern “door” of the Garden where the post-Fall sanctuary
was located.” (Davidson, Earth’s First Sanctuary, “Earth’s First Sanctuary: Genesis 1-3 and Parallel Creation Accounts,” Andrews University Seminary Studies, 2015, pp. 78-79) [emphasis mine]

It is of interest that the word sin (= falling short of the glory of God and breaking His Laws and principles) is found 7 times in Genesis. It is also found 14 (2 x
7) times in Exodus and 89x in Leviticus (more than in any other book) according to various sources. This is further proof that the definition of sin has not
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changed —it is being ungodlike; it is not fulfilling the requirements of the Bible; and it is not the mind of Christ (which in essence embodies the entirety of the
holiness of the Bible as He is the Word of God).

So, what this chart demonstrates is that the Commandments and other spiritual principles/requirements found in the books of Moses and other places in the
Old Testament are also there in the book of Genesis. They are easily overlooked if one does not keep one’s wits about one as one pores through Genesis.

It is unknown how many of the laws registered by Moses were kept in Genesis, including during the pre-Flood period. However, it is clear that the 10 major
requirements were in place since Adam and many, many other laws were also.

This clearly demonstrates that God is consistent in His holiness and requirements, after all, He states "For | the LORD do not change; therefore you, O children
of Jacob, are not consumed.” Mal 3:6).
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
