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This Bible Study represents an attempt to broadly align relevant Scriptures on the Beast
and False Prophet from both Old and New Testaments.

Also included is various other information that throws light on the various Beast
systems which inform us of the future and final Beast system.

Mystery Babylon. These cooperate, have tensions, different views and even fallings out.

Other

Compare Daniel 7:8, 25; 8:9-11
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They represent several different but cooperating aspects of the enemies of the House of Israel and thus God.

These powers come together in temporary cooperation like a denouement:

Beast Power — European political/military block

Babylon — commercial/economic/financial system, especially as it supports the Beast

Mystery Babylon — a Great False Church and her daughters

King of the North — ancient roots in Assyria — a system which, as Daniel 11 shows, is the same one as the power that fights the Kings of the East. This
aspect of the Beast focusses on conquering the Holy Land and Middle East (eg Assyria, Babylon, Greece, Rome, Holy Roman Empire Crusades, Napoleon,
German assistance to the Ottoman Empire during WW1 and Hitler & Mussolini in WW2).
