Dear Jonathan:

Thanks for the reply.  I'll work thru your first group of comments here, but being lengthy, will do the entire list by snail-mail.

On the Psalm 110 matter, it remains curious that we would place great emphasis on one verse in a passage, and exclude an-other.  It's the interplay between these two that poses the significance.  As you acknowledge, there are two presented in verse 1.  YHWH and Adoni.  Where this became 'problematical' with Jewish scholars of the 200's BC was the obvious contradiction to their theological position.  Verse 5 as written had YHWH where they emended it to Adonai instead.  What we HAD before they altered it was a Being on the left, called YHWH, and the other on the right, Adoni in verse 1, is also called YHWH in verse 5.   I thought that would be clear.  It was obvious 2200 years ago.  That's why they changed their texts.  The problem wasn't really with the texts, it was their theological conception that was amiss.

I agree with you that we see in verse 1 TWO separate and distinct Beings.  Adoni is the One we came to know as Jesus Christ (who verse 1 says was David's Lord please notice. So did David worship the wrong Lord, or was He the one recognized in the OT, as the Father YHWH hadn’t yet been revealed to man?)  But then, later in the same passage, we see that 'other Being' referred to as YHWH also!

Daniel 7 presents a consistent testimony.  The 'Son of man' is formally brought before the Ancient of Days. (v.13)  This Son of man is none other than Jesus Christ who ascends back up thru the clouds of heaven.   But we see from the previous mention and the subsequent mention that the Son of man IS ALSO the Ancient of Days (how can we even begin to identify the One described in v. 9 & 22 as anyone else than Christ?)  So, there are TWO Beings called the Ancient of Days also!

You explain to me why it was that Jesus Christ used a blend of these two passages (Psalm 110 and Daniel 7) to guarantee a death sentence that Passover evening, if they're not on target in explaining His true identity.

I gave you a very lengthy list, by no means all inclusive, that proves that the One of these two Beings who created, who led Israel out of Egypt and through the wilderness, who was the manna, who was the LORD of their Sabbath, who will be the One to return to Earth and rule the nations on earth from Jerusalem is in many places called YHWH.

Thank you for your packet of articles. There is too much to comment on at length, so I will restrict myself to a few remarks:

 

Your explanation for Psalm 110:1 never addressed the main issue. There are two beings/persons described in the first verse. Your detours to verse 5 to beat up on the emenders are interesting, but your failure to return to the issue at hand is disconcerting. Looking closely at verse one, we learn that:

 

1) There are two persons being described   (On this much we are agreed.  There ARE two Divine Beings!   To be present at that location, becoming seated at God’s right hand, Adoni can be no ordinary man.)  
2) The first person is YHWH, ( Yes )  the Creator, ( No: The first person created nothing except thru the second (Jn.1:3 & Heb.1:2 and 11:3)  the God of the Old Testament (Yes) (and NT too!) (Yes, but that wasn't known originally.  That's why the second person had to come and reveal to men the existence of the first person.  The YHWH known to Israel in OT times was the second person.  We see in Isa. 9:6 the Son being called 'the Everlasting Father'.  The one we know as the Son was known to ancient Israel as the Everlasting Father!   This 'technical point' is the essence of true Christianity.  Ancient Israel all along had been dealing with the same Being.  They failed to recognize Him in His physical (being born of humankind) manifestation.)
3) The second person is referred to as 'adoni' (NOT 'adonai' -- look this up is a good lexicon, not just Strong's), a title that applies to men  (Again, I agree.  FOR A TIME, one of these two persons divested Himself of His Glorified existence, taking on the form of physical men.   During that time, He was known, and correctly so, as the Son of man, and Adoni.  But to be present beside God the Father, the Everlasting Father had also to be a Divine Being.  In Daniel 7:13 and Psalm 110:1 we see the re-investiture ceremony, when He was re-invested with the same Glory He had with THE Father, (His Father, not necessarily ancient Israel's at the time), as He prayed for in John 17:5.  Notice His clear statement that He'd existed with the first person before the world was (created)!  A statement consistent with John 1:1-2.)  ( Strongs has Adonay, JF&B has Adonai, and they give “the right hand” as a place of power, not merely a post of honor, but a seat on the throne as a Sharer in the Divine Power.  ( Rev.3:21 )) 
( Also, Please expand on the Adoni / Adonai comment above.  I sense there may be something alluded to in the distinction. ) 
4) Yahoshua of Nazareth identifies himself with the adoni of Psalm 110:1  ( Exactly correct.  He was!  But at the same time, after His incarnate existence, He made legitimate claim to full equality with God in Heaven. (Phil. 2:6) ( and was restored thereto.))
 

Since Yahoshua is the adoni of this verse, he is therefore NOT the YHWH of this verse, else he is talking to himself!   (That's right.  He IS NOT talking to Himself.  There are TWO.  He isn’t the YHWH of verse 1 but He is the YHWH of verse 5.  The YHWH at YHWH’s right hand.   That’s what the first century religious leaders wouldn’t accept, causing their blindness to the obvious, and necessitating their rejection of their long-expected Messiah. )
Thus, Psalm 110:1 tells us that Yahoshua of Nazareth is NOT the God of the Old Testament.  ( Nope!  Some faulty logic here.  He said Himself, Moses wrote of me!  (Jn. 5:46)  Ancient Israel regarded the YHWH of their Old Testament as being their salvation.  Jesus said that referred to Himself.  (Jn. 5:39)  ( The Rock of their salvation of the time-frame of the Exodus was Christ! )    Ac.4:12, If there is no salvation in any other, then who possibly could the OT be referring to than Christ?)
 

Psalm 110:1 is the single best evidence in the Bible that YHWH the Creator is God the Father.  ( Not if you allow that Christ was the Creator, which is biblically well established!   That YHWH will return to Earth to rule the nations prior to the Father's Descent (1st Cor. 15:27-28,  Isa. 66:15-16 and all, &  Zech 14:1-9 ).   What gift we receive from Psalm 110 is the clear fact that there are two persons (Divine Beings) interacting with one another!   One verse that comes to mind that establishes that the Father was involved in Creation is in Hebrews 1:2 which actually corrects the perception of He being the Creator. )
 

Don't wiggle. Address this issue directly, without detouring to verse 5. Verse 5 is interesting, and I commend you on discovering the emendations. But don't miss verse one!   ( No wiggling is necessary.  This is fundamental Christianity.  The wiggler is the one who sees need to dismiss one scripture over another.  No, they all fit together when correctly understood.   There should be no need to dismiss one of them. )

Another issue you have never addressed is that YHWH is plainly identified as the Father in the Old Testament. Please see the attached article Our Father Revealed in the Old Testament     ( Yes, He is!  Their father ( notice Lk. 2:49  “my Father”, as opposed to ‘our’ Father.)  He made clear that His Father wasn’t one and the same as theirs’!   The God of the Old Testament was the same Being that they’d come to reject a couple of decades later.  The ‘Everlasting Father’ of their awareness wasn’t yet begotten or born as the Son of our awareness until conception in early 5 BC.  The Father God figure known to them was the same one identified in Isaiah 9.  That Being whom they worshipped, the LORD of the Sabbath, was none other than the Being we know today as the Son!  Jesus Christ was the God of the Old Testament.  The True Father, Our Father ( with Him, not with them) was relatively unknown prior to the first Advent.  Jesus made it clear to them that His Father WASN’T their Father.  If He was, their hearts would be very different. (Jn.9:54-55, & 42 )   I have no issue with the statement that the God of the Old Testament is identified as being YHWH.   But the Being that it refers to must be determined from the context, as both Beings are called by that name! )

You frequently quote Paul to support your polytheistic position (God is two). Please see the attached article The Monotheism of Paul describing how Paul was staunchly, strictly monotheistic, who believed that God the Father was the God of the Old Testament, and ONLY Creator God.   ( This must disregard Paul as the author of the Book of Hebrews.  Haven’t read the below at the point of making this comment, but my article on “ the Shema in the New Testament” covers the same subject with quite different conclusions. )

You asked an interesting question at the end of your letter that deserves a response: "What I don't know from those of you that hold the 'One God' position is what regard you have for Jesus, as to His eternal divinity."

 

Reply:  I can't speak for everyone who holds the One God position, but I will give you my best answer, which I believe is shared by most of the 'Ond God' folks.   ( Thanks for clarifying this.  I kinda thought this had to be the case, but wasn’t sure.  We have a group of Messianic persuasion who believes the same. )
 

The simple answer is that Yahoshua (Jesus) had no eternal divinity.   ( Well, you disagree with a number of clear scriptures. He said Himself that He did, referring to …”The Glory which I had with you before the world was.”  Who was He talking to?  Also, 2nd Pet.1:4, If we are to become partakers of the Divine Nature, then certainly He did! )
 

Yahoshua was a created being. His existence began at his conception, just as yours did. You did not "pre-exist" your conception and birth. Neither did Yahoshua.  ( He didn’t exist as a physical being, a literal Son of God prior to early 5 BC (conception), but there are so many scriptures that affirm that He did pre-exist.  I’ll list a few. )
 BTW, the idea of "pre-existing" is nonsensical in itself. How can anything or anyone exist before it exists?  ( Similarly, How can 
something that has always existed NOT have existed?  Part of our ‘problem’ is linguistic.  If we hadn’t chosen to word it that way, we wouldn’t have the seeming mutual exclusion.  ( We can’t adequately fathom ‘eternity’ either.)  What we’re looking at is a change of FORM, having existed from eternity in Glorified form, then one YHWH taking the spirit essence of the other and reconfiguring it into a physical sperm seed capable of reproducing a physical human manifestation of His former self, bearing a strong  resemblance to His Father ( Jn.1:14) , placing it into a physical woman, with that newly conceived Being ( new in that form, but not new to existence) thereafter existing of and by physical means.  That God (Jesus) had come into the flesh was very problematical with Hellenized ( heavily Gnostic) Judaism of the first century!  It is the essence of the Doctrine of Antichrist that John warned the late first century Church about.  The idea that 1st John 4:2-3 shows being so essential a belief is the fact of Jesus Christ having come in the flesh.  Not simply that He was born as a physical being, but that He had been born into the flesh, having existed previously in the Glorified Spirit form.  He was Spirit, became flesh for a third of a century, then returned to that state of being he’d had previously.   Gnostics had all kinds of problems with this idea, as they couldn’t conceive of God existing of corruptible matter.  To them, Spirit was good, matter was evil.  (See Alan Knight’s book: “Primitive Christianity in Crisis”.)  Another thought, yes, in a way we did exist before conception as cells within our parents.  In the case of the woman’s egg, they say all that ever will be are in place from puberty. )  
 

To give you an idea of how Yahoshua 'existed' prior to his conception, let me illustrate a personal story:

 

I have four children. One day, if YHWH blesses us, I will have six. We are planning for those next two children. They 'exist' in our minds, and our plans. We have their room ready, and we have plans for their vocation (we have a family business). We have names for them. We love them. We talk about them as if they already are. We tell people about them. But they will not exist until conception. This is how it works.
 

The above example is how I understand YHWH God, the Father, the God of the OT, talked about his son Yahoshua in prophecy before Yahoshua existed in any way other than in his Father's plan. This well explains John 17:5, and John 17:3 (which you consistently skip!). The glory that Yahoshua had with his Father (THE ONLY TRUE GOD) before the world was, was in plan, not literal existence.( Perhaps we can salvage some of this if we restrict the concept to the existence of the Son as the Son in human form.  He wasn’t “the Son” prior to His human conception, but He did exist as one of the two YHWH’s from all eternity.   There are just too many scriptures indicating that the One we know today as Jesus the Christ had existed previously in Glory, conscious of the Father ( His Father to be) and interacted with the patriarch’s of old.   We’ll look at some of those a little further on. )  ( Note:  Dr. Hoeh presented the ‘pre-existence’ of Jesus as merely a thought of the Father in a sermon at the FoT in Vail, CO in 1995.  I have a transcript of that.  One familiar with ancient  religious philosophy recognized it as having come from the writings of Hermes.   Thus, NOT a new idea. )

P.S. One last thing (it's hard to keep me quiet about this issue). You make much of Yahoshua's statement that "For had ye believed Moses, ye would have believed me: for he wrote of me." It's really not a difficult thing to discern what it was that Moses wrote of Yahoshua. We know that Yahoshua was 'that prophet' that Moses prophesied:   ( Hold open for the possibility that Moses’ account was more than just this one passage.  See below.  )
Deuteronomy 18:15 YHWH thy God will raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy brethren, like unto me; unto him ye shall hearken;   ( This is OK.  We need to understand that in His human form He fulfilled a role that the One who sent Him couldn’t, or that He in His pre-existent Spirit form couldn’t.  But they didn’t hearken, did they?   Borrowing a little logic from the paragraph above: that the ultimate Prophet is God.   All legitimate prophesies originate with Him.  The ‘Son’ was only a spokesman conveying what the Father gave Him to say!     ( Jn. 12:49-50 )  Understand, this Prophet was not an original source in His physical manifestation.  He made that plain.)
Moses wrote of Yahoshua as 'that prophet'. This is confirmed by Peter (Acts 3). Notice that Moses was clear about this: YHWH would at a future time raise up Yahoshua as a physical prophet (of Moses's brethren). This is evidence once again that YHWH is NOT Yahoshua. Two different persons. Did Yahoshua (Jesus) raise up himself?   ( No, His Father raised Him up, indicating a second being.  Moses having written of Him involves a lot more than just a prophesy about a coming ‘prophet like unto himself’. Notice Luke 24:44 “…all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the Psalms concerning me.”  Apparently, quite a LOT of material! )
 

If Jesus was the God of the Old Testament, then you have to deal with the evidence in the attached article: The LORD and the Lord.  If you do nothing else, see if you can respond to the evidence that demonstrates powerfully that God the Father was the God of the Old Testament.  Most people are afraid to address this issue. Be strong, and of good courage!

Our Father Revealed…In the Old Testament

In the New Testament, Yahoshua (Jesus) the Messiah tells us that he came to reveal the Father:  ( This would be 
unnecessary if they only knew of the ‘Father’ God all along, no-one else!   Implicit in this statement is the fact that the person they’d known throughout history to that point was the YHWH who became the Son.  He being the other One! ) 
All things are delivered unto me of my Father: and no man knoweth the Son, but the Father; neither knoweth any man the Father, save the Son, and he to whomsoever the Son will reveal him.        Matthew 11:27  ( Ditto the above statement.   You’re making my case, so far.   They didn’t yet know of that first person, having dealt all along with the person who later divested Himself of Spirit existence, humbling Himself, existing in the flesh to become capable of experiencing death.  ( Phil. 2:6-9 “Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: But made Himself of no reputation, and took upon Him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: And being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.  Wherefore God also has highly exalted Him, and given Him a name which is above every name…that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father”)   Notice carefully His pre-existence in glorified form (being in the form of God originally), then His divesting Himself of that into a subservient physical form, then a restoration to His previous form, but with a newly acquired commendation, having accomplished something totally new, having become our substitutionary Sacrifice for sin.  Now, take note of the final line: “..that Jesus Christ is Lord.”  #2962 kurios,  a word that Jesus Himself uses in reference to His Father in Mt. 22:44 and Mt. 23:39.  The translators had the sense to use ‘all caps’ in the first use in Mt. 22:44 (but not the second), and in 23:39.   What Phil. 2:9 is telling us is that Jesus is (and had previously been) YHWH: the LORD!   Do we understand what it means to ‘be equal’?  Now, notice something else.  Where it says, “But made Himself of no reputation…”  The way this is worded presents Jesus as being the One making the decision to self-demote, not something an unconscious Being could do, due to non-existence!   Get the point? ) 
Indeed, Yahoshua’s whole life and ministry revealed the mind and character of his Father, and our Father; his God, and our God. He obeyed and magnified the Torah (Law) given by his Father. ( The Father may have been the One who originated the Law, but it was the other Being, the One who later became the Son, that gave the Law on Mount Sinai.  The Same who brought Israel out of Egypt and led them thru the wilderness.)  Yahoshua was the express image of his Father, such that he could say to Philip, “He that hath seen me hath seen the Father.”  ( The express image quote is found in Hebrews 1:3, which shows two ways these two are identical, then two ways the two are specifically distinct, then places one at the right hand of the other, bringing us right back to Psalm 110:1 again.  These two Beings are here linguistically cross-locked into a Duality we cannot escape!    Let’s ask ourselves, back before He divested Himself of His prior existence, being ‘in the form of God’ , were they any less identical? )
Was God the Father not revealed prior to Yahoshua’s ministry? ( As a general understanding, that would seem to be the case.)  We know that God the Father is the Creator who made all things. Peter and the disciples give witness to this fact:  ( Yes, but what we should know is that there is NOTHING made that was not made thru the agency of the Being who became the Son!  Heb.1:2,  Eph.3:9,  Jn.1:3, and if that wasn’t enough, Jn.1:10.  The Father was never IN the world to this point, which is another worthy perceptual exercise:  The Father won’t come to Earth for the first time until after the Son puts down all power and authority, even conquering and expunging death from existence ( 1st Cor. 15:27-28 and Rev. 21:1-4 & 20:14.)  The YHWH who became Jesus Christ has come to Earth already and will return to Earth! ) 
And when they heard that, they lifted up their voice to God with one accord, and said, Lord, thou art God, which hast made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and all that in them is: Who by the mouth of thy servant David hast said, Why did the heathen rage, and the people imagine vain things? The kings of the earth stood up, and the rulers were gathered together against the Lord, and against his Christ [anointed one]. For of a truth against thy holy child Yahoshua, whom thou hast anointed, both Herod, and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the people of Israel, were gathered together        Acts 4:24-27   ( Had a little trouble finding this one.  It’s a compilation of several partial OT quotes.  The one mentioning the Creator, from the margin, appears to be a repeat of 2nd Chronicles 2:12, referring to the LORD God of Israel, which doesn’t present the significance you claim.  But rather, it also shows that the LORD God of Israel, the Being they’d been dealing with throughout history, was the One who Created, which the several references given above clearly indicate as being the One who became the Son after 5 BC.  At the very least, we are forced to conclude that BOTH Beings were involved in Creation, but to suggest that the Father created, exclusive of the Son, and that the Son was NOT the Creator, or at least a co-creator, is biblically unsupportable, unless we want to allege that John and Paul were in error.) ( Contrast this passage with Revelation 14:7, when the Throne of God is in the Earth, and all peoples are commanded to ‘worship Him that made heaven and earth and the sea…’  The One who did the Creating, likely at the behest of God the Father, was the One we know as the Son.  John 1:10.)
The passage above contains a quote from the messianic prophecy in the second Psalm that identifies the “Lord,” the Creator, by name:  ( Again, God made all things thru the agency of a eternally existent co-equal Being who dealt with His creation in Old Testament times, and who later divested Himself of ‘the form of God’ to come to Earth in human form to dwell IN His creation for roughly a third-century. )  ( Note: the second Psalm doesn’t contain the word Creator.)
Why do the heathen rage, and the people imagine a vain thing? The kings of the earth set themselves, and the rulers take counsel together, against YHWH, and against his anointed      Psalms 2:1-2  ( You’re undercutting yourself with this one!  The kings of the Earth, in verse 3, express intent to “cast THEIR bands asunder”.   They are sufficiently knowledgeable, it seems, to realize that there are two Beings.  (Thus the plural: ‘their’.)  Notice the wording.  Being that the “US” is in the first person, plural, the “their” can’t be referring to themselves, but to those Gods that they intend to oppose:  YHWH and His Anointed!  This does not say that His Anointed isn’t later restored back to a pre-existent Glorified state, and given a name which is above every name.  What name is that?)
It is the Creator YHWH who has a child named Yahoshua, his anointed one. ( I can buy the YHWH having a Son, but where do we find the Creator stated as having a Son?)  Because He has a son, we know that He is a Father. We see from this Psalm that our Father YHWH was known to King David. Was YHWH God known to others in the Old Testament as our Father? Yes, for we have witnesses throughout the Old Testament.   ( Interesting comment!   Why did David refer to Adoni as his Lord when he obviously had awareness of YHWH?  Was he worshipping the wrong God?  Shouldn’t he have been worshipping the YHWH he presents in Psalm 110 verse 1?   You present other Psalms where David is seemingly referring to YHWH as his Lord!  Is this recognition on David’s part that his Lord is also LORD?  Or was David seen worshipping TWO Beings: the LORD and the Lord?   In other places, we realize that Adoni is David’s DESCENDANT.  No wonder the Jews ‘short-circuited’ when Jesus confronted them with this one!  (Mt.22:45-46)   We are told in Phil. 2:10 and Heb. 1:6 to worship the Son. (Also Psalm 45:11)   In His ‘in the flesh’ existence, the angels are commanded to worship Him!   I understand your ‘Journal’ article to pose the worship of Jesus as breaking the first commandment! )
Isaiah plainly states that YHWH is our Father:   ( Isa. 9:6 for one?)
Doubtless thou art our father, though Abraham be ignorant of us, and Israel acknowledge us not: thou, O YHWH, art our father, our redeemer; thy name is from everlasting.        Isaiah 63:16  ( Let’s not lose sight of the fact that Isaiah clearly identifies the Son as the Everlasting Father.  Secondly, Is God the Father specifically identified as being our redeemer? )  ( Isaiah 63 is interesting:  It presents a YHWH who comes from Edom with His garments stained red from treading out the winepress of His wrath against the evil people.  In no case do we see God the Father doing this ( Rev. 14:14-20).   Also, being called their savior, and the One who brought His people up out of the sea, alongside Moses!  This is the passage as it reads before the quote you gave me here.)
Isaiah then doubles his witness in the chapter that follows:
But now, O YHWH, thou art our father; we are the clay, and thou our potter; and we all are the work of thy hand.    Isaiah 64:8     ( Again, if we assume that everywhere we see the name YHWH it is referring ONLY to the Father of Jesus Christ, rather than the father of the religious nation, we’ll have these ‘problems’.  No, as we see in Psalm 110,  Daniel 7  and Isaiah 9, BOTH are referred to as “YHWH”, both are called “the Ancient of Days”, and both are called “the Father”.  Who knows what else?   It comes with the territory of being equal with God.)
Moses also knew that the Creator YHWH, the one God of Israel is our Father:

Do ye thus requite YHWH, O foolish people and unwise? is not he thy father that hath bought thee? hath he not made thee, and established thee?      Deuteronomy 32:6    ( If you want to go to Deuteronomy 32, look at the verse just before: verse 4.  “He is the Rock, (that Paul says the Rock was Christ), His work is perfect, all His ways are judgment, (the Father has committed ALL judgment unto the Son, Jn.5:22), a God of truth, (He is the Truth, Jn.14:6), without iniquity, ( Mal.2:6), just and right is He, ( Rev.19:2.)”  All of these are equally applicable to the Son.   Don’t presume YHWH is exclusively applicable to God the Father ONLY!  Keep in mind, there apparently is the father of national Israel, as well as the Father of Jesus Christ and of us who are called, justified and glorified.)
Solomon also knew that his God was a Father:   ( Yes, but it is from our day that we back-impose the idea that YHWH refers exclusively to the One we know as The Father of Jesus Christ, (and of us only thru Him.)
My son, despise not the chastening of YHWH; neither be weary of his correction: For whom YHWH loveth he correcteth; even as a father the son in whom he delighteth.        Proverbs 3:11-12

David also identified the Creator YHWH as his Father:

For YHWH is our defence; and the Holy One of Israel is our king. ( Let me break-in here and ask, Is God the Father anywhere called the king?  Or is that reference to the Son?  ( Zech.14:16-17, Zech 9:9 is very clear!) Then thou spakest in vision to thy holy one, and saidst, I have laid help upon one that is mighty; I have exalted one chosen out of the people. I have found David my servant; with my holy oil have I anointed him  …   ( This particular ‘holy one’, anointed of God, appears to be king David!  Who is the one speaking in vision? )   He shall cry unto me, Thou art my father, my God, and the rock of my salvation.        Psalms 89:18-20,26    ( Paul identified the Rock of Israel’s salvation as being Jesus Christ!  (1st Cor.10:4)  Again, WE have pre-concluded that the Glorified and re-Glorified Son isn’t and wasn’t also YHWH.   Not the static rock that poured out water, but the Rock that moved with them, who later became a ‘rock of offense’ to some.  (Rom. 9:33 & 1st Pe.2:8)   The original ‘rock of offense’ passage, Isa.8:14, is in Luke 2:34 referring to the infant Jesus. The passage, verses 11-18, refer to the LORD of Hosts, who is in verse 13 is ‘sanctified’.  Sanctified by whom?  Do WE sanctify God the Father?  Only a greater Being can truly ‘sanctify’ another.  Can a lesser being ‘sanctify’ God Almighty?  This LORD of Hosts (YHWH) is seen as dwelling in Mount Zion (Jerusalem).  Don’t presume that everywhere you see YHWH that it refers exclusively and only to God the Father.  As we see in the original Psalm 110:5, which you seem to bristle at my making repeated reference to, we see the one on the right hand being called YHWH as well as the One on the left.  The Sopherim saw that fact, didn’t like it, and exhibited the ‘brass’ to CHANGE it! )
A father of the fatherless, and a judge of the widows, is God in his holy habitation.        Psalms 68:5  ( If God truly committed all judgment unto the Son, as John quotes Jesus as having said in Jn. 5:22&27, then who is this speaking of?   Same chapter: The one who marched with Israel, that shook Sinai, is JAH (v.4)  We have a name of the “Rock” that is identified as Christ as being JAH!!  The One who ‘saves’ (v.6)  The One in whose presence the wicked will be destroyed. (v.2)   The wicked WILL NEVER BE in the presence of God the Father.  They will all have been destroyed BEFORE the Father joins the Son on a cleansed Earth!  (1st Cor.15:28 & Rev.22.)  The space cleansing event that ‘purifies’ the area of anything human or human-made before God the Father descends to Earth is seen in 2nd Pet.3:12.  This then, MUST be referring to the One who became the Son.) 

Finally, in the last book of the Old Testament, we see further witness that the God of Israel, the Creator, is our Father:

Have we not all one father? hath not one God created us? why do we deal treacherously every man against his brother, by profaning the covenant of our fathers?        Malachi 2:10  
( At this point in time, Israel wasn’t aware of the first person, but often referred to the ‘Everlasting Father’ of their as yet unconverted nation, as we see in Isaiah 9:6. )
A son honoureth his father, and a servant his master: if then I be a father, where is mine honour? and if I be a master, where is my fear? saith YHWH of hosts unto you, O priests, that despise my name. And ye say, Wherein have we despised thy name?      Malachi 1:6    ( We saw up in Psalm 68 who the LORD of Hosts can be.  The One in whose presence the wicked melt like wax. )
When Yahoshua came to reveal the Father, it was to give far greater revelation than had previously been done. But this is not to say that Israel did not know who their God was, for He frequently revealed himself to them as a Father. We have ample evidence and manifold witness in the Old Testament showing that the Creator YHWH God is our Father.   ( Yes, so long as we allow that the Being who took on the form of physical man, from a pre-existing Glorified state, was the YHWH that they were familiar with.  That Creation was a collaborative event with One Being working thru the Other!  ( “Let US make man in OUR image and after OUR likeness.” “ Without Him was not anything made that was made”, “by whom He made the worlds.”, etc. )  See also a comment at the end about this ‘Creator YHWH God’ nomenclature. )
Some additional scriptures we should look at:

Eph. 3:9  …God created all things by Jesus Christ.”  ( We’ve discussed this one.)

Jn. 6:62  “What and if you shall see the Son of man ascend up where He was before?”

Eph 4:10 … He that descended is the same also that ascended up…”  ( You can’t return to where you’ve never been before! )
Jn. 3:13 … He that came down from heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven.”

Jn. 3:31 “He that cometh from above is above all. … He that cometh from heaven is above all.”

Jn. 6:42  “…I came down from heaven.”  ( These verses all reveal that Jesus had pre-existed.  He was not originated on Earth by a conception in Mary, but He had first existed ‘up there’ in a conscious Glorified form.  
Jn. 8:38  “I speak that which I have seen with my Father:..”   ( He had ‘been with His Father’ prior to His ascension.)
1st Jn. 4:9 & 10 & 14  “God sent His Son into the world… and sent His Son to be the propitiation…”    ( In three consecutive places he makes clear that God SENT His Son.  The Son wasn’t first originated on Earth from a non-pre-existence.  There are a lot of these. )               
Jn. 17:5  … with the glory I had with you before the world was.”  ( We’ve discussed this one.  It clearly addresses Jesus’ pre-existence and the form of that existence, being in the form of God first.)
Jn. 5:23  “That all men should honor the Son, even as they honor the Father….”  ( Both are co-equal in worship worthiness.)
Jn. 5:37  “…you have neither heard His voice at any time, nor seen His shape.”  ( Yet we have ample evidence that the patriarchs and forefathers had seen, heard and even wrestled with YHWH.  That Being was the One who later became manifest as the Son!  Abraham had a meal with YHWH (Gen.18) as did the leadership of Israel ( Ex.24:9-11. ))
1st Jn. 4:12  “No man has seen God at any time…”  ( If John is right, then that would include Moses in Exodus 33 & 34.  Then who was that Being that he saw BOTH in un-glorified and for one brief moment in Glorified form?  Which Being? )

Jn. 5:39  “Search the scriptures; for in them you think you have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me.”  ( We’ve discussed this one.  That witness is vast, not only Moses’ ‘prophet like unto me’ statement.   Luke 24:44 )
Ps. 16:8 cp Ac. 2:25-36  David’s Lord is the LORD  ( We’ve discussed this one previously.  Why did David have another Lord than the LORD?  He in this famous place acknowledges BOTH!  Jesus said he was inspired in writing this!  (Mt.22:43)  So if David knew of the existence of YHWH, why did he refer to Adoni as his Lord? ) ( Another thought, David wasn’t referring to a prophesied Being to come: Adoni, he was referring to a then present Being, demonstrating pre-existence. )
Jn. 8:16  “…I am not alone…”   ( The TWO He referred to were Himself and His Father.)
Jn. 8:54-55  “…my Father honors me; of whom you say, that He is your God:  Yet you have not known Him;  ( We’ve discussed this one also.  The Father God they thought they knew was Him, NOT His Father!  Their father was the pre-incarnate Christ! )  

( Most fathers have a father.  I am one and I have one.  Not a difficult concept.  It’s a matter of father ‘to whom’?  I am a father to two people, but am not one to anyone else. )
Jn. 8:56-58 “Your father Abraham rejoiced to see my day: and he saw it, and was glad.  …You are not yet 50 years old, and you have seen Abraham?  Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, I AM!”   ( Here Jesus plainly affirms that He’d pre-existed, having interacted even with Abraham! )
Jn. 1:30  “…a man which is preferred before me; for He was before me.”   ( Again, on the pre-existence issue, we know that John the Baptist was conceived 6 months before Jesus was, so for Jesus to have existed BEFORE John, He had to have been in existence back before John’s conception.  We can’t say that it was a preferential thing, because he’s saying that a reason for the ‘preferential regard’ mentioned is that He’d existed also sequentially before he did! )
One more we shouldn’t leave out.  Where Jesus said’ “I am Lord of the Sabbath”.  Protestants have so long and so often posed that this was in effect saying he ‘Lorded it over the Sabbath’, suggesting He’d abolished it, that we miss what it’s really saying.  When Israel kept the Sabbath, they did so in worship of their LORD!   Jesus was saying that He was that LORD!  Mis-conceptions of the true nature of God have obscured the clarity of His affirmation.   He didn’t abolish the Sabbath after all, so what else could this statement mean?

Just by way of an end note, I want to point out something rather apparent.  That you continually reject the Son as having existed prior to 5 BC, and thus could not have been the God of the Old Testament.  Secondly, you are quick to connect the name YHWH with being: the Creator, then using that as proof that it refers to the Father, the first person.  I am reminded of evolutionists who allege that dinosaurs lived 300 to 65 million years ago, proving that by the rock strata in which the fossils are found and then dating the strata by the fossils found within them.   Kinda the same thing is happening here.  Assuming that YHWH is the Father ONLY, and NOT the Being later known as the Son, we are in that position of making assertions with-out the hard proof we need.   Besides that, we are forced to reject the Son as having been the Being thru whom God made the worlds on account of His non-existence at the time.

I’ll break – off here, for brevity.   I’ll get back to you on the remaining two articles:  Paul’s Monotheism and LORD and Lord.
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The Monotheism of Paul
Jonathan Sjørdal 
The apostle Paul wrote most of the New Testament, in a series of 14 epistles. Who was this Paul?  He was an Israelite by birth, of the tribe of Benjamin, thoroughly steeped in the teachings of the Torah that YHWH gave to Israel. As with any Israelite who was serious about obeying the Torah, Paul was fiercely monotheistic. From a child, his parents had drummed into his head the central creed of Israel. His upbringing, education, and conduct was in accordance with this creed of Israel:  ( But what got Christ killed was the matter of exposing that Israel’s religious conceptions were faulty!  That He was the Son of God, the One who would be seen ascending up thru the clouds to sit on the right hand of His Father.  Saying that got Him killed.  The Jews recognized this description of things as a claim to BE God, and responded accordingly.   Why don’t we?  You think Paul didn’t come to realize that, holding doggedly to his previous persuasion, right or wrong? )
Hear O Israel, YHWH our God is one YHWH.       Deuteronomy 6:4  ( Be sure to read carefully my two articles on this passage.  The original Hebrew contains four words which the English translators arranged to make this! )
Paul grew up in this tradition, and his conversion to accepting Yahoshua the Messiah did not change his dedication to monotheism. Indeed, Paul's writings are expressly monotheistic, and in some instances, starkly clear that there is one God, YHWH the Father, and one Messiah, the man Yahoshua.  ( Paul wasn’t so fiercely loyal to his creed as we might imagine.  Of his former formal religious training and persuasion, he said, “I count…those things which I had gained ( all his religious knowledge and credentials) as DUNG.”  (Philippians 3:1-8)   All that ‘theology’ became to him a pile of crap!    Read it!    Because it wasn’t perceptually accurate!    Especially as it related to the true identity of and nature of Christ. )
As Paul went around preaching in the various synagogues, he preached monotheism. Had he preached that there were two Gods, or two members of a "God family," or three Gods, ( the three-god idea wouldn’t have been quite this early.) or a three-person God, he would have been stoned to death in accordance with the law. ( That’s exactly what they did to Stephen when he stuffed Psalm 110:1 up their noses. )  Paul's enemies were many. They would certainly have seized on this opportunity to rid themselves of Paul had Paul been teaching polytheism. ( Apparently a bigger issue eclipsed that one. )  But they had no such opportunity, for Paul taught strict monotheism, in accordance with his heritage as a Torah observant Israelite.  ( I’d say you’re interpolating heavily here.  Let’s keep in mind that Paul was the most prolific repeater of Psalm 110 in his writings, ( nine times! ) and was the one who defined the Shema for us in 1st Corinthians 8:4-6.  There he explains that the one and ONLY God IS ‘the Father and the Son’!   Interesting that he explains the Father IN whom are all things (sustaining existence) and the Son BY whom are all things!  A necessary collaborative between the both.  Paul is here affirming the Son as Creator!! As he does in Heb.1:2. )  ( Knowing the murderous rage that erupted whenever this passage was presented (at Christ’s trial and Stephen’s trial) no doubt they’d have wanted to kill him also, if they could.  Didn’t they want to, effectively for dumping ‘the traditions’ of the elders?  ( Acts 9:20-22, Gal.1:14)  Apparently, being an incarcerated citizen in the hands of the Romans prolonged his life.  Paul’s prior religious credentials had been impeccable, but he ‘dumped’ all that that he might win (gain) Christ, (Phil.3:8 ) which had to include a correct perception of who He was!  Traditional first century Judaism wouldn’t have provided (or even allowed) that!   Consider Paul’s conversion:  Acts 9:3-5.   Also consider that they DID try to kill him almost right away for the very first issue, the one you allege never happened, using Old Testament scriptures to ‘confound’ the Jews, “ PROVING that this is very Christ.”  ( The True Messiah of God.)   Acts 9:22-23. )  
( Note: The key word in the Shema is ‘echad’, defined in 1st Corinthians 8 and as pointed out by Christ in Mk. 12:32-34.  The sense of echad is an inclusive ONLY, not a numerical ONE!   Keep in mind the verb ‘IS’ isn’t in the original Hebrew as we see it in the ‘translation’.  Consistent with Ex.34:5-6 it could also be rendered as the only Elohim is YHWH YHWH.  When YHWH uttered the name of God in Ex.34:6, He said “YHWH, YHWH is Elohim”!  Two YHWH’s in the one Elohim. )
( What do you think synagogians would have done if Paul had said, “Jesus Christ is YHWH”?  “Look you people, I want that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is LORD, to the glory of God the Father.”   Would there be an up-roar?   That is the essence of Philippians 2:11.  “Lord” is #2962 again, alternately rendered in the NT as LORD or Lord, depending on how the translators perceive it.  But the uttered word would be the same, necessitating a ‘clarification’ if he didn’t mean what it seemed he was saying!   Paul identified the Rock which followed Israel in the wilderness as being Christ, he here says Christ is LORD, he identifies the Creator as being Christ.  What are you thinking?  Paul was very much affirmative of the fact that Jesus is God, the Being they’d dealt with in the OT.  (Heb.1:8)  I wonder if Paul ever used Psalm 45:6-7 in his discourses with the Jews.  He did use it in Hebrews 1:8.  It effectively identifies the one that God anointed as being a God Being also, which was the POINT of Acts 9:22.  (‘Anointed’ means Christ! ))
The Children of Israel were known throughout the world as a nation that was monotheistic to the core; Israel would not tolerate the worship of any other God beside the Creator YHWH. ( True perhaps of the deeply religious.)  It was, after all, the first of the ten commandments that YHWH gave to Israel:   ( The Apostle Paul affirms God the Father having elevated Jesus Christ to a position of worship.  Phil.2:9-11. )  ( By the way, the nation had many lapses in their history where they abandoned the true God and worshipped heathen gods.  In fact, this was the predominant situation.  Only after the southern kingdom returned from the Babylonian captivity did they ‘tighten-up’. The northerners, the greater majority, apparently never did. ) ( Babylon was also ‘monotheistic’.  Different theos, though.)  
I am YHWH thy God, which have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage. Thou shalt have no other gods before me.       Exodus 20:2-3     ( See comments below on Isa 63:11-14 ) 
Matthew’s gospel was strictly monotheistic. Mark’s gospel spoke of only one God. Luke’s gospel made no reference to multiple Gods. ( Luke, like the others, reported on the Psalm 110 incidents! ) John’s gospel made clear references to the Israelite creed of monotheism. ( John of all people, presented a God with God who was God.  He started from that point!  First verses in both his gospel and epistle. )  None of these gospel accounts even hinted at divine plurality. If Paul had written epistles that introduced the concept of polytheism (more than one God), his fellow Israelites would have rejected his gospel, and indeed, would have had grounds for stoning him under the law.  ( While we’re in the book of John, let’s notice that he clearly identifies the Son as being the Creator.  The world was made by the Being that was WITH God.  Jn.1:3 & 10)  ( Now, it’s Mark’s account that clarified the exclusivity of the intent of the Shema.  The scribe’s ‘discreet’ answer was noteworthy.  He had the right idea, but he had to be discreet about it, as the religious people in audience might have reacted badly. (Mk.12:34.)  But the sensitivities you mention may help explain their careful presentation.  ) 
Given Paul’s background, and the nature of the strong beliefs of his audience, we would have a strong expectation that Paul would preach a message that was completely monotheistic in nature. Indeed, this is so. Paul's epistles are riddled with monotheistic teachings:  ( Not if you read carefully. ) ( Paul used the ‘all things to all men’ approach, so his message content could vary, with regard to who was in audience.   Smart! ) 
Concerning his Son Yahoshua Christ our Lord, which was made of the seed of David according to the flesh    Romans 1:3    ( You stopped the sentence too soon.  Compare this with Matthew 22:41-46 and explain to me why it is that the dialog came to a screeching halt with the suggestion that Christ was the son of David? )
Paul begins his first letter by describing how our Messiah (Christ) Yahoshua was a created being. He was flesh, a descendant of David. ( IF this was true, they wouldn’t have gone berserk whenever someone quoted Psalm 110:1 to them. )   This teaching is consistent with the creed of Israel. Paul teaches that the promised Messiah, a man sent by the only God YHWH, was Yahoshua of Nazareth.  ( Yes, this is OK as far as it goes.  You’ve hard-connected the idea of God (the Father) being YHWH, but have excluded the other New Testament affirmation, that the Son was YHWH also, who for a time left that ‘form of God’ existence to live in and of the flesh, a physical descendant of King David. )
 

First, I thank my God through Yahoshua Christ for you all, that your faith is spoken of throughout the whole world.
Romans 1:8   ( Here he re-affirms that ‘the God in heaven’ works with man through the Being we identify as ‘the Son’.  God doesn’t deal with mankind directly, not in the OT nor now, except thru the Son, the Creator. ( Hebrews 1:1-2.))

Paul identifies clearly who his God is, by making a distinction between God the Father, and Yahoshua the Christ. Paul states that his God is God the Father. He gives thanks through Yahoshua, but to his God. Thus we see that Paul did not believe the Yahoshua was God, but that there was one God, God the Father.  ( This premise was commented on earlier, and will be again below. ) 
 

Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen.    Romans 1:25

Paul identifies God as the Creator. This same God is the Father of Yahoshua, and is the same God that Paul called "my God" in verse 8. Paul is saying that his God, who is God the Father, is the Creator God, the God of the Old Testament.  ( This machination goes away once we realize that there is one consistent Being from the first to the last, that there was a single ‘person’ who has dealt with mankind thru all time, and who will continue to be the sole INTERMEDIARY between man and God (the Father): the Being who was with God and who WAS God and who chose to make Himself of low state (being born into the human family) who thereafter was restored to His pre-existent Glory, now set on the right hand of that God in the heavens, serving today as our High Priest before God’s Heavenly Throne. ) ( Romans 1:8 doesn’t mention the Creator.  The first mention is verse 25, calling Him ‘blessed’!  Does the Father BLESS Himself?  Or is the ‘blessed of the Father’ the Son?   There’s a presumption here, one not internally demonstrable. )
But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, Yahoshua Christ, hath abounded unto many.
Romans 5:15  ( We have here another beautiful statement.   What one of these Beings did for us, the other did NOT!  He only (‘by Himself’  Heb.1:3) purged our sins.  (The other co-equal who we see five times in Hebrews 1:1-3 DID NOT.) 

Again and again, Paul draws a distinction been God and the man Yahoshua Christ. When he refers to God in his epistles, Paul ALWAYS means God the Father. He frequently refers to Yahoshua as a man, but NEVER calls him God.   ( He does call Him the ‘Son of God’ (Eph.4:13))  ( He clearly affirms that God came into the flesh.  Who do you suppose that is? 1st Tim.3:16. “ And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, received up into Glory,”  ) 
( Several things here:  1. Paul often mentions God and the Son in proximity to one another, blurring the distinction as to their roles.  We see God as our Savior, our Judge,  (1st Tim.1:1, Rom.2:16, etc.)   Yet we see Jesus as our Savior and Judge in other contexts!    2. It could be, for the reason you cite in your opening paragraph of this article above, that Paul did not specifically call Jesus God often or directly, due to his respect for the prevailing opinion among the Judaic world AND considering his ‘hair-trigger’ risk of being stoned.  They were watching him particularly, he having been one of their top notch up-and-comers previously.   3. Paul distinctly and often makes the point that there are two Beings we are dealing with, one of whom has been ‘received back up into Glory’.  Two Beings on the God-Plane, fully equal (Col.2:9, & Phil. 2:6)  The hearer can draw his own conclusions, which don’t present too many options.  Not if you take all of what he says into account. )  ( It’s always wise to never say ‘never’. ) 
 

But if the Spirit of him that raised up Yahoshua from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you.  Romans 8:11 ( Now we have a third entity.  The Spirit raised up Jesus?  Are you trying to sneak trinitarianism in on me Jonathan?  I’m kidding.)  

The same God that raised the man Yahoshua from the dead will also raise us from the dead. ( Yes.) When the man Yahoshua died, he would have stayed dead unless YHWH his Father raised him from the dead. ( Yes.)   Thus it is with all men. We do not have life inherent within us; we exist at the pleasure and by the power of YHWH our Father who will raise us from the dead, just as he did for our elder brother Yahoshua. ( Yes.  But notice something else.  Though Jesus HAD the power to raise the dead, (exhibited 3 places in the NT) yet He didn’t raise Himself.  The reason?  He was truly dead and unconscious, thus incapable of having originated the conscious thought to do so.  That OTHER Being (God the Father) remained conscious.  Again, powerfully illustrating the duality AND an essential co-dependency of these two Beings in carrying out the Plan. )
 

And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together.  Romans 8:17   ( I’m encouraged to have you introduce this subject, that we are to enter into the Glorified state, becoming exactly what Christ had become on His resurrection day.  (1st Cor.15:49-53 & Phil. 3:21.)  I understand Paul Haney to have some angst regarding this eventuality. )    

We are called "children" and "joint-heirs" with Christ. As Yahoshua was, so shall we be. An heir is not God, but rather God's creation. Just as Yahoshua was raised from the dead and entered into the Kingdom of God, so shall we. Just as we were not God before our human birth, neither was Yahoshua.  ( I wonder what it means in Rev.3:14 where it says, “…the beginning of the Creation of God”?   Is God a creatable entity?   From your affirmation back up in page 2 of this letter, and the middle paragraph on page 9, you say that Jesus was a created Being, I would assume that the answer would be, Yes!   This appears to identify Jesus as being the beginning of the creation of God.  The process where there are others following into this same ‘creative process’.  To have a ‘beginning’ (or beginner), either way, it is saying that the creation is an ongoing process, and the ‘product’ is God!    Yes, no? )  
 

That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Yahoshua, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.   Romans 10:9

Paul draws the distinction between God [the Father] who did the raising from the dead, and Yahoshua, who was raised from the dead. The immortal God raised Yahoshua from the dead. Why? Because the man Yahoshua was mortal, and DIED. ( Yes.)  God cannot die. ( Do we have a scriptural reference to verify this idea? )  God is immortal. ( It says He took on mortality for the specific purpose of becoming our Sacrifice for Sin! )  Paul teaches us that Yahoshua was not God.  ( Again, look at 1st Timothy 3:16 & Heb.1:8.)  ( He may not have said it often, but he clearly tipped his hand here. ) 
 

That ye may with one mind and one mouth glorify God, even the Father of our Lord Yahoshua Christ.
Romans 15:6   ( What does ‘Lord’ mean?  We have a general consistency.  One Being is called God, the other: Lord.  There seems to be no place where the NT calls God: ‘Lord’.  Now, in the OT, “LORD God” is very frequent!  More later. )
Paul clarifies that When he refers to "God," he means God the Father. He NEVER calls Yahoshua God. Paul's monotheism is declared every time he uses the word "God" in his epistles. For Paul, there was but one God, the God of the Old Testament, the Creator YHWH.  ( I hear some gear-grinding here!   Paul said the God of the Old Testament (the ROCK that followed them in the wilderness) WAS CHRIST!  That God came into the flesh!  ( Implying that He was God before He did so.)   That He was the ONE by whom God made the worlds!, etc. )
 

To God only wise, be glory through Yahoshua Christ for ever. Amen.   Romans 16:27

Paul ends his first epistle by dedicating it to "God only wise," and drawing a distinction been his God and Yahoshua the Christ. For Paul, there was but one God, the Father.  ( Paul was indeed explicit in making a clear distinction, not to allege that Jesus wasn’t God, but that there were two significant Beings working together to bring us thru conversion to salvation.  That distinction between TWO blurs some conventional definitions of monotheism.  It later led to an even more bizarre conceptualization, that being trinitarianism. ( Which at least recognizes certain obvious things, such as separate roles. ))
 

Grace be unto you, and peace, from God our Father, and from the Lord Yahoshua Christ.   I Corinthians 1:3   
( Here, and in so many places, Why isn’t is sufficient to send greetings from God alone?   Why does Paul incessantly place the Son on an ‘equal mention’ as the Father? )

The Father is always referred to as God. The son Yahoshua is never referred to as God.  ( Again, my never say never comment.   The Son of God is God come into the flesh!  1stTim.3:16, Gal.4:4, Eph.4:13, & Heb.1:8, etc. ) 
 

But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Yahoshua Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.   I Corinthians 8:6 

This is plain speech, not theological stretching. ( There IS a component that’s presumptive. )  Paul states categorically that there is only one God, and then identifies him clearly as God the Father. No nuances, no wiggle room. Just a plain declaration identifying the one true God.  ( Another consideration:  The One True God Is: ‘the Father and the Son’.  Who determined the punctuation?  These two: the Father OF whom are all things; and the Son BY whom are all things is who God is.  That’s the more complete representation of what is being said.  Sometimes the obvious sails right by us. )
 

Yea, and we are found false witnesses of God; because we have testified of God that he raised up Christ: whom he raised not up, if so be that the dead rise not.   I Corinthians 15:15 

God the Father raised up Christ from the dead. God (immortal) raised up Christ (mortal). Who was God, the immortal one, or the mortal one?  ( When a Glorified immortal Being opts to divest Himself of ‘the form of God and take on mortal form, He is, under that situation mortal.  This issue brings into the mix another theological problem area.  The ability of a God Being, having come into the flesh for the PURPOSE of death actually experiencing a true and factual death.  We saw that in 1st Tim. 3:16. and Phil. 2:6-9.  The better question is, Can God exist in any form other than Spirit?   We need to realize the answer has everything to do with our faith and salvation.  But scripture plainly shows that upon being raised, Jesus was NO LONGER MORTAL!   He was not sustained by flesh and blood thereafter, nor was He any longer susceptible to death.  That’s immortality! )  
 

For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead.   I Corinthians 15:21
 
Paul continually describes Yahoshua as man, not God. This is consistent with Yahoshua himself, who described himself more than 80 times in the New Testament as "the son of man."  ( Logically so, because for that third-century, He was in mortal human form.  After His resurrection and Wave Sheaf presentation, that situation reverted back. )  
 

Grace be to you and peace from God our Father, and from the Lord Yahoshua Christ.  II Corinthians 1:2 

Paul begins nearly all of his epistles by telling us that God is our Father, and by drawing a distinction between God, and the man Yahoshua.   ( Now, what should we deduce from that?  It was important to make it clear that Yahoshua was, for the purpose of effecting our sins remission, able to die.  That was just as important as the ‘monotheistic’ consideration.  After all, without His substitutionary death, all of this is irrelevant so far as obtaining remission.  The idea of God having ‘come into the flesh’, as John identified as being an essential doctrine (1stJn.2:22)  The person who denies that Jesus is the Christ is a liar, But he that denies “the Father and the Son”  is an antichrist.  Why the quantum leap in seriousness?  Do we understand his point?  There is a doctrine.  It’s called “the Father and the Son”.  For lack of a better term, that’s what Paul and John (even Jesus, Jn.17:3) used to identify what they were trying to get across.  The term ‘bi-theism’ (or for that matter ‘monotheism’)  hadn’t yet been invented.  The only good way he could say it was to say, The doctrine of “the Father and the Son”.  Paul made the same emphasis.  So many places, referring to “the Father and the Son” .  To call attention to this essential conceptual discipline.  That there are two Beings essential to our salvation, one of whom was in the flesh for a necessary period of time.  That is most likely why you see Paul using the term so often and in so many different ways.  He also believed and taught “the Father and the Son” idea.  What we later came to call ‘monotheism’ is ‘qualified’ and defined by this teaching.  That we must believe IN “the Father and the Son”.   BOTH, not just one alone. )
 

Knowing that he which raised up the Lord Yahoshua shall raise up us also by Yahoshua, and shall present us with you.   II Corinthians 4:14
 
God the Father who raised his son Yahsoshua will also raise us from the dead.  ( Well, that’s not exactly what it says.  God will raise us up BY His Son.  The Father raised Him, but the Son will raise us!   A small difference! )
 

And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the living God; as God hath said, I 
will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be my people. Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you, And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.   II Corinthians 6:16-18
 

This is quoted from the book of Ezekiel:

Moreover I will make a covenant of peace with them; it shall be an everlasting covenant with them: and I will place them, and multiply them, and will set my sanctuary in the midst of them for evermore. My tabernacle also shall be with them: yea, I will be their God, and they shall be my people. And the heathen shall know that I YHWH do sanctify Israel, when my sanctuary shall be in the midst of them for evermore.   Ezekiel 37:26-28

Notice that Paul's quote from the prophet Ezekiel identifies the YHWH, the God of the Old Testament, as God the Father.  ( Actually, the word ‘father’ there is in the sense of engendering their salvation into the family with and thru His Bride. )  ( Now this one is really interesting.  This would suggest, if your identification is correct, that God the Father would come into the presence of ‘the heathen’.  We have it on good authority that God the Father will not descend until the human experience is completely over and all enemies ( including death, by discontinuing it and the grave both being cast into the Lake of Fire ( Re.20:14 ).  The last enemy to be conquered is death ( 1st Cor.15:26 ) and Jesus shall reign until the last enemy is conquered ( Ps.110:1 ), then the Father descends to Earth and takes the reigns of the Universe from His Son.  ( 1st Cor.15:28 ).  So, God the Father will never ‘mix it up’ with heathen or mortal men.  He comes down to Earth later, in and with the second New Jerusalem, the one beyond the Millennial Jerusalem.   This ‘father’ of national Israel, and for that matter, of all humans in the Redemption ages, is YHWH, Yes, but this YHWH is the Being we know as having been the Son, formerly of flesh, but today alive in the Spirit, restored to His place at God’s right hand, interceding for us before the Throne of God.  From this place, as in many others, we see that Jesus is this YHWH.   Just as He is ALSO ‘the Ancient of Days’, as described in Daniel 7:9 & 22. )
 

The God and Father of our Lord Yahoshua Christ, which is blessed for evermore   II Corinthians 11:31
 
Well after the resurrection of Yahoshua, Paul's God is God the Father.  ( Another one of those numerous “Father and Son” passages.  He IS! )
 

Paul, an apostle, (not of men, neither by man, but by Yahoshua Christ, and God the Father, who raised him from the dead;)   Galatians 1:1  ( Another “Father and Son” passage.  The two together!   Do a survey of how many places Paul mentions the Father and the Son together in the same sentence.   Even Jesus got in on this act.  See John 17:3)

Again, God the Father, the only God, raised mortal Yahoshua from the dead. God cannot die. Therefore Yahoshua was not God.  ( “Declared to be the Son of God…”  ( Rom.1:3-4 )   If that premise is your proof, look further. )
 

Now a mediator is not a mediator of one, but God is one.  Galatians 3:20   ( One what?  Is He merely a number, or is He a functioning relationship with His Son.  Can any man enter God the Father’s presence?  What is this really telling us?  Is there a sense of how they are One?  Are we one also as they are one?  See John 17:21-22. ( Jesus there says WE, He and His Father, are one! ))

God the Father is the one and only God. ( ‘One and only’ overstates what the scriptures actually say. )  Yahoshua is called a mediator. A mediator is someone who stands between two parties. In this case the risen Yahoshua stands between the Creator God YHWH his Father, and mankind, acting as a mediator between them.   ( A mediator is like the High Priest who intermediates between God and man, the best illustration of that being Melchizedek, the Priest of the Most High God, (Gen.14:18 & Heb.7:1-3), “Without father, without mother, without descent, having neither begin-ning of days, nor end of life; but made like unto the Son of God,; abideth a priest continually.”  Obviously a super-natural Being, of which order Jesus Christ is made a priest of forever.  (Ps.110:4))
 

But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law
Galatians 4:4  ( Another “Father and Son” verse.   Notice the word SENT.  He wasn’t earth-originated, for the first time coming into existence at conception, without having first been in heaven with the Father.  He was ‘sent’ from there! )

Yahoshua was made (created) of a woman. He was a man.   ( For a third-century, Yes! )
 

Grace be to you, and peace, from God our Father, and from the Lord Yahoshua Christ. Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Yahoshua Christ, who hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ
Ephesians 1:2-3   ( Another, do I need to say it? )
In his greetings, Paul distinguishes between God the Father, and Yahoshua. Two individual beings. One is always called God. One is never called God.   ( We addressed the ‘never’ idea earlier.  Also the God / Lord usage.  )
 

That the God of our Lord Yahoshua Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him   Ephesians 1:17    ( Still another!   Paul was continually mentioning the two together, with Jesus in the context of being our Savior, which was the major point to get across.  It isn’t just worship-ping the True God, it’s faith in the efficacy of His Sacrifice made while in the flesh.  Other places address the other aspect, of His being restored to His former Glory and officiating on our behalf in heaven.  “The Father and the Son” is a primitive word-form of what we today would label a ‘bi-theistic’ concept. ) (Not binitarian, that’s something different.)

God the Father is the God of Yahoshua. If Yahoshua was God, then did God have a God?  ( Glad you asked that question.   Actually, Yes!   Hebrews 1:8-9 says, “But unto the Son He says, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: …therefore God, even thy God, has anointed you with the oil of gladness above your fellows.”  Here God the Father calls His Son ‘God’.  Then refers to Himself as God thy God!   So, the answer is yes!  And these are Paul quoting Old Testament passages.  Here Paul, paraphrasing Psalm 45, is revealing his understanding that the enthroned ‘God’ of 45:6 refers to the Being we came to identify as Jesus!  And, that another God had anointed him!  Is that Unitarianism?   There’s another OT passage similar to this.  Maybe it’ll come to me before I finish. ) ( Also, later in Psalm 45, verse 11 refers to this king as ‘thy Lord’, and they are commanded to worship Him.  This is the future Jesus!   His disciples worshipped Him, and had no apparent qualms about writing the fact. ( Mat.28:9 & 17)  Were they irreverent against the First Commandment? )
 

Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places   Ephesians 1:20 

God the Father raised Christ from the dead, and set him at his right hand. As a resurrected human, Yahoshua was given life and glory. He did not possess it of himself.  ( But He did have it once He was given it  ( had it restored to Him, better said. )  When He was raised, He wasn’t any longer ‘human’ in the physical sense , but could pass thru walls invisible and appear in hard visible form, able to move objects, project audible sound and eat!  Lk.24:36 etc. )
 

And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Yahoshua Christ   Ephesians 3:9   ( Didn’t you tell me earlier that God the Father was the Creator.  This suggests Jesus did it by God’s direction.   What is the ‘mystery’?  Is it that we can be partakers of the Divine nature? (2nd Pet.1:4))
 
Paul states the God the Father created all things. ( Did he? ) The word "by" is a preposition that can also be correctly translated as "for." Indeed, God the Father was the Creator, who created all things for his firstborn son Yahoshua.  
( “Without Him was not anything made that was made.”   No word ‘BY’ there.   Nice try, no cigar. )
 

For this cause I bow my knees unto the Father of our Lord Yahoshua Christ  Ephesians 3:14   

Paul was clear that he worshipped God the Father. The first of the ten commandments prevented him from worshipping any other.  ( See my comment earlier about David’s Lord.  You must then believe that Paul broke the commandment when he advocated that every knee bow to Jesus, (Phil.2:10) and for that matter, Paul quotes the Old Testament which also prophesies that every knee will bow to Jesus, (Rom.14:11, quoting Isa.45:20-25 which presents the millennial setting of Christ’s earthly reign. )  The disciples started it off!  (Mat. 28:9&17))
 One God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all.   Ephesians 4:6
 
There is only one God, the Father. Another clear statement from Paul.  ( You didn’t finish the thought.  Another “Father and Son” passage, but this time the Son (one Lord) is mentioned prior.  The issue here is unity (v.3)  Below, we are given the image of ‘perfection’ (v.13) “..the perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ.” To which we are called upon to imitate and conform.  There is a single focus, purpose and reality to the one body, (which illustrates a plurality, doesn’t it) the Spirit, our hope, One Lord, faith, baptism, and One God the Father who is supreme.   This doesn’t add anything that we don’t already know, that the one of the two Beings who didn’t leave the Spirit existence, remained supreme in the overall relationship within the Godhead.  The message even here is not saying there’s only one Being, exclusive of all others, but an inclusive unity. )
 

Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the name of our Lord Yahoshua Christ   Eph 5:20 

Paul gave thanks to God the Father, asking in the name of Yahoshua the Christ. He worshipped YHWH the God of Israel, the only God.  ( Another “Father and Son” passage!   I think you’ve added something to the wording here.  I don’t see where the reference says what your second sentence says.  Perhaps Acts 24:14 would help.  The God of his fathers was the God of the Old Testament, which was the Being who became Christ. )
 

Peace be to the brethren, and love with faith, from God the Father and the Lord Yahoshua Christ
Ephesians 6:23   ( Another “Father and Son” passage. )

The Father is called God, always. ( Sure!  He is. )  The son Yahoshua is never referred to by Paul as God.  ( Not often, but yes He is!   We saw that above.  Heb.1:8-9 & 1stTim.3:16, that come to mind.  Twice at least.  Probably we should add Hebrews 1:8-9 making a third, affirming one of those places where the Psalms wrote of Him.  )
 
Grace be unto you, and peace, from God our Father, and from the Lord Yahoshua Christ.   Philippians 1:2
 
Again, note the distinction. Only one is called God.  ( Also, only one is called Lord.  I’ll comment on that below. )
 I thank my God upon every remembrance of you...Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Yahoshua Christ   Philippians 1:3,6  ( A side-comment, Why is it called the day of Christ?   Is the day of the Lord the same thing? )

 When Paul referred to "my God," he spoke of God the Father (see verse 2).  ( Another “Father and Son” passage. )
 

And that every tongue should confess that Yahoshua Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. Philippians 2:11 ( What is he intending to say by calling Jesus Christ ‘Lord’?  He never calls God the Father Lord. )

Two individual beings. One is called God.  ( Yet both are Divine. )
 

But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Yahoshua. Now unto God and our Father be glory for ever and ever. Amen.    Philippians 4:19-20
 

Again, Paul identified his God as God the Father.  ( Sure, He should be.  God the Father is God.  And His Son is the agency of our salvation: we being supplied with all needs by Him, NOT by the Father directly. )
 

To the saints and faithful brethren in Christ which are at Colosse: Grace be unto you, and peace, from and the Lord Yahoshua Christ. We give thanks to God and the Father of our Lord Yahoshua Christ, praying always for you
Colossians 1:2-3   ( Another “Father and Son” passage.  There are jillions of these! )

The Father is called God. The son is called master (Lord). Big difference. ( There’s a common NT word for ‘Master’. )
 

Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature   Colossians 1:15 

Yahoshua is called the firstborn of every creature. That is to say, Yahoshua was created. He is the image of the invisible God. An image is a created representation.  ( You’ve ‘enhanced’ again.  Better place to compare is Hebrews 1:1-5.  He is the ‘firstborn’ from the dead, but also the ‘firstborn’ of many brethren, having gone thru the process (sinlessly) of being converted from a physical existence into a Spirit existence.  His being made in the image of the invisible God could indicate that He has re-taken on ‘the form of God’, which is invisible to us.  Also indicated here is the fact that there will be others similarly born of that Kind.  No point in there being a ‘first’ born if there never is to be any other so born.  This passage indicates an ‘equality’ of existence level and composition.  We are to be conformed to the image of His Son, typically now, but actually and fully later.  (Phil. 3:21) “Who shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto His glorious body…”   (1stJn.3:2) “…and it does not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when He shall appear, we shall be like Him…”   The word ‘creature’ above can also indicate a ‘kind’ of Beings.  Everything but God is ‘created’ in some form or another.  But the Word who was ‘with’ God and who ‘was’ God has always existed.   “That which was from the beginning…”  etc. )
 

Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead.   Colossians 2:12 

Paul re-iterates that God the Father raised Yahoshua from the dead. We too shall be raised from the dead, by the very same God.  ( Sure!  Well, technically, we’ll be raised by the Lord, not the Father!  (2ndCor.4:14.))
Paul, and Silvanus, and Timotheus, unto the church of the Thessalonians which is in God the Father and in the Lord Yahoshua Christ: Grace be unto you, and peace, from God our Father, and the Lord Yahoshua Christ.
I Thessalonians 1:1   ( Another “Father and Son” passage.   This belief system apparently was important. )

Paul identifies with the brethren in giving greeting from God our Father, and the master (Lord) Yahoshua. For Paul, and for us, the Father is our God.  ( We need to recognize that the Son intercedes and works on our behalf in ways the Father does not.  Again, re-emphasizing the interaction and co-involvement of Both in the redemptive process! )
 

We give thanks to God always for you all, making mention of you in our prayers   I Thessalonians 1:2
 
As Abraham, Moses, and David did, Paul gave thanks to YHWH God. There is an unbroken history of monotheism from the time of Abraham (and before) on down through the Apostles and down to our present time. There is, and always has been, one God, the Father.  ( Does Paul use the term YHWH God anywhere?   If he ever did, we’d see it rendered “Lord God” in the NT.   Interesting, the first visible manifestation of God since Adam was Genesis 15, where TWO Divine representations passed thru the pathway of blood to confirm the Covenant made with Abraham.  See my article on the Maledictory Oath for more on that.  Now, you’ve done this often, and I think we should stop and look at something.  You often use the term YHWH God in reference to New Testament people, such as Paul.  Does the NT anywhere put the word YHWH (or its equivalent) together with the word Lord?   YHWH means LORD, so YHWH God would be found in the NT as ‘LORD God’.   In looking thru all the places where Lord appears, I don’t find it anywhere coupled with the word God.  God is used almost always in reference to the Father.   Lord is used exclusively in the NT in reference to the Son.  So, Paul never used the term Lord God (YHWH God).  You place those words in his mouth!  He never said that, and in fact never said what you say above OF him!   Now, under the premise that YHWH of the OT is the Being who became Jesus Christ, YHWH would primarily refer to Jesus.  We see the NT ‘Lord’ applied exclusively or almost exclusively to the Lord Jesus Christ.  Never to God!   In Acts 24:14 he refers to the God of the OT, but not by calling Him Lord God.  You present your major ‘proof’ using a non-biblical or non-occurring term.    Quittit!  )
 

For they themselves shew of us what manner of entering in we had unto you, and how ye turned to God from idols to serve the living and true God; And to wait for his Son from heaven, whom he raised from the dead, even Yahoshua, which delivered us from the wrath to come.   I Thessalonians 1:9-10
 

God the Father is called "the living and true God." ( Yes.)  He is contrasted with "his Son" Yahoshua, who is NOT called God. ( He is called ‘Lord’.  This is not without significance.  We have two Divine Beings serving in very different capacities.  One of the proofs that binitarianism (the idea that one God is actually both Beings, being ‘hypostasis’ manifestations as Trinitarians attempt to allege) is bogus. )   This is an important distinction that Paul goes out of his way to declare with great frequency.  ( Not without significance.  Both ‘offices’ are essential to our conversion process.  Either one alone doesn’t have all the functional components.  It’s one of the things implicit in the “Father and Son” doctrine.  In such repetitive emphasis, Paul affirms belief in and full recognition of BOTH: TWO distinct Beings. )
 

Who both killed the Lord Yahoshua, and their own prophets, and have persecuted us; and they please not God, and are contrary to all men   I Thessalonians 2:15 

Now God himself and our Father, and our Lord Yahoshua Christ, direct our way unto you.  I Thessalonians 3:11 

To the end he may stablish your hearts unblameable in holiness before God, even our Father, at the coming of our Lord Yahoshua Christ with all his saints.   I Thessalonians 3:13   ( Three more “Father and Son” references. )
Note the distinction between the master (Lord) Yahoshua, and God our Father. Paul never calls Yahoshua God.  

( Notice also who the YHWH who is going to come to Earth to rule the nations with all His Saints is. )
 

Paul, and Silvanus, and Timotheus, unto the church of the Thessalonians in God our Father and the Lord Yahoshua Christ: Grace unto you, and peace, from God our Father and the Lord Yahoshua Christ.  II Thessalonians 1:1-2  

( Another “Father and Son” passage.   It seems all of them got it.  Even Jesus! (Jn.17:3)  They all recognized that the Father AND the Son are an essential belief structure configuration. )

Distinction between God our Father, and the master (Lord) Yahoshua Christ. Paul knew the first of the ten commandments, and obeyed. For Paul, there was but one God, the Father.   ( If this IS the intent of the distinction, then we must never ‘bow the knee’ to Jesus! )   (See Matt.28:9 & 17, Phil.2:10.  Somebody ‘blew’ this one! )
That the name of our Lord Yahoshua Christ may be glorified in you, and ye in him, according to the grace of our God and the Lord Yahoshua Christ.  II Thessalonians 1:12   ( Another!   If there is an equivalent to YHWH in the NT, wouldn’t it be the word ‘Lord’? )
Again, "our God" is contrasted with the master (Lord) Yahoshua. One (the Father) is called God. The other is not. 

( Such contrast is not inappropriate!   There ARE two.  There always was two.   It was the Jews who had the problem. )
 

Unto Timothy, my own son in the faith: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God our Father and Yahoshua Christ our Lord.  I Timothy 1:2 

Paul's standard greeting, identifying only the Father as God.  ( And Jesus as Lord. ) 
 

Now unto the King eternal, immortal, invisible, the only wise God, be honour and glory for ever and ever. Amen.
I Timothy 1:17   ( From what do we ascertain who this refers to?   Is the Father anywhere referred to as the King?   If Jesus is King of kings, could there be a King higher than Him?   The term ‘King eternal’ cross references to Psalm 10: 15-18, which appears rather unarguably to refer to the Son.  Otherwise, evil physical men would be in His presence and in His land.  To judge the fatherless and the oppressed… (v.18) is Christ’s domain.  This passage in 1st Timothy might be another one of those few that identify and call the Son, God. )

Paul refers to God the Father as the eternal King, immortal, invisible, and the only wise God. The word "only" means exactly what it says: only. This is in perfect harmony with the first commandment:   ( See page 18. ) 
And God spake all these words, saying, I am YHWH thy God, which have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage. Thou shalt have no other gods before me.  Exodus 20:1-3   ( Problem!  The One having brought Israel out of Egypt, thru the Red Sea and thru the wilderness is identified in the NT as having been Christ.  Paul is most emphatic in making that claim!  )

Paul worshipped God the Father, the only God, just as his forefathers did.  ( But the forefathers only knew of that being who later became manifest as the Son.  The Son had to come and reveal to them the Being who later came to be known as THE Father, ( another than the Father they’d known.   Not the same one! ))
 

For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Yahoshua  I Timothy 2:5 

Clear speech! Paul declares that there is ONE God, and then identifies him as God the Father, in contrast with the man Christ Yahoshua. In pictorial form it looks like this:

            God                           mediator (Yahoshua) ( Eternal High Priest)                              men 

Yahoshua is not God, but rather a resurrected man who is the mediator between God and man.  ( Has to be God to officiate before God’s Throne, and had to be man to have His own blood with which to do so. )
 

I give thee charge in the sight of God, who quickeneth all things, and before Christ Yahoshua, who before Pontius Pilate witnessed a good confession; That thou keep this commandment without spot, unrebukeable, until the appearing of our Lord Yahoshua Christ: Which in his times he shall shew, who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings, and Lord of lords; Who only hath immortality, dwelling in the light which no man can approach unto; whom no man hath seen, nor can see: to whom be honour and power everlasting. Amen.  I Timothy 6:13-16 

God the Father is once again called the only God, the only Potentate, who only has immortality. This is the creed of Israel: there is one God.  ( Problem again!  The King of kings and Lord of lords is Jesus!   We also anticipate receiving immortality, in conformance to His Glorious body.  (Phil.3:21)   Only God the Father and the Son have immortality at present, but we are to become invested with it at His appearing.  1st Cor.15:49-52 & 1st Thes.4:16   This would be a good place to consider the meaning of the word ‘only’ as we know that both the Father AND the Son currently have immortality!  If this is speaking of only one Being, we’d have to incline toward it being Jesus.  Try this: That of those who will be made immortal, and many will be, only He is immortal presently.  That wording works with this passage referring exclusively to Jesus. )  ( Looking at this one again, we see this Being living in light that no man can approach. Question for you,  From whom does this light emanate, He Himself or the other Being?  Clue: The emanator is none other than the One ‘no man has seen!  John 1:18 says, “No man has seen God (the Father)  at any time”! ) 
To Timothy, my dearly beloved son: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God the Father and Christ Yahoshua our Lord.
II Timothy 1:2  ( Another “Father and Son” passage. )

To Titus, mine own son after the common faith: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God the Father and the Lord Yahoshua Christ our Saviour.   Titus 1:4   ( They all made clear reference to their belief structure of there being TWO Beings interacting to effect our salvation. )

Paul's standard greeting, drawing the distinction between the two individual beings.  ( Yes!  Two. )
 

Grace to you, and peace, from God our Father and the Lord Yahoshua Christ. I thank my God, making mention of thee always in my prayers   Philemon 1:3-4 

When Paul spoke of "my God," it was God the Father that he referred to.  ( He should have,  But when he referred to his Lord, who did he indicate? )
 

God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds
Hebrews 1:1-2

Who does the first word of this verse refer to? It is the Creator God YHWH, ( You’ve injected the word ‘creator’, please notice.  It isn’t in the text. )  the God of our Fathers, the God of the Old Testament. He spoke by the prophets, and in these last days He has spoken to us by his Son. Notice that the Son Yahoshua was appointed heir of all things. If Yahoshua had been God, then he would not have need to be appointed anything, for everything was already his! ( He divested Himself, remember, even of His Glory. )  The last portion of this passage says "by whom," which can also be legitimately translated "for whom." Indeed YHWH God the Father did make all things for Yahoshua his firstborn son, whom he then appointed heir of all things.  ( No, you’ve got too many other places where this is clear to be able to sell this one.  “Without Him was not anything made that was made.”  The ‘without Him’ implies that there was another Being who could have done it on His own!  This idea of yours eviscerates the meaning of 1st John 1:3 and especially v.10. )
 

But we see Yahoshua, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man.  Hebrews 2:9   ( Complement this with Phil.2:7 in which He made a conscious decision to ‘make Himself of no reputation’. And John 17:5 in which He asked to be restored to the Glory which He’s had with the Father from before the worlds were made.   Then we’ve got the full picture. )

Yahoshua is again constrasted with God. Yahoshua died. God cannot die. ( Not in His Glorified Spirit form, but in His divested form He can and DID die, otherwise we have no Savior.   Not a small point. )
 

Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. Hebrews 2:17   ( Behooving indicates a conscious choice, as though recognizing an obligation.  The ‘Him’ is the One who became flesh. )

Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Yahoshua the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession.  Hebrews 4:14  

Called of God an high priest after the order of Melchisedec.  Hebrews 5:10   ( One HAS to be ‘immortal’ to be of that eternal order! )

Yahoshua is the high priest unto God. He is not God. How could God be a priest unto God?  ( Why is this a problem?   God calls Him God!   ( Heb.1:8. ) and declared Him a priest forever.  (Ps.110:4. ))
 

How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?   Hebrews 9:14 

Yahoshua offered himself as a sacrifice to God. He was not the living God, but a man, the firstborn son of the living God, who obeyed, submitted, died, and was raised to life eternal by the living God.  ( He voluntarily took on the physical existence for this purpose, but it wasn’t His perpetual state.   So this says He is presently alive and eternal.  Is that the same as ‘immortal’? )
 

But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God  Hebrews 10:12 

Looking unto Yahoshua the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.  Hebrews 12:2
 
The man Yahoshua, after he was raised from the dead, sat down at the right hand of God. This is clear speech, and completely in harmony with the creed of Israel from which Paul never strayed.   (  Paul’s testimony: “After the way which they call heresy, so worship I the God of my fathers…”   The Jews of his former persuasion certainly thought he did stray!  Also, we need to keep in mind that the religion of first century Judea was NOT the pure and unadulterated religion of the Old Testament.   But, that’s another subject. )
 

Now the God of peace, that brought again from the dead our Lord Yahoshua, that great shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant   Hebrews 13:20
 

The God of peace is none other than God the Father, the only God. He raised Yahoshua from the dead. That's the point: God (immortal) raised Yahoshua (mortal) to life eternal. ( So then this would be ‘immortal’ wouldn’t it? )  No hint of polytheism. Just plain speech about the one God of Israel.   ( Poly- means more than two. )
End of article response.

____________________________________________________________________________________________

I’d like to add a commentary at this point to cover some thoughts not fully covered previously.  You make a point with emphasis that the Father is identified in many places distinct from Jesus Christ.  The Father is called God, but the Son is not.  Your conclusion being that therefore the Son is not God.  Applying the same logic, we must also conclude that the Father is not Lord.  There is one God the Father…and one Lord Jesus Christ, as it says in 1stCor. 8:6.  So, we have one God AND one Lord. If ‘one’ means there is no other Being called God, then the same must be true that there is no other Lord.  If each of these are to be understood as exclusive to one specific individual Being, then we must recognize there being only one Lord.  If there is one God only, then correspondingly, there must be only one Being who we can legitimately regard as Lord, on the strength of the same logic and the same wording.  So, we must never regard anyone but the Father as God, and no one but the Son as Lord.  In fact, the NT rarely if ever refers to the Father as the Lord.  So we have two Beings: one is God, the other is Lord.  Neither, it seems, are referred to in the NT by the other’s name.        ( I’m not saying I believe this, I just want to call attention to the thought process that leads us to the premise that Jesus isn’t God. )
Problem is, in the OT, we have God consistently referred to as the LORD God!   Which is who there?  The name LORD God is the major personal mention.   There, who-ever the LORD was, was also God!   Prior to the NT Church era, we have a Being who was BOTH!   What changed?
Apparently both God and Lord in the NT can be worshipped!   (Rom. 14:11,  Eph.3:14,  Phil.2:10)   Does this clear fact ‘confuse’ or violate the first commandment issue?
We also have the Father specifically calling the Son, ‘God’, with the Apostle Paul quoting that Old Testament passage that says so, and making it explicitly clear that that’s who He meant.   The Father calls Jesus God!   He’d know!!
Another subtlety.  You often use the name: ‘the Creator YHWH God’.  A phrase or combination of names not found anywhere in the Bible, NT or Old.  Bringing these together, you then present that as proof that we’re talking about only the Father, and then draw a conclusion appropriate to that understanding.  Truth is, we can find YHWH as applying to either Being.  YHWH means LORD, which when we slide into the NT, is the name specific to the Son.   Attaching the name ‘Creator’ doesn’t add clarity or affirmation that we’re talking about the Father only!   In fact, it confuses the issue, as the Being who became the Son was the one by whom God the Father made all that is.  It was at least a collaborative effort: (“Let US make man in our image and after OUR likeness”)  To suggest that the Father ALONE created all things, not involving the Son, is blatantly unbiblical.   But, of course, that requires that we understand that the Being who later became the Son was ‘with God and was God’, alive and conscious from the beginning.
We need to realize that the issues of the first century were not all the same ones we have today.  Since Nicea, we’ve been preoccupied with the unresolved questions regarding the Nature of God.   Deferring to a sensitive consideration, the early writers chose carefully how to represent the Truth as it was becoming understood after the Son had come and revealed the Father.  Instead of upending prevailing opinion among the originally Jewish converts, they chose to introduce the Truth in an undeniable but revealing way.  Thus the doctrine they referred to as “the Father and the Son”, consistently calling the Father, God (Elohim) and the Son, Lord, the other component of the familiar OT name: LORD God.  (Asking it another way, Was there no difference before and after the Son revealed the Father? )
We need also to realize the religious climate of the day.  They had other ‘biggies’ :  Circumcision, ceremonial law-keeping, baptizing Gentiles, the Faith component, etc.    They didn’t need the ‘Two God Being’ controversy, which obviously remained extremely volatile, even deadly, as evidenced by Jesus’ condemnation and Stephen’s stoning.   They packaged and presented the new revelation as benignly as they could.  That explains the incessant reference to the doctrine of “the Father and the Son”, as we saw above.  (And those are but a fraction of the total number. )  Jesus Himself made specific reference to it!  (John 17:3)   There was a more subtle ‘change’ to the perceptual dynamic.  As the Worldwide Church of Tkach would put it, ‘a whole new paradigm’! 
Most converts for the first generation were predominantly of Jewish persuasion, with that indelible component in their thinking you bring out in the start of your letter.  The Apostles had to package the new idea in a way that would be both accurate and acceptable without provoking a volatile reaction.  They were adding a new player.  They referred to that new player (new to their conceptualization) as God!  Who would reject that?  But the ‘second’ Being, (who in fact was the Being they’d known of throughout their history) was presented as “the Son of God”, which had Old Testament basis already.  That was provocative enough for the time.   But, every once in a while the full picture peeked thru, that the Son was also God!   As faith grew, the ‘objectionableness’ faded within the Church, not so much in the Jewish community.   The Messiah was recognized increasingly, but He was also called ‘Lord’!   They were left with two Beings to worship.   They were taught to pray to the Father in the name of the Son!   They were assured that the Son would return to Earth as they had seen Him go, but that the Father would remain in heaven until after the millennium, until the Lake of Fire at the end had done its work.  Then He’d come and assume direct control over all things. (1stCor 15:28).
The early Church saw the wisdom of not hammering the subject specifically.   Rather, they opted to word it in a way that was non-provocative, yet remaining revealing.  Even as late as 325 AD at Nicea, they didn’t have the explicit and specific scriptural proof they desired, to ‘solidify’ their doctrinal opinions.  They wobbled between two opinions.  That of Dr. Arias prevailed at first, but by the second Council, a long generation later, that of Athanasius prevailed.   Trinitar-ians had found a way to present God’s Nature where they could reject the idea that God had come into the flesh, by posing that God was a single Being who manifests Himself in any of three ‘hypostases’.  ( A physical Being can not be a ‘hypostasis’ of a Spirit Being! )  With that and the Hellenistic immortal soul, the apostasy was by then fully on its way!
More thoughts keep coming to mind on this.  Thinking about “the Father and the Son” thing:  The early Church had to present a conceptual shift, and chose to do so by taking one of the names in the two-name moniker common in the Scriptures (they only had the Old Testament prior to the mid 60’s AD) and applying it to one Being while using the other in near exclusive application to the other Being.  Knowing the sentiments of the day, this has all the appearances of pure genius.  Without calling point blank attention to the two-person concept, the hearer could have put two and two together, gradually coming to get the point on their own.   Would that we today were that sharp!     God is given top billing, but the Lord a near-equal.   As the early converts began to realize who Jesus was in His prior relationship to the nation, the ‘LORD God’ of the OT, (one of a twosome actually) they were chinked into a position where they couldn’t reject either Being!   God ain’t stupid.  The ‘problem’ is entirely in our camp!
Think about Isaiah 9:6.  The Son is “the Everlasting Father” of the nation, both the physical nation in OT times, and the Spiritual Nation after the ‘cross’.   How could they reject Him as God, realizing this?  
Let’s consider just a few more Scriptures: 

Isa 55:7   Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.   God and the LORD are seen as different ‘persons’.  Are these corresponding to “God the Father and our Lord Jesus Christ” as found in the New Testament?   If so, YHWH here must be Jesus!
Isa 56:1-6   Thus saith the LORD, Keep ye judgment, and do justice: for my salvation is near to come, and my righteousness to be revealed.  Neither let the son of the stranger, that hath joined himself to the LORD, speak, saying, The LORD hath utterly separated me from his people: neither let the eunuch say, Behold, I am a dry tree. For thus saith the LORD unto the eunuchs that keep my sabbaths, and choose the things that please me, and take hold of my covenant; Even unto them will I give in mine house and within my walls a place and a name better than of sons and of daughters: I will give them an everlasting name, that shall not be cut off. Also the sons of the stranger, that join themselves to the LORD, to serve him, and to love the name of the LORD, to be his servants, every one that keepeth the sabbath from polluting it, and taketh hold of my covenant;   This mentions the LORD (YHWH) as a different person than the speaker, I and me!   Who is the me?  Who is speaking for him?  “Thus saith the LORD’ indicates what the LORD says, it doesn’t represent that the LORD Himself is speaking.  It mentions the LORD’s 
Sabbath.  Jesus claimed to be the Lord of the Sabbath!   It continues… 
Isa 56:7   Even them will I bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my house of prayer: their burnt offerings and their sacrifices shall be accepted upon mine altar; for mine house shall be called an house of prayer for all people.  Again, who is the me and mine?  God the Father isn’t going to be on Earth in that period of time when people will be offering sacrifices for sin.  The ‘me’ must be the Lord Jesus Christ.  My Holy Mountain is the location of Jesus’ earthly throne, the same one David and his lineage had once occupied.   Continuing…
Isa 56:8   The Lord GOD, which gathereth the outcasts of Israel saith, Yet will I gather others to him, beside those that are gathered unto him.    The Lord God will bring others to him.  Who is the Him?  Is God going to bring people to the Lord, or is the Lord going to bring people to God?  Either way, it reveals two Beings.  Note the lower case ‘Lord’.
Isa 59:13   In transgressing and lying against the LORD, and departing away from our God, speaking oppression and revolt, conceiving and uttering from the heart words of falsehood.  Here, the LORD and God are presented as separate Beings.   Which is who?   If LORD here is Jesus, that would be YHWH!
 Isa 60:9   Surely the isles shall wait for me, and the ships of Tarshish first, to bring thy sons from far, their silver and their gold with them, unto the name of the LORD thy God, and to the Holy One of Israel, because he hath glorified thee.  Are the LORD thy God and the Holy One of Israel two different Beings?  He has glorified thee.  One is seen glorifying the other!   Which is which?
Isa 63:11-14   Then he remembered the days of old, Moses, and his people, saying, Where is he that brought them up out of the sea with the shepherd of his flock? where is he that put his holy Spirit within him?  That led them by the right hand of Moses with his glorious arm, dividing the water before them, to make himself an everlasting name?   That led them through the deep, as an horse in the wilderness, that they should not stumble?   As a beast goeth down into the valley, the Spirit of the LORD caused him to rest: so didst thou lead thy people, to make thyself a glorious name.   We have a he putting His Holy Spirit in him.  The Him must be Moses.  Who is the he?  Who led Moses and the congregation thru the sea and the wilderness?   Paul says, ‘that ROCK which followed them in the wilderness was Christ’!   Another place says it was YHWH who led Israel out of Egypt and thru the wilderness.  
Isa 63:16 & 64:8   Doubtless thou art our father, though Abraham be ignorant of us, and Israel acknowledge us not: thou, O LORD, art our father, our redeemer; thy name is from everlasting. But now, O LORD, thou art our father; we are the clay, and thou our potter; and we all are the work of thy hand.   Is this ‘father’ in the sense we have it in the New Testament, a Spiritual Father, or the national father as we see in Isaiah 9:6, speaking of the Son?  Asking another way, Is the Son a Father also?   My father had a father, as does my son!   Four in a row!
Isa 7:14  Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.   The name Immanuel means: ‘God with us’!   The Son is in this name called God!   Why is ‘Lord’ in this verse in lower case?  Which Being is making this prophecy?  This passage is another one of the ‘Emendations’, where the Sopherim changed YHWH to Adoni.   Lord should read: LORD.
2nd Pet.1:2-4  Grace and peace be multiplied unto you through the knowledge of God, and of Jesus our Lord, According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:  Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.  The Lord Jesus now exercises divine power to bring us into his Divine Nature!   He must Himself have partaken of and be OF the Divine Nature.   Would we be able to partake if He hadn’t?
Ex 20:1-11  And God spake all these words, saying,  ( Here we see, Elohim. )
I am the LORD thy God, which have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage. 

Thou shalt have no other gods before me. ( One specific individual Being brought them out of Egypt.  Here referred to as YHWH Elohim.  Paul says that was Christ who did that. ) ( ‘gods’ (a plural) is the same word in verse 1 and 2. )
Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth. 

Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the LORD thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me; 

And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments. 

Thou shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God in vain; for the LORD will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain. ( Another subtlety: It is the LORD (the single name alone) who will ‘hold’ them guilty.  We are told 
that ALL judgment (thus the assignment of guilt) was given unto the Son! (Jn.5:22)   When we get into that area of responsibility that is assigned to one Being, we see the Lord mentioned alone.  It happens again in the next also!
Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. 

Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: 

But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates: 

For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.  ( Interesting that when it comes to Creation and the Sabbath, it only uses the name LORD, alone by itself!  ‘The Sabbath of the LORD’… and ‘the LORD made heaven and earth…’   It’s as though He wants us to focus-in on a single Being when it comes to Creating and commemorating His Rest!   Jesus claimed to be the Lord of the Sabbath.   Hebrews 4:4-8 makes it clear that the Lord who rested, and who offers that ‘typical’ rest to others, is and was JESUS!   The One who rested, after completing His labors of Creation, is the Being who became the Son.  This would be exactly consistent with John 1:1-3 & 10,  Heb.1:2,  Eph.3:9, etc. )
___________________________________________________________________________________
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The LORD and the Lord

The LORD fills the pages of the Old Testament. The Old Testament has over 6000 references to the LORD. The LORD is revealed to be the Creator, the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, the God of our fathers, the God of Israel. In short, the LORD is the God of the Old Testament.  ( Of course. )
The Lord Jesus fills the pages of the New Testament. He is revealed to be “that prophet,” the Messiah, the son of God, the one who died and was raised again. Jesus is the Lord of the New Testament.  ( Of course. )
Is the LORD of the Old Testament the same Being as the Lord of the New Testament?  That is to say,

was the LORD in the Old Testament the one who became the Lord Jesus in the New Testament?

Is the LORD = the Lord?  What does the evidence from the Bible say?  ( Yes and no.  The name: LORD God is seen as applying to either Being, though with significant frequency to the One who became the Son. )
In order to identify those involved in our study, it is most helpful to call them by their names. In our English language Bibles, we read the name of God as “the LORD.” This is, of course, not a name, but rather a title. The phrase “the LORD” is a substitution for the Hebrew name YHWH. YHWH is thought by some to be pronounced Yahowah, by others to be Yahweh, and still others to be Jehovah. Pronunciation aside (there is one right way to pronounce the name, but none of us are certain what it is), it is of great value to recognize that YHWH is his name—not to obtain salvation through pronunciation, but rather to properly identify who we are talking about. YHWH identified himself by revealing his name to us, in the Hebrew language:  ( Do we anywhere see YHWH except in Hebrew texts? )
And God said moreover unto Moses, Thus shalt thou say unto the children of Israel, YHWH God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, hath sent me unto you: this is my name for ever, and this is my memorial unto all generations.       Exodus 3:15

I am YHWH: that is my name: and my glory will I not give to another, neither my praise to graven images.       Isaiah 42:8    ( When YHWH uttered the name of God, He said,  “YHWH, YHWH, Elohim”!  (Ex.34:6) The grammarical construction is such that the two YHWH’s are set in apposition to Elohim, such as would be in an equasion:   YHWH, YHWH = Elohim )
Notice that in these verses, and thousands and thousands more like them, singular pronouns (I, me, my, mine) are used in connection with YHWH, the God of the Old Testament. YHWH is a single person, not a family. If the name YHWH referred to a family, the pronouns used would be plural (we, us, our, ours). The overwhelming number of pronouns used that refer to YHWH God are singular.  ( Elohim is the Family name.  That’s plural.  It was the translator’s choice to render Elohim in the singular that necessitated the singular pronouns. )
In our English language Bibles, the name of the Lord Messiah is rendered “Jesus.” But the name that he called himself, and the name that family, friends, and foes called him was his Hebrew given name: Yahoshua. This name is the same name as the leader who succeeded Moses, commonly (although erroneously) called Joshua. The name Yahoshua means ‘Yah saves’—a perfect description of the life mission of our Lord Yahoshua the Messiah. Just as “Joshua” led the children of Israel into the physical promised land, Messiah Yahoshua will lead the children of Israel into the promised land of the Kingdom of God.  ( Will God the Father be present in the K/G prior to the extinction from existence of all the wicked in the Lake of Fire, the Second Death?  He can’t come down and be present with men, as no man can live in His presence!  Such is the power of this Being! )


The LORD (YHWH) and the Lord (Yahoshua) have different names     ( More than just these two! )
The LORD, the God of the Old Testament, is named YHWH, whereas the Lord Messiah is named Yahoshua. These two personages are frequently addressed as distinct individuals in the salutations of Paul’s letters:

Paul, an apostle, (not of men, neither by man, but by Jesus Christ, and God the Father, who raised him from the dead;)       Galatians1:1

Grace be unto you, and peace, from God our Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ.

Philippians 1:2  

Grace unto you, and peace, from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.   II Thessalonians 1:2

Unto Timothy, my own son in the faith: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God our Father and Jesus Christ our Lord.       I Timothy 1:2

Is the LORD = the Lord? Why then do they have different names?   ( 1. We’re experiencing two different languages, 2. In the New Testament, another Being is being set forth, and the distinct terminology drew attention to that,   3. One of the Two had become incarnate, where the other had not,   4. There was the monotheistic persuasion which had to be deftly accommodated, while interjecting an essential “New Truth”, doing so in an oblique manner so as to not stir the same passions that got Christ and Stephen killed. (This new truth was also discernable in the Old Testament. )
The LORD (YHWH) prophesied the birth of the Lord Yahoshua

And YHWH God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life: And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.       Genesis 3:14-5

We know that the Lord Jesus is the seed of the woman. Later In Isaiah, YHWH prophesies the birth of the Lord Jesus (Yahoshua):   ( This ‘her seed’ does not preclude the LORD speaking of that Being that He would later become. )
Ask thee a sign of YHWH thy God; ask it either in the depth, or in the height above. But Ahaz said, I will not ask, neither will I tempt YHWH. And he said, Hear ye now, O house of David; Is it a small thing for you to weary men, but will ye weary my God also?    ( David’s Lord was Adoni! (Ps.110:1)   Did he have the wrong God? His own pen recorded the alternate name of Adoni as ‘YHWH’ just four verses later, after the speaker-change found after the end of  verse 4 ) 

Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.       Isaiah 7:11-14    ( ‘Immanuel’ means God with Us! )
Is the LORD = the Lord? Did Jesus prophesy his own birth?  ( Would it be a problem if He did? )
Mary praised The LORD (YHWH) while she was pregnant with the Lord Yahoshua

And Mary said, My soul doth magnify the Lord [YHWH], And my spirit hath rejoiced in God my Saviour. For he hath regarded the low estate of his handmaiden: for, behold, from henceforth all generations shall call me blessed. For he that is mighty hath done to me great things; and holy is his name. And his mercy is on them that fear him from generation to generation. He hath shewed strength with his arm; he hath scattered the proud in the imagination of their hearts. He hath put down the mighty from their seats, and exalted them of low degree. He hath filled the hungry with good things; and the rich he hath sent empty away. He hath holpen his servant Israel, in  remembrance of his mercy; As he spake to our fathers, to Abraham, and to his seed for ever.       Luke 1:46-55   ( OK, OK!  If ‘Lord’ here is YHWH, why isn’t it in so many other NT places?  Then, if that isn’t enough, she goes on to identify the OTHER Being, calling Him ‘God my Savior’.  That middle passage that I put into italics is a paraphrase of Psalm (you guessed it) 110, verses 5 - 7.   Virtually the same thing uttered by Simeon in the Temple about 10½ months later!   Showing the strength of His arm, just before that, is a quote from Psalm 98, whose LORD (YHWH) is clearly referring to the second Advent!   What is happening here, is that even Mary is introducing the ‘perceptual shift’ that was being implemented: from that of a single God Being to a two-Being awareness!   One of the two was in her womb!   Secondly, was Jesus speaking the truth when He said no man had heard God at any time, not seeing His shape or hearing His voice?  Abraham both saw and heard.  Mary affirms as much!   The ‘his seed’ must be Abraham’s seed and the LORD that Abraham had personal dealings with must have been the other LORD.  The Spiritual Seed of Abraham was Christ and the only seed capable of ‘forever’ are the Spiritual seed of Christ.  (Gal.3:29))
Mary was a faithful Israelite who worshipped YHWH, the God of her fathers. She knew of no other God. At the time that she spoke this prayer of praise, the Lord Yahoshua was in her womb. She could ONLY have been speaking to and about God the Father, unless we are willing to entertain the notion that she was praying to the baby in her womb as her God. The God that Mary spoke to was the LORD (YHWH) God that she had known all her life. He was the God who spoke to her fathers, the God who spoke to Abraham. That God was most assuredly YHWH, the God of the Old Testament.   ( Premature, maybe, but not illegal.  Jesus later taught His disciples how to pray, directing them to God the Father.   Hadn’t they been doing that all along?  What was new, that needed to be pointed out so explicitly? ) ( second comment: The infant in her womb was David’s Lord, Adoni, so He certainly would have been hers.  This is the event that made Him David’s descendant, let’s not forget.  Who did David pray to?  Someone other than to his Lord?  (Ps.110:1)  But, you say that this Lord didn’t exist prior to his human conception! )
Is the LORD = the Lord? Did Mary pray to the baby in her womb, calling him God?  ( Does it say this was a prayer, or is it a proclamation! )
The LORD (YHWH) declared that the Lord Jesus (Yahoshua) was his son.  
The kings of the earth set themselves, and the rulers take counsel together, against YHWH, and against his anointed, saying, Let us break their bands asunder, and cast away their cords from us. He that sitteth in the heavens shall laugh: the Lord shall have them in derision. Then shall he speak unto them in his wrath, and vex them in his sore displeasure. Yet have I set my king upon my holy hill of Zion. I will declare the decree: YHWH hath said unto me, Thou art my Son; this day have I begotten thee.       Psalms 2:2-7    ( I have commented on this before.  The ‘their’ indicates an awareness, even in 1000 BC and before, that there are two Beings!  Here we have one of those places which refers to the non-incarnate Being as LORD.  The insight this passage gives was commented on more fully in the previous article. )
In this famous messianic prophecy, YHWH God proclaimed that his anointed (chosen) one was his son. We know that the second Psalm is about the Lord Yahoshua, whom the LORD (YHWH) affirms to be His son.

Is the LORD = the Lord? Did Jesus declare that he was going to have a son?  ( Have we allowed for the possibility that an angel was speaking for the LORD?  It happens!  Verses 1-5 seem to be another person.  Then 6-12 appears to be the LORD speaking.  Then the LORD calls the SON ‘YHWH’.  (v.11-12)   The ‘problem’ evaporates once we realize that there are two Beings, each called by the same name.  )
The LORD (YHWH) anointed the Lord Jesus (Yahoshua) to preach  ( OT term contrasted with the NT term.  Can the LORD anoint another LORD?  Can they sit adjacent to one another? )
In John 20:17 Yahoshua of Nazareth said: “Touch me not; for I am not yet ascended to my Father: but go to my brethren, and say unto them, I ascend unto my Father, and your Father; and to my God, and your God.” Yahoshua is identifying his Father, his God, as the same one who is our Father, our God—the one known throughout the Old Testament as YHWH.  ( This declaration included a nuance not often realized.  The ‘my’ and ‘your’ twice suggests that they were being brought into inclusion with Him into the ‘My Father’ condition, alluded to when He was twelve, where He reminded even His parents that He ‘must be about His Father’s business’.  Not their Father, ( the Jews) notice.  He was that Being that they’d dealt with in the past, now come among them.  They didn’t really know His Father. They THOUGHT they did, but they didn’t!  (Jn.8:42 & Jn.16:3)  God’s Anointed came to reveal Him!   Also note, His Father was also His God.  An answer to a question you asked earlier.  He’s saying, now my God is your God, my Father is your Father.  That isn’t the case with the unconverteds.  It’s one thing to correctly identify who God IS, (Satan and the demons can do that) but quite another to HAVE Him as one’s God! )
When Yahoshua entered into the synagogue on the Sabbath day and stood up to read, he read the following passage, explaining that he was the “me” of the passage:   ( Yes!  Now carry thru to the place where it says ‘the acceptable year of YHWH’ AND the ‘day of vengeance of God’.  It would appear the names are reversed.  The one executing vengeance is in other places made clear as ‘the Lord’.  Is this speaking of two Beings: LORD and God, or are both references to the same individual?  If one and the same, then the Lord IS God!   Not a novel premise. )
The Spirit of the Lord YHWH is upon me; because YHWH hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound; To proclaim the acceptable year of YHWH, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn;       Isaiah 61:1-2  ( & Lk.4:19)
Yahoshua read in the scroll about YHWH, the God of the Old Testament. There is no indication that Yahoshua himself had been that YHWH God, and that he was reading about…himself! Indeed, the passage expressly states that YHWH anointed Yahoshua to preach good tidings. Did Yahoshua anoint himself? The text indicates that Yahoshua is a distinct person from YHWH.   ( Comment here:  Jesus read the OT “YHWH” as being #2962, kurios.  So we are in bounds to regard the two: YHWH and kurios as equivalent.   Kurios means: The Lord God Supreme.  In Matthew 22:44 & Luke 20:42 Jesus used Kurios in reference to both Beings. )
Is the LORD = the Lord? Did Yahoshua anoint himself?   ( Did He choose the wrong word when He uttered what He read in Hebrew into another language?   If there are two LORDs, then this enigma evaporates. )
The LORD (YHWH) prophesied that the Lord Jesus (Yahoshua) would be a prophet
YHWH thy God will raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy brethren, like unto me [Moses]; unto him ye shall hearken;        Deuteronomy 18:15    ( This was Moses speaking, as you show. )
In the book of Acts, Peter bears witness to the fulfillment of this prophecy:

For Moses truly said unto the fathers, A prophet shall the Lord your God raise up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him shall ye hear in all things whatsoever he shall say unto you.

Unto you first God, having raised up his Son Jesus, sent him to bless you, in turning away every one of you from his iniquities.       Acts 3:22, 26   ( God raised Him up?  I thought it was the LORD who did. ) ( Again, this is no enigma if there are two YHWHs, with both of them being the Elohim (Gods = Elohim is plural! )
The LORD (YHWH) of the Old Testament fulfilled His prophecy to raise up a prophet unto Israel. That prophet was the Lord Jesus. Did he raise up himself?  ( He was certainly part of the planning process, divesting Himself and stepping into the role of the Son when the time came. )
Is the LORD = the Lord? Did Jesus prophesy his own coming?  ( Someone did.  And if men never heard the Father’s voice, it would have to have been a spokesman: the Word or an Angel. )  ( Actually, He did speak of Himself in the second person on occasion:  e.g.  Matt.23:10 )
The LORD (YHWH) gave the Torah that the Lord Jesus (Yahoshua) quoted when he spoke to Satan the Devil

Then saith Yahoshua unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. Matthew 4:10   ( Effectively saying, You should be worshipping ME! )
This is a quote from the Torah:

Thou shalt fear YHWH thy God, and serve him, and shalt swear by his name.       Deuteronomy 6:13

Yahoshua affirmed that it was YHWH who gave the Torah to the children of Israel. Yahoshua served only his God YHWH, and taught that we should do the same.

Is the LORD = the Lord? Did Jesus quote the Torah that he had himself written? Was Yahoshua the YHWH God of the Old Testament? Did he serve himself?  ( Not to confuse the issue further, but He WAS the Way, Truth and Life!  He WAS the Word that issued forth on God’s behalf, not just after 5 BC.  There had to be an utterer that mankind could hear, and the writers could put into writing, quoting Him, as no man had ever heard God the Father’s voice. Jn.5:37. )
The LORD (YHWH) promised that the Lord (Yahoshua) would be king upon the throne of David:

Of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justice from henceforth even for ever. The zeal of YHWH of hosts will perform this.       Isaiah 9:7    ( Is this saying that it is the YHWH that will do this? )
This promise was repeated by the angel Gabriel to Mary, speaking of her firstborn son Yahoshua:

He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David…       Luke 1:32  

The “Lord God” that Gabriel spoke of is none other than the LORD (YHWH) spoken of in Isaiah’s prophecy. In both Old Testament and New Testament, there is one God, whose name is YHWH. That one God, YHWH, has a son to whom he promised the throne of King David.

Is the LORD = the Lord? Did Jesus promise himself the throne of David? Does Jesus have a son? Is Jesus his own son?  ( Again, not to confuse the issue, but here David is being referred to as His father!  Now we have three called ‘father’!  Does Jesus have two Father’s?   Brings out the different kinds of fathers there are. )
The LORD (YHWH) raised the Lord Jesus (Yahoshua) from the dead    ( Does it say YHWH here? )
The God of Abraham, and of Isaac, and of Jacob, the God of our fathers, hath glorified his Son Jesus; whom ye delivered up, and denied him in the presence of Pilate, when he was determined to let him go. But ye denied the Holy One and the Just, and desired a murderer to be granted unto you; And killed the Prince of life, whom God hath raised from the dead; whereof we are witnesses.       Acts 3:13-15    ( Jesus is this Prince of Life.  ( the margin says ‘Author of Life’) #747 archegos. ( Would archetype do? )  A Prince waiting to become King.  A prince is a royal one as yet uncoronated.  Isa.9:6 )
The God of our fathers raised up Jesus, whom ye slew and hanged on a tree       Acts 5:30

Ye men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as ye yourselves also know: Him, being delivered by the determinate counsel and foreknowledge of God, ye have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and slain:  Whom God hath raised up, having loosed the pains of death: because it was not possible that he should be holden of it.       Acts 2:22 -24   ( Determinate counsel is an interesting term.  It is impossible with a single Being to have a counsel of one, especially a determinate counsel!  Who was or were the other or others with whom God counseled regarding Jesus’ crucifixion? )
Is the LORD = the Lord? Did Jesus raise himself from the dead? If Jesus was truly dead, how could he raise himself?  ( No.  Obviously, the conscious God raised the unconscious dead Son.  Being the Creator God, it was totally obscene and incongruous that He should be exterminated by His own creation.   It defied all logic and justice.   Notice the last sentence you present from Acts 2:24.  “ because it was not possible that he should be holden of it.” )
The LORD (YHWH) has a son named Jesus (Yahoshua)

And when they heard that, they lifted up their voice to God with one accord, and said, Lord, thou art God, which hast made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and all that in them is: Who by the mouth of thy servant David hast said, Why did the heathen rage, and the people imagine vain things? The kings of the earth stood up, and the rulers were gathered together against the Lord, and against his Christ. For of a truth against thy holy child Jesus, whom thou hast anointed, both Herod, and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the people of Israel, were gathered together…       Acts 4:24-27  ( Notice the translators chose the lower case Lord.  David was the Lord’s servant.  How could he be the servant of his Lord (Adoni) if that Lord did not yet exist, not for another ten centuries? )
Is the LORD = the Lord? Is Jesus his own son?  ( Is the Son of God the son of YHWH or of Elohim? Or both? )
The LORD (YHWH) spoke in prophecy to the Lord Jesus (Yahoshua)

The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou at my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool.

Psalm 110:1  ( One supernatural Being speaking to another.  What happens after He makes his enemies His footstool?  Does the LORD in heaven join the Lord Jesus Christ reigning on Earth with His Spirit-born Saints? )
Notice that the first “LORD” is not the same as the second “Lord” in this verse. The first LORD is YHWH, the name of the God of the Old Testament. The second Lord (Hebrew: Adoni, which can only be used to refer to men, not to God) is not a name, but a title, meaning ‘master.’ Many references to this verse in the New Testament demonstrate that this passage is a statement made by YHWH to Yahoshua (Jesus). For example:   ( When Jesus quoted this passage in Matt. 22:44-45, He used the greek #2962 in BOTH places.  Apparently greek doesn’t preserve the same convenient distinction that Hebrew does.  Jesus could have chosen a word indicating a lesser being, but didn’t. )
This Jesus [Yahoshua] hath God raised up, whereof we all are witnesses. Therefore being by the right hand of God exalted, and having received of the Father the promise of the Holy Ghost, he hath shed forth this, which ye now see and hear. For David is not ascended into the heavens: but he saith himself, The LORD [YHWH] said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, until I make thy foes thy footstool. Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly, that God hath made that same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ.     Acts 2:32-36   ( What does ‘exalted’ indicate.  Continuing ordinariness as a man?  Gave Him the promise of the Holy Spirit?   He had God’s Holy Spirit always.   What does this mention indicate He was given, being made OF God’s Spirit?  ‘David not having ascended into the heavens’ is saying that David was not referring to himself when he said ‘my Lord’, as some allege.  Both LORD and Lord are again #2962.  ‘Both Lord and Christ’ indicates a dual elevation, not by any means remaining an ordinary man!   He was restored to Glory.  Jn.17:5. )
Is the LORD = the Lord? Did Jesus speak in prophecy to himself?  ( Elohim (Theos here) has made Jesus both Kurios ( Supreme God, Lord, Master)  and Christos. )  ( There’s a difference between being the same Being and having the same Name! )
The LORD (YHWH) prophesied that he would be seated next to the Lord Jesus (Yahoshua).

YHWH said unto my Lord, Sit thou at my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool.

Psalm 110:1

In this most quoted of all Old Testament passages, we see not only speech between the LORD (YHWH) and the 
Lord Yahoshua, but also location. YHWH promised the Lord that he would sit at his right hand. That is exactly what happened. The Lord Yahoshua was raised by his Father from the dead and took his promised position, sitting at the right hand of YHWH:  ( Until He makes His enemies His footstool, which is something He will accomplish with and after the Second Advent.  Then what will happen? )
So then after the Lord [Yahoshua] had spoken unto them, he was received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of God.       Mark 16:19

Is the LORD = the Lord? Did Jesus promise himself that he would one day sit next to himself? ( My point exactly.  We are intended to conceive of two separate Beings, on much an equal par, except that One chose to be subordinate to the other, put Himself at risk in order to become a sacrifice for sin.  ( 1st Cor.15:27. )
The LORD (YHWH) gave authority and judgment to Lord Jesus (Yahoshua)

There is frequently confusion regarding the identities of the LORD and the Lord because of Isaiah’s prophecy:

Tell ye, and bring them near; yea, let them take counsel together: who hath declared this from ancient time? who hath told it from that time? have not I the LORD [YHWH]? and there is no God else beside me; a just God and a Saviour; there is none beside me. Look unto me, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth: for I am God, and there is none else. I have sworn by myself, the word is gone out of my mouth in righteousness, and shall not return, That unto me every knee shall bow, every tongue shall swear.     Isaiah 45:21-23   ( Who did all the speaking, even from the beginning?  Who is the Savior?  Don’t let the Name YHWH throw you.  There is no other Being who is going to implement the Plan of Salvation with all of mankind than Jesus.  He also was before and is again one of the two YHWH’s in the Elohim.  God the Father is not going to personally interact directly with humanity.  All mediatorial function is assigned to Jesus.  Don’t look to any other than Him for that.  This wasn’t a ‘monotheism’ affirmation!  It shouldn’t be made into one.  It was a verification of who we are to look to and deal with regarding Salvational matters.   Jesus said,” I am not alone”  in the God department or the witness department.  John 8:16-18   He presents HIS Father as a co-equal in the witness department.  In other places, insists that He speaks for Him with full authority. )
Isaiah declares that every knee shall bow before YHWH—the ONLY God. In the New Testament explanations of Isaiah’s prophecy, we read that every knee shall bow to Jesus (Yahoshua):

Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him [Yahoshua], and given him a name which is above every name: That at the name of Jesus [Yahoshua] every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.        Philippians 2:9-11   ( He’s also worthy of worship.  Now, this is the Apostle Paul!  Is he contradicting what he said in Ephesians 3:14. )
But why dost thou judge thy brother? or why dost thou set at nought thy brother? for we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ. For it is written, As I live, saith the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every tongue shall confess to God. So then every one of us shall give account of himself to God.       Romans 14:10-12    ( This passage equates Christ with God, notice. )
What are we to make of this? Did Paul misunderstand the meaning of Isaiah’s prophecy? Did Paul think that Isaiah meant the Lord (Yahoshua) when he said the LORD (YHWH)? Or did Isaiah perhaps get it wrong? No, we can trust that both Isaiah and Paul got it right. The conclusion that is generally drawn is that Paul is declaring that the Lord Jesus is the LORD (YHWH) of Isaiah’s prophecy. Can there be any other explanation?   ( Have you flipped over on me?  I’ve been arguing this point with you all along.  Now you’re saying what I’ve tried to tell you!   Jesus is ALSO YHWH.  Not the only YHWH.    Methinks you’re almost a bi-theist. )
The answer to this apparent conundrum lies in the way the LORD (YHWH) works with mankind. YHWH delegates power, leadership, and judgment to men. Moses, for example, was the supreme leader of Israel. His word was unchallengeable. He stood before the people judging matters all day. Yet no one suggests that because Moses executed judgment that he was therefore YHWH. David also was supreme leader of Israel who had the power of life and death over his people. No one confuses David with his God YHWH. In the same manner, the LORD (YHWH) delegated power unto the Lord (Yahoshua):

And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.        Matthew 28:18  

For the Father judgeth no man, but hath committed all judgment unto the Son: That all men should honour the Son, even as they honour the Father. He that honoureth not the Son honoureth not the Father which hath sent him. Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life. Verily, verily, I say unto you, The hour is coming, and now is, when the dead shall hear the voice of the Son of God: and they that hear shall live. For as the Father hath life in himself; so hath he given to the Son to have life in himself; And hath given him authority to execute judgment also, because he is the Son of man.       John 5:22-27    ( So Jesus also possesses the resurrection capability.  And judgment, with ALL of it given the Son, those OT passages where we see YHWH being called the Judge, we need to understand which YHWH it’s talking about! )
Both authority and judgment were given by YHWH unto his son Yahoshua. When every knee bows before the Lord Yahoshua, they also are bowing before the LORD (YHWH) because the one who delegates power is necessarily greater than the one to whom it is delegated. When we bow before Yahoshua at his judgment seat, we acknowledge and glorify his Father YHWH who gave him that position of power and judgment. Re-read the last portion of Paul’s explanation in Philippians. It says that the result of every knee bowing before the judgment seat of Yahoshua is that they do it: to the glory of God the Father.  ( Not too bad a way of putting it. )
Is the LORD = the Lord? Did the LORD (YHWH) grant authority and judgment unto himself?  ( No! There’s TWO Beings. )
The LORD (YHWH) explicitly claimed that he alone was the Creator God. The Lord Jesus (Yahoshua) NEVER made such a claim.  ( It was made very explicitly by John and Paul and Peter.  Under inspiration.  Indirectly, He did, by claiming to be the Lord of the Sabbath, and by offering His own an entrance into His rest.  (Heb.4:8)  That message was directly inspired by God, a message directed toward His kinsmen, thru the hand of Paul, most likely.  Immaterial by whom, as it was God speaking. (v.1:1))
Thus saith YHWH, thy redeemer, and he that formed thee from the womb, I am YHWH that maketh all things; that stretcheth forth the heavens alone; that spreadeth abroad the earth by myself;

Isaiah 44:24   ( The ‘problem’ in this verse occurs if we assume that the ‘forming in the womb’ refers to Jesus’ conception, rather than our own!   Otherwise, there’s no obstacle to concluding that YHWH here is the Being that became Jesus Christ. ))
I am YHWH, and there is none else, there is no God beside me: I girded thee, though thou hast not known me: That they may know from the rising of the sun, and from the west, that there is none beside me. I am YHWH, and there is none else.      Isaiah 45:5-6    ( The Being who became Jesus Christ is the ONLY One who has or will deal directly with mankind.  Only after the last physical man is processed thru into Spirit form or the Lake of Fire, leaving the grave and death as institutions fully expunged from existence, (Re.20:14) will God the Father personally interact with ‘mankind’ in its new form, they having fully ‘partaken of the Divine Nature’!   This passage also is referring to that Being who became Jesus Christ. )
Verily, verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do…       

John 5:19

The LORD (YHWH) is called the Father in the Old Testament   ( Most explicitly in Isaiah 9:6. )
It is commonly taught by those who say that the LORD of the Old Testament was the one who became Jesus that God the Father was completely unknown in the Old Testament, never mentioned at all—except perhaps for the reference to the Ancient of Days in the book of Daniel. But the Bible is full of evidence demonstrating that YHWH—the God of the Old Testament—is called the Father in the Old Testament. This fact was known by such people as Isaiah, Moses, David, and Malachi:   ( “Completely unknown” might be a bit of an overstatement. )
Doubtless thou art our father, though Abraham be ignorant of us, and Israel acknowledge us not: thou, O YHWH, art our father, our redeemer; thy name is from everlasting.       Isaiah 63:16

Do ye thus requite YHWH, O foolish people and unwise? is not he thy father that hath bought thee? hath he not made thee, and established thee?        Deuteronomy 32:6    ( Bought thee?  What does that mean?  It’s a reference to redemption.  Redemption means ‘buy back’, in this case from the grips of sin.  Bought us with His own blood, as it says in 1stCor.6:20,  Eph.1:7 & 2ndPet.2:1. ) ( God the Father doesn’t possess blood. ) 
For YHWH is our defence; and the Holy One of Israel is our king. Then thou spakest in vision to thy holy one, and saidst, I have laid help upon one that is mighty; I have exalted one chosen out of the people. I have found David my servant; with my holy oil have I anointed him  … 

He shall cry unto me, Thou art my father, my God, and the rock of my salvation.

Psalms 89:18-20,26  

Have we not all one father? hath not one God created us? why do we deal treacherously every man against his brother, by profaning the covenant of our fathers?        Malachi 2:10    ( Created us how?  As a nation, or as a Spiritual Family? )
A son honoureth his father, and a servant his master: if then I be a father, where is mine honour? and if I be a master, where is my fear? saith YHWH of hosts unto you, O priests, that despise my name. And ye say, Wherein have we despised thy name?        Malachi 1:6  

But now, O YHWH, thou art our father; we are the clay, and thou our potter; and we all are the work of thy hand.       Isaiah 64:8   ( ALL of these can be referring to Jesus.  The apparent ‘hangup’ is the fixation on the premise that YHWH is exclusively God the Father’s name! )
When the Lord Yahoshua came to reveal the Father, it wasn’t to introduce a new personage who was previously unknown, but rather to give far greater revelation than had previously been done. This is not to say that Israel did not know that their God was God the Father, for He frequently revealed himself to them as a Father. We have ample evidence and manifold witness in the Old Testament showing that the Creator YHWH God is our Father.

Paul, a staunch and faithful follower of the Lord Jesus (Yahoshua) made a significant statement regarding the identity of the God that he had worshipped all his life. Note that the God that Paul worshipped when he was a young man (while the man Jesus walked the earth) is the same God that Paul worshipped years later when he wrote to the Corinthians:  ( Don’t presume the religion of the Jews in the first century was correct in everything it taught.  It was heavily influenced by Hellenistic and Mystic and Gnostic thought.  Some even disbelieved the resur-rection and the existence of angels.  Jesus called their religious activities obstructionist to entrance into the Kingdom of God.  Matt.23:1-35.  He calls them blind guides, hell-bound serpents!  Their hard won converts, twofold more the children of hell than they were.  Paul’s worship differed from theirs.  They regarded his way as ‘heresy’!  Ac.24:14)
But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by [through] whom are all things, and we by him.       I Corinthians 8:6   ( One God consists of: The Father and the Son!  Do you see what this is saying?  This verse clarifies the Shema! )
Note also that at the time Paul wrote this remarkably clear statement, Jesus had for many years been resurrected and was sitting at the right hand of God the Father.  Paul acknowledged one God (not two) and referred to that one God specifically as the Father.  Paul also acknowledged the Lord Jesus, but did not refer to him as God.  ( I showed you earlier where he did!  Heb.1:8 & 1st Tim.3:16.  Those are very clear. )
Is the LORD = the Lord?  According to scripture, was the LORD (YHWH) in the Old Testament the one who became the Lord Jesus (Yahoshua) in the New Testament?  Let the evidence speak.  ( It does!   We need to cast off the perceptual baggage to see it.  I’ll be working on a new paper on “ The Doctrine of the Father and the Son”.  Some-thing became even more obvious to me when working thru these scriptures.   Very convincing, I think.  Stay tuned. )
