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Introduction

     (Gen 1:14-18 KJV) And God said, Let there be lights in the firmament of the heaven to divide the

     day from the night; and let them be for signs, and for seasons, and for days, and years: {15} And

     let them be for lights in the firmament of the heaven to give light upon the earth: and it was so. {16}

     And God made two great lights; the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the

     night: he made the stars also. {17} And God set them in the firmament of the heaven to give light

     upon the earth, {18} And to rule over the day and over the night, and to divide the light from the

     darkness: and God saw that it was good.

Did you ever stop to think of the number of stars that God created in our universe. If you look into the

sky on a starry night you will see literally thousands of stars strewn across the heavens. But all the stars

that are visible with the naked eye belong to one galaxy - the Milky Way. As well as the stars that we see

adorning the night sky are clusters of stars called galaxies. Each of those galaxies are made up of millions

and millions of stars all gravitationally interacting, and orbiting about a common centre. 

When reading about God's creation in Genesis 1:16 that he made the stars also one could be forgiven

for thinking that God created the stars as some impulsive afterthought without plan or reason. But nothing

could be further from the truth.

     (Jer 10:12 KJV) He hath made the earth by his power, he hath established the world by his

     wisdom, and hath stretched out the heavens by his discretion.

The Bible tells us that even though God allowed Adam to name the beasts, (Gen 2:19,20) He personally

named the stars.

     (Psa 147:4 KJV) He telleth the number of the stars; he calleth them all by their names.

It is interesting to note that Scripture, inspired by the Holy Spirit, uses several names in relation to the

constellations.

     (Amos 5:8 KJV) Seek him that maketh the seven stars and Orion, and turneth the shadow of

     death into the morning, and maketh the day dark with night: that calleth for the waters of the sea,

     and poureth them out upon the face of the earth: The LORD is his name:

     (Job 9:8-9 KJV) Which alone spreadeth out the heavens, and treadeth upon the waves of the sea.

     {9} Which maketh Arcturus, Orion, and Pleiades, and the chambers of the south.

     (Job 9:8,9 Young's Literal Translation) Stretching out the heavens by Himself, And treading on

     the heights of the sea, Making Osh, Kesil, and Kimah, And the inner chambers of the south.

The book of Job uses the word "Mazzaroth" which scholars understand to be a reference to the twelve

signs of the zodiac.

     (Job 38:31-33 KJV) Canst thou bind the sweet influences of Pleiades, or loose the bands of

     Orion? {32} Canst thou bring forth Mazzaroth in his season? or canst thou guide Arcturus with his

     sons? {33} Knowest thou the ordinances of heaven? canst thou set the dominion thereof in the

     earth?

God has named the stars and has decorated the night sky with his starry constellations. He set them in

place and brings forth "Mazzaroth in his season". That is to say that he has given each constellation an

appointed time to appear in its season. The ancient peoples looking up into the night sky saw figures

"painted" in the sky and recorded their positions on starcharts and maps. The imaginary figures were

sketched in to help identify the constellation. [From this ancient science of Astronomy developed the

demonic religion of Astrology which abuses the creation of God and seeks to control people by

predictions and prognostications. The Bible warns us against such practices.]

Evidence in the old testament suggests that God purposely formed the constellations into recognisable

shapes.

     (Job 26:13-14 KJV) By his spirit he hath garnished the heavens; his hand hath formed the crooked

     serpent. {14} Lo, these are parts of his ways: but how little a portion is heard of him? but the

     thunder of his power who can understand?

Joseph A. Seiss, building upon Frances Rolleston's study "Mazzaroth; or the Constellations" Last

Edition 1875, wrote a book entitled "The Gospel in the Stars" Kregel Publications, Grand Rapids. This

work was followed by a book of similar content written by E.W.Bullinger "The Witness of the Stars"

Kregel Publications, Grand Rapids. Both these authors who wrote around the turn of the century were

highly respected theologians and have published several other important works.

In these books, Seiss and Bullinger reveal their amazing discovery that God intentionally made the signs

(the constellations and their associated figures) to witness the gospel throughout the ages until the

"heavens are rolled up as a scroll". (Isa 34:4)

Each of the 12 constellations of the zodiac which lie in the "sun's path" (the Ecliptic) are accompanied by

three "decans" making 48 constellations in all. Through their revealing study Seiss and Bullinger prove

some aspect of the Holy Gospel declared in each of these 48 constellations. 

The Psalmist also agrees that the heavens witness for God: 

     (Psa 19:1-5 KJV) To the chief Musician, A Psalm of David. The heavens declare the glory of

     God; and the firmament showeth his handiwork. {2} Day unto day uttereth speech, and night unto

     night showeth knowledge. {3} There is no speech nor language, where their voice is not heard.

     {4} Their line is gone out through all the earth, and their words to the end of the world. In them

     hath he set a tabernacle for the sun, {5} Which is as a bridegroom coming out of his chamber, and

     rejoiceth as a strong man to run a race.

     (Psa 97:6 KJV) The heavens declare his righteousness, and all the people see his glory.

Paul clarifies the meaning of this psalm in his comments on the state of the Gentiles in Romans 1 and 10,

     (Rom 1:20-25 NKJV) For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen,

     being understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they

     are without excuse, {21} because, although they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God, nor

     were thankful, but became futile in their thoughts, and their foolish hearts were darkened. {22}

     Professing to be wise, they became fools, {23} and changed the glory of the incorruptible God

     into an image made like corruptible man; and birds and four-footed animals and creeping things.

     {24} Therefore God also gave them up to uncleanness, in the lusts of their hearts, to dishonor their

     bodies among themselves, {25} who exchanged the truth of God for the lie, and worshiped and

     served the creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed forever. Amen.

Again in Romans 10 he writes,

     (Rom 10:13-18 NKJV) For "whoever calls on the name of the LORD shall be saved." {14} How

     then shall they call on Him in whom they have not believed? And how shall they believe in Him of

     whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher? {15} And how shall they

     preach unless they are sent? As it is written: "How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the

     gospel of peace, Who bring glad tidings of good things!" {16} But they have not all obeyed the

     gospel. For Isaiah says, "Lord, who has believed our report?" {17} So then faith comes by

     hearing, and hearing by the word of God. {18} But I say, have they not heard? Yes indeed:

     "Their sound has gone out to all the earth, And their words to the ends of the world."

He quotes Psalm 19:4 saying that all mankind has heard the gospel sounded; the gospel written in the

heavens!

Recalling a comment from Josephus (Antiq 3:10:5) that at the time of Passover "the sun is in Aries" I was

prompted to make a study of those celestial constellations which are appear during the appointed times of

God's Holy Days. In particular I was hoping to discover some relevance of the constellation and signs of

the month in which each festival is celebrated.

At the outset I must say that a study of this nature is severely hampered by the corruption of the ancient

evidence by the heathen nations. The Hebrews probably never made representations of the things in the

heavens lest they be accused of breaking the second commandment. (Ex 20:4) The star charts that we

have are of polytheistic and pagan origin. We can however be reasonably sure that some of the original

content of this celestial mural has been preserved in the Hebrew and Arabic names of the stars. We

should pay little attention to the artistic details of these signs and to their mythological origin but rather be

motivated to rediscover the Creator's design and intent.

I am indebted to Frances Rolleston and to the work of Bullinger and Seiss for both their linguistic study

and their vast knowledge of Scripture. This booklet is a stone upon their foundation and I pray that God

will use it to strengthen the faith of His People. 

Chapter One

In the study of the God's Holy days and the Stars it is interesting and relevant to mention the manner in

which the Israelites kept their calendar. Each new month (cycle of the moon) was marked by the sighting

of the new moon crescent. At the first appearance of the new moon the first day of the month was

declared. A celebration marked the day and served to preserve uniformity throughout the land. (1 Sam

20:5) Special sacrifices were required on these days. It is interesting to note that this requirement to

observe the night sky for the new moon ensured that on the starriest nights of the month the Israelites

would be observing the stars and their constellations. Genesis 1:14 reminds us that God made the

heavenly lights for signs.

     (Gen 1:14 KJV) And God said, Let there be lights in the firmament of the heaven to divide the day

     from the night; and let them be for signs, and for seasons, and for days, and years:

Passover

Ancient astronomy places the sign of the Ram (Aries) during the period March 21- April 20, which

corresponds to the Hebrew month of Abib (also called Nisan). God said to the Israelites,

     (Exo 12:2 KJV) This month shall be unto you the beginning of months: it shall be the first month of

     the year to you.

This was the month of the Passover. It memorialised the time of the Exodus from Egypt when God

delivered his people from the bondage of Pharaoh.

     (Exo 12:3-14 KJV) Speak ye unto all the congregation of Israel, saying, In the tenth day of this

     month they shall take to them every man a lamb, according to the house of their fathers, a lamb for

     an house: {4} And if the household be too little for the lamb, let him and his neighbour next unto his

     house take it according to the number of the souls; every man according to his eating shall make

     your count for the lamb. {5} Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male of the first year: ye shall

     take it out from the sheep, or from the goats: {6} And ye shall keep it up until the fourteenth day of

     the same month: and the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it in the evening.

     {7} And they shall take of the blood, and strike it on the two side posts and on the upper door

     post of the houses, wherein they shall eat it. {8} And they shall eat the flesh in that night, roast with

     fire, and unleavened bread; and with bitter herbs they shall eat it. {9} Eat not of it raw, nor sodden

     at all with water, but roast with fire; his head with his legs, and with the purtenance thereof. {10}

     And ye shall let nothing of it remain until the morning; and that which remaineth of it until the

     morning ye shall burn with fire. {11} And thus shall ye eat it; with your loins girded, your shoes on

     your feet, and your staff in your hand; and ye shall eat it in haste: it is the LORD'S passover. {12}

     For I will pass through the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of

     Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the

     LORD. {13} And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I

     see the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, when I

     smite the land of Egypt. {14} And this day shall be unto you for a memorial; and ye shall keep it a

     feast to the LORD throughout your generations; ye shall keep it a feast by an ordinance for ever.

As the Israelites looked in to the starry sky to catch a glimpse of the new moon that would begin the

month of Abib they would see the Ram painted in the sky above. Who could not be reminded of the

Passover lamb at this important feast time and be challenged to believe that God's sovereign purpose was

being fulfilled in his creation.

Just prior to the appearance of the Ram, in the sign of Pisces is the constellation Andromeda the Chained

Woman. In Hebrew her name is Sirra - the chained, and Persea - the stretched out. It is interesting to

note the names of the stars in this constellation bearing in mind the God himself named these stars. Al

Phiratz (Arabic), the broken down. Mirach (Hebrew), the weak. Al Maach, or Al Amak (Arabic),

struck down. 

If Aries (the Ram) stood as a sign of the deliverance of God's People then the Chained Women must

represent Israel in her sorrowful state of bondage to the Pharaoh of Egypt. 

The Ram

     (Isa 53:7 KJV) He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is

     brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not

     his mouth.

The Lamb lays at rest, a willing sacrifice, yet his forefoot strikes Cetus the Sea Monster who lays beneath

him. At this time the Lord God delivered Israel from bondage and subdued the Enemy and crushed the

     Thou hast broken by Thy strength a sea-monster, Thou hast shivered Heads of dragons by the

     waters, Thou hast broken the heads of leviathan, Thou makest him food, For the people of the dry

     places.

Perseus (the Breaker)

Above the Ram is Peretz (Hebrew) the Breaker. Notice in the verse above that God "breaks" the Sea

Monster and "breaks" the heads of Leviathan. Yahweh has broken the chains that bound Israel he has set

the captive free. The Lamb of God came to break the chains of sin's oppression.

     (Isa 61:1 KJV) The spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me; because the LORD hath anointed me to

     preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim

     liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound;

     (Micah 2:13 KJV) THE BREAKER is come up before them: they have broken up, and have

     passed through the gate, and are gone out by it: and their king shall pass before them, and the

     LORD on the head of them.

He is pictured as a man with a large sword in his right hand and in his left he carries what the Greeks

named the head of Medusa. In Hebrew it is called Rosh Satan, the head of the adversary, and Al

Oneh (Arabic), the subdued or Al Ghoul, the evil spirit.

     (Isa 27:1 KJV) In that day the LORD with his sore and great and strong sword shall punish

     leviathan the piercing serpent, even leviathan that crooked serpent; and he shall slay the dragon that

     is in the sea.

Cassiopeia (the Enthroned Woman)

Placed above the Breaker is Cassiopeia (the Enthroned Woman). She no doubt represents Israel after

she is freed from her bondage in Egypt. She is pictured seated on a throne holding a branch in her left

hand.

     (Isa 54:5-8 KJV) For thy Maker is thine husband; the LORD of hosts is his name; and thy

     Redeemer the Holy One of Israel; The God of the whole earth shall he be called. {6} For the

     LORD hath called thee as a woman forsaken and grieved in spirit, and a wife of youth, when thou

     wast refused, saith thy God. {7} For a small moment have I forsaken thee; but with great mercies

     will I gather thee. {8} In a little wrath I hid my face from thee for a moment; but with everlasting

     kindness will I have mercy on thee, saith the LORD thy Redeemer.

Chapter Two

Pentecost

What constellations did the ancient Israelites observe when gazed in to the night sky at the time of the

Feast of Weeks (Pentecost)?

The sign of Gemini (May 22 to June 21 in the Zodiac) appears at this time. Can this sign be seen to relate

to the feast of Pentecost which was held at the end of the grain harvest?

     (Lev 23:15-21 KJV) And ye shall count unto you from the morrow after the sabbath, from the day

     that ye brought the sheaf of the wave offering; seven sabbaths shall be complete: {16} Even unto

     the morrow after the seventh sabbath shall ye number fifty days; and ye shall offer a new meat

     offering unto the LORD. {17} Ye shall bring out of your habitations two wave loaves of two

     tenth deals: they shall be of fine flour; they shall be baken with leaven; they are the firstfruits unto

     the LORD. {18} And ye shall offer with the bread seven lambs without blemish of the first year,

     and one young bullock, and two rams: they shall be for a burnt offering unto the LORD, with their

     meat offering, and their drink offerings, even an offering made by fire, of sweet savour unto the

     LORD. {19} Then ye shall sacrifice one kid of the goats for a sin offering, and two lambs of the

     first year for a sacrifice of peace offerings. {20} And the priest shall wave them with the bread of

     the firstfruits for a wave offering before the LORD with the two lambs: they shall be holy to the

     LORD for the priest. {21} And ye shall proclaim on the selfsame day, that it may be an holy

     convocation unto you: ye shall do no servile work therein: it shall be a statute for ever in all your

     dwellings throughout your generations.

What is the symbolic meaning of the two wave loaves?

Unger' Bible Dictionary Article "Festivals" subheading "Pentecost"says:-

     "Although leaven was in the two loaves offered at Pentecost, typifying Jew and Gentile

     made one in Christ (Cf. Eph. 3:1-10), yet the leaven was baked, that is , the sin in the

     redeemed has been judged in Christ .."

Pentecost was also the time of the giving of the law which was later written on two tablets of stone.

But Pentecost also typifies the coming consummation of the heavenly harvest when we will be united with

our Saviour, the first fruits, Yahshua the Messiah.

Let's look now at the constellations of the sign of Gemini.

From the names of these stars we see the Church of two lineages Jew and Gentile, united in One Lord.

The palm branch signifies victory over the Enemy and the "treading under feet", the act of subduing the

adversary.

     (Eph 1:22 KJV) And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things

     to the church,

     (Rom 16:20 KJV) And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet shortly. The grace of

     our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen.

     (Rev 7:9-10 NKJV) After these things I looked, and behold, a great multitude which no one could

     number, of all nations, tribes, peoples, and tongues, standing before the throne and before the

     Lamb, clothed with white robes, with palm branches in their hands, {10} and crying out with a

     loud voice, saying, "Salvation belongs to our God who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb!"

Lepus (the hare)

Lepus is a decan of the sign of Gemini that is shaped like a hare. What is the meaning of the hare? Most

of the constellations in the southern sky depict things associated with the enemy. The hare is of course the

enemy of the crop which is harvested during the seven weeks preceding Pentecost. The farmer well

knows that the hare will damage the grain crop from its early stages to its maturity. In Persian and

Egyptian zodiacs the figure is a serpent. It is also called Bashti-Beki - The Offender Confounded.

In reference to the heavenly harvest Jesus gave us the parable of the wheat and the tares.

     (Mat 13:30 KJV) Let both grow together until the harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to

     the reapers, Gather ye together first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them: but gather

     the wheat into my barn.

In contrast to the redeemed who are pictured by the two wave loaves of Pentecost and the twins of the

sign of Gemini, the rebellious are also pictured as dogs. Those who are redeemed by the Lamb of God

are citizens of the celestial city. The Bible refers to wicked people as dogs.

     (Phil 3:2 KJV) Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the concision.

     (Rev 22:14-15 KJV) Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the

     tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city. {15} For without are dogs, and

     sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a

     lie.

Here, with respect, I differ from the interpretation of Dr. Seiss and Dr. Bullinger. To me the unclean

animal Canis Major, anciently pictured as a wolf, must refer to Satan and his allies - especially the

Antichrist and the False Prophet. Its principal star, Sirius, means "the Prince" and "scorching". Homer

spoke of this star as a star,

               "Whose burning breath 

               Taints the red air with fevers, plagues and death."

The star Murzam (Murzim) means "the Roarer (to announce Sirius)". It also means the prince or ruler.

     (Ezek 22:27 KJV) Her princes in the midst thereof are like wolves ravening the prey, to shed

     blood, and to destroy souls, to get dishonest gain.

     (Zep 3:3 KJV) Her princes within her are roaring lions; her judges are evening wolves; they

     gnaw not the bones till the morrow.

     (Mat 7:15 KJV) Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly

     they are ravening wolves.

     (Eph 2:2 KJV) Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to

     the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience:

Chapter Three

The Autumn Feasts

The seventh month Tishri is an important month in the Hebrew calendar. The feast of Trumpets, the Day

of Atonement and the Feast of Tabernacles fall in this month. If the holy days are truly represented in the

stars one would expect the constellations of this month to indicate these appointed times by relating

something relevant to the significance of these three feasts.

               Trumpets - The return of (Yahshua ) Jesus Christ as king 

               The Day of Atonement - Atonement made for People of God and the Tabernacle

ast of Tabernacles may continue outside these dates. We are then justified in considering the signs which

Bootes - The Coming

Rosh Hashanah, falls on the Tishri 1. It is a day of "blowing". The Silver Trumpets were blown on the first

day of each month. (at each new moon, Numbers 10:10) The seventh would be no exception. The

seventh new moon is of course the Feast of Trumpets, though the Bible does not call it by this name. [In

fact the word "shofar" is not associated with this feast except by the connection alluded to in Psalm 81,

verse 3. The "shofar" or the ram's horn is associated with the Day of Atonement when on the year of

Jubilee, the "shofar" was sounded.] Youngs Literal Translation translates Leviticus 23:24,25 thus:

     "Speak unto the sons of Israel, saying, In the seventh month, on the first of the month, ye have a

     sabbath, a memorial of shouting, a holy convocation; ye do no servile work, and ye have

     brought near a fire-offering to Jehovah."

And Numbers 29:1 "And in the seventh month, in the first of the month, a holy convocation ye have, ye

do no servile work; a day of shouting it is to you;"

In the New Testament accounts of the Second Coming we see three means of audible announcement.

The shout, the voice of the archangel and the trumpet of God.

     (1 Th 4:16-17 KJV) For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice

     of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: {17} Then

     we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the

     Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.

     (Mat 24:30-31 KJV) And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all

     the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven

     with power and great glory. {31} And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and

     they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.

     (Psa 96:13 KJV) Before the LORD: for he cometh, for he cometh to judge the earth: he shall

     judge the world with righteousness, and the people with his truth.

     (Jude 1:14-15 KJV) And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, saying,

     Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of his saints, {15} To execute judgment upon all, and

     to convince all that are ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds which they have ungodly

     committed, and of all their hard speeches which ungodly sinners have spoken against him.

Bootes is pictured with a sickle in his hand and a spear in the other as one who is both ready to harvest

and ready to make war against his enemies. Yahshua, The Coming One is also depicted in Scripture as

one who is coming with a sickle to harvest and to a sword to judge.

     (Rev 14:14 KJV) And I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like unto

     the Son of man, having on his head a golden crown, and in his hand a sharp sickle.

     (Rev 19:11 KJV) And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him

     was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war.

     (Rev 19:15-16 KJV) And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the

     nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness

     and wrath of Almighty God. {16} And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written,

     KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.

     (Zec 14:3 KJV) Then shall the LORD go forth, and fight against those nations, as when he fought

     in the day of battle.

Just as the Feast of Trumpets clearly pictures the coming of Yahshua, King of Kings so too the

constellation of Bootes declares and heralds the second coming of the Messiah.

Libra (The Scales)

In the Scales we see the atonement which can be understood in terms of a "balance". That is to say that

we as sinners are indebted to God on account of our wicked actions. The weight of our sin tips one side

of the scales.

     (Rom 6:23 KJV) For the wages of sin is death; ................

Our debt is not offset by our good works and can never be. We cannot pay the price for our sin. But,

through the atoning death of Yahshua, Jesus Christ our Redeemer, he is able to pay our debt.

     (Rom 6:23 KJV) ................. but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

In its end time fulfilment the Day of Atonement will also be a time of judgement for the nations. As God

declared to King Belshazzer,

     (Dan 5:27 KJV) TEKEL; Thou art weighed in the balances, and art found wanting.

The Crux (The Cross)

The Southern Cross is not seen in the Northern Hemisphere although it is well known to those who have

travelled south of the Equator. It was visible in in Jerusalem at the time of Christ but has since receded

below the horizon. The Hebrews named it Adom which means "cutting off". It was by this cruel means

of torture that our Saviour bleed and died for our sin. A star is seen at each of the points that blood was

shed. His head, his hands, his feet and on the side (left) of his chest. He is the price that balances (atones

for) our sin.

     (Heb 12:2 KJV) Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was

     set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the

     throne of God.

Lupus (The Wolf)

In Greek its name is Thera, a beast. In Hebrew it is Asedah and in Arabic Asedaton which both mean

"to be slain". Again I differ here from Seiss and Bullinger taking the wolf (a dog) as before to be here

picturing the Adversary and his allies. For it is at this point in the endtime fulfillment of the Day of

Atonement that the Enemy will be bound and the Beast and False Prophet are thrown into the Lake of

Fire.

     (Rev 19:20 KJV) And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought miracles

     before him, with which he deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and them that

     worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone.

     (Rev 20:2 KJV) And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan,

     and bound him a thousand years,

Corona (The Crown)

Contrasted against the price (the Cross) we see on the other side of the Scales the purchased possesion -

the Crown of Life. In suffering he wore a crown of thorns, in victory he wears the crown of the King of

Kings. But this sign also depicts the crown of life that God will give to his faithful.

     (James 1:12 KJV) Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he is tried, he shall

     receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him.

The brightest star in the Corona is Al Phecca which in Arabic means the "shining".

     (Dan 12:3 KJV) And they that be wise shall shine as the brightness of the firmament; and they that

     turn many to righteousness as the stars for ever and ever.

Serpens (The Serpent)

     (Job 26:13 KJV) By his spirit he hath garnished the heavens; his hand hath formed the crooked

     serpent.

Striving for the crown but falling short of it is the Serpent pictured by the constellation of Serpens the

Serpent. There is no doubt about who this constellation represents.

     (Rev 20:2 KJV) And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan,

     and bound him a thousand years,

This picture is totally inkeeping with the meaning of the Feast of Tabernacles which prophesies the reign

of Christ for 1000 years during the Serpent will be bound.

Ophiuchus (The Serpent Held)

In this decan the writhing Serpent is seen held by a strong man. He is named Ophiuchus in Hebrew

Afeichus which means the serpent held. This is none other than the Messiah who restrains the

Adversary. In a second demonstration of the Messiah's power over the Evil One the right foot of

Ophiuchus is placed upon the head of Scorpio symbolizing the scorpion in subjection.

Conclusion

This study was based on the signs that were seen in the sky when the feasts were given to Israel by

Moses. But the sun does not return to the same place in the heavens each year. In fact it regresses at the

rate of about 1 degree every 71 years. This is known as the precession of the Equinoxes. So there has

been a 48 degree regression since the Exodus. In our time of course, due to the precession of the

Equinoxes, the Passover (Nisan 14) no longer corresponds to the sign of Aries. Today Passover is more

in Pisces, Pentecost is in Taurus and Tabernacles is in Virgo. 

This opens a whole new interpretation of the signs based on their present position in the heavens. For

instance, the second Passover (held on Iyar 14) was a chance for those who were ceremonially unclean

at the time of the annual passover to celebrate it one month later. This does not typify a second crucifixion

or a second Christ but rather an opportunity for all, CLEAN AND UNCLEAN, JEW AND GENTILE,

to partake in the atoning death of Christ during the period between the "Passover" (the Crucifixion) and

Pentecost (the Second Coming).

     (Num 9:10-14 KJV) Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, If any man of you or of your

     posterity shall be unclean by reason of a dead body, or be in a journey afar off, yet he shall keep

     the passover unto the LORD. The fourteenth day of the second month at even they shall keep it,

     and eat it with unleavened bread and bitter herbs. They shall leave none of it unto the morning, nor

     break any bone of it: according to all the ordinances of the passover they shall keep it. But the man

     that is clean, and is not in a journey, and forbeareth to keep the passover, even the same soul shall

     be cut off from among his people: because he brought not the offering of the LORD in his

     appointed season, that man shall bear his sin. And if a stranger shall sojourn among you, and will

     keep the passover unto the LORD; according to the ordinance of the passover, and according to

     the manner thereof, so shall he do: ye shall have one ordinance, both for the stranger, and for him

     that was born in the land.

The second passover clearly refers to the Gentiles (those who are unclean) and the scattered people of

God. (Those who are afar off)

The second Passover presently falls in the sign of the Ram! 

The day of Pentecost is now in the sign of Taurus, the Bull. Do you know what star cluster is in Taurus?

The Pleiades, which means the congregation of the judge or ruler. 

     (Job 38:31 KJV) Canst thou bind the sweet influences of Pleiades, or loose the bands of Orion?

What other reference to seven stars do we have in the Scriptures?

     (Rev 1:20 KJV) The mystery of the seven stars which thou sawest in my right hand, and the seven

     golden candlesticks. The seven stars are the angels of the seven churches: and the seven

     candlesticks which thou sawest are the seven churches.

The Feast of Tabernacles now in Virgo (Bethulah) puts one in mind of the passage in Revelation 12 which

speaks of a woman clothed with the sun.

     (Rev 12:1 KJV) And there appeared a great wonder in heaven; a woman clothed with the sun,

     and the moon under her feet, and upon her head a crown of twelve stars:

God's appointed times were important enough for him to write them in the stars of heaven. The Church

has ignored God's sacred and appointed times and has appointed her own feasts and sabbaths.

     (Exo 23:14-17 KJV) Three times thou shalt keep a feast unto me in the year. {15} Thou shalt

     keep the feast of unleavened bread: (thou shalt eat unleavened bread seven days, as I commanded

     thee, in the time appointed of the month Abib; for in it thou camest out from Egypt: and none shall

     appear before me empty:) {16} And the feast of harvest, the firstfruits of thy labours, which thou

     hast sown in the field: and the feast of ingathering, which is in the end of the year, when thou hast

     gathered in thy labours out of the field. {17} Three times in the year all thy males shall appear

     before the Lord GOD.

We have shown those three times have special significance in God's plan of salavation. We have seen the

Sacrifice of Yahshua the Messiah, (Jesus Christ) for our sin as the Passover Lamb; We have seen the

Church, both Jew and Gentile empowered by the gift of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost; We have seen the

coming of our Lord and his redeeming atoning sacrifice; all graphically illustrated in the stars above. We

have seen the fate of the Adversary and the enemies of God's Annointed. How can we be anything but

humbled in His presence. I believe the Psalmist sums it up beautifully when he says,

     (Psa 8:3-4 KJV) When I consider thy heavens, the work of thy fingers, the moon and the stars,

     which thou hast ordained; {4} What is man, that thou art mindful of him? and the son of man, that

     thou visitest him?
