The lndcx will enabl e the rcader to find at 
once, in this arrangement, any passage he may desire. If a particular v('r!ot(i is not 
found herein , some para Uel passage bearing on the same subject will h,' found. 

The Gospel Dl pensa!lon is not of law, but of gl·ace; yet the Moral T,aw is for 
all men, and the Cbristino can make no greater mistake than to think he is not 
bound by law. Our Lord and ilis apostles, in the New Testament, often refer to the 
Old Testam ent l.JRws, sometimes to confirm litem, sometimes to expand them, some­
times to show how a new ],tW of th e sp iri t has taken the place of the old. For th e 
Rtudcnt 's cOllvenience, the Now 'l'estamcnt passages here g i ven aloe printed in italics.
