Ten Prophetic Clues Concerning

Simeon – the Scots
There is not much direct history connecting the tribe of Simeon to the Scottish people. Even the Caucasian population of Scotland comes from various backgrounds. One can compare this to Jewry. The Jewish people have known many proselytes, yet, there has been a core of the tribe of Judah (and some of Levi & Benjamin) over the past 2500 years. The core passes on characteristics and genes to the periphery. Looking at the ‘prophetic clues’, one has to conclude, that a core of the tribe of Simeon once found its way to Scotland. This core passed its characteristics and genes onto the influx of others. The more fulfilled prophetic clues we find, the stronger our case. What follows is not historic proof, but proof by revelation.
1st Clue: Simeon: scattered
SIMEON AND LEVI ARE BROTHERS; weapons of violence are their swords.  6  O my soul, come not into their council; O my spirit, be not joined to their company; for in their anger they slay men, and in their wantonness they hamstring oxen.  7  Cursed be their anger, for it is fierce; and their wrath, for it is cruel! I WILL DIVIDE THEM IN JACOB AND SCATTER THEM IN ISRAEL (Genesis 49:5-7, RSV throughout unless mentioned otherwise).

The Simeonites were more or less scattered in the territory of Judah. After king David we no longer hear of them. Only two tribes are counted for the southern Kingdom of Judah: Judah and Benjamin.

Scottish diaspora according to Wikipedia:
The Scots are dispersed over the Anglo-Saxon world. And it is not just Nova Scotia (New Scotland) where they ended up:

2nd Clue: Simeon: violence
On the third day, when they were sore, two of the sons of Jacob, SIMEON AND LEVI, Dinah's brothers, TOOK THEIR SWORDS AND CAME UPON THE CITY UNAWARES, AND KILLED ALL THE MALES. THEY SLEW HAMOR AND HIS SON SHECHEM WITH THE SWORD, and took Dinah out of Shechem's house, and went away (Gen 34:25-26).
Simeon and Levi are brothers; WEAPONS OF VIOLENCE ARE THEIR SWORDS.  6  O my soul, come not into their council; O my spirit, be not joined to their company; FOR IN THEIR ANGER THEY SLAY MEN, AND IN THEIR WANTONNESS THEY HAMSTRING OXEN.  7  CURSED BE THEIR ANGER, FOR IT IS FIERCE; AND THEIR WRATH, FOR IT IS CRUEL! I will divide them in Jacob and scatter them in Israel (Gen 49:5-7).

[Simeon]: I became strong exceedingly; I shrank from no deed, NOR WAS I AFRAID OF ANYTHING. FOR MY HEART WAS HARD, AND MY MIND WAS UNMOVEABLE, AND MY BOWELS UNFEELING: because VALOUR also has been given from the Most High to men in soul and in body. And at that time I was jealous of Joseph because our father loved him; AND I SET MY MIND AGAINST HIM TO DESTROY HIM ... Judah our brother sold him to the Ishmaelites. And when Reuben came he was grieved, for he wished to have restored him safe to his father. BUT I WAS ANGRY AGAINST JUDAH IN THAT HE LET HIM GO AWAY ALIVE ... (Testament of Simeon).

Scotland

Every country has its own violent past, but Scottish history seems to be slightly more violent. This started with the brave, violent, wild tribes of Picts and Scots in the time of the Romans. Rome failed to subdue them. So Rome built Hadrian's Wall in Northern England to keep them out of the Roman Empire.

The English conquered Wales and Ireland, but they failed to do so with Scotland (Bannockburn). The Scots remained independent. Unity with England was only achieved when James VI of Scotland, as James I of England, succeeded the childless Elisabeth I. The personal union of 1603 became the UK in 1706.

3rd Clue: Simeon: pride & honour
Now Dinah the daughter of Leah, whom she had borne to Jacob, went out to visit the women of the land;   2  and when Shechem the son of Hamor the Hivite, the prince of the land, saw her, HE SEIZED HER AND LAY WITH HER AND HUMBLED [raped] HER. 3  And his soul was drawn to Dinah the daughter of Jacob; he loved the maiden and spoke tenderly to her.  4  So Shechem spoke to his father Hamor, saying, "Get me this maiden for my wife."  5  Now Jacob heard THAT HE HAD DEFILED HIS DAUGHTER DINAH; but his sons were with his cattle in the field, so Jacob held his peace until they came.  6  And Hamor the father of Shechem went out to Jacob to speak with him.  7  The sons of Jacob came in from the field when they heard of it; AND THE MEN WERE INDIGNANT AND VERY ANGRY, BECAUSE HE HAD WROUGHT FOLLY IN ISRAEL BY LYING WITH JACOB'S DAUGHTER, FOR SUCH A THING OUGHT NOT TO BE DONE ... 13  The sons of Jacob answered Shechem and his father Hamor deceitfully, BECAUSE HE HAD DEFILED THEIR SISTER DINAH.  14  They said to them, "We cannot do this thing, to give our sister to one who is uncircumcised, for that would be a disgrace to us ... 30  Then Jacob said to SIMEON AND LEVI, "You have brought trouble on me by making me odious to the inhabitants of the land, the Canaanites and the Per'izzites; my numbers are few, and if they gather themselves against me and attack me, I shall be destroyed, both I and my household."  31  But they said, "SHOULD HE TREAT OUR SISTER AS A HARLOT?" (Gen 34).
Pride, honour & revenge

Shechem ben Hamor seduced and raped Dinah the daughter of Jacob. This was dishounor, and in their pride Simeon and Levi sought revenge. The death of Shechem was not enough. In their desire for revenge, the entire city of Shechem had to be massacred.

Clan feuds

There have been many feuds between the Scottish clans. Many clan feuds were also about pride, honor and revenge. The members were very proud of their clan and their regalia, such as the kilt, the bagpipes and their tartan. On Wikipedia there are 102 articles about clan battles!

AND SOME OF THEM, FIVE HUNDRED MEN OF THE SIMEONITES, WENT TO MOUNT SEIR, having as their leaders Pelati'ah, Ne-ari'ah, Rephai'ah, and Uz'ziel, the sons of Ishi; and they destroyed the remnant of the Amal'ekites that had escaped, AND THEY HAVE DWELT THERE to this day (1Chronicles 4:42-43).
Seir Mountains

5th Clue: Simeon: towngates / castles
On the third day, when they were sore, two of the sons of Jacob, SIMEON AND LEVI, Dinah’s brothers, took their SWORDS and came upon THE CITY unawares, and killed all the males (Gen 34:25).
SIMEON AND LEVI are brothers; weapons of violence are their SWORDS (Gen 49:5).

Gate of Shechem

Because of the murder of the inhabitants of Shechem, both the sword and the city wall of Shechem became emblems for Simeon and Levi. The city gate often looks like a fortified medieval castle. Levi would also receive other emblems, such as Aaron's rod, and the 12-stone ephod. Therefore, the gate is usually used for Simeon only. Simeon ended up in Scotland and it is therefore remarkable that both Scotland and Wales are full of castles.

6th Clue: Simeon & Reuben
The sons of Leah: REUBEN (Jacob's first-born), SIMEON, Levi, Judah, Is'sachar, and Zeb'ulun (Genesis 35:23).
REUBEN, SIMEON, Levi, and Judah (Ex 1:2).
These are the sons of Israel: REUBEN, SIMEON, Levi, Judah, Is'sachar, Zeb'ulun (1Chron 2:1).

Over the tribes of Israel, for the REUBENITES Elie'zer the son of Zichri was chief officer; for the SIMEONITES, Shephati'ah the son of Ma'acah (1Chron 27:16).

And now your two sons, who were born to you in the land of Egypt before I came to you in Egypt, are mine; E'phraim and Manas'seh shall be mine, as REUBEN AND SIMEON are (Genesis 48:5).
On the south side shall be THE STANDARD OF THE CAMP OF REUBEN by their companies, the leader of the people of REUBEN being Eli'zur the son of Shed'eur, his host as numbered being 46,500. AND THOSE TO ENCAMP NEXT TO HIM SHALL BE THE TRIBE OF SIMEON, the leader of the people of SIMEON being Shelu'mi-el the son of Zurishad'dai, his host as numbered being 59,300 (Numbers 2:10-13).
Bond between Reuben & Simeon

Reuben and Simeon had a close bond with each other in the Bible. Reuben and Simeon were the two eldest sons of Jacob, and they were also the two eldest sons of Leah. They were Jacob's only sons until the birth of Levi. Both were passed over in favor of Ephraim and Manasseh (sons of Joseph). Simeon was encamped south of the tabernacle with and under the standard of Reuben.

Scotland & France
Likewise the Scots (Simeon) have a special bond with the French (Reuben).

The Auld alliance

Wikipedia: “TheAuld Alliance (Scots for "Old Alliance") was an alliance between the kingdoms of Scotland and France against England made in 1295. The Scots word auld, meaning old, has become a partly affectionate term for the long-lasting association between the two countries. Although the alliance was never formally revoked, it is considered by some to have ended with the signing of the Treaty of Edinburgh in 1560. 

The alliance played a significant role in the relations among Scotland, France and England. The alliance was renewed by all the French and Scottish monarchs of that period except Louis XI. By the late 14th century, the renewal occurred regardless of whether either kingdom was at war with England at the time.

The alliance began with the treaty signed by John Balliol and Philip IV of France in 1295 against Edward I of England. The terms of the treaty stipulated that if either country were attacked by England, the other country would invade English territory. The 1513 Battle of Flodden, where the Scots invaded England in response to the English campaign against France, was one such occasion. Thomas Randolph, Earl of Moray, negotiated the renewal of the alliance in 1326. The alliance played an important role in the Wars of Scottish Independence, the Hundred Years' War, the War of the League of Cambrai, and the Rough Wooing.”

The Garde Écossaise

Since their founding in 1418, the Garde Écossaise, the personal bodyguard to the French monarchy, continued to protect the kings of France until 412 years later, in 1830, when Charles X of France abdicated.

Charles de Gaulle
Wikipedia: “In a speech which he delivered in Edinburgh in June 1942, Charles de Gaulle described the alliance between Scotland and France as "the oldest alliance in the world". He also declared that:
‘In every combat where for five centuries the destiny of France was at stake, there were always men of Scotland to fight side by side with men of France, and what Frenchmen feel is that no people has ever been more generous than yours with its friendship.’

In 1995, celebrations were held in both countries marking the 700th anniversary of the beginning of the alliance.

After extensive research, British historian Siobhan Talbott concluded that the Auld Alliance had never been formally revoked and that it endured and thrived long after the Acts of Union in 1707 and the Entente Cordiale of 1904.”

7th Clue: Simeon: envy & hatred
Now Israel loved Joseph more than any other of his children, because he was the son of his old age; and he made HIM A LONG ROBE WITH SLEEVES.  4  But when his brothers saw that their father loved him more than all his brothers, THEY HATED HIM, and could not speak peaceably to him.  5  Now Joseph had a dream, and when he told it to his brothers THEY ONLY HATED HIM THE MORE ...  8 His brothers said to him, "Are you indeed to reign over us? Or are you indeed to have dominion over us?" SO THEY HATED HIM YET MORE FOR HIS DREAMS AND FOR HIS WORDS ...  18 They saw him afar off, and before he came near to them they conspired against him TO KILL HIM ...  23  So when Joseph came to his brothers, they stripped him of his robe, the long robe with sleeves that he wore;  24  and they took him and cast him into a pit. The pit was empty, there was no water in it ... (Genesis 37).

... and [Joseph] returned to them and spoke to them. AND HE TOOK SIMEON FROM THEM AND BOUND HIM BEFORE THEIR EYES (Genesis 42:24b).

Now SIMEON HAD THE COAT, AND WOULD NOT GIVE IT UP, wishing to rend it with his sword; FOR HE WAS ANGRY THAT JOSEPH LIVED, and that he had not slain him (Testament of Zebulun).
And at that time I was JEALOUS of Joseph because our father loved him; and I set my mind against him to destroy him, because the prince of deceit sent forth THE SPIRIT OF JEALOUSY and blinded my mind, that I regarded him not as a brother, and spared not Jacob my father ... And now, children, TAKE HEED OF THE SPIRIT OF DECEIT AND OF ENVY. For ENVY rules over the whole mind of a man, and suffers him neither to eat, nor to drink, nor to do any good thing: it ever suggests to him to destroy HIM THAT HE ENVIES; and he that is envied ever flourishes, but HE THAT ENVIES fades away (Testament of Simeon).

Testament of Envy
The Apocryphal Testaments of the Twelve Patriarchs all have a subtitle. Thus the Testament of Simeon is the testament of jealousy. Of all the 10 brothers, Simeon was the most torn by jealousy, and hated Joseph the most. That is probably the reason why Simeon had to remain as a prisoner in Egypt when the other 9 went back to report to Jacob.
Scottish envy of the English

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8th Clue: Simeon: preachers
And [Leah] conceived again and bore a son, and said, "Because the LORD has HEARD that I am hated, he has given me this son also"; and she called his name SIMEON [Hebr. SHIM’ON, heard]  (Gen 29:33).

The second lot came out for SIMEON, FOR THE TRIBE OF SIMEON, ACCORDING TO ITS FAMILIES; AND ITS INHERITANCE WAS IN THE MIDST OF THE INHERITANCE OF THE TRIBE OF JUDAH.  2  And it had for its inheritance Beer-sheba, Sheba, Mola'dah,  3  Hazar-shu'al, Balah, Ezem,  4  Elto'lad, Bethul, Hormah,  5  Ziklag, Beth-mar'caboth, Ha'zar-su'sah,  6  Beth-leba'oth, and Sharu'hen -- thirteen cities with their villages;  7  En-rimmon, Ether, and Ashan -- four cities with their villages;  8  together with all the villages round about these cities as far as Ba'alath-beer, Ramah of the Negeb. This was the inheritance of the tribe of Simeon according to its families.  9  THE INHERITANCE OF THE TRIBE OF SIMEON FORMED PART OF THE TERRITORY OF JUDAH; BECAUSE THE PORTION OF THE TRIBE OF JUDAH WAS TOO LARGE FOR THEM, THE TRIBE OF SIMEON OBTAINED AN INHERITANCE IN THE MIDST OF THEIR INHERITANCE (Joshua 9:1-9).
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The Simeonites were given an inheritance in the midst of Judah. They started to play a subordinate role. The Simeonites were more or less absorbed into Judah. Since the division of the realm into the Kingdom of Judah and the Kingdom of Israel, we no longer hear from Simeon. Of Benjamin and Judah only.

Before the conquest of the land, the Simeonites had also been greatly reduced in number. At the first count at Sinai there were 59,300 men counted for the army. Forty years later there were only 22,200. Since then the tribe of Simeon played a marginal role.
In the blessing of Moses, in Deuteronomy 33, Moses' blessing for all the tribes, Simeon is not even mentioned at all!
Scots & English

The English were unable to permanently conquer the Scots. Through the personal union of 1603, in which the Scottish king James VI also became king of England (James I), the two countries were united by the royal house. But even then the king moved with his court to the south, because England was much more powerful and more important.
With the Union of 1706, the two countries became one kingdom. The Scottish Parliament moved to London and was merged with the English Parliament. Henceforth, the Scots were ruled far away by the government in Westminster (London). And that's how the Scots still feel today.

The House of Commons is made up of constituency representatives and England has a much larger population than Scotland. So there are many more MPs from England (543) than from Scotland (57). This leads to a subordinate role for the Scots in the kingdom. This was clearly reflected in Brexit. A majority of English people were in favor of Brexit, a majority of Scots were against Brexit.
Scots (Simeon) play a subordinate role compared to the English (Joseph, Ephraim). Consider the fact that Joseph had Simeon bound:

Then he turned away from them and wept. 

Then [Joseph] returned to them and spoke with them; he took Simeon from among them and bound him in their presence (Gen 42:24).

Simeon (Scotland) is still tied to Joseph (England).
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The English dragged the Scots out of the EU against their will.

10th Clue: Simeon: coat of many colours
Now Israel loved Joseph more than all his children, because he was the son of his old age: and he made him A COAT OF MANY COLOURS ... And it came to pass, when Joseph was come unto his brethren, that they stript Joseph out of his coat, HIS COAT OF MANY COLOURS that was on him ... And they sent THE COAT OF MANY COLOURS, and they brought it to their father; and said, This have we found: know now whether it be thy son’s coat or no (Gen 37:3, 23, 32, KJV).

Now SIMEON HAD THE COAT, AND WOULD NOT GIVE IT UP, wishing to rend it with his sword; for he was angry that Joseph lived, and that he had not slain him (Testament of Zebulun).

Multicolored Robe – Tartan & Kilt

In light of the first nine clues, we can include the tartan and the kilt as the tenth clue. Joseph was given a coat of many colours and Simeon was jealous. The multi-colored tartan represents Simeon's jealousy of Joseph.
