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Introduction

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Visit to the Historical Sites 2011

It was on-off, on-off on about 5 occasions, but | finally made it to America in 2011.

| missed going to two Feast sites many years ago due to my student years; | was due to visit Herman Hoeh in mid-2005; Richard Nickels in 2006 and Raymond
McNair in 2008. Alas, none of these visits eventuated due to their passing into ‘sleep,’ as the Bible puts it.

In any event, after a 1.5 hour delay at Sydney airport | arrived in Los Angeles after around 13 ort 14 hours and took an hour to get through customs due to
the queue. After finally found the terminal for Alaska Airlines and made it just in time with minutes to spare! A couple of hours later | was picked up at
Portland Airport by a member who whisked me to my hotel room.

Visit with Church of God (seventh day) elder

Another member drove me the next morning to meet up with John & Lois Lemley for breakfast (he is an elder with the Church of God (seventh day)). They
are wonderful folk whom | have been in touch with for many years. | have, in fact, been in contact with the Church of God (seventh day) and many other
groups since teenage years and still receive the Bible Advocate magazine. They are such kind, generous and loving folk and even offered me free
accommodation, use of their car for the Feast and clothing if | needed it. They exhibit the qualities of GIVE not always seen! They have very good, pure hearts
and | appreciated their company very much. John is a specialist in the Wed Crucifixion-Saturday resurrection doctrine and his papers have been uploaded to
https://www.friendsofsabbath.org/iframe/ABC/CG7/cog7.htm for anyone to download for free.

After the Feast John wrote on 15 Oct:

“Lois and | thank the Lord for the pleasure of meeting you at long last. Thanks for coming to our home and sharing breakfast with
us last Tuesday.

We lived there from 1974 - 1983 and
1993-1995. | served as the pastor for much of that time. It will be good to spend Sabbath with them again.

If the remainder of your time in the U.S. will allow us to see you again, please let us know when and where is good for you. May
God bless you throughout your time here and grant you a safe return home.

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Thanks so much for the lovely gifts you brought! If there is anything you think of that you need to make your time here better, let
me know.”

John & Lois Lemley (Oct 2011)

Then on 27 Oct John Lemley wrote again:
“Your visit to our home was certainly lots of fun for us. We look forward to the next one whether at your home or ours.
Lois' grandparents were Andrew Nugent and Effie Carpenter Dugger. They had four children. Andrew, Orabelle, Naomi and Mary.
You took a picture of it. The original was taken in 1947. There is also a picture of Effie playing the violin. And another picture of

young Andrew with his brother Alex and a dog. You have picture of Andrew and Effie in the history document you gave me.

Andrew's parents were Andrew Ferguson and Virginia Belle Miller Dugger. There are separate pictures of them. Virginia's parents
were Nathan and Sarah Miller.

Andrew F. Dugger parents were James and Mary Margaret Schaeffer Dugger. They are in separate pictures. James is young and
Mary looks very old.

If you took copies of Effie's side of the family, there is a picture of the Carpenter family. And of her mother's Grimm family.

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The chair was made by Andrew N. Dugger's father - Andrew F. Dugger. He made it for his retarded daughter who died in her teens.”

Radio Church of God & Herbert Armstrong Historical Sites

| brought with me a list of sites associated with HWA and the old Radio Church of God - that afternoon | was driven around by a kind member to try and find
these sites such as where HWA was baptised and the Portland Library where HWA spent so much time (these are posted to
http://www.friendsofsabbath.org/Trail/trail.htm).

Then | departed for Eugene having decided to hire a car instead of borrowing one that was offered by the Lemley’s - | felt a lot more comfortable with that.

| slept overnight in Eugene and the next day tried to find these important historical sites - some | found but others | couldn't - | took photographs of those
that I did find such as 4th Avenue (where the Armstrong's lived), 8th Avenue (where first church building was located), Amtrak Station (where many broadcasts
were recorded), Hult building (site of first home office, now replaced by the Hult), Royal Street (where the Firbutte Hall is supposed to be located but | could
not find), the Odd Fellows Building that had a room HWA operated out of at one time and KORE radio station that broadcast HWA’s programs.

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Next was the drive to the Feast site at Redmond-Bend - the countryside along the route was magnificent and all that | imagined it to be - absolutely stunning.
The documentaries and books came alive for me and | took a number of photographs. Similarly the drive to Portland airport from Bend-Redmond after the
Feast was very scenic.

At the Feast Pastor Larry Walker (Feast Coordinator) and | exchanged gifts - he gave me a picture frame that he had made for me from rough cut cedar that
was part of the wall of the meeting room at Belknap Springs when the Feast was kept there during the 1940s! The frame represents an important part of our
history and | shall treasure it! Mr Walker and | have been in communication since 1995 and met in Sydney in 1996 - so it was wonderful meeting up with him
again after all that time.

The Feast fellowship, sermons and activities were also terrific.

Whilst at the Feast | met Shirley Nickels (wife of deceased Richard Nickels) for the second time ever. Richard and | had been in contact since 1976 or 1977!
We only met once but spent a lot of time on the phone and exchanged hundreds of e-mails every year — in fact on an almost daily basis. His website is still
preserved at https://www.friendsofsabbath.org/G&S/www.giveshare.org/ and a public presentation | made honouring him and his researches may be
downloaded from here: PowerPoint Presentation in honour of Richard Nickels

At the Feast | met a lot of wonderful people and we will keep in touch. | talked to a number of folk and they or people they knew had good memories of HWA
and the early church.

At the Feast | stayed with members who are mighty fine Christian men and we enjoyed some very good Biblical conversations. For me, a Feast is spiritual, not
a holiday, so have said for so many years that we should have voluntary Bible studies each of the days between holy days. We did have one lecture which |
enjoyed. | did, however, visit the fascinating High Desert Museum, Mt Batchelor and surrounds and the Warm Springs Indian Museum.

After the Feast | received some lovely e-mails from members such as:

e Mike:

"Glad it worked out and you got what sounds like a grand tour of the campus. Thank you so much for coming to the States. You
added so much to many others here in Bend. So glad you came it added to Tim's and my Feast as well ... My mom saw your Origins
of Nations one in my home the other day and started to read it and really liked it."

e Jeanette:
" ... meeting you was one of the high points of the feast. Just getting to know a personality with a name is nice. | had other high
points, such as the talent show, and fellowshipping with special friends. | assume that you are not home yet, while | write this.

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| hadn't written you much in the past about Portland, OR, because | didn't think that you would be all that interested, being on the
other side of the planet; and Portland is only one little spot in the world, in the scheme of things. But it was one of the first three
churches that HWA set up. | originally came from the Midwest of the USA, but | consider Oregon my permanent home, so | am
interested in the history of the church right here.

Most of the "living books" are now dead that started out in Eugene in the early 30's. Any that were alive then, were children, and
they don't remember a lot, but enough to get tidbits here and there. If you ever want to make up a sheet of question for me to ask
others, | can do that for you."

Time spent in Los Angeles

After the Feast, | flew to Los Angeles via Alaska Airlines which enables one to use the internet on board the craft for a fee - | gratefully took up this opportunity.
We touched down in Los Angeles and drove a lovely Dodge to the house | was staying in through. From the time of touch down to entering the home | was
staying in took 3.5 hours. The entire trip from Bend-Redmond to the house took 11 hours!

The next day (the Sabbath) | attended UCG and had a great time, meeting and chatting with many fine folk - some whom had worked at WCG's HQ for many
years. | also met Dr David Lewis after so many years - he was in Australia for the 1998 lost tribes seminar | organised - so it was a highlight meeting up and
enjoyed dinner together, sharing 'notes' and information. | was honoured by his statement that my work has inspired his new newsletter on the ‘lost’ tribes
of Israel.

Visit to Ambassador College site

On Tuesday | met up with Duane Abler of Church of God,aic — Peter Nathan & Robert Boraker arranged for him to show me the old Ambassador College
campus. | never met him before but remember him from a number of Feast films. He was also very involved in the TV department, filming HWA's funeral etc.

11 encountered a similar situation on 24 July 2022 and wrote of this experience in the country town of Goulburn to various ones:

“Greetings,

| was in the country yesterday and came across a large bookshop with 16 rooms in an old heritage building. It is one of the best | have seen.

It was surprising to me that | came across (and purchased for $S5) Andew Dugger’s book ‘The Bible Home Instructor.” Though | have several editions of it, | didn’t have a
hard bound version and decided to add it to the collection.

It is a reprint of the first edition of 1919.

What a place to find a copy of that book! Thought this might be of interest to you.” (e-mail dated 25 July 2022)
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Duane showed me all around the campus and commented on the various buildings and his wonderful experiences at the College. | wish | could have recorded
the entire proceedings.

| took extensive photos of the campus including, of course, the exterior of the famous Auditorium which was locked — you can see them here. We decided to
take one last walk past the Auditorium before leaving and noticed a man entering a side door. We wondered if he would let us in to see it — he saw us but
then went inside and closed the door. | said a very quick prayer asking God to allow us in if it is His will. As Duane and | walked toward the door the man
popped outside and waited for us and we walked toward him, introducing ourselves and asking if we could have a look around — Duane explained his extensive
time at AC and that | was a visitor from Australia and that we would love to have a look around inside.

The man, Doug Huse, introduced himself as the General Manager for the site and said we can have a look around unsupervised! Duane knows the building
intimately and showed me all around and | took many photographs. | took photos of everything except a couple of snaps of the downstairs area (mother’s
room, change rooms etc) because my battery ran out. Some photos are of buildings to be torn down so it is important that we keep an historical record of
these. | also photographed the first building in Pasadena HWA purchased which became the library (photographs here).

On the way out we chatted with the General Manager who revealed that he has the file with the entire history of AC performances. He graciously — and
unexpectantly - gave me an old AC brochure.

He also revealed, before we left, that ‘something told me to let you in to the building’! (one day he will learn that his kindness was actually the answer to
prayer). We thanked him for his kindness before leaving.

I might mention here that | was urged to attend AC by several ministers including John White (South Africa - no relative); David House (England); Ken McLeod
and Ken Lewis (Australia) and | think John Comino (Australia). | did consider it and browsed the 'Ambassador Catalog'. But | did not see myself as a ministerial
sort of person and that AC would not completely cater to my interests.

Anyway, Duane also showed me where the old Imperial School, media office etc were (now demolished and replaced with blocks of units).

Herbert Armstrong grave site

Then we headed to the Mountview Cemetery to view HWA's grave (next to his is Loma (his wife), Dick (his son) and Eva Wright Armstrong (his mother). Mr
Richard Sedliacik’s grave (he was the Managing Editor of the Ambassador College Correspondence Course for many years and, | believe, was a member of the
Living Church of God more recently) is next to theirs and | believe Mrs Hulme’s is nearby too. You can see the photograph's together with a map of how to
find this grave site here.
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Next we tried to find Herman Hoeh'’s grave: we went to the office and were given directions by the lady in charge but could not find it. So we went back to
the office and the lady rechecked and assured us that the grave was indeed in the sector she had previously advised. | found which were apparently Hoeh's
parents’ gravestone - still, it was difficult to find his and | almost gave up but said a little prayer — Duane found it moments later! Duane took photos of each
of these graves and e-mailed them to me later that day.

Duane provided very good reports about HWA and Hoeh — unlike some who never knew them. What a wonderful day and what a great guy!

The following day (Wed) | went to the fascinating Ronald Reagan library and spent 2 hours there - it was one of the highlights of my life. | doubt that we will
ever see another President like him again - see http://www.reaganfoundation.org/ for further information.
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At Herbert W Armstrong’s grave site (2011)

| then drove back to the Mountview Cemetery and took several more photos of Hoeh’s grave site and surrounding areas (which is close to the entrance) to
make it easier to be found for those that would like to visit it out of respect - photographs are available here.

This reminds me that many years ago when | was living in Portsmouth, England and attended the Southampton WCG, | got to know a member who attended
AC and who knew Hoeh. | recall him saying to me that 'Dr Hoeh would love to tutor someone like you' and was going to recommend me. Strangely, that was
said by another person years later, but | just didn't think AC was for me. However, Hoeh and | did communicate by letter and via telephone conversations.
'Kindred interests' as they say.

Finding the HWA site was more difficult for me without Duane and | went back to the office for directions. As | was walking to the office, the same lady that
helped us find the Hoeh site the previous day happened to be driving by and politely asked me if | was still trying to find the Hoeh site. | explained that we
had found it but | was now seeking the HWA site. She said to follow her as she knew just where to go! | followed her in my car and took more photos of the
graves and surroundings — it was a sunny day so the photos were excellent and it was easier to clean the grass off the grave stones.

| then started driving to find the exit and saw her outside of her vehicle, checking on graves. | waved to her to indicate my gratitude and she waved back.
So, the entire trip was eventful, spiritual and three little prayers were answered.

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Visit to the Historical Sites & Churches of God Dec 2017 —Jan 2018

In late November 2017 | undertook a further trip to the USA to visit family, enjoy the tourist sites and undertaken a further tour to the Radio Church of
God/Worldwide Church of God historical sites. This trip was integrated into visits to the various Church of God groups that | am familiar with. Unfortunately,
due to time constraints, it was not possible to visit each of these friendly groups.

The trip started off in a rather interesting fashion having ‘bumped into’ a Church member who was on the same flight as me but on the way to Central America
via Los Angeles. In Los Angeles we met up for lunch a few days later.

Fellowship and more fellowship

A member | had never met before picked me up from the airport and | found out that he worked with Herman L Hoeh for some time in the 1970s. Later that
day he took me to Ambassador Campus of which | took a number of photographs and video clips. This included a part of the campus | had not seen before.
That day | enjoyed lunch with several members. During the entire trip that lasted until the end of January | enjoyed brunches, lunches and dinners with
members from a number of Church groups and fellowships (the latter including the Bible Sabbath Association and Genesis Research Projects).

During my stay in Los Angeles | again visited the Herbert W Armstrong and Herman Hoeh grave sites.

Herman L Hoeh’s grave
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Although my initial plans were for a bit of driving and mostly flying between destinations, in the end it became much more convenient to drive. So the driving
took me from Los Angeles to Seattle; then via Utah and Colorado to Texas, finally ending the interstate driving in Raleigh, North Carolina. This was followed
by a 7 hour flight to San Diego via Chicago. After a few days in San Diego | drove to Los Angeles prior to the flight back to Australia.

In all 16 States were visited and dozens of members met including those | had not seen for years; others | had been in touch with for a very long time but
never met; and those that | had never met or known in any fashion. What a wonderful experience it was - so positive, uplifting and the people so friendly.

Church services at each location was great and | spent time fellowshipping until the end — usually among the last to depart (only one service was missed due
to service time and venue having changed).

Visits and historical sites

The trip from Los Angeles to San Francisco included a stop at the offices of the Christian Biblical Church of God followed a few days later spending time in the
quaint town of Eugene.

At Eugene | visited a number of sites and former sites (ie the original buildings have subsequently been demolished).

Then up the mountains to Belknap Springs where the Radio Church of God observed the Feast of Tabernacles from 1945 to 1951. | notice a little hamlet on
the way called Nimrod (there is also Ninkasi Brewing in Eugene named after the goddess of beer and also a café named Petra in Seattle)!

The mountains were amongst the most scenic | experience given the glorious forests and lovely, soft snow. It wasn’t all that cold and quite bearable compared
to my later experiences.

Later | met up with Calvin and Barbara Burrell of the Church of God (seventh day) who showed me their meeting hall and the house that Andrew Dugger used
to live in across the road from the hall. Apparently on work days, Dugger used to walk across the road and give Bible studies to the congregation right after
finishing work.

Benjamin Light, an United Church of God elder met up and showed me some of the sites later that afternoon around Salem (church hall site and former home
site and KSLM radio station).

Then | was off to Portland and once again met up with brethren and John & Lois Lemley of the Church of God (seventh day). As usual they were so hospitable
and giving. Their sharing of information on Alex and Andrew Dugger as well as providing a copy of Gilbert Cranmer’s Autobiography.
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Just outside of Seattle | visited the Bible Sabbath Association’s office — having been in touch with them since around 1976 or 1977 and having subscribed to
their Sabbath Sentinel for many years, it was a special historical experience for me.

It brought back tremendous memories of the interactions between Richard Nickels and myself over many years (1977/78-2006).

Belknap Springs resort

This was followed by a long drove over the icy mountains to Idaho where | met up with friends and had a look around the exterior of the Church of God
(seventh day) Meridian that | have been in contact with since my teens or early twenties (it was too early for the offices to be open and for me to visit).

The next stage was a long drive to Salt Lake City — the main focus of the trip was to meet up with family there. Then on to Denver to visit brethren at the
Church of God (seventh day) head office. | was shown around the facilities, the printing press area and of course the room containing the valuable historical
archives of literature and records dating from the mid-1800s. This included the Hope of Israel published in 1863 and successor periodicals. Subsequently,
many issues of these publications and their predecessor, The Messenger of Truth, have been located and uploaded here.

The next stage of the trip took me to Oklahoma City where | looked around the Philadelphia Church of God headquarters grounds and outside their buildings

Later that day | found the graveyard which has Greenberry George Rupert’s family vault which contains his coffin.
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Rupert family vault

Then it was off to Texas where Dixon Cartwright showed me around Big Sandy campus and the Garner Ted and Shirley Armstrong’s graves as well as the
offices/meeting halls for UCG, GCl, LCG, Church of God (Big Sandy). | also visited the Church of God (a Worldwide Association) head office and non-aligned
researchers.

Also, as part of this tour of many Church of God groups, a visit was made to the office complex for the Intercontinental Church of God and was give a ‘grand
tour’ of the facilities but missed seeing Mark Armstrong due to his attendance at a funeral. Later | drove past the offices of the Church of God, International.

A few days later | drove to the Church of the Great God'’s offices but did not visit them; but later that day | spent a considerable amount of time at the Living
Church of God offices followed that evening and the next day with senior staff.

My return to Los Angeles for a few days prior to the flight to Australia included a visit to the theological Archives bookshop which as been relocated from the
location that Herman L Hoeh used to frequent. The bookshop contains an impressive number of technical and scholarly works.

Ellmaker
is about a half mile long and ends at Jeans Road.

According to Benjamin Light, “somewhere between June of 2014 and May of 2016
according to Google Earth Satellite Imagery — the schoolhouse was torn down.”
The site of HWA'’s third campaign and small congregation. The building has since
been demolished.

Alvadore School — located on the north side of 8t Street (across from where the
Decker’s Nursery complex used to be) - about one block west of the intersection of
8t St. and B St. in Alvadore. A new house sits in what would have been the back
yard of the school building.

When you enter Alvadore — you'll see the highway gently curve to the right — there
is a country store on your left.

The closest you can get to the
location is to drive from Eugene to the end of Royal Road which is a parking area
for hikers, hunters and fishermen who walk out the path made by the gravel base
of the original roadbed through the marshland that borders the reservoir itself to
get to the water line. In 2001 during a severe drought the reservoir never filled up
with spring run-off and | walked east on the Royal Road roadbed for over a mile
and a half to the location of the Firbutte School. From old maps in the city (and
possibly available online), the school had been located a hundred yards from one
of the road intersections on Coyote Flats. If there is water backed up in the
reservoir, then you’ll not be able to walk out that far. However by hiking a little
distance west of the parking area at the end of the pavement on Royal Road, you’ll
be able to truly get a feel for the area where Mr. A’s first evangelistic meetings
took place.”

“The site of Firbutte School is located under the waters of Fern Ridge Reservoir at
the end of Royal Road. The site would have been about 1 to 1.5 miles in in an area
known as Coyote Flats.

“The easiest Way to get there — if you continue down Royal Road past the photos
you took of the corner of Royal Road and Firbutte Road you will dead end into a
small park. Continuing down the trail will lead to the reservoir (or some marshy
bits) That's the closest you can get without scuba gear.”

There were no houses in that section
that matched the picture in the Autobiography — so if that is the location, the
house has been moved or demolished and rebuilt.

Impossible to verify the lot without contacting the county and confirming
ownership records going far enough back. It's also possible that the house was one
of the houses that was in the area where the walking path is now and was torn
down.

So, unfortunately - Impossible to verify for certain without further research with
the City of Eugene.”

The Autobio. speaks often of him hurrying to the train station in one of his “shirttail
shoots” to go somewhere.
